2. Information about the competition

The competition for professor in the professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty:
World Economy and International Economic Relations was called to meet the needs of the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International
Economy and Politics at UNWE pursuant to a decision of the Academic Council Ne
3/10.07.2019, promulgated in State Gazette, issue 72 of 13.09.2019. | am member of the
scientific jury for the competition in compliance with Order Ne 2495/12.11.2019 of UNWE’s
rector.

Documents for participation in the competition have been submitted by Associate
professor Dr. Milanka Dimitrova Slavova (the only candidate) from the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International Economy and
Politics at UNWE. The submitted documents and most of all the candidate’s scientific works,
her development as a researcher and lecturer give grounds to come up with a positive opinion
about the candidacy of Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova. This shall be supported and
substantiated by the assumptions and considerations laid down herein.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

Milanka Slavova graduated from UNWE and was awarded a doctoral degree at the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business. She has been faculty staff of
UNWE since 1987. In the period 2003-2011 she was vice dean in charge of R&D at the
Faculty of International Economy and Politics, in 2012-2016 she was chief secretary in charge
of the curricula, from 2016 until 2019 she was vice rector in charge of the bachelor degree
program and lifelong education, and since 2018 she has been head of the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business.

She has participated in many national and European projects. She has worked as expert in
the sphere of Bulgaria’s innovation policy and foreign trade. She is member of the Bulgarian
Association for regional research. Since 2016 she has been chairperson of the Association of
economic schools in Bulgaria. This varied activity has provided a solid basis for the
subsequent development as lecturer at UNWE and at other educational institutions.

4. Fulfiment of the requirements for taking the academic position of professor

Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova meets all quantitative criteria for taking the
academic position of professor. Given the minimal threshold of 970 points, Associate
professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has 3344,9 points. All other quantitative requirements for
which there is no assessment in points have also been covered. Evidence has beeen submitted
pointing to 11 citations of Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s publications in
scientific journals, refereed or indexed in world famous databases, and 13 citations or remarks
in other electronic information systems.



The qualitative requirements have also been covered, considering the positive
statement made by the Habilitation Council at UNWE, minutes No. 2/15.05.2019.

I believe that the candidate meets the criteria for taking the academic position of
professor at UNWE, the Department of International Economic Relations and Business.

4. Assessment of education and training

Since her full-time employment at UNWE, the candidate passed through all academic
positions in the career development of an academic lecturer — assistant professor, senior
assistant professor and associate professor. Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova has
delivered lectures and seminars in the following disciplines: Scientific policy and innovation
management, Innovations in international business, Marketing, Marketing management,
Marketing in social networks among other at the bachelor and master degree of education in
both Bulgarian and English.

Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova was lecturer at the American Universiet in
Blagoevgrad (2003-2013), where she elaborated her courses in Marketing, Consumer
behaviour, Development of new products, etc. She has taught at the master degree program of
City University, Seattle, and the joint bachelor degree program at the International Business
School in Botevgrad (1999-2006).

Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova was selected for sceintific advisor of four
doctoral students that were awarded the PhD degree.

Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova is the appropriate lecturer for different
academic courses at the Institute for Post-graduate Studies at UNWE such as International
marketing, Innovation management, etc.

It is worth noting the positive assessments of Associate professor Dr. Milanka
Slavova’s education and training — the high requirements and criteria she puts to her own
activity and to the students’ preparation. As a lecturer she is highly effective in taking
advantage of the contemporary devices and technologies in the academic education and
training. The written textbooks and the analyses made of the curricula and programs
contribute to raising the level of and enriching the students’ knowledge and to mastering the
content in the academic instruction in the sphere International Economic Relations and
Business.

The results of the development of Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s
education and training prove the need for and efficacy of the close connection and
interdependence between research and academic instruction, the importance of which has
been growing in the individual contributuion to education.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific workd/ publications

The the development of Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s creative biography
exposes the focus of her research on a well-structured field in economic sciences —
innovations and the internationalization of business in the conditions of digital transformation,
the contemporary European scientific and innovation policy.

The familiarization with the candidate’s scientific production reveals the expedience
and analytical nature of the treated problems, which are connected by priority with the
aforementioned topics and issues. The candidate has submitted a list of all publications, which
includes a monography in English, 6 chapters from collective monographs, five of which are
also in English, her co-authorship in 3 university textbooks, a study, 2 articles published in
refereed worldfamous databases, 19 articles in specialized scientific journals, 5 papers from
the proceedings in scientific conferences.

Among Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s major contributions in the submitted
works (monographs, articles, etc.) the following examples should be highlighted:



+ A well-founded focus on relevant and topical aspects of the Bulgarian companies’
participation in innovation processes and the enhanced effect of their marketing
activity on the markets abroad in the conditions of digitalization;

+ Systemic study, clarification and enrichment of the scientific notion about the
interaction between innovations, digitalization and the internationalization of firms
at both the theoretical and practical level;
