As a whole the submitted for review monography can be highly
appreciated. What gives me reasons to draw such a conclusion is the
following characteristics of the work: practical significance and topicality
of the identified research problem, correct formulation of the research
aim and tasks; correct application of the methodological apparatus;
balanced and logical structure; profound analysis and conclusions
supported by arguments; impressive in terms of volume and content
bibliography. It should be particularly stressed that the theoretical
analysis is accompanied by an analysis of successful practices of
internationalization of Bulgarian innovative companies with a focus on
SME and social innovations.

The subject of research is the link and mutual dependency between
innovations - digitalization of the business - internationalization of the
business.

Chapter one studies the interaction between innovations and
internationalization in the conditions of the digital transformation of
business. Different approaches towards the innovations in the context of
digital economy, including innovations “driven by” leading consumers,
open innovation, crowdsourcing, destructive, sustainable and green
innovation, economic, social and digital innovations and others.

What is of particular interest in Chapter one is the author’s position
(interpretation) of the essence of the digital transformation of business
and the elements of the process. In the author’s opinion “the digital

transformation of business is frequently based on a myriad of innovations
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in three basic areas: interaction with the consumers, business operations
and the companies’ business models.”

In compliance with the aims and tasks of the research, chapter one dwells
on basic theories of internationalization and special attention is paid to
the role of digital technologies for the internationalization of small and
medium business. The author proves “that basic theories of
internationalization overtly or implicitly include innovations.” Different
forms of interaction between innovations and internationalization have
been studied — the impact of the type of innovations and internal
environment on the sale on foreign markets, the integration of
innovations  and  entrepreneurship,  social  innovation  and
internationalization, the specifics of the sector and internationalization
and others.

Chapter two investigates case studies on the basis of which the factors for
success (internal and external) are identified of ten internationalizing
Bulgarian companies, part of which have received awards at the national
innovative forum in the period 2012 - 2018 or EU awards for
innovations and quick growth.

My general assessment of the submitted monography, as | said at the
beginning, is high and is based on the modern topic, well formulated
research questions and the practical application of the results.

. Assessment of the scientific and practical contributions

The scientific contributions of the candidate in the competition may be
referred to “enriching the existing knowledge” and “practical application
of the existing theory and methodology in explaining and analyzing
concrete practical problems.” 5.2 of the current review points out the

basic results of Associate professor Dr. Milanka Slavova’s research,
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which can be interpreted as contributions to the development of the
existing knowledge and the solution of concrete practical problems. | can
summarize the contributions in the following directions:

e Development of the theory in the area of innovations and the
internationalization of business in conditions of digital
transformation; systematization of the approaches to the
innovation process and providing arguments in support of the
necessity of their combined application; clarifying the necessity
of client-centricity in the management of the innovation process;
proving the implicit connection “innovations-digitalization-
internationalization,” systematization of the internal and external
factors impacting the success of the small and medium innovative
Bulgarian companies in the stage of early internationalization;
application of the methodology of the internal factors of
internationalization to the analysis and assessment of innovative
Bulgarian companies;

e Development of the theory in the area of international and digital
marketing: research of the essence of digital transformation and
identifying its key areas; research of the peculiarities of
consumers’ conduct and the marketing strategies of Japanese
companies; development of the bilateral branding concept;
identifying consumerism as a source of innovations in conditions
of digital economy.

e Critical remarks and recommendations
As aforementioned, | have known Associate professor Dr.
Milanka Slavova for many years and can firmly state that she is a

mature researcher and experienced lecturer. | think that her
