9. Information about the competition

The competition was called to meet the needs of the Department of International
Economic Relations and Business, Faculty of International Economy and Politics at UNWE
in compliance with a decision of the Academic Council Ne 3/10.07.2019. | am member of a
scientific jury constituted for the competition pursuant to Order Ne 2495/12.11.2019 of the
Rector of UNWE.

10. Information about the participants in the competition
Biographic data

Only one candidate has submitted documents to participate in the competition. This is
Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Dimitrova Slavova. She has a degree in higher education in
International Economic Relations (IER) from the Higher Economic Institute Karl Marx and
worked as a commodity expert at export organization of Technologies in the period 1981-
1982. Having successfully participated in a contest for doctoral students, she started her PhD
studies at the Department of International Economic Relations and defended her PhD thesis
in World Economy and International Economic Relations in the period 1982-1987. Later on,
she became associate professor at the same department, at which she has been working so
far. In her capacity of university lecturer M. Slavova had very good performance in terms of
organizational and managerial skills in the training activity and in research and development
at UNWE in the following aspects: 2003-2011 she was vice dean in charge of research and
development at Faculty of International Economy and Politics; in 2012-2016 she was chief
secretary in charge of the curricula at UNWE; in 2016 she was appointed vice rector in
charge of the bachelor degree of education at UNWE. Since 2018 she has been head of the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business. What is also worth noting is
the relatively rich experience of the candidate acquired as a result of specializations she took
part in leading universities and R&D institutions such as: the Fulbright fellowship in
Portland, Oregon, the USA; the fellowship in economic management at the Asian-Pacific
University Beppu in Japan; the specializations in universities in Germany, Denmark, Great
Britain, among other. Associate Professor Dr. Slavova is proficient in English and Russian,



uses German and French and has the necessary computer literacy. This enables her to have a
rich and varied experience in various training activities and research outside UNWE, both in
Bulgaria and abroad.

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position

For the contest Associate Professor Dr. Slavova has submitted the following
publications: a monography, 7 parts (chapters) in collective works, 22 articles, 8 textbooks, 6
papers from scientific conferences. To these publications we can add her participation in 28
national and international projects. This brief overview of Associate Professor Dr. Slavova’s
assets as a participant in the competition for professor, analyzed in terms of their content,
gives ground to draw some conclusions about the attained degree of congruence between the
required qualitative and quantitative criteria for the academic position of professor at UNWE
in the scientific field of 3. Social, economic and legal sciences. The overall result in the
section of quantitative requirements has been met by 970 points, given the minimum of
770 points. However, what is more important is her achievements according to the major
groups of indicators. She shows very good results in the D group (articles and papers
published in non-refereed journals though in journals and collective publications with
scientific reviews; in the E group — citations and reviews in scientific journals, which reveals
the candidate’s recognizabilty. It is also worth noting the number of doctoral students that
have successfully defended their PhD theses under Associate Professor Dr. Slavova’s
scientific guidance, as well as her high record in terms of the indicator for participation in
national and international projects. A weakness if the lack of more monographies, especially
considering the broad range of articles, papers, chapters in collective works, textbooks, etc.

The information given in the card for the fulfilment of the qualitative requirements
for the position of professor at UNWE and our longstanding work as colleagues at the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business give the grounds for me to
make highly positive general assessment of the quality of Associate Professor Dr. Slavova’s
work as a lecturer, researcher, organizer and public figure. This assessment is based on the
following facts: she has concentrated her efforts on the most sensitive, topical and relevant
sphere of modern times — the digital economy, innovations and their importance for the
development of the world and Bulgarian economy; she has actively participated in expert
groups, and in national and international projects, organized and held by ministries, agencies,
commissions, universities and other institutions. This reveals the broad acknowledgment of
the abilities and the expected outcome of Asssociate Professor Dr. Slavova’s participation in
the aforementioned initiatives. Another issue worth paying attention to is the candidate’s
active participation in the development, discussion and assessment a number of documents of
the European Commission. Other evidence pointing to Asssociate Professor Dr. Slavova’s
high quality and overall performance is the fact that she successfully managed to organize
interactive training at the bachelor and master degree of education, as well as the big number
of doctoral students who have taken their PhD degree, etc.

