7. Information about the the candidate in the competition

Associate Professor Dr. Milanka Slavova is the only candidate in the called competition. She
has defended a PhD thesis in International Economic Relations at the Higher Economic
Institute Karl Marx after a doctoral degree pursued in the period 1982-1987. According to the
submitted CV, she has been academic lecturer since 1987. By a diploma Nel19873 of
09.03.1990 she was awarded the degree of candidate of sciences by the Supreme Attestation
Commission at the Council of Ministers at the Republic of Bulgaria. On 14.06.1999 she
became associate professor in International Economic Relations at UNWE.

Since 2018 Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova has been head of the Department of
International Economic Relations and Business. She is a well-established academic lecturer
in International Economic Relations and Business, who delivers lectures in basic disciplines
at both the bachelor and master degree programs at UNWE both in English and in Bulgarian.
Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova delivers courses in English also in the bachelor degree
programs of the American University in Blagoevgrad and the International Business School
in Botevgrad.

Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova has been actively engaged in the organization and
managament at the level of UNWE. In the period between 2003 and 2011 she was vice dean
in charge of R&D of Faculty of International Economy and Politics. From 2011 until 2016
Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova was chief secretary in charge of the curricula at UNWE,
and since 2016 she has been vice rector in charge of the bachelor degree program and
lifelong education.

The three chapters developed by Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova /five, six and seven/ are
devoted to consumer behaviour, product and innovation policy of the contemporary firm. In
the conditions of a changing paradigm from industries and branches towards the chain of
added benefit, the contemporary concepts of the product have been presented and its levels,
individual product decisions and the decisions about the product mix, as examples are given
from the Bulgarian and international markets. An analytically grounded overview has been
made of the approaches to innovation, their advantages and limitations; the stages in the
innovation process and the organization of innovations. There is a convincing interpretation
of the models of consumer behaviour, the development of the theory from the start of the
20th C up to xo the development of the connected digital economy, the internal factors that
impact consumption, the consumer in the social and the cultural environment and the
decision making process.
By way of conclusion | should say that the portfolio of the developed courses of lectures and
textbooks, in which Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova is author show that the latter has the
education experience and a high level of scientific competence and specialization in
international marketing and business to take the academic position of professor.
10. Brief description of the presented scientific works/publications

10.1. Major fields of research
The scientific works of Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova submitted for participation in
the competition include in a chronological order the following major fields on which her
research has been focused over the past 20 years:
First, an important field is the evolution of the European scientific and innovation policy and
its role in the process of Bulgaria’s integration for the development of the international
competitiveness and the internationalization of the Bulgarian companies. This topic finds an
expression is her research and practical work under the scientific and educational projects. In
this context, two are the outlined scientific results and contributions: on the one hand, the
EU’s processes in the sphere of innovations and its policy of promoting them in the
conditions of Bulgaria’s preparation for EU membership have been clarified; on the other,
the analysis of the potential and opportunities of the Bulgarian companies to participate in the
EU’s integration through the development of innovations has been analyzed.
Second, Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova’s research is focused on international
marketing and its functioning as digital marketing in the conditions of globalization and
accelerated internationalization of innovations. The problems of digital marketing are
examined in two aspects: on the one hand, in terms of the development of the concept of and
the necessity of the simultaneously two-sided — internal and external branding as the factor of
company success and consumer satisfaction; on the other, in terms of the examination of
consumer behaviour and accordingly the company’s decisions.
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In close connection with the development of digital marketing, the issues pertaining to
education in digital marketing and an assessment of their advantages and disadvantages has
been made.
Third, another research field is the analysis of the company’s innovations and
internationalization. In this sphere over the last decade Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova
has accentuated on the interaction between internationalization, innovations and digital
technologies.

6. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s main scientific and practical

contributions

The familiarization with and the assessment of the scientific works and results of education
and research that Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova has submitted for the competition give
grounds to make the conclusion that she shows scientific consistency, in-depth analysis and
creative commitment to the issues of company internationalization and the factors for its
deepening in the conditions of digitalization. The accent on innovations is by itself a
prerequisite for the high quality of her education and training.
The analysis of her publications exposes the candidate’s specific scientific contributions to
the exploration of the interaction between innovations and internationalization, including the
topicality of the wide range of economic problems pertaining to digitalization as a factor for
speeding up internationalization.
Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova has grouped her scientific contributions under four
thematic headings, and has given priority to the topics that are the research object of her
monography or habilitation work, i.e. the topic of internationalization through innovations in
the conditions of digital transformation.
Yet a better distinction could have been made in the listing of results and contributions and
this in itself would have contributed to a finer distinction of the contributions not only in
three areas. Hence the so submitted list of the contributions does not allow for such a finer
distinction. | think that in one of the areas she has identified /European scientific and
innovation policy/, Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova has feasibly and justifiably presented
above all the achieved scientific results.
The more precise and detailed description of the scientific contributions could have given a
synthesized assessment of the major theoretical and practical contributions.
From the perspective of the overall assessment of the merits of Associate Professor Dr. M.
Slavova’s research, | believe that the scientific contributions may be identified in the
following fields:
First, the candidate’s scientific theoretical and methodological contribution is the exposure
of the interdependence between the innovative model of economic development and business
and the deepening internationalization and globalization. /Publications 7,3.1,4.1,5,6.4 u 7.1/.
Among the scientific results of the research are also the assessments about the role of
digitalization with regard to implementing internationalization, even though this comes at a
cost and is not an unconditional tool for overcoming limited knowledge and resources. In this
sense it is positive that the contemporary tendencies in the internationalization of the
businesses have been the object of Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova’s consistently carried
out research based on theoretical and methodological assumptions about internationalization
and on the case study approach to the analysis of company practices and approaches to
internationalization through the innovation model of development. Evidence pointing to this
are all of Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova’s publications.
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Second, another scientific contribution is the exposure of the internal factors for the
internationalization of innovative Bulgarian firms with the selected methodology
(Publications 1; 4.2 and 4.7. in the list). The high cognitive value of the applied comparative
and analytical approach to the presentation of the examined case studies makes it clear and
accessible for the companies to understand the conclusions of the piece of research. It is
through the analytical approach to interpretation that important issues are raised pertaining to
education in the sphere of digital transformation and digital marketing /Publications 4.3;4.8
and 4.12/

Third, scientific and practical contributions are the assessments and recommendations made
by Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova with regard to the role of consummerism in
promoting innovations. The role of consumer behaviour with regard to innovations and their
acceleration in the process of digitalization are fully in line with behavioural economy.

10.2.  An assessment of the monography as a separate object of review

The habilitation work with which Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova participates in the
competition is devoted to the topical issues of the internationalization of innovative
companies, a trend that is of interest, especially with regard to the fast developing SMEs and
newly emerging firms in this country, particularly in the IT sector and in other innovative
branches of the service sector. The book is published in English and comprises 166 pages.
/Internationalization of Bulgarian Innovative Companies, Publishing Complex — UNWE
Sofia, 2019, p., ISBN 978-619-232-192-5/.

The monography offers a well substantiated analysis of the contemporary models of
innovation management in the context of internationalization. In the context of the analysis
of the factors for the development through innovations of the early internationalizing
companies, the role of digitalization and digital technologies is examined as an accelerator of
this process, which is an entry into the world economy. An important scientific result is the
examination of the experience of some Bulgarian firms in internationalization based on
innovations and other success factors.

In terms of structure, the monography boasts a clear identification of two major
problems that are the research object: on the one hand, the assessment of the interaction
between innovation and internationalization in the process of creating competitive
advantages and targeting market niches in world trade; on the other, the empirical analysis of
the success factors of ten Bulgarian firms, most of which have received awards at the
national innovation forum in the period 2012-2018 or have received awards by the EU for
innovations and accelerated growth.

The habilitation work contains a complex and analytical interpretation of the role of
innovations as the instruments of the internationalization of companies at the contemporary
stage. In fact this is how Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova draws on her previous research
and previous analyses of innovations and innovation policy, yet further develops and
reconsiders the concepts about the connection between innovations and international
competitiveness and internationalization by clarifying and elaborating on the role of digital
technologies in the contemporary world economy for its globalization.

