3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The candidate Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov fully meets the
qualitative and quantitative requirements of UNWE for the academic position of "Associate
Professor”. In compliance with the quantitative requirements, the candidate has achieved 1218
points with a minimum required volume of 620 points. In terms of quality requirements, the
candidate is an experienced researcher with international recognition.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

The Candidate, as part of the academic staff of the Institute of Intellectual Property
and Technology Transfer (1IPTT) of UNWE, delivers courses in Bulgarian and in English for
students of IIPTT and for the students of the Department of National and Regional Security of
UNWE both — for the ones in Bachelor's degree and for students in the Master's degree.

For the period 2015-2020, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov had 954
hours of lectures and 334 hours of exercises. Lectures and exercises in English are 124 hours
and 66 hours, respectively. He has developed over 20 training courses, of which 7 training
courses are in English.

The candidate actively participates in the organization and holding of seminars and
forums with practical application, including presentations of employers, organization of round
tables and discussions, preparation and conclusion of Memorandums for understanding for
joint activities with different institutions. He organized three public lectures in UNWE of
foreign business leaders in English language, internationally recognized managers, market
leaders in their field, professionals from the practice.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov is a respected scientist and a preferred
lecturer by students, colleagues, and specialists.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific publications

The publications of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov correspond to the
scientific field "Competitiveness Management". Scientific production reflects modern and
significant issues, enriches and develops existing knowledge. The scientific production of the
Candidate is a wide-ranging and purposeful research that can be assessed as a contribution of
scientific and applied nature in the field of “Competitiveness Management”. The scientific
production complies not only with the national, but also with the international scientific
doctrine and the international practice in ensuring a high degree of security of the work
processes and personnel as protection of competitiveness. The research has a strong
methodological and applied nature significance and is useful both for the students on the one
hand, and for the management levels in the business - both in the industry and in the services,
as well as for the public sector.

From the point of view of the contributions of the subject scientific production, it is
noteworthy that the focus of research and analysis of the Candidate is placed in parallel in two
directions - in the business sector (key human resources protection, asset security, intellectual
property management and key corporate information protection, which are the factors that
create the competitiveness of the enterprise), as well as in the public sector (administration of
people and processes to achieve sustainability, synergy, and administrative efficiency that
allow sustainability and predictability, attracting investment, both national and international).

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions

The submitted scientific work contains scientific and applied scientific contributions
that can be summarized as follows:

1) Scientific contributions - related to: (1) formulation and systematization of
terminology and clarification of principles of management of complex systems, both in the
public and in the private sector; (2) security management model formulation - in the business
sector and in the public sector; (3) systematization of the main methods of management of
competitiveness on the basis of identification and protection of key assets; (4) further
development and enrichment of the theory for monitoring, analysis and assessment of the
security — on national and on corporate level.

2) Contributions of scientific and applied nature - related to: (1) adaptation to the
Bulgarian environment of existing methods and tools for identification and protection of key
assets, including principles and model of management, successfully described as "security
management technology"; (2) developed methodological tools for planning, organizing,
monitoring, analyzing and evaluating of measurable key risk indicators; (3) identification,
systematization and analysis of the role of the leader in the system, personal qualities and
professional expertise of the leader — pre-conditions for sustainable maintenance and
development of the competitiveness of the enterprise; (4) the characteristics of creativity as a
security factor.

3) Contributions of practical and applied nature - include: (1) precise lists of external
and internal threats for the implementation of the goals; the lists are needed for the systemic
monitoring and risk assessment; (2) precise lists with the types of key corporate information,
which should be defined and protected as production and trade secrets in the sense of the Law
for protection of the competition; (3) guidelines for "involvement of citizens (in the public
sector) and employees (in the business sector)" for achieving a high level of security, allowing
the implementation of the set goals in a competitive environment; (4) the steps for the
implementation of the periodic testing of the security system deployed, including periodic
testing of the process management and periodic testing of the personnel management, as
conditions for maintaining a high level of competitiveness.
