3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
“Associate Professor”
The Candidate Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov meets the qualitative
and quantitative requirements of UNWE for the academic position of "Associate
Professor".

He skillfully links with an interdisciplinary approach the fields
of security, intellectual property protection and competitiveness management. The
presented scientific work is not satisfied with the fitting into the usual conjunctural
framework, but demonstrates a vision for development, which places high demands
for the management of processes at corporate, at national and at international level.
Scientific production sets methodological frameworks, allows the acquisition of new
knowledge and their application in practice, both in the corporate and public sector.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions of the
Candidate

The submitted scientific work contains scientific and applied scientific
contributions that can be summarized as follows:

1) Scientific contributions: (1) defining, implementing and managing an

effective security system in both the public and private sectors; (2) deriving the



interconnection and interdependence between the security system and the
competitiveness in the public and private sector; (3) defining the principles and
classification of threats and risks, as well as the methods for their detection and
management; (4) further development and enrichment of the theory of understanding
and the philosophy of security, as well as the technology of its management.

2) Contributions of scientific and applied nature: (1) deriving principles and
methods of crisis management as well as current challenges in this regard, (2)
deriving and proving the role of creativity as a factor for competitiveness and security,
in corporate and in public context, (3) defining the factors for building and establishing
a leader in a system, as well as its role in the sustainability, development and
improvement of competitiveness at a corporate level, (4) deriving the main
characteristics of the security system - basic requirements, planning and
organization, building unified values, maintaining employee motivation.

3) Practical contributions include: (1) classification of emergencies; crisis
management methods; requirements in terms of expertise, coordination, prioritization
of objectives and organization of work for the competent structures for management
of emergencies, (2) principles of management of protected information and its
importance for the level of competitiveness at corporate and state level, (3) stages of
the periodic testing of the security system, where the testing of the process
management and personnel management provides higher level of competitiveness,
(4) examination of scenarios and forecast for the development of the EU, NATO and
Bulgaria.
