1. Information about the procedure



The application procedure was announced for the needs of the Institute for
Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer at UNWE, in accordance with
Decision of the Academic Council Ne 5 / 08.07.2020. I participate in this
procedure as a member of the scientific jury of the competition, in accordance
with Order Ne 2542 /23.10.2020 of the Vice-Rector for Science and Research at
UNWE.

2. Information about the Candidate in the competition

The Candidate in the competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Evgeniev Krushkov graduated
in "Intellectual Property" at UNWE in 1999, Master's degree, with honors,
awarded from the Academic Leadership of UNWE for “Excellent Academic
Activities”. In the same year 1999 the Candidate won a competition for
education in doctoral academic degree at Intellectual Property Department of
UNWE and in 2003 under the scientific guidance of Prof. Dr. Borislav Borisov
he defended a dissertation on "Functioning of literary and artistic property in
free market conditions.” The Supreme Attestation Commission of the Council of
Ministers, in 2003, presented him "Doctor’s Academic Degree"”. In parallel with
his doctorate, the Candidate studied law regularly and in 2004 he graduated as a
lawyer. From 2004 to 2011 he was a part-time lecturer at the Intellectual
Property Department of the University of National and World Economy, and
from 2011 he was appointed full-time as a "Chief Assistant Professor". In 2015
the Candidate was elected "Secretary for Scientific Affairs" of the Intellectual
Property Department and held this position until March 2018. With an order of
the Rector of the University of National and World Economy, he was appointed
"GNI Head of Department”. From December 2018 to July 2019, he was elected
“Secretary for Academic Affairs" of the Institute of Creative Industries and
Business. He is the author of more than 20 articles in specialized academic
editions with scientific editorial board in Bulgarian and in English language, and
of a scientific study at the "Scientific Papers of UNWE" in 2017. In 2019, his
monograph "Security Leadership Creativity" was published in English in Italy,
which was positively reviewed by the director of the Homeland Security
Academy of Israel. In 2020, the Publishing House of UNWE, published the
monograph "Investigation and protection in an interactive environment”, where
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov is a co-author.

The Candidate teaches courses in Bulgarian and in English language at the
Institute for Intellectual Property and Technological Transfer, as well as at the
National and Regional Security Department of UNWE.

The Candidate participates in both university and national projects in the field of
education.

In addition to academic positions, the Candidate has held top management
positions at the Ministry of Interior, where, in addition to his functional duties,



he has headed many national working groups appointed with an order of the
Prime Minister of the Republic of Bulgaria to draft significant new laws for
special services in Bulgaria which are a fact of today.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

From the data presented in the "Card for the qualitive requirements for holding
the academic position "Professor" and "Associate Professor" at UNWE" it is
evident that the Candidate fulfills all qualitative indicators under item 1.
Experienced researcher. From the data presented in "Card for the quantitative
requirements for holding the academic position "Professor" and "Associate
Professor" at UNWE" in professional fields with accredited doctoral programs
in science 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, it is evident that the candidate
has more than the required minimum quantitative indicators, namely under
section | from the minimum required 400 points the Candidate has 453 points
and under section Il from the minimum required 220 points the Candidate has
765 points. The minimum required points from sections | and Il is in total 620,
whereas the Candidate has 1218, which meets 196% of the minimum
requirements.

The Candidate fully meets the specific requirements, as follows: Evident
scientific contributions to the national / international development of knowledge
(items 1.1-1.11). Under item 2 he is an approved lecturer with university /
national / international contribution to the teaching, learning and pedagogical
development, the requirements of all items 2.1-2.7 are fully met with the
exception of item 2.1 Recognized superiority (achievements) as a lecturer inside
and outside the university. It is clear from the text of this requirement that every
lecturer, whoever he is at the university, has superiority in something of his own
over his other colleagues, if the text is formally understood. Having in mind this
perspective | believe that the Candidate meets this subject requirement as well,
although it is stated in the Card that it is not met. This statement is based on the
fact that | personally have listened to and also conducted scientific discussions
with the Candidate during scientific conferences with international participation,
as well as in the working groups which he led, in drafting the laws of the special
services.

From the requirements of item 3 only the requirement of item 3.5 Head or
member of a commission (Expert group) for evaluation and accreditation of
universities, field or specialties is not fulfilled, which is due to the objective
condition that the members of these expert groups are habilitated professors and
the Candidate is not. From the all eight requirements of item 4, the requirements
of only three points are not met, which are not essential for applying for the
academic position of "Associate Professor".

From the attached materials of this application procedure it is evident that the
Candidate exceeds both the requirements for quantitative indicators and those
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for the qualitative indicators of the UNWE, which fully satisfies all needed for
holding the academic position of "Associate Professor".

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity

In the period 2002-2011 the Candidate is a part-time lecturer at UNWE. Since
2011 he has been a Chief Assistant Professor at the Intellectual Property
Department. A Secretary of Scientific Affairs at Creative Industries and
Intellectual Property Department, UNWE. In the period 2015-2018 the
Candidate is GNI Head of Creative Industries and Intellectual Property
Department, UNWE, and in the period 2018-2019 he is the Secretary for
Academic Affairs of the Institute of Creative Industries and Business also at
UNWE.

From 2009 until now the Candidate is a part-time lecturer at International Law
and International Relations Department of the Law Faculty of Sofia University
“St. Kliment Ohridski”.

Professor Dr. Nikolay Krushkov is a completed, comprehensive scientific study
with a volume of total 221 pages of main text. It is structured by an introduction,
five chapters, a conclusion, appendices, and a list of references. The author
explores significant and current issues both nationally and globally.

The issues of security management and leadership have been explored by the
author in a contemporary context and in parallel, in both the public and private
sectors. General principles and regularities are derived and the differences
between the two sectors in this respect are highlighted. This approach has
allowed a comparative analysis of security management at the two sectors and
important theoretical and practical conclusions, recommendations, and models
are proposed by the Candidate.

The author has generated and proved his hypothesis that the protection of
competitiveness in the public and private sector can be increased through the
creation, deployment, and management of an integrated security system.

6. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions
