In the following Chapters VI-XIII, respectively, the methods for valuation of financial
assets, risk and return on financial assets, methods for valuation of investments in real assets,

capital management and dividend policy, management of working capital and costs of the



transport company are considered, as well as methods for assessing the financial sustainability

of the transport company.

The main thesis presented in this monograph is that the change of the economic order
creates a need for the Bulgarian entrepreneur, in particular in the transport sector, of theoretical
order and methodological tools for modern assessment of the entrepreneurial profile,
psychological characteristics of entrepreneurial activity, technical - economic aspects of the

implementation of the entrepreneurial idea (project).

The monograph is structured in a preface, four sections, including nine chapters, a
conclusion, and references. Bibliographic notes are given at the end of the monograph. The

total volume is 227 pages.

The first section examines the theoretical formulation of the modern entrepreneurial

concept, defining the basic terms, concepts and definitions.

The first chapter deals with different scientific approaches in the development of
entrepreneurial theory, different scientific fields (basic schools of entrepreneurial thought),
such as the school of entrepreneurship, which deals with the idea of whether entrepreneurs are
"born™ or "built", research-related learning. of the Psychological Characteristics of the
Entrepreneur / Entrepreneurship, which focuses on personal factors; The classical school
(teaching) of entrepreneurship, related to the distinction between entrepreneurship and



management; The doctrines (scientific direction) for the internal entrepreneur, social

entrepreneurship, etc.

The historical development of the conceptual apparatus related to the entrepreneur is
presented, showing the great variety of definitions of what it is and what makes it significant
for the progress of the economy. Many see the entrepreneur as the founder, owner and CEO of
the business. Some emphasize financial risk as a leading feature. Other authors pay attention to
the untapped opportunities and therefore the entrepreneur is a discoverer who thus expands the

boundaries of knowledge.

In response to current trends in determining the stages of development of the
entrepreneurial idea, a scheme has been developed, reflecting the systematic approach and the
interdependence of individual factors shaping the opportunity for successful entrepreneurial
business, adding a new stage (preliminary) - Psychometric assessment, which includes tests for
assessment (self-assessment) of the entrepreneurial potential and partially the stages in the

generation and assessment (self-assessment) of the entrepreneurial business idea.

The second chapter provides a historical overview of European policies to promote
entrepreneurship. The European Commission considers small and medium-sized enterprises
and entrepreneurship to be key to ensuring economic growth, innovation, job creation and social

The second section examines the modern requirements faced by entrepreneurs. Chapter
Three addresses issues concerning the skills that an entrepreneur must possess. Some skills are
well known and widely used in the literature and are generally recognized by practitioners as
basic entrepreneurial skills. Some skills are less well known, not widely used in the scientific

literature and in this context, less recognized by practitioners, especially by new and future



entrepreneurs. There are two approaches to defining entrepreneurial skills. The American
approach, which is based on a number of studies on the approaches and skills outlined by
American authors, and summarized in their research related to entrepreneurial skills. The
European approach, which is linked to the main objectives of EU policies, for the development
of the entrepreneurial capacity of European citizens and organizations, via a tool for improving
this capacity, known as the EntreComp - The Entrepreneurship Competence Framework. At the

Chapter 4 discusses various personality traits that are considered compatible with a
prosperous entrepreneurial career and that are examined in tests to assess entrepreneurial
potential. The main issues related to the institutionalization of the tests for assessment of

entrepreneurial potential, such as test reliability and validity, are also discussed.

In fulfillment of the research thesis, in the third and fourth sections the applied aspects
of modern entrepreneurship are considered, with practical schemes for assessment of the
entrepreneurial potential, assessment and development of the entrepreneurial idea and financing

of the entrepreneurial business.

In pursuance of the above and in defense of the research thesis, Chapter Five provides
sample questionnaires for testing entrepreneurial potential. Although no one has yet found the
perfect entrepreneurial profile, certain characteristics and attitudes appear many times when
analyzing the personality of the entrepreneur. The entrepreneurial questionnaire is designed to
assess the personality traits associated with entrepreneurial ability, in order to give an idea of
the current qualities possessed by the candidate. The chapter presents two sample tests

measuring entrepreneurial potential.

In the sixth chapter are given exemplary complex tests and models, measuring the
degree of readiness to manage their own business and, accordingly, the entrepreneurial potential
of the entrepreneur. The emphasis in these tests is on the combination of questions related to
the assessment of entrepreneurial characteristics and questions concerning the practical

preparation for running one's own business.

Chapter 7 discusses one of the great challenges faced by every potential entrepreneur,
namely: generating an idea for a new business. The lack of suitable ideas can become such an
incredible source of dissatisfaction that it can repel novice entrepreneurs, striving to engage in
entrepreneurship as a career. For the purposes of the monograph, Neil Lurie's business idea



generation model has been adapted, which shows in simple steps some of the ways to create

(generate) business ideas and turn them into a profitable business.

Chapter eight discusses two approaches to developing the most important document for
starting, building and managing a successful business, and an effective tool for creating the
necessary staff and arousing the interest of investors - the business plan. An example scheme
for constructing a business plan in two aspects is given. One is the so-called classical scheme,
which to a large extent, can be applied at any stage of the development of the entrepreneurial
project. The second aspect is a model for constructing a business plan that focuses on the
requirements of the investment community in assessing whether an idea is suitable for financing

or not. In both variants there is a certain amount of overlap, but the emphasis is different.

The ninth chapter discusses the various sources of funding for entrepreneurial projects,
which are divided into three forms - traditional, alternative and avant-garde. Particular attention

is paid to venture financing, collective forms of financing (crowdfunding) and business angels.

The analysis was carried out on the
basis of the results of a questionnaire study conducted in Bulgaria, studying the degree of
satisfaction of users of transport services.

As aresult of the survey and the observations made among the users of transport services
for their degree of satisfaction with the offered transport services, the following findings have
been made:

One of the most important conclusions is that transport companies constantly have to
pay more attention to the requirements for the ability to declare the necessary and equipped
according to the requirements of customers vehicles, their cleanliness and good technical
condition, where-not a small percentage of dissatisfaction of respondents.
