The promotion procedure has been announced with tenure in the Department of
Economics of Transport and Energy, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at the UNWE,
according to the Academic Council’s Resolution Ne5/08.07.2020. | am appointed as a
member of the Promotion Committee according to the Resolution of the Rector of UNWE
Ne2541/23.10.2020.

2. Information about the candidates for the promotion

Only one candidate — Daniel Stoyanov Yordanov - has submitted documents for the
promotion to associate professor. He has been a chair assistant professor in the department of
Economics of Transport and Energy at the UNWE since 2010.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for promotion to associate professor
Based on the portfolio of materials submitted by the candidate, one could conclude that
Dr. Daniel Yordanov covers all the requirements for the promotion to associate professor,
according to the Law on the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria (article
24), as well as the additional requirements of the UNWE. Arguments for this are as follows:

e He defended a dissertation thesis on the topic related to the Development and
improvement of transport entrepreneurship — diploma for earned PhD degree Ne84
from 29.03.2013 r. in a scientific field of Economics of Transport.

e He has been appointed as a chair assistant professor for 6 years now, in the
Department of Economics of Transport and Energy, faculty of Economics of
Infrastructure at the UNWE.

e After being appointed as a chair assistant professor, he has published 1 monograph as
a single author (reviewed and approved by the department of Economics of Transport
and Energy and the respective peer reviews are presented in the dossier documents
for promotion) and 1 chapter in a collective monograph called “Impact of the
organizational capacity for successful implementation of projects under operational
programme on Innovation and Competitiveness 2014-2020".

e The candidate covers all the criteria for promotion to associate professor: with regards



to the threshold of 620 point for the appointment as an associate professor, he has
1247,3 points which is double times higher comparing to the threshold. Between 2014
— 2020 he has participated in the development of 2 bachelor’s syllabuses as well as 7
master’s ones. He has been a coordinator of 1 national project, and he has taken a
part in 3 international, 4 national and 4 university’s scientific projects. He has
submitted a total of 24 publications for participation in the promotion procedure.
o Citation file comprise 11 citations in Bulgarian and foreign journals and papers.
University Habilitation Council has founded that the portfolio of materials submitted by
the candidate cover all the criteria (quantitative and qualitative), adopted by the Academic
Council of UNWE, in order to be promoted and appointed as an associate professor. The
thorough review of the portfolio of materials submitted by the candidate proved this
statement.

4. Teaching activities assessment

Dr. Daniel Yordanov has 10-year experience as a university assistant professor. In
Bachelor’s Degree programs he has taught the subjects: Transport and Insurance, Stock
Exchanges and Exchange Operations, Financial Analysis of the Transport Company,
Organization of Passenger Transport and Entrepreneurship in Transport and Energy Sectors,
respectively he has taught the subjects: Commercial and Financial Management of the
Transport Enterprise, Economy of the Enterprise”, Economic Analysis of ITS", Transport
Entrepreneurship, Financial Analysis in Energy Sector and Financial Management of
Railway Transport to the students from Master’s Degree programs.

The candidate is a co-author with one chapter in 1 textbook (Transport and Insurance)
and he is a sole author of 1 manual (Financial Management of the Transport Company).

With regards to the teaching activities, based on the documents submitted (Official
notice Ne 2103/ 09. 10. 2020) it is obvious that between 2015 — 2020 the candidate has
exceeded the threshold of 100 points for classroom horarium after the appointment on a
position of chair assistant professor (hi has 169 points fulfilled by 702 hours of lectures and
1950 hours of seminars at the UNWE).

5. Characteristics and assessment of the scientific publications

The candidate submitted in his portfolio for review 24 publications, including 1 single
monograph and 1 monograph in co-authorship; 2 articles in referenced journals (one of
which is under review for inclusion of Web of Knowledge data base); 4 articles, published in
indexed journals; 7 articles in editorial journal; 7 papers, published in conference books; 1
textbook (in co-authorship) and 1 manual.

Based on a thorough review of the publications submitted, we could sum up the
following main fields of candidate’s research interests:

1) Research in the field of transport entrepreneurship. Four publications are published on
this topic ((Ne 3, 8, 11 and 17 in the list of publications), of which 1 monograph, 1
article in an indexed edition and 2 articles in scientific journals with editorial. They
are all dedicated to analyzing the entrepreneurial environment in the transport sector
and opening up opportunities to promote entrepreneurship by assessing
entrepreneurial potential.

