8. Information About the Candidates Participating in the
Competition

The only candidate participating in the competition is Chief Assist. Dr.
Daniel Stoyanov Yordanov, who is a lecturer in the “Economics of Transport
and Energy” department, UNWE.

Daniel Yordanov holds a Master’s Degree in “Economics and
Management of Industry” (UNWE, 2000). During the 2011-2013 period he
applies as a self-prepared PhD candidate at the “Economics of Transport”
department. Following the defense of his dissertation on the topic of
“Developing and Perfecting Transport Entrepreneurship”, he acquires the ESD
(Education and Science Degree) of “Doctor”, UNWE. During the 2010-2020
period he works as a lecturer at the “Economics of Transport” department,
currently “Economics of Transport and Energy”, UNWE. During the same
period he consecutively holds the academic positions of “Assistant” (2010-
2014) and “Chief Assistant” (from 2014 to present day).

It should be noted that the candidate participating in the competition has
a rich and long-standing professional experience in the field of business
consulting. Additionally, he is an active participant in the administrative
structures of the UNWE, the Ministry of Education and Science, etc.



9. Fulfillmet of the Requirements for Attainment of the Academic
Rank
3.1. Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements
The presented card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for
attainment of the academic rank of “Associate Professor” at the UNWE makes
it clear that the candidate completely fulfills the mandatory conditions of the
LDASRB /article 24/, as well as the additional requirements according to the
Regulations of the UNWE. More specifically, it should be taken into account
that, with the minimal threshold for attainment of the academic rank of
“Associate Professor” being 620 points, Chief Assist. Dr. Daniel Yordanov has
scored 1247,3 points, in accordance with all necessary indicators. In regards to
the minimal national requirements of the LDASRB (article 2b) and the
Regulations for its implementation (article 1a) for attainment of the academic
rank of “Associate Professor”, the candidate participating in the competition
completely fulfills the set criteria. The aforementioned statement can be
confirmed with the following arguments:

e He has held the academic rank of “Chief Assistant” for 6 years at the

e He has 2 published treatises, one of which is written in joint authorship
and whose content differes from the topic of his dissertation.

e He is the author of 1 handbook, a co-author of 1 textbook, he has
published 13 articles (2 in referenced journals, 4 in indexed scientific journals,
7 in journals with an editorial board), as well as 7 reports from national
scientific conferences.

e He has taken part in multiple university, national and international
research projects whose total number amounts to 17.

e The verification of the citations makes it clear that during the 2010-2020
period Chief. Assist. Dr. Yordanov has 12 cited publications in Bulgarian and
foreign scientific works.

3.2. Fulfillment of the Qualitative Requirements

The data indicated in the card for fulfililment of the qualitative
requirements of attainment of the academic rank of “Associate Professor” at the
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UNWE shows that the candidate participating in the competition fulfills the set
criteria as well.

At one of its regular sessions on 13.05.2002, the UNWE’s Habilitation
Council unanimously gives a positive opinion on the potential candidate
participating in the competition — Chief Assist. Dr. Daniel Yordanov (Protocol
Nel). On this basis, the Council proposes that the “Economics of Transport and
Energy” department initiate the announcement of a competition for attainment
of the academic rank of “Associate Professor” along professional direction 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and Management (Transport
Entrepreneurship)”. The members of the Faculty Council of the “Economics of
Infrastructure” faculty, as well as the members of the Academic Council,
unanimously vote for the announcement of the competition.

10.Evaluation of Teaching and Learning Activities

Chief Assist. Dr. Daniel Yordanov has been a lecturer at the UNWE for
10 years, having consecutively held the ranks of “Assistant” (2010-2014) and
“Chief Assistant” (from 2014 to present day). During this period he has given
lectures and held seminar classes for both Bachelor’s Degree and Master’s
Degree students from the “Economics of Transport” and “Economics of
Transport and Energy” specialties. More specifically, it should be noted that he
has developed lecture courses and seminar classes on the following subjects in
the “Bachelor” EQD: “Transport and Insurance”, “Stock-Markets and Stock
Exchange Operations”, “Financial Analysis of Transport Firms”, “Organization
of Passenger Transport”, “Entrepreneurship in Transport and Energy”.

As for the “Master” EQD, Chief Assist. Dr. Yordanov has developed
lecture courses on the following subjects: “Commercial and Financial
Management of Transport Enterprises”, “Economics of Enterprises”,
“Economic Analysis of ITS”, “Transport Entrepreneurship”, ‘“Transport
Markets”, “Financial Analysis in Energy”, “Financial Management of Railway
Transport™.

During the 2015-2020 period Chief Assist. Dr. Yordanov has logged a
total of 100 hours of lectures and 1950 hours of seminar classes for the
“Bachelor” EQD, as well as 602 hours of lectures for the “Master” EQD. The
aforementioned statistics are confirmed with a business note from the
“Academic Documentation, Accounts and Control” department.

For the purposes of student training, the candidate has published a
handbook on the topic of “Financial Management in Transport Firms” and has
co-authored a textbook on the topic of “Transport and Insurance” (Chapter VI -
“Organization of Passenger Freights™).
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Taking into account that the competition is announced for the attainment
of the academic rank of “Associate Professor” along professional direction 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and Management (Transport
Entrepreneurship)”, it can be concluded that Chief Assist. Dr. Daniel
Yordanov’s activities as a lecturer are precisely along this direction and
specialty.

11.General Characteristics of the Presented Scientific Works

For his participation in the competition, Chief Assist. Dr. Daniel
Yordanov has presented a total of 24 publications, made after the attainment of
the academic rank of “Chief Assistant” in 2014. More specifically, they should
be listed as follows: 2 treatises (1 in joint authorship with Prof. Dr. N. Mironova
et al.), 1 textbook (in joint authorship with Prof. Dr. V. Mutafchieva-Bakalova
et al.), 1 handbook, 13 articles — 2 in referenced journals, 4 in indexed scientific
journals, 7 in journals with an editorial board, as well as 7 reports from national
scientific conferences.

Additionally, publications by Chief Assist. Dr. Yordanov have been cited
12 times during the 2010-2020 period. 5 of these citations are made in scientific
editions which are referenced and indexed in world-famous databases, 2 are in
treatises and collective volumes with scientific review, and 5 are in
unreferenced journals with scientific review.

The presented scientific works are not only topical, they are aimed at
three fundamental directions, namely — entrepreneurship in transport, financial
management of transport enterprises, analysis of the state of the transport sector
in Bulgaria.

The “Entrepreneurial Potential — Self-Evaluation Approaches and
Methods” treatise is dedicated to a timely topic related to the necessities of
transport entrepreneurship under contemporary conditions in Bulgaria. In that
regard, the theoretical formulation of the modern entrepreneurial concept is
examined. The contemporary requirements that entrepreneurs in Bulgaria face
are inspected thoroughly. The applied aspects of modern entrepreneurship are
discussed in detail. The application schemes for evaluating entrepreneurial
potential, the development of entrepreneurial ideas, as well as the funding of
entrepreneurial businesses, are examined as well.

The topicality of the treatise is dictated by the constant discussions of
subjects involving succession in business, education in entrepreneurship, the
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building of entrepreneurial culture, as well as the perfection and development of
entrepreneurial activity.

The “Financial Management of Transport Firms” handbook
examines the nature and contents of financial management, the sources of
information certainty of financial management in transport firms, as well as the
core characteristics of the funding of commercial companies in the field of
transport.

Special attention is given to the methods for evaluation of financial
assets, investments, management of capital and costs in transport firms,
dividend policies, etc.
