Taking into account the achieved teaching experience and the gained authority, |
recommend Chief Assistant PhD Daniel Stoyanov Yordanov to continue and increase his
activity as a lecturer, supporting research activities and participation in projects.

8. Conclusion
My acquaintance with the documentation and publications of Chief Assistant PhD Daniel
Stoyanov Yordanov for participating in the competition gives me reason to draw the
following conclusions and assessments:
First. The candidate Chief Assistant PhD Daniel Stoyanov Yordanov participates in the
competition for "Associate Professor” with sufficient volume and quality of production,
which corresponds to the theme of the competition.
Second. The candidate Chief Assistant PhD Daniel Stoyanov Yordanov fully meets the
mandatory requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor". His
scientific production is up-to-date, developed at a high scientific level. From the
candidate's production for the competition for “Associate Professor” it is evident that he is
a developed scientist with a consistent professional biography.
