3. Information about the D.Sc. candidate

Ivka Tsakova (born in 1959) has been awarded a “PhD degree in Political Science” in
1992 — dissertation topic “Political socialization of the person”. She became an “associate
professor in Political Science” at the UNWE in 2006 with a habilitation work on the topic
“Lobbying and democracy”.

She teaches students doing their bachelor degree the following subjects: “Political
psychology”, “Lobbing”, “Legislative process and parliamentary behaviour”, “Citizen’s
organizations and advocacy”, as well as has the following lectures in front of students doing
their Master degree: “Big business and politics” and “Democracy and capitalism”.

My personal impressions about assoc. prof. Tsakova scientific competence are formed
based on her participation in different scientific forums and in particular the several
conferences organized by the department of “Political economics”, where she has participated
with the papers: “Lobbying as political and economic phenomenon” and ‘“Marxist
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explanations of the rise of contemporary oligarchy”, both of which we received with interest
and were evaluated highly by the academic researchers.

Assoc. prof. Tsakova is a project leader of two research projects funded by the
Scientific Research Activity (SRA) at the UNWE: a) “Political sciences at the UNWE facing
the business (2009-2012) — (Agreement SRA — 43/2009); b) “What knowledge on politics do
the students in economic specialities at the UNWE need” (Students’ Roundtable, 2015) —
(Agreement SRA — 11/2014).

Under her supervision, two doctorate candidates have successfully acquired their PhDs.

Assoc. prof. Tsakova presides the General Assembly of the Faculty of “International
economics and politics”, and is a member of the Bulgarian Political Science Association.

4. General characteristics of the dissertation thesis

The dissertation thesis is in volume of 494 pages and consists of introduction, three
chapters and conclusion. According to the requirements, the thesis (including in the
dissertation thesis abstract) includes object, subject, basic assumptions, aims and tasks of the
research. The dissertation is well structured and allows the reader easily to be orientated in the
extensive and complex problematic, in the logic of different research approaches towards the
political and economic manifestations of oligarchy, the theories and mechanisms of
oligarchization of politics and their actual dimensions in the functioning of the contemporary
system of capitalism.

The attached bibliography consists of 90 academic resources in Cyrillic, 33 in Latin,
and additional 89 resources from scientific journals, newspapers and internet sites, as well as
13 internet-based resources, that proves the candidate broad knowledge on the researched
topic.

3. Actuality of the topic

The dissertation thesis of assoc. prof. Ivka Tsakova, PhD, in its essence is part of a new
problematic filed in the Bulgarian social science (in particular the Political Sciences) —
studying the process of oligarchization of politics in historical and contemporary context. The
theme is situated in the interdisciplinary field of politics, economics and sociology, and other
social sciences, as a well systematized interdisciplinary research — a result of many years of
scientific-research and teaching done by the author and a vast number of publication on the
topic, listed in the dissertation thesis abstract.

The actuality of the topic has been assessed in the context of the multiple studies during
the last decades on the issues of the contemporary capitalism and the enhancing critic on the

neoliberal economic and social-political model in the conditions of the crises at the beginning
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of XXI century in accordance to the new technologies and information transformations that
deform the essential characteristics of the contemporary capitalism and erode its founding
values from the epoch of modernity. Most of these studies focus on the economic base of the
transformations and accent on the different manifestations of the issue of increasing inequality
and its impact on the other spheres of the contemporary system of capitalism — politics, public
relations, socio-cultural model, value-based and ideological changes. In this respect, [
evaluate highly the implementation of the dissertation topic in the contemporary flow of
researches and attempts for an integral explanation of a real process of dissemination of
oligarchic models in the functioning of the contemporary capitalism. 1 do value the accepted
scientific challenge by the author, namely to situate clearly the issue of oligarchization of the
contemporary politics, by clearly arguing her personal position. Her motivation to look for
and discover the reasons for the genesis and the development of the process of oligarchization
— in the economic, political and socio-cultural sphere - is rather strong.

Without doubt, this research is an object of an interdisciplinary approach, that is more
and more often used by the contemporary science due to the complication of the processes and
their mutual interweaving and interdependences. The case with the oligarchy is similar,
because the latter can be explained and studied first and foremost in the framework of the
political and economic systems analysis. This approach has been successfully applied by the
author, thus leading to indisputable theoretical-methodological and practical-applicable
outcomes of contribution nature.

