1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant was trained in a doctoral program at the Department of
Media and Public Communications / Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure of
UNWE in the scientific specialty "Organization and Management outside the
Sphere of Material Production", according to the Order of the Deputy Rector
for Research of UNWE Ne 918/27.04.2020.

Sevar Ivanov graduated in Acting for Drama Theatre, has a Master's
degree in Management in the Performing Arts - NATFA "Krastyo Sarafov". In
the thematic scope of his dissertation is also his specialization in the United
States on "Performing Arts Management in the USA. Opportunities for
adapting good practices in Bulgarian reality" under the Fulbright programme.
Sevar Ivanov's interest in performing arts management is confirmed by his
professional realization. Alongside his acting career in various projects in
theatre and cinema, he has experience as Deputy Director of the Drama Theatre
- Blagoevgrad.



2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation
Structure, volume. Brief assessment of: topicality of the topic, aim,
objectives, subject; main thesis; scientific literature used.

Sevar Ivanov's dissertation has a total length of 243 pages. The text is
organized in five chapters, each divided into subchapters; an introduction, a
conclusion and a bibliography, which contains 208 sources in Bulgarian and
English. The text contains numerous diagrams and tables that illustrate the
exposition and make the multitude of data collected more visible and
memorable. As a merit of the text in terms of its organisation, I would note the
conclusions drawn at the end of each chapter.

The topic of Sevar Ivanov's dissertation is extremely topical. The
methodology that is being funded has been on the current performing arts
agenda for over 10 years. The problems created by the application of the
Methodology affect not only the financial situation of performing arts institutes,
but also the quality of the artistic product.

The research topic is topical due to the fact that the methodology of
funding the performing arts, which is the main object of the research, continues
to determine all processes in the theatre, including the artistic quality of the
theatrical product.

As the object of his research, Sevar Ivanov points to the performing arts
and, in particular, the state cultural organizations in the sphere. The financing of
state performing arts organisations is highlighted as the subject of the research
text. The dissertant clearly formulates the aim of his research: "to increase the
efficiency of the Ministry of Culture and the state performing arts organizations
by optimizing the current methodology for the allocation of public funds aimed
at the preservation, development and promotion of performing arts in
Bulgaria"; his research thesis "fo prove the need for a change in the philosophy
and attitude of the state towards art and culture, in particular the performing
arts.; formulates the working hypotheses and research tasks.

The first chapter "Performing Arts: Between the Market and the State"
presents the theoretical basis of the study, reviews the scientific literature on the
subject, and notes the main theories in the field of cultural governance. Chapter
Two, "Typology and Institutional Characteristics of Cultural Institutions in the
Performing Arts", examines the types of performing arts organisations and the
specifics of their activities. The third chapter, 'Policies for the Management and
Financing of Performing Arts', presents the policies of the Ministry of Culture



as the principal of cultural institutes. Conclusions are drawn regarding the
results of the current methodology for funding the performing arts, namely that
it is a prerequisite for 'deterioration of the possibility of optimal functioning of
some cultural institutes'. Chapter Four, "Governance Models for Reforming the
State Cultural Sector", presents different models of governance of the cultural
sector in Bulgaria and the USA. A merit of the text is that it highlights the
advantages and disadvantages of the models under consideration. Chapter 5,
'Methodology for Performing Arts Funding: From Administrative Instrument to
Cultural Policies', examines two options for a new model of allocating public
funds for the performing arts. The dissertation defines these two hypotheses as a
pessimistic and an optimistic scenario.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained
Emphasis is placed on: the main scientific and/or applied results
achieved; the methodology used, the fulfilment of the set aim and objectives.

Right at the beginning of the text, the dissertation formulates the
ambitions of its research through clearly stated hypotheses and expected results.
The text shows knowledge of the scientific literature on the topic, the current
situation in the management of the state cultural sector in Bulgaria, the funding
model and its transformations during the period under study in Bulgaria, as well
as presents in less detail alternative models of funding and organization of the
cultural sector in the USA and France. The conclusions drawn are based on the
multitude of quantitative and statistical data collected, which on the one hand
makes them more convincing and on the other hand makes the dissertation a
reliable source for future studies in similar research fields.

Among the contributions of the text I would highlight: the mapping of the
cultural organizations and the identification of the problems in their activities;
the analysis of the cultural policies of the Ministry of Culture with the
identification of the problems and contradictions in them; the analysis of the
Methodology for funding and the conclusions from its application with all its
revisions. As a quality of the proposed text, I would like to highlight the
dissertator's desire to build on the findings by proposing possible solutions
regarding future cultural and financial policies towards the performing arts in
Bulgaria.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions
e Brief evaluation of the contributions mentioned by the dissertant



e The main scientific and/or applied contributions of the thesis are
highlighted.

The contributions highlighted by the dissertation are categorized as
"theoretical" and "practical". I have identified many of them as qualities of the
text. I believe that the dissertator has indicated realistic and achieved scientific
and applied contributions in the text. Among the theoretical ones, I would
single out the study of the existing funding model for the performing arts and
the essential role of the Funding Methodology for the processes in the
performing arts, and among the applied ones - the proposal of new models for
the allocation of funds in the field of publicly funded performing arts cultural
institutes.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The publications on the topic are the result of the dissertant's
participation with papers in conferences and seminar, followed by the
publication of proceedings. This is evidence of the dissertant's activity during
his studies.

The publications substantially confirm the impressions of the dissertation
work.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract is comprehensive and presents very well both the structure
of the thesis and its theses, conclusions, results and contributions.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

I think the text would benefit from a more detailed presentation of the
history of Bulgarian theatre in terms of the themes and issues discussed.

The conclusions about the urgent need to change the Funding
Methodology would sound much more convincing if its "effects" on creative
processes and artistic quality in the performing arts were examined in more
detail.

These are recommendations for Sevar Ivanov's possible future work in this
research field and do not discourage my positive evaluation of the proposed
dissertation.
