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1. Information about the dissertation defense procedure

Ivka Tsakova Nekova has presented for discussion her dissertation thesis in the
department of “Political Science”, Faculty of “International economy and politics” at the
UNWE according to article 39 of the Regulations for the Application of the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The grounds for opening the
procedure for defense of the dissertation thesis are decisions by the Council of the “Political
Science” Department (Record Ne 7/16.03.2021) and the Council of the Faculty of
“International economy and politics” (Record Ne 6/ 24.03.2021)

2. Characteristics of the dissertation thesis

The presented for public defense dissertation consists of introduction, three chapters,
each one separated in different paragraphs, conclusion and references, with a total volume of
494 pages. The theme is actual and important. During the last few years, it has attracted the
attention of a number of western researchers. Although the theme became popular in
Bulgaria, its popularity is rather of social-political than scientific aspect. The first chapter of

the dissertation for the most part is historical, the second — theoretical-methodological, the



third — has political-applied nature. This is one of the first monographies in Bulgaria, that in
details studies the given problem. The approach for its elaboration and the structure of the
research are in correspondence to the expectations and the standards for successful
development of a DSc dissertation thesis.

The research outlines the object, the subject, the research thesis, main aim and tasks,
the research methodology. It has interdisciplinary and complex character. The key for
understanding the oligarchization of politics is the symbiosis between economic and political
power, and in institutional aspect between neoliberal capitalism and political democracy. The
main aim of the author is to construct her own conceptual model of the process of
oligarchization of politics. The model reveals its manifestations, mutual dependencies and
mechanisms that penetrate the economic, political and socio-cultural sphere. The main thesis
of the DSc candidate is that the oligarchization of politics results to destructive outcomes in
regards to the power institutions, misuse of democratic rules and practices by the
contemporary state. The process is irregular and has different intensity in the various states.

The oligarchization of politics is described as a process that has its own prerequisites,
mechanism, practical dimensions and consequences. This process is global, but has national
manifestations. The term “oligarchy” itself has been created in Ancient times, in order to
describe one of the ways the public power has been organized and executed. The today
understanding of the oligarchization of politics far exceeds the concept of “oligarchy” in the
classical political theory, as well as some of the similar terms that correspond mainly to the
type of the political regime as an element of the form of the state. The contemporary process
of oligarchization of politics is explained by introducing key pair concepts, such as:
concentration — dispersion; divergence — convergence; monopoly — competitiveness;
inheritance — meritocracy; rent-seeking — entrepreneurship; extreme inequality — more
equality.

The initial position and main research thesis is that the oligarchic and democratic
government combine, while the oligarchic-democratic alloy officially presented as
democracy, in fact is rather oligarchy. The outcome is state “capture”, capture of the
branches of the power.

The author has used and cited a number of resources, including ones accessible online

that relate to the selected theme. This fact proves the existence of lasting interest on behalf of



the author towards the researched problematic. The references far exceed 200 titles, almost
equally in Cyrillic and Latin — English. It includes the newest publications by authoritative
political and economic researchers, as well as in some other fields of the public life during
the last few years.

3. Scientific and applied results

As a whole, the research tasks are fulfilled. The dissertation thesis consists of some
considerable scientific results. Among them, in close-up, stands the profound explanation of
the contemporary crisis of democracy, politics and state. The main results of the dissertation
in chronological order are:

- it describes and systematizes the characteristics of the historical cycles of capitalist
oligarchy during the last half millennium — since its origin till now;

- it presents the research approaches and theories, used to achieve the aims of the study;

- it outlines its own conceptual model, that encompass the oligarchization of politics, with the
possibility to be applied in certain state and public sphere (p. 281);

- the oligarchization is presented as a process that in its essence opposes democracy and
manifests in the economics, politics and the socio-cultural sphere; this results in oligarchic-
democratic alloy with different nature and specifics in the contemporary western
democracies;

- it reveals the nature and the operation of the mechanisms of the process of oligarchization
in the states of the capitalistic centre;

- it outlines some fragments of the oligarchization of politics in Bulgaria after 1989;

- it also points out some possible roads for anti-oligarchic resistance and reducing the strong
concentration of wealth and power in the hands of a limited minority.

With a view to the outlined subject, the research is complete, consecutive and
achieves certain results. It includes the process of oligarchization of politics in the states
according to the degree of their development (world centre, semi-periphery and periphery)
and in the main spheres of their public life — economic, political and socio-cultural.

The selected methodology (predominantly from the field of the Political Science and
the Political Economy) contributes for the achievement of the aim and the fulfilment of the
research tasks. The author uses classical approaches from the Political Science, such as the

class and elite ones, but along them she also uses some other not that popular and less applied

ones, for example the approach based on power resources, that is rather suitable for the
current research. According to the author, the economic dimension of the oligarchic power is
determinant. The concentration of huge private capital turns oligarchy into an essential
characteristic of the (state) management under capitalism. The oligarchic state capture is an
attempt for its privatization. Therefore, the state is not capable to uphold the public interests,
while the representative power does not reflect adequately the public preferences. The
representative government is underway to be replaced by public opinion management.

