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9. Information about the candidate

The D.Sc. candidate has presented for discussion her dissertation thesis in the
department of “Political Science”, Faculty of “International economy and politics” at the
UNWE according to article 39 of the Regulations for the Application of the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The grounds for the
procedure for defense of the dissertation thesis are: decisions by the Council of the “Political
Science” Department (Record Ne7/16.03.2021) and the Council of the Faculty of
“International economy and politics” (Record Ne6/ 24.03.2021)

2. Brief characteristics of the dissertation thesis

The presented dissertation thesis consists of introduction, three chapters, conclusion
and references, with total volume of 494 pages. Of them, 480 pages are author text
(introduction, three chapters and conclusion), including figures and tables, that conclude and
visualize the analysis in the dissertation.

The title of the dissertation thesis is selected aptly. The theme corresponds exactly to
the understanding that the oligarchization of politics is a process that has its own
prerequisites, mechanisms for development, practical dimensions and consequences. The
dissertation has materially scientific and practical importance. First, because it has global
nature and is not an isolated phenomenon in one or a few states. Second, in Bulgaria the topic
is hardly examined. At the same time, during the last years this issue became rather visible in
the public sphere and the political debate, thus clearly proves its actuality and practical
importance for the contemporary democratic political process. It is necessary to underline



that the oligarchization of politics is a contemporary phenomenon, that far exceeds the notion
of the classical political theory concept of “oligarchy” and some other related terms that are
understood and relate mainly to a type of political regime characterized by an exerting power
governing wealthy minority (elite, class, etc.).

In the introduction, the author outlines the object, the subject, the research thesis,
main aim and tasks, the methodology and the limitations of the research. The subject of the
research is defined as oligarchization of politics with a complex, interdisciplinary nature, a
result of the symbiosis between economic and political power, between neoliberal capitalism
and political democracy in the contemporary world. The main aim is to construct own
conceptual model of the process of oligarchization of politics, that reveals its manifestations,
interactions and mechanisms for development in the contemporary economic, political and
socio-cultural sphere. For its realization, the author outlines 10 research tasks. The main
thesis reflects the destructive outcome of the researched process, that there is an oligarchic
capture of the democratic power institutions, the democratic rules and practices in the
contemporary state. The process is irregular, with various intensity in the different countries
and this is correctly presented by the author in the content of the dissertation.

There is also a high informational coverage of the dissertation research, which shows
the long-term and lasting interest of the author to the analysed problematic. The references
consist of vast quantity and of high relative share actual resources, published in the last 15
years. The total number of resources are 202, of which 105 in Cyrillic and 97 in foreign
language, by well-known researchers of politics and economics in the problematic field of
the dissertation in Bulgarian, Russian and English. In addition, there are also a number of
used internet resources.

3. Evaluation of the achieved scientific and applied results

The dissertation thesis has achieved concrete and important scientific results. The
tasks are fulfilled. It is important to note that the subject of this dissertation offers additional
and profound explanatory close-ups of the contemporary crisis of democracy, the state and
the political. The main results of the research can be summarized as follows:

e The author presents and systematizes the historical cycles of the capitalistic oligarchy,
by comparative analysis of their characteristics and specifics during the last five
hundred years since the birth of capitalism (p. 147).

e There is a methodological selection of the basic research approaches and theories for
achieving the aims of the research.

e The author has constructed her own conceptual model of oligarchization of politics
that can be applied in particular state and social environment (p. 281).

e The oligarchization is presented as a process and is opposed to democracy. In
particular, it is presented in the parallel processes from democratization to
oligarchization in economics, politics and socio-cultural sphere that lead to a specific
oligarchic-democratic alloy with different nature and manifestations in the
contemporary western democracies.

e It reveals the essence and the action of the mechanisms the process of oligarchization
develops in the states of the so called capitalistic centre.

e It outlines and discloses the stated in the introduction (as one of the limitations)
fragments of the oligarchization of politics in Bulgaria after 1989.



e It outlines possible roads for anti-oligarchic resistance and reducing the powerful
concentration of wealth and power in the western democracies.

