1. Brief introduction of the PhD candidate

The candidate was a PhD student in the Department of Economics of
Natural Resources, UNWE, Sofia, Bulgaria in the Higher education field: 3.
Social, economic and legal sciences, Professional field: 3.8. Economics,
Scientific specialisation: "Economics and Management (Agribusiness, Eco-
Economics)" according to the order Ne 1898 / 18.07.2018 of the Vice-Rector for
Scientific Research Activity. The study was completed as independent (free,
paid) form of training in the period of July 2018 — July 2020.

Kapllan Halimi graduated Master degrees in specialties of International
Economics (in Free University of Burgas- Bulgaria) and International Relations
(in Ankara University — Faculty of Political Science). Additionally, he
participated in many projects and activities at national and international level.

His career started in the Organization for Security and Cooperation in
Europe as a Kosovo national trainer for election procedure and has been
evolved to the position of secretary general in the Ministry of Agriculture,



Forestry and Rural Development. Currently he is also a lecturer in the IBC-M
College Mitrovica in the field of public budgeting and finance management,
project management and organizational development. During the years he had
worked at different positions in governmental and non-governmental
organization proving his qualifications and experience.

The attached references for the educational and scientific activity of the
PhD student show his great attitude to the research and constantly improving
knowledge and experience in the field of economics and management. He has
fulfilled the goals, tasks and deadlines, set in his individual working plan. Thus,
according to the committee of the Department of Economics of Natural
Resources he was awarded to defend his dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the PhD thesis

The reviewed PhD thesis is written in 105 standard pages, main text
including a reference list. The dissertation contains also 18 figures and 23
tables. The reference list comprises 52 different sources (scientific articles and
reports, books, strategic documents, internet sources etc.).

The PhD thesis has the standard structure for such a scientific study
consisting of an introduction, three chapters and conclusions and
recommendations part. The main text is well written, balanced and structured
by chapters. The quality of English and general presentation are satisfactory.

The author has chosen to explore the economic impact of the Rural
Development Grant Program (RDGP) in Rural Kosovo. The importance of this
topic is equal to its complexity, involving broadly discussed questions of rural
development, such as rural socio-economic processes and challenges,
environmental protection and preservation, policies design and programming,
implementation of different measures and instruments, and the capacity (both of
the beneficiaries and institutions) to utilise the opportunities, and others.

Rural areas in Kosovo (as it is across EU) play an important role in
sustainable country development and the well-grounded policy decisions are
crucial.  Nowadays, number of scientific (and not  only)
papers/studies/researches/projects are devoted namely on the development of
appropriate assessment framework of these effects for the purpose of better
future planning and efficiency of the policies. Therefore, the subject of the
thesis is also of great importance for practical questions and solution of the
sustainable development of rural areas.

The novelty as well as scientific level of the thesis is good, considering
the importance of the research subject, policy requirements and stakeholders’
demands.

The title of the PhD thesis is formulated correctly, and the content



corresponds to it. The set goal “to evaluate the impact of RDGP and
recommend measures to increase its impact toward economic growth in rural
areas” and the sub-goals are formulated correctly and they cover the thesis topic
as well as they are logically consistent with the hypotheses that: “RDGP has
positive impact on employment (job creation and sustainability) in food
processing enterprises, creates sustainability at farms of primary production”
and “RDGP had positive impact/influence on productivity and competitiveness
of economic agents/actors in agribusiness RDGP had positive effects on the
productivity of supported agricultural producers/farmers”. I consider that the
research questions formulated under different scientific tasks, are well achieved
and support the goal, follow the logic and consistency of the text and lead to the
realization of the goal and the acceptance of the set research hypothesis.

The PhD student has applied appropriate methods for analyses and
evaluation. The work demonstrates a willingness to high standard of
visualization and presentation quality. The PhD student applied a correct
approach in the collection, summarization and analysis of empirical data, which
were interpreted and used to study the processes and to formulate conclusions at
the end. He has also used a wide range of tools to illustrate and summarize the
literature and collected data. The relevant sources of information are correctly
indicated.

To achieve the purpose of the study part of the specialized scientific
literature in English has been studied which is useful for the discussion of the
essence and content of the different concepts such as “policy effectiveness” and
“policy analysis” as well as to define the methods (with emphasis on the
“theory of change” as a theoretical background) applicable for this kind of
research.

