1. Information about the PhD student

Mr. Kapllan Halimi studied according to the PhD program at the department /
faculty of University of National and World Economy in a scientific specialty
according to the Order of the Vice-Rector for Research of UNWE Ne 1898 /
18.07.2018. The post graduate PhD study has been carried out in free form
during the period 18.07.2018 - 18-07.2020.

The PhD student is a citizen of the Republic of Kosovo, born on 13 of April,
1982. At present Mr. Halimi lives in the city of Pristina.



Since 2005, he graduated in a master’s degree of the specialty Public Relations
at the Faculty of Political Science, Ankara University. In 2007 he also obtained
a master's degree from the Free University of Burgas.

Since 2010, he has been working as Secretary General of the Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development of Kosovo; He is a member in
more than 20 national professional organizations. In addition, Mr. Halimi,
works in more than of 15 projects and participates in numerous international
scientific meetings and conferences. He is having leadership and organizational
skills.

He speaks and uses different levels of English, Turkish, Serbian, Croatian,
Bulgarian and Albanian languages.

From the presented reference made in accordance with the requirements of the
Regulations for application of the Law for development of the scientific staff of
the University of National and World Economy it is clear that in addition to the
draft doctoral thesis, the PhD student has published 7 scientific papers (2 as an
independent author and 5 co-authored) and part of a collective monograph.

| believe that the PhD student Mr. Halimi has fulfilled the pre-set tasks in the
individual plan, fully in line with the requirements of the Law for the
Development of Academic Staff in Republic of Bulgaria, Regulations and the
Rules of the University of National and World Economy.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions of the
used literature and it is comprising of 105 pages.

The topic is related to the ways of financing, and policy making for solving the
problems of farmers in relation the adaptation of Kosovo to the structures of the
European Union (EU). This makes it both of regional and supra-national
significance. The aim of the PhD work is to identify measures to improve the
business models of farmers in Kosovo. Therefore, the impact of Grant
Financing on the territory of the Republic of Kosovo is analyzed.



The dissertation solves a series of tasks related to the assessment of: (1) the
impact of investment support of farmers' incomes; (2) impact assessment of
investment financing in labor markets in rural areas of Kosovo; (3) impact of
investment on productivity; (4) assess the impact of grants as a catalyst for
value chain improvements in farmers' businesses in Kosovo. | believe that the
goal is clearly stated. The tasks are logically interrelated with this goal.

The used scientific literature corresponds to the proven working theses. The

citations are made in APA style. | could not find incorrect citations or other
deviations.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific, practical and applied results

The first chapter is the introduction. The PhD student chose to put the main
questions in the form of hypotheses.

The second chapter is the theoretical part. The PhD student explained his choice
regarding to the theory of the institutional change. The mental map of the
research is placed in it. The idea of a link between political efficiency and the
results of the economic system has been developed. The questionnaire is also
placed in this part. | believe that the doctoral student has defended his choice of
subject and object of study - grant support for agriculture in rural areas of
Kosovo. He explained the meaning of the relation between financing -
investments - business models - result.

The adaptation of a methodology for research, analysis and evaluation of the
impact of grants on rural areas of Kosovo is based on a simplified approach,
including, comparative analysis, methodology for evaluation of measures,
statistical interpretation of results and others. Thus, the study was conducted
systematically. The methods used are appropriate to link the stated objectives
with the results obtained.

The third chapter is analytical. The PhD student evaluated agriculture in
relation to other economic sectors. He assessed land use, farm structure and
socio-economic development. He analyzed food consumption and drew
conclusions about Kosovo's food security. He assessed the dynamics of public
spending, including grants and their impact on investment processes and the
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new balance in Kosovo's rural areas following the increase in direct payments.

| believe that the mastered techniques for analysis and presentation of scientific
information are sufficient for the degree to be obtained.

Chapter four is the constructive part. It focuses on the formulation of measures
and the corresponding improvement of the rural environment in Kosovo.

The proposed measures are specific. They are logically presented. There is a
clear trajectory between the problems, the results obtained and the necessary
solutions. Based on them, changes in the legal framework can be defined. They
have a practical focus.

Chapter five is a summary. Here are the most important conclusions drawn by
the PhD student.

The candidate showed knowledge in processing volumes of data and
presenting them in an appropriate format. The conclusions of the
dissertation work followed the results obtained. It can be argued that some
of them have scientific value. They are presented in a form from which a
generalized assessment of the dissertation can be made.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The contributions of the dissertation are formulated in accordance with the
scientific ethics.

Theoretical and methodological contributions:

A. There is an analysis of the effect of the implementation of the Agricultural
Development Grant Program in Kosovo. An assessment of the specific
economic measures, their impact on the agricultural subsectors and on the
national economy has been carried out.

| agree that an analysis has been made on the way in which the specific

measures for the Agricultural Grant of the Republic of Kosovo have been
implemented. The work done in the dissertation is enough to be considered as
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an assessment of the impact on the subsectors of agriculture and the economy as
a whole.

B. An algorithm has been developed to assess the effectiveness of measures
under the agricultural grant scheme in Kosovo.

At the same time, | have
reservations about being able to assess the effectiveness of the measures under
discussion. However, | consider it sufficient for the degree to be obtained.

C. The applied methods are suitable for the specifics of the study.

D. The extent of the impact of the implemented measures on the welfare of
farmers in Kosovo is analyzed.

E. The assessment of the impact of the applied investment measures on
productivity and employment in the agricultural sector is substantiated.

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5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The PhD student did not indicate that he had been cited. He has published 7
scientific papers (2 as an independent author, 5 co-authored) and collective
monograph. There are articles that are indexed by the Web of Science and
Scopus databases. The publications comply with the requirements of the Law of
Academic Staff Development Act in Republic of Bulgaria.

6. Evaluation of the autoreferate

The autoreferate reflects correctly in the structure and content of the
dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The theoretical background should be more extensive. However, | consider that
the citations used are accurate and sufficient.

| believe that an assessment of the impact of the measures on farmers in Kosovo
as discussed in the dissertation has been made, but their grading requires,
extremely in-depth theoretical and practical knowledge. This pays tribute to the
doctoral student for his scientific ambition in solving the problem.

The tables and graphs are well presented. However, there is not always a
detailed explanation given the author - what exactly is the thesis that the latter
should prove.

8. Conclusion

Based on the various research methods learned and applied by the PhD
student, the correctly performed experiments, the summaries and conclusions
made, | believe that the presented dissertation meets the requirements of the
Law for the development of academic staff in Republic of Bulgaria and the

Regulations of the University of National and World Economy for its
application, which gives me reason to evaluate it POSITIVELY.
