1. Information about the dissertation

The dissertation was studied in a doctoral program at the department / faculty of
UNWE in a scientific specialty according to the Order of the Vice-Rector for
Research at UNWE Ne 1898 / 18.07.2018. to 09.07.2021 .

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation is structured in 5 chapters and has a volume of 100 pages, 18
figures, 24 tables.

The relevance of the topic of the dissertation can be considered in several ways.
It focuses on the following research issues:

a) To what extent have the supported investments contributed to improving the
incomes of beneficiaries in rural areas of Kosovo?

b) To what extent have the aided investments contributed to the creation of new
jobs, both in terms of job creation and in terms of job retention, which should
have disappeared in agriculture and rural areas of Kosovo?

¢) To what extent have supported investments contributed to improving
agribusiness productivity in Kosovo?

d) To what extent has the grant catalyzed greater improvement in value chains
in agribusiness in Kosovo?

In the process of research the following hypotheses are defined:

1) The program for financial support in rural areas has a positive impact on
employment (job creation and sustainability) in food enterprises, creates
sustainability in primary production farms.



2) The program for financial support in rural areas has a positive impact on the
productivity and competitiveness of economic agents / participants in
agribusiness RDGP has positive effects on the productivity of assisted farmers /
farmers

This doctoral study follows the general objective and three sub-objectives:

The overall objective is: "To assess the impact of the financial support program
in rural areas and to recommend measures to increase its impact on economic
growth in rural areas"

In relation to the general objective, the following tasks are defined:

1) To determine and qualify the impact of the rural financial support program in
terms of competitiveness, income, job creation and productivity through
statistical quantitative analysis, as well as qualitative in-depth research in the
field;

2) Understand whether the financial support program has helped increase the
sustainability of small farms in Kosovo

3) To confirm through quantitative analysis, as well as qualitative in-depth
studies, whether the rural financial support program has for years supported the
subsistence farm by making it semi-subsistence.

4) literary sources were used in the dissertation.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

In the dissertation the main theoretical statement is the main one of the Theory
of Change. It provides a comprehensive picture of how and why the desired
changes in a particular context are expected. In this particular case, it helps to
explain how and why the planned effects of the financial support program
occurred. It provides an opportunity to outline the relationship between the
supported activities and how these investments have led to the achievement of
the expected goals throughout the chain of effects (input-output, result-impact).
The study uses a combination of quantitative and qualitative approach. The
findings stem from both quantitative analysis and qualitative in-depth studies of
two selected subsectors (milk and fruit) from the field. This information was
gathered from the completion of 330 closed questionnaires collected from all
over the country. In addition, a standardized questionnaire is used to capture all
sources of information to indicate the observed effect on one supported unit.
Samples from similar unsupported farms and food establishments were used as
control groups.

The overall conclusion is that the design of the current direct payment system
could have a small positive impact on four of the targeted results of the
financial support program, a neutral impact on two and a negative impact on the



other five. However, this assessment is almost entirely based on experience of
the effects of this production approach in other countries.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The contributing moments of the dissertation can be grouped into two groups:

* Scientific contributions

1. The impact of the implementation of the Agricultural Development Grant
Program in Kosovo and of specific economic measures targeted at specific sub-
sectors of agriculture on the sector as a whole and on the national economy has
been analyzed and assessed.

2. An algorithm has been developed to assess the effectiveness of measures
under the agricultural grant scheme in Kosovo

3. A system of research methods is applied, which are adapted to the specifics
of the research

4. The degree of impact of the applied measures on the welfare of farmers shall
be analyzed

5. The impact of the applied investment measures on productivity and
employment in the agricultural sector shall be analyzed and assessed.

* Practical and applied contributions

1. Specific proposals have been identified to improve the measures applied and
to renew them

2. Based on the analysis, new measures and instruments have been identified to
support farmers in Kosovo.

The abstract of the dissertation corresponds to the content of the dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

In the methodological part more attention can be paid to the analysis of the
indicators used to assess the effect of the implementation of the program for
financial support of agriculture. The dissertation lacks an overview of the
research in Bulgaria on the topic of the dissertation. The country's experience is
important for other countries in the Western Balkans due to similar socio-
economic conditions and traditions in agriculture.

8. Conclusion

All this gives me reason to propose to the Scientific Jury to vote positively for
the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" of Kaplan Halimi,
PhD student in self-study in the topic of the dissertation "Impact of the Rural
Development Program on rural areas in Kosovo "for obtaining the educational
and scientific degree" Doctor ".
