1. Brief introduction of the PhD candidate

The candidate was a PhD student in the Department of Economics of
Natural Resources, UNWE, Sofia, Bulgaria in the Higher education field: 3.
Social, economic and legal sciences, Professional field: 3.8. Economics,
Scientific specialisation: "Economics and Management (Agribusiness, Eco-
Economics)" according to the order Ne 1900 / 18.07.2018 of the Vice-Rector for
Scientific Research Activity. The study was completed as independent (free,
paid) form of training in the period of July 2018 — July 2020.

Nol Krasnigi graduated Master degree in specialty of Rural Development
and Agribusiness in the Faculty of Economics and Social Sciences in Szent
Istvan University, Hungary and Bachelor degree in specialty of Agri-business in
Faculty of Agriculture and Veterinary in University of Prishtina, Kosovo.
Additionally he participated in the summer schools (two for PhD students: in
the Wroclaw University of Economics, Poland (2019) and in the University of



Foggia, Italy (2019) and one for students in Hungary (2015) for Young
Innovation Brokers for Visegrad Countries 2) and in the International
Workshop on Strategic Management organized by the Poznan University of
Technology, Poland (2015).

Currently he is a head for Educational Affairs and teaching assistant at
Faculty of Life and Environmental Sciences in the University of Pizren “Ukshin
Hoti” as well as a member of the YPARD Kosovo working team. His career
started in 2012 in the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development
of Kosovo where he was appointed as an analyst of agricultural statistics at the
Department of Economic Analysis and Agriculture Statistics. Next he had
worked as an agricultural economist at Novus Consulting and on a part-time
contracts as national data analyst and management expert at Food and
Agriculture Organization of the United Nation (FAO) and as an agro-
processing and rural diversification specialist, trainer & lecturer in the
P.A.N.G.E.A. Societa Cooperativa Consortile.

The attached references for the educational and scientific activity of the
PhD student (participation in scientific projects and scientific forums)
emphasize his dedication to the research and constant willingness for
improvement and further extension of his knowledge and experience in the field
of agricultural economics and management. He has fulfilled the goals, tasks and
deadlines, set in his individual working plan. Thus, according to the committee
of the Department of Economics of Natural Resources he was awarded to
defend his dissertation.

2. General characteristics of the PhD thesis

The reviewed PhD thesis is written in 126 standard pages, main text
including a reference list and annexes. The dissertation contains also 21 figures
and 29 tables. The reference list comprises 57 different sources (scientific
articles and reports, books, strategic documents, etc.), most of which are written
in a foreign language (English) and which are cited correctly.

The PhD thesis has the standard structure for such a scientific study
consisting of an introduction, three chapters and a conclusions and
recommendations part. The main text is well written, at high scientific level,
balanced and structured by chapters.

The author has chosen to explore the economic efficiency of farms
specialized in field crops, mixed crops and livestock subsectors in agriculture of
Kosovo. The importance of this topic is equal to its complexity, involving
broadly discussed questions of the economic efficiency, which ensures the
economic viability and sustainability of a farm. The research interest is broad as
assessment of the efficiency is a useful tool to diagnose a farm’s economic



problems and build productive recommendations for the future development.

Agriculture sector in Kosovo plays an important role in country’s
economy including: the provision of food, contribution to the gross domestic
product, provision of employment, provision of raw materials, and generation
of foreign trade flows. The economic efficiency relates to the rational input
allocation in order to achieve a desired output level, which is important for the
producers trying to maximize their profit, to better their production decisions,
and to strengthen their capacity to face changing environmental conditions and
technological progress. Thus, the knowledge of the economic efficiency of
different businesses in the agriculture provides also a background for tailored
agricultural policy design accounting for the farmer’s responses to different
measures, instruments and incentives. In spite of its importance, limited amount
of studies exists for Kosovo and the PhD candidate seeks to fill this gap.
Therefore, the subject of the thesis is of great importance for practical questions
and solution of the efficient economic development of the sector and effective
policy results as enhancing farms’ economic performance, competitiveness and
encouraging sustainable economic practices.

