The candidate's autobiographical reference impresses with the sequence

with which each subsequent step in his educational development builds upon
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his knowledge and competencies in the field of international relations and
security: Bachelor's Degree in International Relations (UNWE); Master's
Degree in International Economic Relations (UNWE); Second Master's Degree
in Security Policy from George Washington University (Washington, DC,
USA) and Doctorate (UNWE) Studies in Political Science (Foreign Policy and
International Relations).

Twice, for a short period of time, in his professional career, Stoyan
Stoyanov was a lecturer: one year at the Law Faculty of Sofia University "KI.
Ohridski™, and two years - at George Washington University, where he worked
for another year at a Think Tank for development of strategies and analyzes for
the protection of national security. He has been working in the security field for
more than ten years.

The above mentioned biographical data is one of the reasons for the
results achieved in the doctorate. It is obvious that its content is the result of
many years of accumulation of knowledge and experience in the field of
research, and not just of a year of work, as long as the individual plan was
completed and the dissertation was submitted to the scientific jury.

The materials the doctoral student has presented for the defense of his
dissertation include a Reference that the minimum national requirements under
Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law of development of academic staff in R
Bulgaria for the acquisition of educational and scientific degree "Doctor" have
been met.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation thesis
The effectiveness of political decisions and the technology of formulating

them is one of the ongoing and significant problems of political theory and
practice. The current era, however, makes this topic a priority for national

security. In the context of the high dynamics of technology development, the
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ongoing transition to the Fourth Industrial Revolution and the widespread use of
artificial intelligence, virtually all characteristics and elements of the security
environment are changing their parameters and content, including to a state of
singularity. Adding the "black swans", which in recent years have been "flying"
with increasing frequency (the current pandemic is the last of them), the
uncertainty of the environment in which security must be managed is becoming
a dominant factor.

In this context, finding the optimal technology for political decision-
making in order to achieve and guarantee national interests becomes more than
ever a condition and factor for the effective management of national security
processes.

| admire Stoyan Stoyanov's scientific ambition to propose and
substantiate an analytical model for informational support for making security-
relevant political decisions in situations of high uncertainty, with a specific
focus - the information and analytical provision provided by the intelligence
and security services.

The reviewed dissertation has 234 pages. The structure of three main
chapters, each consisting of several sections, is appropriate and allows full
disclosure of the content of the topic. The work also contains the mandatory
introduction, conclusion, and list of sources used.

| specifically refer to the Appendix entitled "Theoretical Statements and
Debates on Decision Making" (19 pages), which includes a serious scientific
apparatus and undoubtedly adds value to the dissertation.

The bibliographic list contains the impressive for a doctoral thesis 311
sources in Bulgarian, English, German, French and Russian, including
monographs, studies, articles, regulatory documents and online publications.

The high level of erudition of the dissertation student on the topic is visible not
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only from this list but also in the brief analysis and evaluation of the relevant
titles in the main four areas of knowledge relevant to the problem under study.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained
Stoyan Stoyanov's dissertation is an original creative study of a very

important problem for the political management of security processes. An
original model for specialized analysis has been proposed and substantiated,
which can significantly improve the intelligence and security services'
information products.

The work is very well conceptualized. The subject of research and the
subject of the overall analysis in the dissertation are correctly defined and are
directly related to the purpose of the scientific search - to compare the
advantages and limitations of two methods of intelligence and multi-criteria
analysis and to prove that the combined application of the Competitive
Hypothesis Analysis (CHA) and Analytical Hierarchy Process (AHP) methods
contribute to improving the results of the analysis; it subsequently leads to a

more informed choice of alternative policy options. Within the constraints set,

it

has been convincingly achieved through the consistent and complete resolution

of its six main research tasks.

In addressing the first research problem, "Presenting the main features
and current challenges in the political decision-making process and the role of
the intelligence and security services", | particularly highlight: demonstrated
very good awareness and understanding of current processes and key trends in
the development of modern security environment; defining the common

features of the decision-making process in the security area; verification of the

assumption that combining elements of different analytical models can enhance

knowledge and awareness in decision-making. With a marked personal passion,

the candidate raises the issue and argues for the need for communication and
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feedback between the political and expert levels as an important factor in
promoting the effectiveness of intelligence and security services.

