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1. Information about the dissertation student

The dissertation student was trained in a Ph.D. program at the Department of Management,
Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE, majoring in Management,
according to the Order of the Deputy Rector of the National Research Institute of the UNWE
No 1538/06.06.2022. The training was carried out in a free form during the period
10.05.2022 - 01.07.2023.

The author of the study began his professional life as consultant at PWC (Price Waterhouse
Coopers) and after that has an extensive entrepreneurial experience in a large German
company as an owner and C-Level executive. Also, he has nearly 20 years with experience in
advising and mentoring entrepreneurs through his B&H free from charge consulting
company, based in Osnabruck, Germany with also manifold consulting assignments in CEE-

countries, so in Bulgaria too.



2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work
The dissertation has a volume of 133 (267) pages, structured in five main chapters. Contains
10 tables and 11 figures. 201 literary sources were used. The Ph.D. student has attached 6
publications (including 1 book).
The object of the research are three entrepreneurs in Germany.
The subject of the research to check if there is a relevance between their genetic, biological
and psychological background and their entrepreneurial success and/or failure.
The aim of the study is to create a practical and applicable methodology of analysis of people
and their ability to be entrepreneurs.
The main tasks to be solved to achieve this goal is:
1. To research and analyse different topics on the matter in the existing literature.
2. To interview real entrepreneurs and analyse their responses.
3. To propose methodology of how to evaluate people in being entrepreneurs.
4. To draw conclusions.
The fundamental foundations of the research are precisely defined, which gives reason to
conclude that the Ph.D student knows the subject well, easily handles the basic scientific
concepts and defines the main pillars of her research in correspondence with the real
scientific problems.
The language of the dissertation presentation is good and gives reason to infer the
competence and expertise of the author of the dissertation.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results
The results obtained in the course of the dissertation presentation are primarily related to the
hypotheses put forward for consideration in the introduction to the dissertation and the
research thesis formulated there.
The summarized results indicated in the third chapter specify unequivocally that the aim and
objectives of the dissertation research have been achieved.
After the analyzes and practical research, specific conclusions were formulated.
As a result of the conducted research, the previously set goals and tasks have been fulfilled.
A scientifically based and practically applicable methodology for analyzing people and

assessing their ability to be entrepreneurs is presented.



For this purpose, a significant number of publications on the issue in the existing literature
have been studied and analyzed. An empirical study was carried out to collect and process
information according to a pre-selected clear research methodology. An author's
methodology for assessing personal entrepreneurial potential has been developed and
conclusions and useful recommendations for its use have been made.

The working hypothesis of the dissertation was investigated and confirmed, that every person
has an entrepreneurial potential determined by his personal characteristics and background,
which can be modified by learning competencies.

The results of the study are aimed at all consulting companies and advisory organizations that
work with entrepreneurs, especially those that start their own companies and come from
unemployment. The results can be used in small and medium business management and
entrepreneurship education. The developed methodology can also be used for self-assessment
and development planning, as well as for training in order to increase the competencies for

entrepreneurial success of starting and operating business owners and their successors.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The following contributions has been made through this work:
1. The field of scientific research on entrepreneurship issues has been expanded, and new
connections between personal, psychological and behavioral characteristics in a general
model of entrepreneurial potential have been derived.
2. A new model of personal qualities for measuring entrepreneurial potential has been
synthesized.
3. A new model of behavioral factors for assessing entrepreneurial potential has been
synthesized.
4. A new model of self-knowledge and the "1"/self-concept was synthesized for the
assessment of entrepreneurial potential.
5. A practically applicable new methodology for increasing and developing
entrepreneurial potential has been developed.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications
The presented dissertation work is an earnestly scientific and applied research.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions
I have no recommendations and questions regarding the dissertation submitted for review.
I can mainly point out notes regarding the bibliography, considering the topicality of the topic, it

is striking that there are almost no sources from recent years (only Saladana-Lugo. M.F., 2023).

8. Conclusion
The dissertation contains scientific-applied results, which represent an original contribution
to science and meet all the requirements of the LDASRB and the Regulations for its
implementation. The presented materials and dissertation results comply with the specific
