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1. Information about the dissertation student.

The dissertation student studied in a doctoral program at the "Political
Science" department of the UNSS in the scientific specialty "Political Science",
according to the Order of the Deputy Rector of the Ministry of Education and
Culture of the UNSS No. 1728/15. 07. 2021. The training was carried out in a
free form during the period 2021-2023, and the doctoral student successfully
passed all the exams from her individual study plan on time.

Biosketcsh:  Doctoral student Eleonora Milchova-Ushatova has a
master's degree in "Political Science" from SU "St. Kliment Ohridski". He has
extensive professional experience in the following main areas: (1) political
marketing and political analysis; (2) public relations; (3) project activity —
development and management of projects, accumulated from her work in state
institutions (presidency) and party and non-governmental organizations and
structures.

The current dissertation is a unique and logical theoretical summary of
the significant practical experience gained by the doctoral student from her work
in the civil sector.
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2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

Structure and volume: The dissertation submitted for review has a total
volume of 176 standard pages, of which: 166 pages of main text; 5 pages of
appendices and 5 pages of references. In terms of content, the structure of the
reviewed paper fully corresponds to the assigned topic and reveals it in full. It is
decided 1n the standard format for such kind of academic works — introduction,
three chapters and a conclusion. The first chapter sets the theoretical-
methodological basis of the study, and in the separate paragraphs, civil society is
defined, on the one hand, with two of its structurally defining components - civil
movements and non-governmental organizations, and on the other - civil
participation in its conceptual and typological dimensions. Chapter two focuses
attention on the subject of the study - the institution of the national ombudsman
through the prism of relationships with the main actors of civil society - civil
movements and NGOs. Chapter three presents the results of one of the main
contributing points of the dissertation research — the empirical analysis of the
opportunities that the institution of the national ombudsman provides for citizen
participation.

Temporally, the study covers an almost 35-year period from 1989 (the
beginning of the democratic changes) to 2023, which is an important prerequisite
for comprehensiveness. Some important caveats regarding the limitations and
validity of the study are also made.

Relevance assessment and research elements: The topic of the
dissertation study is particularly relevant and relevant as a research focus and
orientation in the context of the severe internal political crisis of a structural-
functional type that has been swirling for more than three years, in which almost
all political institutions and organizations are involved and which generates a
high degree of civil participation in various forms. Against the background of
prolonged internal political instability, the institution of the National
Ombudsman acquires special importance.

The relevance is also emphasized by the fact that, until now, the
institution of the National Ombudsman has been the subject of research efforts in
only four dissertation studies, which are correctly indicated in the introduction.
However, their subject orientation is different from that of Eleonora Ushatova's
dissertation, which sets a new perspective and subject of research - "the
interaction of the National Ombudsman with civil society organizations and the
institutional participation of citizens in the decision-making process".
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In the introduction, all the necessary elements for an academic work are
correctly formulated, namely: object and subject of analysis, goal and tasks, main
research hypothesis, which is subjected to verification through the conducted
research. All these elements are logically connected both among themselves and
with the formulation of the topic and thus, in their entirety, set the "supporting
structure" of the study.

The object of analysis is "the institution of the national ombudsman",
and the subject - "the relationship of the institution with civil society with an
emphasis on the right of civil participation".

The aim of the dissertation is: "to examine the possibilities of the
institution of the national ombudsman in its relationship with civil activities as
structures of civil society in Bulgaria and the potential to institutionalize civil
participation in the decision-making process". It is relevant to the research
framework laid down in the formulation of the topic and the object and subject
of analysis. Thus set, the main goal of the research is traceable and measurable.

The direction of research is determined by two hypotheses. The first of
them causally links the activities of the national ombudsman with the degree of
civic activity and civic participation, and the second establishes a relationship
between the effectiveness of the national ombudsman institution and the degree
of cooperation and interaction with the civil sector.

Scientific literature used and awareness of the PhD student:
The dissertation is provided with a detailed and correct scientific apparatus. The
literature used is extensive and relevant to the topic and testifies to a high degree
of awareness of the doctoral student on the issues considered in the dissertation
work. The list of used literature contains a total of 77 units, of which: 35
monographic studies; 6 articles in scientific journals; 14 institutional studies of
non-governmental organizations, including Center for the Study of Democracy,
Bulgarian Center for Non-Profit Law, Coalition 200, etc.; 2 authoritative
reference publications; 20 laws, regulations and program documents of different
nature. Some of the bibliographic descriptions are incomplete (such as those
under numbers 11, 16 and 23), but this is most likely a technical omission.

The combined use of sources of different nature has contributed to a
multifaceted coverage of the research subject. A good knowledge of the scientific
literature on the issue (both Bulgarian and foreign) has been demonstrated, as
well as the legal basis regulating the activities of the national ombudsman and
NGOs.

In terms of style and language, the development meets the academic
requirements. The text is readable and understandable.
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3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results.
The scientific and scientific-applied results of the dissertation research
could be divided into three main areas: (1) theoretical and propositional; (2)
conceptual-structural and (3) empirical-probative, each of which is located in
the respective structural units of development.

