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1. Information about the dissertation student:

Valeri Valentinova Kostova pursued her doctoral studies in the program
"Organization and Management outside the Sphere of Material Production
(Intellectual Property in the Creative Industries)" at the Department of
"Intellectual Property and Technological Transfer" of UNWE, specializing in
"Organization and Management outside the Sphere of Material Production
(Intellectual Property in the Creative Industries)" in professional direction 3.8
Economics, as per order of the Rector of UNWE No0.742/31.03.2020. Initially
enrolled as a full-time doctoral student with state funding from 03.04.2020 for a
3-year term, her studentship was extended by one year until 04.03.2024, as per
Order of the Rector of UNWE No. 677/21.03.2023. Valeri Valentinova Kostova
has demonstrated the necessary qualifications, experience, and skills in the field



of scientific research and academic instruction. Additionally, she has been serving
as a part-time teaching assistant at UNWE since the academic year 2020/2021.
2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work
As a member of the scientific jury, I thoroughly reviewed all the defense-
related documents and materials of the dissertation, ensuring compliance with the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff and its
application rules allowing for an impartial evaluation of the dissertation work.

The dissertation comprises 200 pages, organized into three chapters, an
introduction, a conclusion, scientific contributions to the dissertation research, a
list of publications on the topic, information sources, an index of tables and
figures, a list of abbreviations, and 4 appendices. The main body consists of 168
pages, with 33 figures and 5 tables, effectively illustrating the research findings.

The introduction and conclusion align closely with the content of the
dissertation work. The work incorporates 130 information sources, including 67
literary sources (39 in Bulgarian and 28 in a foreign language), 17 normative
documents, 7 other sources, and 39 internet links.

The cited literature is highly relevant to the dissertation's topic and provides
a comprehensive overview of the current state of the research problem. The
literature sources are appropriately organized and numbered according to
accepted standards.

Valeri Valentinova Kostova has extensively examined a significant volume
of literary sources, correctly referencing them, and offering her critical
interpretation of the theses presented. Her dissertation demonstrates her excellent
grasp of the literature relevant to her chosen topic, identifying unresolved issues,
providing a systematic categorization, and presenting a critical analysis.

The dissertation work addresses a contemporary and interdisciplinary
topic, focusing on the crucial role of intellectual property in applied arts, exploring
various forms of protection, and proposing models for managing intellectual
property in this specific domain. While there is a dearth of scientific research on
the management aspects of intellectual property, as well as on the economic
characteristics and contributions of intellectual property in different types of
applied arts, Valeri Valentinova Kostova's research fills significant gaps in this
area, making the topic highly relevant and insightful

The author has established a clear, concrete, and achievable goal: to unveil
the diverse types of works of applied arts, identify the range of intellectual
property objects within these works, explore methods for their business
implementation, and propose a management model. The primary scientific



problem is aptly formulated, precisely delineating its boundaries and thoroughly
acknowledging existing research limitations. The research tasks, as well as the
object, subject, and main scientific thesis of the study, which is based on the
validation or refutation of three hypotheses, are explicitly and specifically stated.
The research methodology is interdisciplinary, grounded in a systemic and
comprehensive approach, integrating theories of intellectual property and
management. Adequate empirical methods, along with analysis and synthesis,
have been employed to match the complexity of the research object and the
intricate nature of activities related to its creation and business application. This
has led to the development of an original methodology for shaping a management
model for works of applied arts, with the chosen means and tools proving
sufficient to achieve the research objectives.

Structurally, the dissertation is well-balanced, with its components logically
interconnected, categorically analyzing the theoretical, methodological, and
practical aspects of the conducted research.

3. Evaluation of the Attained Scientific and Applied-science Results
The scientific and applied science results can be evaluated separately for
each chapter of the dissertation.

In the first chapter, the author systematically organizes, summarizes, and
advances the theoretical achievements and studies in scientific literature related
to the research subject. Key concepts are precisely defined, with a focus on
analyzing the core characteristics and specificities of works of applied art as a
creative endeavor, and the concept of works of applied art as an intellectual
product. A detailed exploration of various design elements and principles that
contribute to the intellectual value of works of applied art is conducted,
highlighting the interdisciplinary connections between the two sectors of fine art
(applied and fine). These connections are fundamental for appreciating and
comprehending the complexity, distinctiveness, and significance of works of
applied arts as creative and intellectual entities. The author introduces two original
classifications: one for types of applied arts and another for works of applied arts.
These classifications aim to elucidate the relationships between highlighted works
of applied arts and the objects through which they can attain intellectual property
protection.

