1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant has studied at the PhD program of the Department of
“Intellectual property and technology transfer” of Business faculty of the
UNWE in the PhD program “Organization and management outside the sphere
of material production” (Intellectual property in the creative industries),
professional field 3.8. “Economics” according to the Order No. 742/31.03.2020
of the Rector of UNWE. The training was carried out in full-time form with one
extension during the period 04.03.2020-04.10.2023.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation paper presented

The dissertation has a total volume of 200 pages of computer typed text,
168 pages of the main text (consisting of: 6 pages of introduction, 158 pages of
three chapters, 4 pages of conclusion), 6 pages - list of used literature, 16 pages
of appendices. The bibliographical apparatus includes 130 references of
Bulgarian and foreign authors, normative documents and Internet sources. The



text contains 5 tables and 33 figures. Structurally, the work consists of three
chapters, an introduction and a conclusion. In these chapters the nature and
peculiarities of applied arts as a creative activity and of works of applied arts as
an intellectual product, the protection of works of applied arts as intellectual
property and their market realization are successively discussed. The
dissertation topic is well formulated. Its relevance and topicality are clearly
justified, given the 'need to fill the gaps in research on the economic
characteristics and contribution of intellectual property in different types of
works of applied arts'. The PhD student aims to "reveal the diversity of types of
works of applied arts, identify the complex of intellectual property objects in
these works, the ways of their market realization, and propose a model for
management". From the objective thus defined, the five research tasks of the
dissertation are derived and sequentially developed and solved. The subject and
object of study are well defined, the aim and objectives are correctly stated,
accurately reflecting the research work carried out by the PhD student. The
dissertation thesis that "the work of applied arts as a complex of objects of
intellectual property and representing in its essence a creative product, has
economic potential, which should be the object of management” is developed
and proved by the confirmation of three hypotheses, which served as the basis
for the development of guidelines and recommendations to organizations. The
methodology of the research, the possibilities for its implementation and the
probability of achieving new scientific knowledge and contributions, the
limitations of the object and subject, as well as the system of measures and
indicators for analysis, evaluation and forecast and the sources of information
support are distinguished by their merits. The statement and the literature used
show that the PhD student has consulted a significant number of literature
sources. The style of the dissertation is also very good. The structure of the
dissertation can be rated excellent.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

A number of advantages can be outlined in the dissertation, which are of
a scientific and scientific-applied results. Initially, the terminological terms
included in the dissertation have been logically clarified, on the basis of which
all analyses and research have been subsequently conducted. The specificity of
applied arts as a creative activity and their works as creative and intellectual
products is defined. The author's classification of the works of applied arts is
brought out, which enriches the scientific knowledge in the studied
problematics. The second part of the thesis is based on the protection of works
of applied arts as intellectual property. The first two parts of the dissertation
form the basis for the subsequently proposed methodology for the marketisation
of these works. Based on significant analytical and synthetic methods of



analysis, a concept for a new model for the management of works of applied
arts is proposed. The analysis of the results enables the derivation of correct,
scientifically based and practically applicable conclusions for the development
of the sector in the country. The developed methodological toolkit enables
doctoral student Kostova to achieve the main goal set in the dissertation and to
solve the set tasks. The development of the thesis establishes that the works of
applied arts have a significant economic potential, which must be managed in
the right way to achieve market success.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

A number of contributions of scientific and scientific-applied nature can
be reported in the dissertation. In particular, I mean the following:

e Knowledge about works of applied arts, works of fine arts and
works of crafts are studied, evaluated and systematized. Their characteristics,
scope, purposes, benefits of their application are outlined and their role as
objects of intellectual property and economic analysis is delineated,;

e The author's concept and methodology for the formation of a
management model for works of applied arts as intellectual property have been
developed, proven on the basis of primary and secondary research;

e Important links and dependencies between applied arts, intellectual
property and market realization are established and proved, and an author's
management model of intellectual property in applied arts is proposed.

The statement of contributions submitted with the dissertation
objectively reflects the actual achievements of the doctoral candidate. | fully
accept the contributions listed.

5. Evaluation of publications on the dissertation

In terms of type and number, the publications submitted correspond to
those announced by the PhD student in the attached list. A total of four
publications have been submitted. Two of them are papers presented at major
scientific forums and two are articles published in journals indexed in
secondary databases. | Dbelieve that these publications represent real
achievements of the PhD student and are representative enough to make them
known to the academic community and interested business circles of practice.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The submitted abstract is comprehensive and fully corresponds to the
content of the dissertation. The abstract faithfully reproduces the content of the
work. It has been prepared in a volume of 40 pages of computer-typed text and
is composed of five parts, which reflect the PhD student's research work as
much as possible.



7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions
Despite the merits of the dissertation, some weaknesses can be outlined,
which are typical for any young researcher. They are not particularly serious
and are of a recommendatory nature, which does not call into question the
expressed merits of the thesis. | recommend that in her future work PhD student
Kostova should direct her efforts to developing practical guides for the market
realization of works of applied arts.

8. Conclusion

In the dissertation there are clear goals and objectives, which doctoral
student Kostova has undoubtedly achieved and fulfilled. The analyses are
correct, the recommendations justified and arising from the results of the
research. The PhD student demonstrates skills of thorough and reasoned
analysis, generalizations and critical thinking. The dissertation under analysis
represents a creative achievement which, in terms of its subject matter,
theoretical generalizations, conclusions and recommendations, has its
undeniable significance for the theory and practice of intellectual property.

All this gives me grounds to propose to the distinguished members of
the scientific jury to award Valeri Valentinova Kostova the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor” in the scientific specialty “Organization and
management outside the sphere of material production” (Intellectual
property in the creative industries), professional field 3.8. Economics.
