1. Information about the doctoral student
The dissertation student was enrolled as a full-time doctoral student at the Department of
"Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer” at the University of National and World
Economy by Order No. 742/31.03.2020. The duration of the doctoral studies was extended by
Order No. 677 for a period of 1 ( one) year, starting from 04.03.2023. until 04.03.2024
The PhD student has successfully passed all of his exams and fully completed his

individual plan.

2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation Paper Presented

The dissertation is in volume of 200 pages, of which title page, 3 pages of content, 168

pages of main text, (consisting of: 6 pages of introduction, 158 pages of three chapters, 4 pages



of conclusion), 1 page of contributions to the dissertation research, 1 page list of publications
on the topic of the dissertation, 6 pages of information sources (130 sources), of which literary
sources (67), of which 39 titles in Bulgarian and 28 titles in English, 2 pages index of the tables
used in the dissertation and figures, 1 page list of abbreviations used in the dissertation, 16
pages of appendices (4 nos.). The main text contains 5 tables and 33 figures. There are 98
footnotes in the dissertation.

The literature used is sufficient in terms of volume and specificity, which is evidence of
a rich scientific basis, on the basis of which the scientific research in the dissertation work was
made.

In the introduction, the doctoral student justifies the relevance of his chosen topic,
presents the author's thesis and the resulting hypotheses, the purpose, the methodology, as well
as the limitations of the dissertation work.

The first chapter presents the theoretical foundations of applied arts as a creative activity
and of the works of applied arts as intellectual work.

In the second chapter, the protection of works of applied arts as intellectual property is
systematically and consistently examined.

The third chapter is entirely devoted to the market realization of works of applied arts as
intellectual property.

This is followed by a conclusion, contributions of the dissertation research, publications
on the topic of the dissertation, information sources, index of tables and figures used in the

dissertation, abbreviations used in the dissertation, and appendices.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

Based on a careful analysis of the specified contributions, it can be summarized that the
scholarly contributions specified by the dissertation are comprehensive and well formulated.

The methodology used is detailed and interesting.

I fully believe that the previously formulated aim of the dissertation has been fully
achieved.

Regardless of the previously highlighted limitations of the research, a good impression is
also made by the doctoral student's effort to present the different points of view of the

investigated issues.

4. Assessment of the Contributions to Science and Applied Science



The doctoral student indicates the following contributions of the dissertation work,
namely:

1. An author's definition of "works of applied arts" has been developed. The main
characteristics, specifics and peculiarities of the works of applied arts as a creative activity and
as intellectual property are clarified, with a reasoned indication of new forms of protection
through the objects of industrial property such as inventions, utility models and industrial
design.

2. An author's classification of the types of applied arts and the types of works of applied
arts is presented.

3. An author's definition of "market realization in works of applied arts" and the
possibilities of the intellectual property system for their market realization is proposed, proving
that the effective management of intellectual property in works of applied arts can lead to better
economic results.
