1. Information for the author

The dissertation is presented for discussion at the "Industrial Business"
department of the Business Faculty ar UNWE according to Art. 39 of
PPZRASRB. The disclosure of the procedure for the defense of the dissertation
work was carried out on the basis of Decision of the Department Council No. 4/
16.11.2023 and Decision of the Faculty Council No. 3/16.11.2023.

o Brief biographical information and academic positions held

The dissertation student completed a master's degree in "Economics and
Industrial Management™" at UNWE in 2000, after which he became a part-time
teacher in the same year, and in 2001 - a full-time assistant at the "Industrial
Business" department of UNWE.
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He defended a dissertation on the topic: "Application of the marketing
concept to industrial companies" in the scientific specialty 05.02.18 Economics
and management (by industry) in 2007, when he was appointed to "Chief
Assistant”.

In 2010, he was elected as an Associate professor from HEC with
diploma No. 26555/ 23.08.2010, and in 2018 - as a Professor at UNWE with
diploma No. 41/ 2018 in the scientific specialty "Organization and management
of production (Marketing leadership)" in SF 3.8 "Economics".

e Brief professional reference

The dissertation student, in addition to UNWE, carried out teaching and
consulting practice outside UNWE: he was a teacher at Higher School Banker,
Taurus Academy, VET Lider, ISK of UNWE and other institutions for
professional training. He participated in the development of a number of
business projects for various institutions: PIRO Kardzhali, PIRO Lom, PIRO
Samokov, Stara Zagora Municipality, etc.

The dissertation student participated in a number of advisory boards:
member of the Energy Commission and the Commission for Regional
Development of the 45th National Assembly, member of the advisory board of
the Ministry of Economy; member of the Strategic Council to the Minister of
Finance, member of the Advisory Council for the Recovery and Development
Plan to the Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Belarus; member of the
Advisory Council on Circular Economy to the Council of Ministers; member of
the circular economy council at BTTP, etc.

He was a member of the management committees of 5 COST actions, a
member of the TISA cluster. In recent years, he has conducted 5 specializations
in foreign universities, the last one: a 5-month specialization (Oct. 2021 — Feb.
2022) at the Brussels Free University on the topic of the presented dissertation
work.

He is among the authors of 3 utility models and has filed 3 patent
applications - all within the scope of the dissertation topic. During his teaching
career, he participated in over 20 international, national and university projects,
over 120 publications, of which 17 were in indexed editions. More than 350
citations of his works can be counted.
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2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work
e Structure, volume

The dissertation work submitted for review on the topic:
"ORGANIZATION OF INDIVIDUAL ENTERPRISES IN THE
CONDITIONS OF INDUSTRY 5.0" has a total volume of 214 pages,
including: introduction, three chapters, conclusion and references. The text also
includes 40 tables, 53 figures and 34 equations. There are 156 literary sources
used and quoted, of which 43 are in Bulgarian and the rest in English.

In the first chapter, the emphasis is placed on the basic principles of the
existence of modern enterprises, the prerequisites for their development and the
opportunities for growth that the environment and conditions create for them.
The chapter is structured in two paragraphs, in the first of which the historical
foundations of individual enterprises are laid out, and in the second - the
conditions for their economic growth.

In the second chapter, the author's study of the main indicators of the
growth of modern enterprises is presented, as well as a theoretical and applied
analysis of the prerequisites for the growth of these enterprises, based on the
social interaction between individual enterprises. The chapter is divided into
two main paragraphs, in the first of which a synthesis of scientific knowledge
regarding growth indicators is carried out, as well as an applied analysis of
growth indicators in the production of food and beverages in Bulgaria, and in
the second paragraph an analysis of the conditions of competitive growth of
individual enterprises. Here, the examples of competitive growth again refer to
the enterprises from the production of food and beverages in Bulgaria.

In the third chapter of the dissertation, the emphasis is placed on the
social foundations of the individual enterprise, raising the issues of participation
in various social networks, achieving social effects in the economy and
alternatives for achieving successful entrepreneurial projects. At the same time,
the dissertation presents in detail two main tools: a model of a Social Business
Network based on the technologies of Industry 5.0, and academic
entrepreneurship as a specific social model of the modern open economy.

e Assessment for: topicality of the topic; the purpose; the tasks; the object;
the subject; the main thesis of the dissertation

The topic can be assessed as current, and its significance is protected by
the author in the introduction and in the overall content of the dissertation work.
In this direction, | consider that the two points mentioned by the dissertation are
completely acceptable:
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o "The organization of Industry 5.0 enterprises must not only be in
the conditions of shared business practices, but also be oriented
towards the utilization of knowledge through systems for internal
and/or academic entrepreneurship".

o "The organization of the "social enterprise” from Industry 5.0 is
also determined by a new social and economic phenomenon:
digital enterprise”.

The defined main goal: "to deepen the theoretical knowledge about the
organizational models of enterprises to achieve not only growth, but also
competitive growth, by using the existing and/or newly created business
platforms and networks from enterprises, as well as through the tools for
promoting internal and/or academic entrepreneurship, based on the creation,
dissemination and management of knowledge between departments
perceptions™, | consider correctly defined and fulfilled in the overall content of
the dissertation work.

The individual enterprise is indicated as the object of research, and the
organization of the "social enterprise" in the context of Industry 5.0 as the
subject. Both the subject and the object have set limits that are acceptable.
However, one can think about even greater specificity when defining the object
and the subject in view of the defined author's goal, tasks, and author's thesis.

e Assessment of the degree of knowledge of the scientific literature and the
issues investigated in the dissertation work.

