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1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant has submitted his dissertation for consideration to the
Department of Industrial Business of the Faculty of Business of the UNWE in
accordance with Art. 39 of Regulations for implementation of the Law on
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. The disclosure of the dissertation
defense procedure was made on the basis of a decision of the Department
Council (Protocol No. 4/16.11.2023) and a Decision of the Faculty Council
(Protocol No. 3/16.11.2023).

The education of prof. Nikolay Shterev, as well as his professional
career, are closely related to the University of National and World Economy. In
the period 1995-2000 he graduated with a Master's degree in Economics,
special. "Economics of Industry”. From 2004 to 2007 he studied in a PhD
programme. In 2007, he successfully defended his dissertation on "Application
of the marketing concept in industrial firms" and received the educational and



scientific degree "Doctor of Economics”, then under the cipher 05.02.18.,
scientific specialty "Economics and Management (by industries)".

Since 2000 Nikolay Shterev has been a lecturer at the UNWE, and since
2001 he has been a lecturer on a full-time contract, i.e. for twenty-two years. He
has passed through all teaching positions from assistant to professor. During
this long period he has established himself among the college as an erudite and
respected scholar. He has held various administrative positions - Scientific
Secretary, Deputy Head of the Department, Head of the Department of
Industrial Business (presently), Director of CREP (Centre for Research and
Education Projects), etc. From 2011 to 2019 he was a member of the Academic
Council of the UNWE, and from 2002 to the present he is a member of the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Business. He is also a member of a wide
range of professional organizations. Since 2012, he has been a member of the
Association of Professors of Economics and Industrial Management, and since
2018 he has been its President. He has been involved in numerous research
projects at university, national and European level. He is a member of the
COST (European Cooperation in Science and Technology) Programme
Management Board and Scientific Expert Committees, mainly funded through
the European Framework Programmes.

Prof. Nikolay Shterev has over a hundred scientific publications. He has
supervised the training of seven PhD students, four of whom have already
successfully defended their dissertations. He is a member of a team on a patent
application for "System and method for inter-corporate and intra-corporate
business interaction using social technologies operating with big data" (2020).

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation consists of 213 pages in total. Structurally, it consists of
an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography. The text
includes 40 tables, 53 figures and 34 quantitative equations. 156 references in
Bulgarian and English have been used and cited for its writing.

The traditional formulation that the dissertation is devoted to a problem
of current relevance for theory and practice is entirely correct and appropriate in
this case, but it is far from sufficient. | highly appreciate the conceptual
framework of the dissertation, which is most fully set out in its introduction.
The apt choice of the object and subject of the study allows the complex
problem under consideration to be decomposed into appropriate component
parts. They are appropriate in terms of the methodological approaches
established in modern economic science. The author defines the object of his
research as the individual enterprise. Accordingly, to achieve the research
objectives he defines it as an economic and social institution that pursues
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primarily economic effects and is oriented towards the realization of economic
and industrial growth. It should be emphasized that both economic effects and
growth are considered as complex concepts (clarified later in the paper), which
allows the author to defend his ideas. In turn, the subject is the organisation of
the "social enterprise™ (quotation marks are the author's) in the context of
Industry 5.0. Here, it is imperative to clarify that the organisation is mostly
based on the principles, approaches and methods of information exchange
between the individual enterprises. This exchange is an inherently objective
process that inevitably "socialises™ enterprises and makes them elements of the
social sharing economy. Accordingly, the purely technological aspects,
including information technology, without losing their importance, remain an
afterthought. Following this logic, the focus of the consideration of social
enterprise organisation is on the type of information and the motives for
information exchange that lead to the social digitalisation (e.g. through
appropriate social networks) of business enterprises. This is also the context in
which the socialisation under consideration is explored as a contributor to
enterprise growth. Hence the main limitation of the research subject: the
organisation of social enterprise is limited to the methods and forms of
information exchange through social business networks and shared business
platforms, including those for academic entrepreneurship. This conceptual
research scheme is extremely fruitful and allows the development of relevant
research on issues that are poorly covered in our and the world's economic
literature. Without using superlatives, we can briefly summarize that the
conceptual research scheme is a good fit for the author and allows him to
further deploy a grounded and thorough study. It is as follows:

The development of the modern knowledge economy is determined by an
organisation of modern enterprises that allows the use of social business
platforms and enterprise networks typical of the modern social and sharing
economy. The characteristics of this organisation depend not only on the
technical means of disseminating information between individual enterprises,
but also on the way in which this dissemination is organised. A striking
example in this respect is an open shared system for academic entrepreneurship.

In the process of proving the working hypothesis, the author has used
adequate methodological tools. He has mainly relied on the systematic
theoretical approach. This approach includes the methods of historical-logical
analysis, analysis and synthesis in decomposing existing theoretical models to
individual elements and their subsequent logical generalization back to valid
theoretical models, induction and deduction, descriptive analysis of existing
behavioral models, etc. The author has also used an empirical approach based
on primary and secondary data collection.
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3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied
results

The dissertation researches a wide range of theoretical, methodological
and applied issues. As concrete results of the research can be considered the
generalizations and conclusions related to the proof of the main hypothesis. Its
proof is the result of theoretical research and acceptance or rejection of a set of
hypotheses with a narrower scope. An important achievement of the author is
the ability to apply the results in practice.