12. Assessment of training activity
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The participation in the competition for professor suggests a rich education
experience and established authority in stable thematic fields of the candidates’ education
and training. In this respect the high assessment categorically goes to the only candidate in
the competition - Associate Professor Dr. Slavova. Apart from the information provided in
the attached list for the training activity during the last 10 years, my evaluation of Associate
Professor Dr. Slavova’s performance is also based on our longstanding joint work at the
Department of International Economic Relations and Business, om my personal impressions
and on the students’ attitude in the bachelor and master degree of education. Here orientation
to some relevant and progressive topics of lecturing courses add to the positive overall
performance. These include Scientific policy, innovations and international business,
Scientific policy and innovation management, Innovations in international business,
International marketing, Marketing in social networks, etc. Two thematic fields clearly stand
out: innovations and international marketing. An achievement that is worth paying special is
the academic training in a number of disciplines taught in English. Another impressive
achievement is the close link between the submitted publications and the topics of the
academic courses of both lectures and seminars provided by Associate Professor Dr. Slavova.
The same is the evaluation of the congruence between the candidate’s academic competence
and the specificity the field and scientific specialty of the announced contest for professor.

13. General description of the presented scientific works/publications

The publications presented for participation in the contest include a monography,
separate chapters from monographic research, textbooks, (some are in co-authorship with the
candidate’s distinct participation), studies, articles and papers presented at conferences and
seminars. The publications fall within the following more important thematic fields in
Associate Professor Dr. Slavova’s research: innovations and internationalization — essence,
link and dependencies; the digital transformation of business; innovations in the business of
the Bulgarian firms — opportunities and factors of their development; the innovation policy
of the European Union (EU); digital marketing with a focus on consumer behaviour within a
dynamically changing business environment under the influence of digitalization and
internationalization. The research is based on the experience of different companies that
represent various sectors in the contemporary economy. A key role in this respect has played
Associate Professor Dr. Slavova’s participation in a big number of national and international
projects as well as her in-depth knowledge of the problems that foreign universities and other
institutions are facing.

The presented publications allow for making a number of positive conclusions,
mainly related to the advantages of implementing innovations in the real sectors of the
economy, of social activity, culture, education, among other sectors, as an effective and
logical effect of the connection between the process of internationalization and the various
sectors of contemporary life.
=  What makes a very good impression is the author’s approach whereby she examines the

different aspects of the established interdependence and interaction at the level of the
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firm, including small and medium-sized companies, as the basis of the research process
are Bulgarian innovative companies that have internationalized at an early stage.
Attention is paid to a poorly studied aspect of the innovation process — in the different
publications (mainly articles and papers from conferences) the impact has been examined
that consumer behaviour has on the creation and the implementation of the innovations
and mostly its stimulating role in this process.

Undoubtedly another positive assessment should be made of the author’s approach to the
analysis of the essence and importance of international marketing in the conditions of the
digital economy and accelerated internationalization. The various and effective
opportunities have been outlined that this approach offers for increase the effect of the
production and placement, and for decreasing and optimizing the product’s road from the
enterprise to the consumer. This aspect is examined relatively in detail in the presented
textbooks and papers from scientific conferences.

Associate Professor Dr. Slavova has also studied another complicated and rich aspect of
innovations and digital marketing — their role in the process of education. In a number of
articles and papers this issue has been explored both as a necessity and an inexhaustible
source of knowledge and skills of the subjective factor as a result of participation in the
innovation and R&D activity of the EU with all the subsequent for Bulgaria as an EU
member state.

Special attention should be paid to the presented monography in English titled

Internationalization of Bulgarian Innovative Companies. The book is divided into two main
parts/chapters: Innovation and internationalization in the digital economy; Case analysis of
the Bulgarian innovative companies internationalization. The Monography successfully
addresses the following:

The synthesized major issues of the contemporary and prospective development of the
innovation processes in a strongly internationalized digital business environment. This is
a brave, and to some extent risky, attempt to seek and establish the synergetic effect of
the interaction between the innovation process, digitalization and the accelerated
internationalization based on the example of international companies and of the
innovative small and medium-sized enterprises, including those operating in the
Bulgarian business environment.

Another interesting analysis, albeit brief, is the one of the various approaches to
selelcting the road to innovations — open innovation, destructive, sustainable and green,
economical, social and digital innovation, crowdsourcing. This should presumably raise
the interest in the operations of the Bulgarian companies, especially the start-ups.
Another valuable contribution of the monography’s author is the fact that she has
managed to establish a relatively new aspect or feature of the contemporary interaction of
the processes and internationalization and innovation. Traditionally, the theories have
regarded internationalization as evolutionary in natures that results in the acquisition of
knowledge and experience, which is in turn the basis for the appearance of useful
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innovations. Yet this monography treats internationalization itself as a result of

innovation, or the logical result of the encouraging impact of innovations on entry into

international markets.