The theoretical and methodological substantiation of the contemporary tendencies of
internationalization through digital technologies is enriched by the selected case study
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approach to the exploration of the importance of the company internal and external factors in
Bulgaria for the internationalization of the innovative companies. The comparison of the case
studies provides for the identification of common trends and the exposure of differences.
Another merit of the narrative is that the factors and problems have been justifiably
examined that have an impact in this country on the interaction between the enterprises’
innovations and their internationalization, including the problems of the labour force, the
relatively high level of costs for research. It has been emphasized that the big companies are
most innovative, which suggests that SMEs need additional stimuli to innovate. Scientific
and practical contribution is the analysis of the success factors of ten Bulgarian innovative
firms, divided into two categories: fast internationalizing and social innovators. A practical
value have the conclusions made about the two groups of firms regarding the role of: the very
good education that the entrepreneurs obtained in Bulgarian or foreign universities; their
international experience as researchers or employees working in foreign companies; the
entrepreneurial behaviour of the owners and the partners; active participation in national and
international networks. Many conclusions have been made about the contributuion of the
company’s specific features as a relevant success factor.
In the concluding section of the book summaries are made about the objective prerequisites
for the internationalization of the innovative Bulgarian companies and well-substantiated
conclusions are made about the need to maintain and promote the entrepreneurial and
innovative culture, as well as to deepen the knowledge about the Bulgarian companies’
competitive advantages on different international markets.
The book is written in a clear and precise language. The analyses, conclusions and
summaries are presumably the contributuion of Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova herself.

6. Basic critical notes and recommendations

| do not have any substantive critical notes to make about the works submitted by the
candidate for participation in the competition, yet | will raise several gquestions that may
possibly be the object of some future research carried out by Associate Professor Dr. M.
Slavova.

1/ The problems remains open as to the social innovations in business and the need to
identify additional stimuli for the internationalization of such businesses, given that these
issues have not been given the due attention by the author. The mechanism of social
innovations through internationalization has not been clarified. How should the issues of
social innovations be studied from the perspective of the challenges and the limitations that
digitalization has now been bringing to the model of economic growth in the different groups
of countries in the world, in the human resource management and in the regulation of the
social and economic policy.

2/ From the perspective of the rising tide of commercial and economic protectionsim in the
world economy, a number of problems have emerged with regard to digitalization as an
instrument of further globalization. | do believe that there is a growing need for paying
greater attention to the interaction between digitalization and the new forms of regulation of
international competition that so far have counteracted the further deepening  of
internationalization through digitalization. The “price” of digital transformation has had an
effect on the changing competitive positions of some countries and regional groups in the
world economy. So far the EU has been among the participants lagging behind in this
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transformation, which has been officially acknowledged in the documents issued by the
European institutions. In this respect risks are increasing of further tightening of the
regulatory practices regarding digital technologies and their application in the EU and world
trade.
By way of conclusion | take the liberty to make two recommendations: 1/ considering
Associate Professor Dr. M. Slavova’s experience accumulated in the empirical analysis of
the problems that the Bulgarian companies face in their internationalization, | suggest that
she should show greater courage as a researcher and publish in prestigious refereed
international journals; 2/she should continue to analyze the international experience in
digital marketing so that the application of best practices in this country is further promoted.
Conclusion
Based on the analytical review of the works and activity of Associate Professor Dr. M.
Slavova, | think that she has the necessary qualities and merits of the longstanding academic
lecturer and researcher, and that with her overall professional commitment has been aspiring
to reassert the contemporary trends in the development of the internationalization of business
and engage in pragmatic reasoning about the challenges to businesses and the positive
changes in the world economy.
What is worth noting while assessing her publications and participation in the
implementation of practical or research projects is that the focus of her research interests on
innovations and the development of the international economic relations opens up the
opportunity for her to combine the study of topical economic issues with scientific and
practical contributions.
She is known as a prominent expert with significant presence in implemented national and
international and practical projects, participation in scientific forums and seminars in this
country and abroad; she is further known for the success in academic education and training.