2) Research in the field of financial management of transport companies. This field of
research is presented by 9 publications ((Ne2, 3, 7, 9, 13, 16, 19, 23, 24 in the list of




publications submitted by the candidate). These are, as follows: 1 manual handbook

("Financial Management of the Transport Company"); separate parts of the presented

independent monographic habilitation work (Entrepreneurial potential — approaches

and methods of self-assessment); 2 articles in indexed scientific journals; 2 articles
published in editorial journals and 3 scientific conference reports. The main results
published in these articles and papers are related to clarification of theoretical and
methodological issues related to the financial management of transport undertakings
and offering practical guidance on the use of alternative sources to finance
entrepreneurship in transport.

3) Research in the field of energy efficiency of transport. The candidate has_submitted

13 interesting publications in this field, as follows: 1 independent chapter in a

collective textbook, 2 articles in referenced editions, 1 article in an indexed scientific

journal, 5 articles in journals with editorial and 4 reports from scientific conferences.

They are focused on the analysis and assessment of the development of the transport

sector in the country and in the EU.

The monograph called ‘Entreprencurial potential — self-assessment approaches and
methods’, presented by the candidate as main research results represent well rounded study
on up-to-date and original topic. The author presents analyses and evaluations on topical
issues related to approaches and methods for self-assessment of entrepreneurial potential and
offers an adapted approach for its assessment, as well as guidelines for seeking appropriate
models to assess the potential of the entrepreneurial ideas and focus on the different forms of
financing entrepreneurial business ideas.

6. Assessment of the scientific and applied results and contributions

The main scientific and applied results and contributions of the candidate to the
scientific field of Transport Entrepreneurship could be summarized as follows:

1) Scientific results and contributions — related to: (1) formulating and
systematizing concepts and clarifying basic principles of transport entrepreneurship and
financial management of transport enterprises; (2) systematizing and bringing out methods
and tools for self-assessment of entrepreneurial potential; (3) systematization of the main
indicators and definition of an approach for technical - economic evaluation of the
entrepreneurial business idea; (4) further development and enrichment of the theory of
analysis of the financial management of transport companies.

2) Methodological and applied results and contributions - related to: (1)
adapting the existing methods and tools for self-assessment of entrepreneurial potential to the
Bulgarian conditions, including self-assessment of entrepreneurial qualities and
entrepreneurial skills, technical - economic self-assessment of entrepreneurial business idea
and technical - economic assessment of entrepreneurial business; (2) development of a
methodological toolkit for financial management of transport companies; (3) identifying,
systematizing and analyzing the most important entrepreneurial qualities and skills that each
entrepreneur must possess and synthesizing basic methods for acquiring the necessary
entrepreneurial skills.

3) Applied results and contributions — including: (1) recommendations on the
possibilities for practical application of technical and economic assessment of the
entrepreneurial business idea and suggestion of an applicable (adapted) model (structure) of
the entrepreneurial business plan appropriate for the Bulgarian conditions; (2) practical




guidelines for the use of traditional, alternative and cutting-edge sources for financing
entrepreneurial activity; (3) guidelines for the improvement of passenger transport activity in
railway transport; (4) conditions have been identified and recommendations for successful
development of enterprises in the transport sector in Bulgaria have been elaborated.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

Regarding the further academic development of Dr. Daniel Yordanov, | could
recommend concentrating his attention to the field of the impact assessment of financial
management on the development of entrepreneurial potential and entrepreneurship in the
transport and energy sectors. The candidate has conducted research on these two topics, but
he could develop further his scientific research and he could evaluate the relationship
between entrepreneurial potential assessment indicators and the impact of applicable
financial management instruments in transport companies on this potential.

Another recommendation to the candidate is to increase his publication activity in
foreign journals and in publishing studies.

8. Conclusions

The review of the portfolio of materials, including publications and documents
representing the scientific, teaching and social activities of the candidate Dr. Daniel
Yordanov, exhibits qualities that give me grounds to think that he answers all the
requirements for promotion to associate professor according to article 24 from the Law on
the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB), the Regulation for
Implementing LASDRB, and the Regulation for organizing and conducting procedures for
earning scientific degrees and for academic promotions at the UNWE.

The publications consist the necessary theoretical, methodological and applied
contributions to the field of Transport Entrepreneurship.