4. General evaluation of the dissertation thesis

The selected topic of the dissertation thesis is multidimensional. Assoc. prof. Tsakova
focuses its analysis on certain aspects of the topic and precisely defines the limitations — both
in essential and time horizons. By doing it, she writes a multilayer, but purposeful dissertation
research on the issue of oligarchization of politics. By using the instruments of the world
systems analysis (the world capitalism system), she successfully explains and interprets the
historical and contemporary forms of oligarchy, cycles of oligarchization and oligarchic
practices of the states of the capitalistic centre (according to the theories of Fernand Braudel,
Giovanni Arrighi and Immanuel Wallerstein).

The research object of the dissertation thesis is situated in the broad interdisciplinary
field of the interrelations of economic and political power — in the aspect of subjecting the
politics (“state capture”) by the big private capital in the capitalist system. In this research
field, the author specifies and frames the subject of the dissertation thesis as studying the

process of oligarchization of politics under capitalism in historical and contemporary aspect,
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in a limited period of time — from the 1970-s to the first decades of the XXI century. This
choice is apt and defined by standpoint of the brightest manifestations of the researched
process of oligarchization of politics.

The author of the dissertation has the ambitious aim to build her own conceptual model
of the process of oligarchization of politics, that can help outline the basic mechanisms
/instruments/ of the oligarchization of politics and the corresponding political practices. The
elaborated conceptual model serves for proving the basic thesis of the dissertation —
consecutive and deepening tendency for oligarchization of politics and erosion of the liberal
democracy in favour of the oligarchic political-economic model of functioning of the
contemporary capitalistic system.

The structure of the dissertation thesis is successfully build logically and follows the
consecutive substantiation of the dissertation thesis and the fulfilment of concrete research
tasks: from history and theory of the analysed problem /oligarchization of politics/ to drafting
a conceptual model of the process of oligarchization of politics (including mechanisms of
oligarchization), to concluding the outcomes of the unfolded process — “oligarchic capture of
the state and its three powers — executive, legislative and judicial”.

When it comes to the author’s choice of certain historical and theoretical concepts, used
to elaborate and prove her thesis, there might be various considerations, however her choice
should be evaluated in the light of the obtained results, which the author undoubtedly has
achieved.

I consider especially useful the profound and punctual clarification of the used
methodology — basic research approaches towards oligarchy and oligarchs. They are applied
successfully in order to explain the economic scopes (grounds) for oligarchization of politics,
as well as for the systematic and interdisciplinary study of the different aspects of the
oligarchic phenomenon and the three dimensions of the oligarchic power — economic (basic),
political and socio-cultural (ideological). The author makes the right decision to situate the
study of the problem of the oligarchization of politics (as a process, outcome and mechanisms
for its realization) in the framework of the political-economic system, while the regime of
concentration of wealth and power in the hands of the few — to be defined as political-
economic in its nature. The differentiated and defined by the author basic concepts of
oligarchic power, oligarchic politics and oligarchic policies explain in depth the political-
economic nature of the researched issue. Because big wealth under the form of economic
power transforms into political power — power of the state institutions, that make decisions to

defense the big capital (its owners, shareholders, managers) and for its increase in scales.
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In the dissertation, the author argues a number of times that super-rich and powerful
people (the so called oligarchs) consider making two types of investments — mainly economic,
but also political ones (in elections, lobbying and other mechanisms for oligarchization,
presented in the third chapter of the dissertation). The so called “oligarchic cycle” — the power
of the wealth transforms in political power, which contributes to its constant increase in time —
reflects the dangerous symbiosis between personal extreme wealth of the “oligarchic upper
class” and the power of the political institutions that make decisions (oligarchic policies) in
defense of the wealth. This coalesce between the economic power of the big capital and the
political power of the state institutions in the developed western countries can be explained in
the framework of their political-economic systems.

I consider especially sustainable and productive the parallel between oligarchization
and democratization — in the economic, political and socio-cultural spheres. The transition
from democracy (under democratic capitalism during the three decades after the Second
World War) to oligarchization (under neoliberal capitalism during the last four decades)
outlines the alarming tendency towards erosion of the liberal democracy in the USA and the
countries in the EU and the advance of the oligarchic practices in these states. The key words
describing the transition from democratization to oligarchization (dispersion-concentration;
convergence — divergence; competitiveness — monopoly; meritocracy — inheritance;
entrepreneurship — rent-seeking; more equality — extreme inequality) outline in depth the
different dimensions of the research problem.

5. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions

The scientific-theoretical and the applied results and contributions of the dissertation
thesis can be found mainly in the elaborated conceptual model and the deduced and
thoroughly analysed (theoretical and applied) mechanisms of oligarchization of politics, by
which the thesis has been verified and the main aim of the dissertation has been fulfilled.