Therefore, in the public sphere the accent is on themes, that severely divide and polarize the

people, rather than on the important problems.

The generalization and the visualization of the basic stages and features of the process
of oligarchization of politics are also one of the results of the research. This is done by the
elaborated comparative tables on: the four historical cycles of oligarchization and transition
from democratization to oligarchization in the basic spheres of the public life.

In the dissertation thesis and in the presented publications, there is no evidence of
plagiarism. The used sources are accompanied with the corresponding references. There are
no signals for infringement of the authorship rights by other researchers.

4. Evaluation of the scientific contributions

The scientific contributions of the dissertation are listed on page 62 of the Abstract. As

a whole, | consider that they correspond to the author claim for originality and novelty of the

researched thematic. Among them, I can outline the following ones:

e In the light of the theory of the world systems, the analysis of the capitalist oligarchy has
been enriched in the three dimensions of the oligarchic power: economic (power of the
wealth), political (power of the state at the service of the wealthy people) and ideological
(“soft” power for achieving cultural hegemony).

e There is an elaborated and visualized own conceptual model of oligarchization of politics
that includes basic concepts, specifics of the process of oligarchization in the main
spheres of the public life, oligarchic capture of the main powers in the state and

mechanisms for the realization of this process. The model has been applied to Bulgaria
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by outlining some fragments of the oligarchization of politics since the 90-s of the XX
century up to today.

e |t systematizes the mechanisms (forms and social technology) through which oligarchic
politics penetrates the state institutions and is done in practice. It outlines the mechanisms
through which the process of oligarchization evolves, as well as the possible directions
and roads for its limitation.

e Based on the elaborated analysis and the outlined tendencies, there is a prognosis
(foresight) for the possible limitation of the oligarchization of politics with two
admissions: one of them is dependent on the future of capitalism under the fourth
industrial revolution, and the other is derived from the hardship of legitimizing the
oligarchic policies due to the decline of neoliberalism during the third decade of the XXI
century.

5. Evaluation of publications related to the dissertation theme

There are 14 publications, among them a monography and an article in foreign
language. The publications are published in the last 5-6 years in conference proceedings and
journals with scientific review. The publications are sufficient as a number and have the
necessary scientific content, thus proving the author has been engaged for a long time with
the theme and that its content has been enriched along the research work.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The Abstract (in Bulgarian and English) is in volume of 63 pages and is elaborated
according to the established requirements. It consecutively and thoroughly reflects the
structure and the content of the dissertation thesis. There is also a Reference for the
fulfilment of the minimal national requirements in accordance to article 2b (paragraphs 1 and

3) of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, that

demonstrate their fulfilment by the dissertation author.

7. Critical notes and recommendations
It is not possible an interdisciplinary research on such important, sensitive and
comparatively new theme for Bulgaria, not to provoke critical notes and even arguments.

However, in my opinion, their nature cannot question the achieved results.

The author elaborates the work by studying and commenting on the views of a

number of scientists on the analysed issues. Thus, based on the already existing ground, the
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author “completes” the scientific thesis and makes conclusions. Besides, the reader is being
informed about other theories, concerning issues related to the oligarchy and the
oligarchization of politics. Such approach however, inevitably leads the author to already
outlined by well-established names reasoning. Most probably, this is why she only registers
some of the new categories for describing the new reality — postdemocratic (C. Crouch),
post-reality (V. Streek), technical-economic subpolitics (U. Beck), without critically
analysing them.

I. Tsakova makes the stipulation that her attention is drawn towards the
oligarchization of politics in the USA and the EU states during the last four decades and
partly shows some fragments of the process of oligarchization of politics in Bulgaria during
the last 30 years. | do not have claims of objective and factual nature to this part of the work,
because encroaching the problem of the day can bring forward some other disputable issues.
My recommendation is of conceptual nature. The process of oligarchization in the Eastern
Europe countries and in particular Bulgaria after 1989 outlines some of the common
characteristics of its development and at the same time indicates the specifics of its evolution.
It comes to the creating of oligarchy predominantly by appropriation of wealth (in economic
sense), for regressive taxation policy, that favours this process, for lobbying without
mediation, etc. The oligarchy also has some specifics in supranational unions, such as the
EU. These notes can be perceived as recommendations for future studies on the theme.

| share the candidate choice, instead of the objective position, to take sides in defense
of the collective interests and values that are being threatened by the dominating neoliberal
politics and extreme individualism. This however, imposes the need for attentively and well-
grounded prognosis for the future of the oligarchic politics, in order not to let ideological
reasons to dominate the theoretical ones, no matter how hard this is in this field of
knowledge.

Conclusion:

In accordance to article 12 in the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria, article 37 of the Regulations for the Application of the Act
for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the
Regulations for organization and conduct of competitions for obtaining scientific