The elaborated research is interdisciplinary, whole and completed. The analysis of the
process of oligarchization has been developed in different levels — centre, semi-periphery and
periphery (according to the degree of capitalistic development in the different parts of the
world), and in different areas — economic, political and socio-cultural. This element of the
scientific assessment shows that the scope of the theme and its elaboration entirely
correspond to the generally recognized standards for a D.Sc. dissertation. The presented
limitations (p. 16) of the analysis are reasonable: first, because not a single scientific work
can claim to “envelop the illimitable”; and second, because the author has the right to limit
the scope of her subject, in accordance to the nature of the theme and the research tasks.

The selected methodology is relevant to the aim, the research tasks and the scope of
the research. It implements approaches, theories and methods from the subject field of the
political economy and the political science. Without ignoring the classical approaches of the
political science such as the class and elite ones, for the purpose of the dissertation the author
uses some less known approaches, for example the approach based on the power resources,
especially fruitful for the current work.

In the text of the dissertation and in the presented publication, there are no
unconscientiously use of other scientific works, as well as | have not received signals
regarding infringement of authorship rights of other researchers.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions

Based on the content of the dissertation text, | support the formulated on page 62 of
the Abstract five scientific contributions. They are author’s own achievement and have a
sufficient common character of validity and correspond to the achieved outcomes of the
research.

The scientific contributions of theoretical and theoretical-methodological nature are:

e The elaborated historical-theoretical synthesis of the capitalistic oligarchy, presented
in the three dimensions of the oligarchic power: economic, political and socio-
cultural.

e The interdisciplinary analysis of the contemporary phenomenon of oligarchization of
politics done in the light of different social sciences, with an accent on the political
and political-economic approach that differentiates and reveals in depth the nature
and the consequences of the oligarchic politics and the given oligarchic policies.

e The elaborated conceptual model of oligarchization of politics that can be applied in
certain political and social environment.

Of applied nature are the following contributions:

e It differentiates and reveals mechanisms used to develop the process of
oligarchization of politics, as well as the possible directions and roads for its
limitation.

e The outlined and analysed fragments of the process of oligarchization of politics in
Bulgaria after 1989.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications
The author presents 14 publications on the dissertation topic, among them one
monography and one article in foreign language. The author’s publications are made during



the last six years in conference proceedings and journals with scientific review. They are
enough as a number and have the necessary publicity and acknowledgement among the
academics.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The Abstract is 63 pages and is written in Bulgarian and English according to the
requirements. It correctly and consequently reflects the dissertation thesis in structural and of
content nature. There is also a Reference for the fulfilment of the minimal national
requirements in accordance to article 2b (paragraphs 1 and 3) in the Act for the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, that shows convincingly their fulfilment
by the dissertation author.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

The author of the dissertation thesis has reflected a number of the constructive critical
notes and recommendations made during the internal department discussion. The thesis has
also been enriched and specified in its content. In spite of this, there still can be some
considerations, recommendations and notes, due to the broad scope and the different
manifestations of the researched subject. Therefore, | consider it is appropriately in some
future works, the author to pay more attention to the differentiation between public and
private spheres, and in particular on the issue of the lost autonomy between politics and
economy today. In this regard, is my question to the candidate: How can the autonomy
between public and private sphere be restored — by re-defining and new scientific and
doctrinal understanding about the relations among them, by legal regulations or some other
practical standards, in the light of the issue of oligarchization of politics?

8. Conclusion

Based on the evaluation made in this statement and in accordance to the legal
framework of article 12 in the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, article 37 of the Regulations for the Application of the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for
organization and conduct of competitions for obtaining scientific degrees and for holding
academic positions at the UNWE, | consider that the presented dissertation thesis with the
title “Oligarchization of politics” is a profound research that consists of theoretical
conclusions and decisions of a big scientific problem of theoretical and applied nature. These
conclusions and circumstances allow me to give my support for awarding the scientific
degree “Doctor of Sciences” in professional field 3.3 “Political Sciences” to assoc. prof. lvka
Tsakova Nekova, PhD, therefore | propose the honourable members of the scientific jury to
vote for awarding the degree.