3. Assessment of the scientific and applied results achieved

| believe that the obtained scientific and applied practical results fully
correspond to the goals and tasks set in advance by the PhD student. My
assessment of these results is positive.

In the first part the PhD student introduces reader to the dissertation
topic: the importance of agriculture sector and rural areas in Kosovo and the
challenges currently faced in their sustainable development explaining the
reasons for the choice of the topic, objectives of the thesis, research questions.
Thus, he showed familiarity with, and understanding of, the relevant problems,
policy and processes.

Chapter 2 (literature review) presents theoretical background. The theory
of change is chosen to explain the progress on the achievement of outcomes
which later the PhD candidate uses to explain how and why the desired changes



in a particular context are happen. Additionally, it is described and practically
mapped out the link between the supported activities, and how the investments
lead to the attainment of expected goals throughout the chain of effects in rural
development programs in Kosovo. Very useful piece of information regarding
the Kosovo’s current growth model is presented.

Chapter 3 (methodology) is dedicated to the description of the used
materials and methods, data collection and analyses as well as some results are
presented. The combination of quantitative and qualitative approaches is used.

The next part of dissertation (chapter 4) is focused on the results and
discussion on the impact of agriculture and rural development grants in
boosting the economy of Kosovo.

At the end of the thesis general conclusions of the performed research
and analyses are presented as well as recommendations per measures are
advocated.

The aim and the research questions have been successfully fulfilled and
answered in the PhD thesis. The PhD candidate understands the
interrelationships presented in the thesis.

4. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions

The scientific and applied practical contributions formulated in the
autoreferat are correct and correctly reflect the achievements in the thesis. |
accept them and give them a positive assessment, as here | will highlight some
of them.

Scientific contributions

The PhD student successfully solved the problem to adapt to the specifics
of the study a system of research methods, which allows him to evaluate the
effectiveness of the measures under the grant scheme in agriculture in Kosovo
and to formulate concrete recommendations.

Applied practical contributions

1) Very good assessment should be given to the organization and conduct
of the research having in mind the access and availability of the information
which allowed him to assess the effect of implementation of the RDGP in
Kosovo and of specific economic measures targeted specific subsectors of
agriculture on the sector as a whole and on national economy.

2) The author makes good use of the results. On the first place he
evaluated and analysed the impact of the implemented measures on the welfare
of farmers and on the second place he identified the impact of the applied
Investment measures on productivity and employment in the agricultural sector.
Last but not least, in regard to the future recommendations, new specific
proposals for improving the implemented measures are clearly defined



proposing pathways to increase the support for the farmers in Kosovo.

5. Assessment of the published articles

The PhD candidate Halimi presented 5 publications in relation to the
thesis, which are directly related to the topic of the dissertation and reflect the
main parts of it, four of which are published in the scientific journals: Journal of
Agricultural Economics, Bulgarian Journal of Agricultural Science, Economic
Alternatives (two papers) and one is a published chapter in a collective
monograph. The publications are made in the period of 2017-2020. Four of the
publications were developed in co-authorship. With the presented publications
such as number, volume and quality, the minimum quantitative requirements
for awarding the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" are met.

6. Assessment of the autoreferat

The presented autoreferat objectively reflects the structure and content of
the PhD thesis. It is presented in text of 41 pages and includes the general
characteristics of the dissertation, its structure and content. A short exposition
of the dissertation is presented, emphasizing the achieved theoretical-
methodological and empirical results. Attached is presented also a reference for
the main scientific and applied practical contributions achieved in the PhD
student work, as well as a list of references.

7. Critical notes and questions

The reviewed thesis has its merits and the mentioned critical notes below
do not decrease its qualities, but rather are recommendations for future work for
the PhD candidate. This is also my main recommendation to him: to continue
his research on the topic, because it is important and promising for Kosovo, and
he has already gained knowledge and tools for analysis and proves that he can
use them. In this regard, there is a need the indicators/criteria for the
assessment of the factors mentioned in the research questions to be explicitly
constructed and related to the used theory of change as a background.

The thesis would benefit from greater criticality in the analysis, in which
the author's personal opinion can be seen in comparison with similar research
for his country and / or neighbouring countries and / or those from the EU. |
recommend to the author in future to study and include more such researches,
which will allow him to better highlight the place and role of his own study and
contributions.