The novelty as well as scientific level of the thesis is good, considering
the importance of the research subject, policy requirements and stakeholders’
demands. The thesis provides an extended study of the topic using original data
from FADN and can contribute also in the future decision-making in Kosovo
agriculture by further extending and enhancing the framework to all the
subsectors.

The title of the PhD thesis is formulated correctly, and the content
corresponds to it. The set goal “to analyze the efficiency and the performance of
subsectors of agriculture in Kosovo and to assess the financial impact of
national measures towards farm efficiency” is formulated correctly and it
covers the thesis topic as well as it is logically consistent with the hypotheses
that: “large farm sizes have a positive impact on efficiency” and “specialized
field crops farms are more efficient than mixed crops and livestock™. I consider
that the research questions formulated under different scientific tasks, are well
achieved and support the goal, follow the logic and consistency of the text and
lead to the realization of the goal and the acceptance of the set research
hypothesis.

The PhD student has applied appropriate methods for analyses and
evaluation in the field of measuring efficiency in agriculture, based on FADN
data, which is appropriate to take into account the specific characteristics of the
object of study, namely the different subsectors chosen.

To achieve the purpose of the study main part of the specialized scientific
literature in English has been studied which is useful for the discussion of the
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essence and content of the different concepts such as “efficiency”, “economic
efficiency”, “productivity” as well as to define the methods (with emphasis on
the DEA analysis) applicable for this kind of research. The PhD student has
also used a wide range of tools to illustrate and summarize the literature and
collected data. It is useful and he correctly systematized and objectively

presented the results.

3. Assessment of the scientific and applied results achieved

In the first part the PhD candidate introduces reader to the dissertation
topic: the importance of agriculture sector in Kosovo and the challenges
currently faced in their economic development explaining the reasons for the
choice of the topic, objectives of the thesis, research questions and hypotheses.
Thus, he showed familiarity with, and understanding of, the relevant problems,
policy and processes.

Chapter 1 (Theoretical Background) presents the study on the current
knowledge in regard to the main topic, the economic efficiency of company and
the measurement methods of company’s productivity and performance,
followed by the description of input-oriented efficiency model and the Data
Envelopment Analysis (DEA) which is chosen for the research. Neo-classical
microeconomic theory and concepts of productivity and efficiency in this light
are presented. Extended discussion on the method application in different
sectors but at the level of the study is done in the thesis.

Chapter 2 (Methodology of Research) is dedicated to the description of
the used materials and methods for data collection and analyses. The
presentation of the FADN database creation and maintenance in Kosovo is
detailed and shows PhD candidate good knowledge about the method of sample
selection and its design and size, the target population and field of observation,
explaining the special types of agricultural holdings and their correspondence to
general types, as well as the sample and standard output coefficients for Kosovo
agriculture.

Chapter 3 (Analysis) is focused on the results achieved using the
methodology described in chapter 2 examining the effectiveness of policy
measures related to on- and off-farm investments, and processing facilities. In
this regard he did display sufficient knowledge and a capacity for clear thinking
and he also demonstrated an ability for analysis and design.

At the end of the thesis general conclusions of the performed research
and analyses are presented as well as recommendations per measures are
advocated.

The aim and the research questions have been successfully fulfilled and
answered in the PhD thesis.



4. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions

The presented research proofs that the PhD student has profound
knowledge about the scientific literature and scientific achievements in the
studied field. He also has mastered and applied relevant research methods and
tools. Thus, the PhD candidate achieved specific scientific and practical
contributions, duly formulated in the autoreferat.

The contributions from scientific and practical point of view are correctly
formulated in the autoreferat and correctly reflect the achievements in the PhD
thesis. | accept them and give them a positive assessment, highlighting the
following scientific and applied practical contributions.