The research emphases in solving the second problem, "Defining the
concept of using "hybrid" approaches against the state" are: a working
definition of the concept of "hybrid" approaches and actions derived for the
purpose of the study; the argument that they pay particular attention to attempts
to influence the political decision-making process; providing evidence of the
key role that intelligence and security services play in both countering and
planning and implementing these approaches.

The third research task, "Comparative analysis of CHA and AHP
methods - opportunities for using them separately and in combination in making
significant political decisions", was resolved categorically and at a high expert
level, demonstrating that the combination of the two methods is possible and
leads to using their strengths to reduce the impact of their limitations.

As a major achievement, | define the implementation of the fourth, key
and most important for the study task - formulation of a synthesized analytical
model (including scope and methodology) for the use of CHA in combination
with AHP.

The fifth and sixth tasks - conducting, analyzing and summarizing the
results of the empirical study on the use of "hybrid" approaches against our
country, verifying the effectiveness of the proposed analytical model, are also
definitely resolved. A total of five questionnaires were created, specialized
software products were used. | highly appreciate the seven structured
conclusions about the benefits of applying the method to support political
decision-making.

Appropriate research methods and approaches have undoubtedly

contributed to the achievement of the above results.
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4. Assessment of the scientific and applied scientific contributions
| accept the self-assessment of the author of the dissertation for the

achievements of five scientific contributions and define them as entirely his
personal work and the result of independent scientific research.

The most significant achievements in the study are:

e The proposed synthesized author's model for the combined use of
CHA and AHP when needed to make a political decision in situations of high
uncertainty and of vital national interests

e The independent empirical research, with specialized questionnaires,
collection and processing of primary data, which proves the effectiveness and
applicability of the model

e Argumentation of the role and importance of information and
analytical products of intelligence and security services and their role in
assisting political decision-making in the security sector in a dynamic, highly
uncertain environment

The results achieved by Stoyan Stoyanov in the dissertation, the high
expertise demonstrated, his ability for scientific analysis and independent
political thinking to some extent exceed the standard requirements for the
claimed scientific degree.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications
The PhD student has submitted five publications that provide sufficient

publicity for the study results.

Two of them: Stoyanov, St. International Conflicts and the Use of
"Hybrid Approaches” at the Beginning of the 21% Century, UNWE Scientific
Papers, 2020 (to be printed) and Stoyanov, St. The Republic of Bulgaria and
Security Policy Making, International Relations, 2020 (to be printed) are

directly related to the problems analyzed in the doctoral thesis.
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The other three: Stoyanov, St. The Cyprus Problem: International Politics
Simulation, Managerial Law, United Kingdom, Vol.47, Issue 3-4, 2005, pp.
171-216. ; Stoyanov, St. Work in Progress: European Security and Defense

present previous analyzes and generally relate to the political management of
various security issues / dimensions.

6. Evaluation of the summary of dissertation thesis

The abstract to the dissertation accurately and precisely reflects its
content.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and enquiries
6) My main critical point is that the volume of the abstract is too large. It

Is unnecessarily detailed. The results could have been more synthesized, while
the explanations and arguments could remain in the text of the thesis. For
example, the definitions of the 19 concepts within the context of Chapter Three
are clearly out of place.

In the Introduction to the abstract, in section "Structure”, the content of
the main parts of the body is presented in 9 pages, after which the same content
takes another 24 pages in "Synthesized presentation of the content of the
dissertation™ with redundant paragraphs from section “Structure”.

7) The conclusion (14 pages) essentially has the features of an
annotation of the work. It is too circumstantial and contains factual and literal
repetitions of large paragraphs of what is stated in the chapters.

8)  The work would benefit if conclusions were drawn from the

analysis in the chapters and the general conclusions from the study. They would
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contribute to a clearer and convincing perception of the indisputably achieved
scientific results in the various parts of the thesis and in the work as a whole.

9) I strongly recommend that the work be published after being a little
“compressed”.

10) The appendix “Theoretical statements and debates on decision
making”, which is essentially a study, is also recommended for publication. It
can be widely used in the process of education of undergraduate and doctoral
students.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation submitted meets the requirements of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the
Regulations for its implementation.