(1) theoretical results. Here, the main elements of the theoretical-
methodological construction of the study can be highlighted. The first and most
important element of this construction is the explicitly defined basic concepts, in
this case "civil society" and "civic participation".

The historical development of the concept of "civil society" is traced
from antiquity to the present day, carefully selecting emblematic authors for each
historical sub-period and presenting their interpretations of the political
phenomenon "civil society” in a concise and focused manner.

Of course, in such retrospective reviews, additions or obstructions are
always possible, but one should not forget that, precisely because it is subjective,
this selection reflects the specifics of the author's reading. In this particular case,
the author's preferences are given to Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, Cicero, Locke,
Hobbes, Rousseau, Hegel, Alexis de Tocqueville, Marx and Engels, Antonio
Gramsci.

In the period of Antiquity, the doctoral student discovers the concept of
civil society in the context of the subject of citizenship, understood as "belonging
to a communal civilized and urban life, subject to virtue and common well-being.
Another distinctive point that is clearly highlighted is that in the reasoning of the
philosophers of antiquity, civil society is the "good society" that is an integral
part of the state.

In the period of Enlightenment, in unison with the processes of
secularization, the idea evolved, with civil society now being defined in the
relationship between civil society and the state. In the context of the distinction
between political and civil society (John Locke), the idea of the social contract
and the postulation of property as the basis of civil society (Rousseau) gradually
crystallized.

And in the New Age, civil society, already defined as a "sphere of
universal egoism", in addition to emerging as a "specific arena of economic
activity", also appears as a predicate for the existence of the state, which is called
upon to regulate it (Hegel). In another conceptualization chosen by the doctoral
student, it is seen as "a counterbalance to both liberal individualism and state
centralization (Tocqueville).

In order for the conceptualization to be objective, key ideological-
philosophical counterpoints are highlighted. For example, in opposition to
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Hegel's understanding of civil society, the doctoral student singles out that of
Marx, according to whom, "the state as a political organization arises from civil
society, which is the private, individual life of man." The overview of the
historical sub-period of the New Age ends with a presentation of the ideas of
Antonio Gramsci, who does not accept that civil society has anything to do with
material relations and who defines civil society as "intellectual and spiritual life".

The historical overview of the development of the civil society concept
ends with a presentation of the modern understanding of the concept. It is derived
based on the ideas of Habermas, who understands civil society as "an independent
self-organizing public sphere"; Cohen and Artaud, for whom it is "a sphere of
social interactions that lies between the economy and the state"; Gellner, whose
instrumental perception reduces civil society to "a set of non-governmental
institutions" that act as a counterweight to the state; Dahrendorf, who considers
civil society only in the sense of "legal balance between individuals", etc.

As a result of the historical review of the concept of civil society, for the
purposes of the dissertation research, the doctoral student also came up with her
own definition, which reads: "civil society is a form of organized public life from
self-emerging structures, it operates on a voluntary basis, it is independent of the
state , but is subject to certain legal norms".

The definition is operationalized by deriving a set of 6 characteristics.

Another main element of the theoretical-methodological framework of
the dissertation research is the definition of civil movements and non-
governmental organizations as the main actors of civil society.

The reasons for the emergence of civil movements as a specific
product/variety of social movements from the 60s of the 20th century are
examined. This evolution has been traced through the lens of various theories
such as: political alienation; social change; the mobilization theory, etc.

Civil movements are typified in terms of purpose, change of values,
direction and speed of change, strategy and tactics of action. They are also
characterized in terms of structure, recruitment of leaders and goals. Two
emblematic examples of civil movements that succeeded in mobilizing
significant public support are also cited: the movement against shale gas
extraction (2011-2012) and the movement, part of a pan-European campaign,
against the ASTA trade agreement (2012 ) (infringement of intellectual property
rights on the Internet).

As for the second significant actor of civil society — NGOs, they are
presented and typologized according to the Law on Non-Profit Legal Entities and
a historical overview of their development in Bulgaria after 1989 is presented.
Civic participation conceptualized in the context of the democratic political
process. Demarcation lines with related concepts such as "political participation"
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and "social participation" have been correctly established. Sarah White's
typology of civic participation based on the criterion of "level of participation" is
also presented. According to this criterion, four types of civic participation are
identified - nominal, instrumental, representative and transformative.

The importance of civil participation is highlighted by examining some
normative documents that regulate it. Such a document, for example, is the
Guidelines for Citizen Participation in the Decision-Making Process, adopted by
the Committee of Ministers of the EU in 2017.

From the point of view of the presence or absence of normative regulation, the
doctoral student identifies the civic participation of "extra-institutional" and
"institutional".

Within the framework of the institutional form, the referendums held in
our country in the period 2013-2016 were examined. Apart from referendums,
another "easier and more accessible" but "much less effective" form of civic
participation, according to the doctoral student, is the signature. The concluding
paragraph of the first chapter focuses on the Law on Direct Participation of
Citizens in State Power and Local Self-Government, which, in practice,
normatively institutionalizes citizen participation in public and political life in
Bulgaria.