This chapter reveals the degree of elaboration of the research problem and
lays a strong research foundation forming the theoretical basis upon which the
main research thesis is derived. The exposition in this chapter is entirely dedicated
to the theoretical underpinning of the dissertation's purpose and specific tasks.
The conclusions drawn are well-grounded and supported by robust arguments,



providing a thorough groundwork for the development of empirical research
methodology.

In the second chapter, the focus shifts to the legal framework, with the
author's objective being the comprehensive identification of intellectual property
objects in works of applied arts and an analysis of the forms of protection
available through industrial property objects. This chapter is particularly unique,
as it fills a notable gap in scientific knowledge concerning the protection of works
of applied arts through industrial property objects. Works of applied arts are
conventionally viewed as artistic property, predominantly regulated as
copyrightable materials.

However, the dissertation goes beyond this conventional approach by
exploring the multifaceted and specific nature of works of applied arts, along with
the diverse range of intellectual property objects within them. The study examines
two directions: protection within the "artistic property" subsystem, akin to
"copyright," and the potential for protection through industrial property objects,
such as industrial designs, inventions, utility models, trademarks, geographical
indications, and know-how. By doing so, the doctoral student transcends the
fragmented and sporadic research on the protection of works of applied arts
through industrial property objects, effectively integrating it into a broader
business development strategy.

In the third chapter, the doctoral student delves into the essence, models,
and economic outcomes of the market implementation of works of applied arts. A
significant contribution is the conceptual model developed for the management of
intellectual property in applied arts, which has the potential for replication,
adaptation, and application across diverse contexts. This model presents an
integrated framework for overseeing the entire lifecycle of works of applied arts,
from inception to market realization. Consequently, businesses can optimize their
market performance and foster innovation within the realm of applied arts. The
creation and validation of a methodology (technological algorithm) for crafting
a management model for works of applied arts as intellectual property attest to
the robustness of the findings.

The conclusion of the dissertation provides a comprehensive summary and
findings concerning the accomplishment of the prescribed tasks and the validation
of the study's scientific thesis.

4. Evaluation of Scientific and Applied-science Contributions
The dissertation incorporates a multitude of statements, ideas, and
proposals that qualify as scientific and applied science contributions, aligning
with the criterion of Enriching existing scientific knowledge. I fully endorse the



doctoral student's claims regarding the contributions made, as the list of
contributions is meticulously compiled and objectively reflects the scientific
achievements of the doctoral student. The contributing points underscore the
depth of the doctoral student's knowledge within the research field. The
conceptual model developed for managing intellectual property in applied arts,
synthesizing the relationship between "applied arts,”" "intellectual property,"
and ""market realization,” along with the author's conceptual framework and
methodology, and the employed research tools, showcase the doctoral student's
capability to independently conduct scientific research and logically interpret its

outcomes.

5. Evaluation of Dissertation Publications
The doctoral student has published four distinct works on the dissertation
topic (two articles and two reports) in peer-reviewed scholarly publications, each
shedding light on specific aspects of the doctoral student's research and providing
requisite exposure within academic circles. These publications fully adhere to
national minimum requirements.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract
The abstract aptly mirrors the content of the dissertation, encompassing
essential information and pivotal moments of the conducted research. It
effectively and comprehensively presents the dissertation work, principal
conclusions, results, and scientific contributions.

The deposited abstract spans 73 pages in both Bulgarian and English,
precisely aligning with the main body of work. The abstract is well-structured,
meeting the stipulated requirements, and succinctly encapsulates the content of
the dissertation's three chapters, the thesis, the research object, and methodology,
as well as the achieved theoretical-methodological and empirical results.

7. Criticisms, Recommendations, and Questions
No critical remarks or substantive questions have been raised. A
recommendation for the doctoral student is to publish their research in a
monographic work to ensure broader accessibility to a wider readership.

8. Conclusion
The presented dissertation underscores the author's comprehensive
understanding of the researched topics, adeptness, and proficiency in identifying
pertinent scientific and practical problems, summarizing viewpoints, interpreting
and adapting scientific advancements into practical applications, and
convincingly justifying conclusions and recommendations. The dissertation topic



remains contemporary and significant, demonstrating novelty both in terms of
subject and object perspectives. Developed in line with academic standards, this
dissertation represents a comprehensive scientific and practical-applied study that
fulfills the criteria outlined by the Law on the Development of Academic Staff,
the Rules for its Application, and the Rules for the Educational Activity of UNWE
for the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor."