In the reference for the used literary sources, 156 sources are used, of
which 43 are in Bulgarian and the rest in English. Most of the sources are from
the last 10 years, but the use of sources from the beginning of the 20th century
is striking. All this shows a good knowledge of both classical literature and
modern problems of the discussed issues. Regardless of the positive assessment,
it is possible to expand the sources, giving the impression that there are sources
used in the main text that are not indicated in the reference.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

e Evaluation of the scientific and/or scientific-applied results achieved in
the dissertation work

The assessment of the content of the dissertation submitted for review
allows us to systematize several essential results:

The various theories about business enterprises for the last 250
years are systematized, with an emphasis on the last century;

Basic theories for the growth of individual enterprises are
systematized and their evolutionary development in theory and
practice is summarized;

Basic methodological models for the evaluation of the growth
possibilities of business enterprises have been identified, with a
special emphasis on the models for competitive growth of
enterprises;

An author's model for assessing the impact of society and
technology on the development of individual enterprises is
proposed, based on the approach of social business networks;

The author's model for using the interrelationship "Business -
Academy" for "socialization" of individual enterprises has been
systematized.

Scientific and applied results

An in-depth analysis of the growth and development of individual
enterprises was carried out, incl. and analysis of the opportunities
for competitive growth of these enterprises on the example of the
"Food Production in Bulgaria™ sector;

On the basis of an applied analysis, the possibilities of using
Industry 5.0 tools for the growth and development of individual
enterprises have been assessed. The analysis is based on a study of
enterprises of different sizes and sector affiliation;

An applied analysis of the use of social tools in the scope of
academic entrepreneurship as an approach to the growth of
individual enterprises was carried out. The analysis is based on the
example of enterprises and universities related to the production of
textiles and clothing in Bulgaria.

e Assessment of the methodology used and the limitations of the research
conducted

The dissertation mainly uses the systematic theoretical approach, and in
separate paragraphs various empirical techniques are used to check the
theoretical validity and/or practical effectiveness of the proposals proposed by

the author.

theoretical systematizations, approaches and methods. The
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methodology used, incl. the used methods and tools for scientific research, is
argued in the introduction and is well presented in the overall content of the
work.

The dissertation work is based on limitations for the object and subject
matter of consideration. Regardless of some weaknesses, the limitations are
acceptable.

e Evaluation of the performance of the assigned tasks and the achievement
of the goal of the dissertation work

The research in the dissertation work is based on one main objective and
four sub-objectives. They are correctly set and are fulfilled within the overall
content of the dissertation work. The indicated theoretical and practical results
are available in the dissertation work and are clearly highlighted in its content. |
can conclude that they are entirely the author's personal work.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
e Evaluation of the contributions indicated by the dissertation student

The content of the submitted materials for peer review: dissertation work,
abstract and publications on the dissertation work, fully confirm the
contributions indicated by the dissertation student.

Although | generally support the contributions presented in the abstract,
and considering that there are other contributions not specified by the
dissertation, the scientific and scientific-applied contributions can be
systematized to the following more significant ones:

7 of the publications presented in the dissertation are in English, and 2 of
them are in indexed editions. All this is a prerequisite for a good representation
of the obtained results in the dissertation.

Apart from the publications presented for review, the dissertation student
has presented an additional reference to the publications in the last 5 years,
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which shows: participation with chapters in 5 monographs in English, 4 of
which are indexed in SCOPUS; participation in 5 monographs from research
projects; 15 articles and 23 reports from scientific conferences.

A large part of them contain elements of the presented dissertation work,
which confirms the high representativeness of the results in the dissertation.
Additionally, the reference to the Minimum National Requirements presents 33
citations in indexed publications and 8 in refereed publications (without self-
citations) for the last 3 years, which complements the previous high rating.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

Regarding the dissertation work, an Author's abstract (in Bulgarian and in
English) in a total volume of 53 pages, which structurally contains 5
components, is submitted for review: general characteristics, brief content of
DT, Reference for contributions, List with the publications on DT and
Declaration of originality.

The abstract is well structured, and in terms of content, it presents a good
synthesis of the results of the dissertation research.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

My general positive opinion is related to the established high assessment
of achievements in the dissertation work, as well as the fact that no significant
gaps and inaccuracies are found in the dissertation work.

In view of the significance of the summaries in the dissertation work, I
recommend that the author publish selected parts of it in a separate book on the
dissertation work.

8. Conclusion

The proposed dissertation work for the acquisition of the scientific degree
"Doctor of Sciences" by PROF. DR. NIKOLAY HRISTOV STEREV on the
topic "ORGANIZATION OF INDIVIDUAL ENTERPRISES IN THE
CONDITIONS OF INDUSTRY 5.0" fully meets the requirements of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(ZRASRB) and the Regulations for its implementation. My overall assessment
is that the dissertation is a self-completed author's research in which the
research tasks are successfully completed and the main objective is achieved.
At the same time, the main theoretical and applied results of the dissertation
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work, as well as the highlighted real scientific and scientific-applied
contributions in it, allow to give a high generalized assessment of the
dissertation work.

Bearing in mind the above, with full conviction | recommend the
respected members of the Scientific Jury to award PROF. DR. NIKOLAY
HRISTOV STEREV scientific degree "DOCTOR OF SCIENCES" in
professional field 3.8 "Economics", scientific specialty "Organization and
management of production (industry)".