The following significant results can be outlined in the research
conducted:

The historical experience in the creation and development of enterprises
has been systematized and summarized, tracing the logic of passage through the
following stages: 'home enterprises', 'business enterprises’ and ‘social
enterprises’. The features of the organizational patterns of each stage of the
development of the institution of "enterprise" are identified.

The models of enterprise growth assessment are systematized and
practically applied. The systematic analysis covers the periods from the
emergence of pre-industrial enterprises through the various stages of
development of industrial business enterprises to modern social enterprises. The
approbation is carried out on the example of enterprises from a traditional
sector for Bulgaria - food and beverage production.

The applicability of a methodology for the assessment of enterprise
growth and competitive enterprise growth is proposed and approbated. Within
the methodology specific environmental conditions such as the Global Financial
Crisis (2008-2010) and the COWID pandemic (2020-2022) are analysed.

An approach for “enterprise socialization™ through participation in social
business networks is proposed and tested. The approach is based on the use of
advanced technological solutions borrowed from the Industry 5.0 toolkit.

An approach to academic entrepreneurship as a form of social interaction
along the enterprise/business-university-state axis is proposed. The approach is
based on the use of the open and sharing economy tools.

All results presented are based on a key analysis carried out by the
author. This is the analysis of enterprise growth opportunities in industrial
relations conditions that are specific to a given economy. In order to carry out
this analysis, the author has specifically defined the concepts of industrial
relations and enterprise growth. Both notions are defined in broader than
traditional frameworks, which allows for an in-depth analysis of the studied
issues.

The successful achievement of the adopted main objective and the
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formulated sub-objectives enable the author to prove his research hypothesis.
This gives him a reason to summarize that the research plan has been fulfilled
and the research has been successfully completed.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

At the end of the study, four scientific and four scientifically applied
contributions are formulated. | believe that the contributions are clearly
articulated and have been achieved in the study.

All contributions are significant, but in my opinion the most significant
from theoretical and practical point of view are: 3. The evolutionary
development of business enterprises in Bulgaria, including for individual
sectors, is based on a theoretical systematization and is approbated with data
from practice. 4. Scientific knowledge and evolutionary methods for the
assessment of the growth of the individual enterprise have been studied and
systematized. 6. Based on the scientific knowledge in the field of competitive
growth, a methodological scheme has been developed and approbated with data
from real enterprises to assess their competitive growth. The results obtained in
the evolutionary development of the business enterprise and the applicability of
the methods for assessing the business growth of enterprises are confirmed. 7.
A methodological scheme has been proposed and approbated in practice by
expert evaluation of a methodology for “enterprise socialization™ based on the
construction and implementation of a social business network corresponding to
the technologies of Industry 4.5 / Industry 5.0. The approbation confirms the
need to move to the next stage in the evolution of business enterprises, which
also covers the steps necessary for this purpose. 8. An approach for academic
entrepreneurship based on the social approaches for social enterprise
organization from Industry 5.0 is proposed. The approach is aligned with the
requirements of the open sharing economy to make the transition from a real
business enterprise to a digital social enterprise.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The author presents a total of 10 publications on the dissertation - eight
articles and reports, two of which are in scientific journals, refereed and
indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information, as well as two
independent chapters of collective monographs. Seven of the publications are in
English and three are in Bulgarian.

All publications are on the topic of the dissertation and reflect important
points of the dissertation. They are in specialised scientific journals aimed at a
readership with a high degree of knowledge of the issues. | believe that as a
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result of the publications the ideas of the dissertation have been well reflected in
the scientific literature.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract is 54 pages long. It presents a general description of the
dissertation (relevance, subject, object, thesis, aim, objectives, limitations,
theoretical and methodological basis of the research, etc.). It presents the
structure and content of the dissertation. A list of contributions and a list of
publications on the dissertation topic are presented.

| believe that the abstract is well formatted and correctly presents the
content, results and contributions of the author's research. The aims, object,
subject, research scheme, methodology used, content and results of the study
are clearly presented.

7. Criticism, recommendations, and questions

Critical notes are, by their nature, an alternative view of the issues at
hand. In this case, taking into account the many possible approaches to the
organization of enterprise activity within different industrial relations structures,
my focus is on recommendations that | believe would be useful to the author.

The dissertation demonstrates that development towards social enterprise
IS an objective process. In the context of different types of industrial relations,
however, this process will develop differently. It is expected to be very much
influenced by the degree of development of the social economy. In this case, the
notion of 'social economy' is seen as a distinct set or system of specific business
entities (enterprises) operating under a different legal and organisational regime
than classical business enterprises. In such an environment, the functioning of
social enterprises will strongly depend on the degree of development of the
social economy considered as a subsystem of the national economy. Here,
differences are expected to be observed, conditioned by the specificities of the
particular national economy. Typical Western European economies, such as the
German, lItalian, French and Spanish economies, will differ from the Nordic
economies in the role and place of the social economy (the so-called 'third
sector'). These differences will be even more significant in comparisons
between the economies of Western European countries and the USA.

For these reasons, | suggest that the author, in future research, conduct a
comparative analysis of the possibilities for the development of social
enterprises within different industrial relations, paying particular attention to the
degree of development of the social economy.