= Another conclusion that has an effect on the practice and operations of the Bulgarian
firms is the one pertaining to the favorable impact of inter-company cooperation within
national or international networks or supply chains on the faster and more effective
development of the innovation processes and the realization of the benefits they ensure.

= The monography’s second chapter, which addresses the case studies on the
internationalization of the Bulgarian innovative firms, has a contribution in the same
respect. The manner in which their experience has been presented, analyzed and assessed,
is undoubtedly extremely useful for all innovative Bulgarian companies, regardless of
whether they are big, medium-sized or small enterprises. Naturally, with regard to the
role and importance of innovations, we cannot exclude the firms that do not show a high
level of innovation development in their current operations.

The overview of the publications submitted by Associate Professor Dr. Slavova for
participation in the contest for professor invariably leaves the impression that the author
boasts an excellent knowledge and awareness of the problems that are the research object and
of the comprehensiveness of all aspects that shape the relevance and topicality of the
conclusions made. Another indisputable advantage of the overall set of the published
monographies (whether independently or in co-authorship), studies, articles, papers, etc. is
that the Bulgarian literature on the addressed issues is enriched. So is the information used by
the businesses. Furhermore, the information is expanded that is used in the sphere of
education, in particular the one used by the students taking a university degree in
international specialities.

14. Critical notes and recommendations
It is inevitable that an academic review should contain critical notes, considerations
and recommendations, at least because the author of the submitted publications and the
reviewer are two different persons, which suggests that the two have different ideas and
different views of the priorities of the relevence of the treated issues, among other things.
This means that the following notes and recommendations should rather serve as the basis for
reflection and possible guidelines for further research of the candidate in the contest.
Furthermore the notes and recommendations open up the opportunity for the candidate to
substantiate her own opinion on the considerations made by the reviewer. There is no doubt
that the notes have been provoked by and are “the responsibility of” the author, given that the
publications offer a rich field for discussion and provoke new ideas and questions.
= | will start with a recommendation. Associate Professor Dr. Slavova offers a rich variety
of the essential aspects of internalization and innovations, highlighting the interaction
between the two. This provides the excellent opportunity and necessity that at a possible
next stage she should offer other monographies that will undoubtedly be a contribution to
the different fields of theory and practice.
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| am tempted to make another conclusion that will raise serious questions and that has
been given attention in the publications. Yet due attention should be paid to some specific
aspects that have been overshadowed by the treated problems. Against the backdrop of
the deficit of highly specialized staff in Bulgaria, there is a generally acknowledged fact
both in this country and abroad — Bulgaria has specialists with excellent expertise in the
sphere of information and communication technologies. In this context, what is their real
participation in the digitalization of the processes in the Bulgarian business environment
and their contributuion to the national progress? There invariably arises yet another
question to which most often answers are given in the form of findings but not in the
form of seriously substantiated conclusions — despite the significant investments made in
the electronization of all processes in all spheres of life such as production, healthcare,
education, even administration, why has no tangible effect been achieved so far? What is
more, which are the factors that determine this country’s poor rating in terms of
innovations?
Should we acknowledge that the achievements of the Bulgarian experts in this country
and mostly abroad in the sphere of information and communication technologies are
largely due to their own efforts and interests and regrettably insufficient attention and
support has been given on the part of the state institutions, those in education, among
others. Poor support and care has been extended to the specialists in the protection of
information systems, innovative education has been lagging behind at the expense of the
traditional one, and other flaws and weaknesses.
Bulgaria deserves to be given greater attention to further research, even more so
considering that Associate Professor Dr. Slavova has laid a strong foundation to this
effect in her publications.

15. Conclusion

The established positive results of the submitted works for participation in the contest

for the academic position of professor as well as the overall activity of Associate Professor

Dr. Milanka Dimitrova Slavova give sufficient grounds to claim she merits a positive

assessment of her scientific potential and her abilities to carry out academic research and
training. M. Slavova meets to the necessary degree the requirements for taking the position in
compliance with the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of

Bulgaria and the rules and regulations for its application at UNWE. Hence it is my firm

conviction that | should vote in favour of awarding Associate Professor Dr. Milanka

Dimitrova Slavova the academic position of professor in professional field 3.8. Economy,

scientific specialty World Economy and International Economic Relations at UNWE.