* The conceptual model is elaborated in three stages. Of great importance are the presented
terminological clarifications and precise conceptual apparatus in the presence of the
existing variations in the understanding and the definitions of oligarchy and
oligarchization. The model is built by differentiating two tendencies in the development of
the contemporary capitalism, that reflect the oligarchization of politics — as a process and
outcome: 1/ process of transition from democracy to oligarchization of politics and 2/
oligarchic state capture by capturing its three powers. The second part of the conceptual
model accents on the research process — the process of oligarchization in the economic,

political and socio-cultural sphere, illustrated by tables, consisting of different indicators,
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accompanied by key terms, explaining the transition from democracy to oligarchization in
the contemporary capitalist development of the USA and the EU during the last decades.
The third part of the model accents on the outcome of the process — oligarchic capture of
the three state powers — legislative, executive and judicial in times of postdemocracy
(Colin Crouch), post-reality politics (Wolfgang Streek) and subpolitics in risk society
(Ulrich Beck).

An explicit contribution by the author is the presented schematic visualization of the
conceptual model, that offers clear and punctual idea of the interrelation and the
dependences among the different parts (components) of the model of oligarchization of
politics in its various aspects and manifestations.

In the light of the widely accepted notion of the conceptual model as a system of concepts
/and corresponding methods/ for analysing certain object /process/, the aim of this
dissertation research is achieved successfully, not only by the visual construct of such
model, but due to the entire analysis of the process of oligarchization of politics: from
historical-theoretical, through  methodological approaches and terminological
clarifications, to the presented actual mechanisms and policies, we can study the
constructed model for describing and explaining the oligarchization of politics (as a
process and outcome). This is an undeniable scientific contribution of the dissertation
thesis.

Another considerable contribution is in the applied part of the research, where we can
point out the mechanisms of oligarchization of politics. Based on the theoretical-
methodological opportunities of the elaborated conceptual model, the author outlines
analytically several basic mechanisms (means, technologies, instruments) of
oligarchization of politics: lobbying of big capital in politics, financing of political parties
by big donors, capturing the regulators by the regulated, revolving doors, legitimation of
oligarchic policies. All these mechanisms are applied in the real and actual politics of the
developed capitalist countries with a number of examples for the collaboration between
state and supra-state organs and institutions, big banks and corporations.

Of undisputed political-applied nature is the paragraph about the “Bulgarian case”, where
based on the elaborated in the theoretical chapter conceptual model, the author outlines
and systematizes some “fragments of oligarchization of the politics in Bulgaria after
1989 — fragments of the process (with its dimensions in the economic, political and
socio-cultural sphere) and fragments of its outcome — oligarchic capture of the state and its
three powers, including the media power.
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* As an important scientific-theoretical contribution of the dissertation thesis of assoc. prof.
Tsakova, I consider the applied methodology of the research of the oligarchization of
politics. The research in the dissertation thesis is based on the systems/holistic approach in
its historical-theoretical, political-economic and social-valued context. Thus, the study
presents a wide scale interdisciplinary analysis, with defined scientific-theoretical and
applied outcome for studying, modelling and prognosis of the process of oligarchization
of politics.

6. Evaluation of the dissertation publications.

The presented 14 scientific publications by the candidate, of their quality and quantity
correspond to the requirements for acquiring D.Sc. In 2020 assoc. prof. Tsakova has
published the book “Oligarchization of politics” (412 pages). There are also 13 articles,
published since 2015, 12 of which published in Bulgaria and one — in the Russian federation,
Penza (Ne 7). The presented author publications prove the consistent and profound interest of
assoc. prof. Tsakova on the dissertation thematic and methodologically enhance the analysis
and the field of the research, thus leading to the considerable scientific-applied contributions
of the dissertation thesis.

7. Evaluation of the Abstract

The dissertation abstract is 63 pages in Bulgarian and is translated in English. It
systematically and adequate presents the structure and the content of the dissertation. In it, the
author correctly presents the aim, the object and the subject of the dissertation thesis. It also
clarifies the main thesis and formulates the concrete tasks for its realization. The author
outlines the limitations of the research, that define the historical and theoretical context of the
research. The author thoroughly and at the same time synthesized argues the basic
methodological principles and certain approaches of the research. It also clarifies the broad
historical-theoretical base of the analysis and presents empirical grounds for the conclusions
in the dissertation thesis. At the end of the abstract, there is a list of 14 main publications on
the topic of the dissertation. The specified by the author 5 basic scientific-theoretical and
applied contributions of the dissertation are objective and correctly formulated.

I have no critical notes and recommendations, as well as additional questions to the

candidate.
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8. CONCLUSION

Based on the above evaluation, I consider that the dissertation thesis with its
volume, content and achieved results and scientific contributions has all the qualities of a
D.Sc. dissertation and with conviction