Scientific contributions

1) The PhD student successfully solved the problem to define and apply
the concept of economic efficiency and to specify the terms “technical
efficiency”, “allocative efficiency” and “economic efficiency”, which allows
him to measure the efficiency and productivity and to formulate concrete
recommendations.

2) In my opinion, a very good assessment and special attention should be
given to the developed methodological framework for determining and
evaluating the economic efficiency of agricultural holdings specializing in field
crops, mixed crops and livestock production encompassing economic, financial
and stochastic performance analysis.

Applied practical contributions

1) Very good assessment should be given to the organization and conduct
of the research having in mind the access and availability of the information
which allowed him to assess the economic efficiency of farms specializing in
field crops, mixed crops and livestock production using a model based on
stochastic boundary analysis.

2) The author makes good use of the results. On the first place he
evaluated and analysed the main factors influencing the production systems and
on the second place he identified the trends in the development of the most
efficient of the farms in the three mentioned sub-sectors. Last but not least, in
regard to the future recommendations and problems solving, new actions and
measures are clearly defined proposing pathways to increase the efficiency of
agricultural holdings in the six areas: determining the optimal size of the
surveyed agricultural holdings, attracting permanent and seasonal labour,
professional training in farm management and turning agriculture into an
attractive sector for young managers, modernization of agricultural holdings,
participation in producer organizations and strengthening the role of state
support for agricultural holdings.



5. Assessment of the published articles

The PhD candidate Krasniqgi presented 3 publications in relation to the
thesis, which are directly related to the topic of the dissertation and reflect the
main parts of it. For review are submitted: one article (in the scientific journal
Journal of Agribusiness and Rural Development) and two publications as a co-
author (co-authored with other researcher and his supervisor) issued in
scientific journals (Journal Economic and Regional Studies and A
Mediterranean Journal of Economics, Agriculture and Environment). The
publications are made in 2020, and | consider that they are published in
prestigious journals, which fully meet the quantitative and qualitative
requirements for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "Doctor"”. The
predominant number of joint publications and the work of the doctoral student
on projects are a good example of his ability and capacity to implement joint
activities and to work in a team.

6. Assessment of the autoreferat

The presented autoreferat objectively reflects the structure and content of
the PhD thesis. It is presented in text of 50 pages and includes the general
characteristics of the dissertation, its structure and content. A short exposition
of the dissertation is presented, emphasizing the achieved theoretical-
methodological and empirical results. Attached is presented also a reference for
the main scientific and applied practical contributions achieved in the PhD
student work, as well as a list of references.

7. Critical notes and questions

The reviewed thesis has its merits and the critical remarks mentioned
below do not decrease the qualities of the study. Even the notes should be
considered by the PhD candidate more as recommendations for his future work.
Actually, this is my main recommendation to him: he has already gained
knowledge and learned to use scientific tools for analysis as well as he proves
that can organize and perform scientific study and it would be good to continue
his research on the topic, because it is important and it will be from crucial
importance for the future development of the sector and the challenges we face.
In this sense, | would recommend Nol Krasnigi to express his position more
clearly and categorically, as at the moment the text presents the achievements
by other scientists and it lacks the critical view of the main concepts considered
and those adopted in the development of the PhD thesis.

For the correct performance of each research task it is necessary to
indicate the limitations within which the research was conducted, which is my



next recommendation again for the future work of the author.

| have two questions that | would like to ask the PhD student and on
which | will be happy to hear his opinion during the PhD thesis defence,
namely:

1) According to him, what are the challenges for farmers from the
different subsectors of agriculture to introduce and utilise the benefits of
innovations and new technologies he proposed to be implemented?

2) What would be the conclusion and recommendations presented by the
doctoral student if he take into consideration the current situation under the
Covid-19 crisis?

8. Conclusion

Based on the different research methods learned and applied by the PhD
student, the correctly performed field studies, the final conclusions and
recommendations, | believe that the presented thesis meets the requirements of
Bulgarian national law and the Regulations of the UNWE for its application,
which gives me reason to evaluate it POSITIVE.