(2) conceptual-structuring results: This category includes the results
resulting from the conceptualization of the Ombudsman institution regarding the
state of civil society in Bulgaria. An evaluative historical and functional overview
of the Ombudsman institution in the European and Bulgarian context was made,
with an emphasis on the Swedish experience (second chapter).

Some key derivatives/varieties of the institution are highlighted, such as
“national  (parliamentary) ombudsman, local ombudsman, European
ombudsman.

The legal regulation of the powers and activities of the Ombudsman
institution in Bulgaria is explained in detail. When presenting the basic principles
and legal regulations of the National Ombudsman's activities, as an intriguing
scientific-applied result, one should note the report compiled by the doctoral
student on the number of complaints and citizens served by the National
Ombudsman by year (see: table 1, p. 87).

The ombudsman's communication channels with civil society have been
identified and explained. Such are, for example, the Consultative Constitutional
Council under the Ombudsman; The Public Council for the Rights of the Child.
The Expert Council on Discrimination Problems; The Supervisory Board under
Art. 1 of the Law on Persons with Disabilities, etc.
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Special attention is paid to the role and activities of the ombudsman
during crises. It is illustrated by the description of two cases from the Bulgarian
practice — the national protest from the summer of 2013 and the protest of mothers
of disabled children from 2016. They are theoretically conceptualized through
Rosenvallon's theory of "counter-democracy" arising from "democratic
mistrust". The role of the ombudsman during the Covid-19 pandemic, which
shook all societies in a particularly painful way, was not forgotten.

As another important scientific and applied result, the assessment of the
state of civil society in Bulgaria, presented through the prism of the Index for the
sustainability of the civil sector, can be highlighted.

Based on research by the Trust for the Development of Civil Society, the
doctoral student presents 6 periods in the development of civil society in Bulgaria
and they are: first 1988-1989; second 1989-1990; third 1992-1996; fourth
January-February 1997; fifth 1998-2006; sixth 2007 to now. What is striking
about the periods thus structured is that they are not reciprocal in scope and some
of them are non-overlapping. Chapter three ends with conclusions about the state
of the civil sector in Bulgaria.

(3) empirical-trial results: This category of results from Eleonora
Ushatova's dissertation research is one of the most interesting and significant, on
the one hand, because it summarizes the data from the author's qualitative
empirical research, on the other hand, because it synthesizes to the greatest extent
her personal experience from working in the civil sector. A total of 13 in-depth
interviews were conducted with two categories of respondents — representatives
of the Ombudsman's administration and representatives of NGOs. The
questionnaires on which the interviews were conducted are presented in annexes
1 and 2, and in annex 3 a named list of the respondents with specified positions
and institutional/organizational affiliation is presented.

Methodology used: Applied research methods — content analysis; case
descriptions and in-depth interviews, are appropriate for the purposes of the
dissertation research, complement each other and provide an opportunity to
"mine" acceptable authorial contributions.

Evaluation of the performance of the assigned tasks and the achievement
of the goal: Based on the presented overview of the obtained scientific and
scientific-applied results, it can be categorically concluded that the research
objective of the dissertation research and the set tasks have been fulfilled.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

In the self-assessment of the contribution moments in the dissertation, a

total of 5 contribution moments were identified - two defined as "scientific" and
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three with a "scientific-applied character". Without disputing the self-evaluation
of the contributing moments, for the purposes of this review I allow myself to
paraphrase them as follows:

1. An original and specific, so far unexplored, subject of analysis is set,
namely — the opportunities that this ombudsman institution provides for civil
participation of movements and NGOs (scientific);

2. Identification of theoretical-methodological "white spots" in the
conceptualization of the Ombudsman institution (scientific);

3. The role of the ombudsman during crises of different nature was
analyzed (scientific-applied);

4. Empirical analysis of the Ombudsman institution in Bulgaria through
the description of specific cases from practice and analysis of the specific
experience of key NGOs (scientific-applied).

5. Evaluation of publications on the topic of the dissertation.

There are a total of three publications on the topic of the dissertation, two
of which are in collections of scientific conference papers and one in an
authoritative scientific journal ("Political Studies"). In terms of content, the
publications reveal essential structural elements of the dissertation and meet the
criteria for scientificity.

6. Evaluation of the abstract.
The abstract correctly and fully reflects the content of the dissertation
work.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

I will refrain from self-serving critical remarks due to the fact that [ am
aware of Eleonora Ushatova's dissertation work in progress, in my capacity as a
reviewer of the version discussed at the internal defense. I am pleased to note that
the doctoral student took into account and reflected the constructive remarks and
recommendations made by the members of the departmental council. After
editing, the work has acquired a comprehensive, complete and academically
compliant look.

However, I am tempted to ask the following question: According to the
doctoral student, which of the former National Ombudsman of Bulgaria was "the
bravest to fight with the institutions", protecting the rights of citizens?

8. Conclusion

The dissertation fully meets the national requirements under Art. 2b,
para. 2 and 3 of LDASRB et al. Art. 24, para.l of the Regulations for the
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Implementation of the LDASRB, on the basis of which, I propose to award
Eleonora Ushatova with the to award the educational and scientific degree
"Ph.D."!
