The candidate has presented his dissertation for discussion at the Industrial Business

The disclosure of the procedure for awarding the academic degree ‘Doctor of Sciences’ was
carried out on the basis of: decision of the FS — Protocol No. 3, item 2./ 16.11.2023
Prof. Nikolay Shterev is a Doctor of Economics, 05.02.18 Economics and Management (by
sectors); Master of Economics, specialization ‘Economics of Industry’.
He is currently a professor teaching ‘Organization and management of production/industry’
at the Department of Industrial Business at UNWE-Sofia (since 2018); Head of the Industrial
Business Department at UNWE -Sofia; Director of the University Center for Research and
Educational Projects at UNWE. He is the Chairman of the Board of the Association of
Teachers of Economics and Management of Industry.
He is the supervisor of 13 doctoral students.
He has issued over 100 publications in different but complementary thematic areas —
leadership in business organizations, business management; competitive analysis; economic

and industrial growth; marketing, marketing organization and management.



He has completed a number of specializations at prestigious research structures, and has
participated in projects as a team member/leader and/or consultant.

Relevance of the topic. The papers presented deal with extremely topical issues related to the
importance of entrepreneurship in the conditions of serious economic transformations, the
new paradigms of economic reality and tools for solving them.

All the papers presented show a deep knowledge of the issues, a traditional analytical
approach and offer non-conventional solutions.

Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

The scientific and applied contributions in the dissertation can be summarized as
follows:

I. Scientific contributions

1. The institutional approach to the enterprise is based on an analysis of theoretical and
methodological statements and a summary of its practical and applied aspects.

2. A historical analysis was carried out and the essential aspects and features of the
evolutionary stages of the development of individual enterprises were identified.

3. The evolutionary development of business enterprises in Bulgaria, incl. for individual
sectors, is based on theoretical systematization and has been tested with data from practice.

4. Scientific knowledge and evolutionary methods for assessing the growth of the individual

enterprise have been studied and systematized.

I1. Scientific and applied contributions

1. The relationship between the evolutionary development of the enterprise and the models
for its growth was studied, incl. applied verification of the applicable models for the growth
of the individual enterprise in a specific sector has been performed.

2. On the basis of scientific knowledge in the field of competitive growth, a methodological
scheme was developed, tested with data from real enterprises to assess their competitive

growth. The results obtained with regards to the evolutionary development of the business



enterprise and the applicability of the methods for assessing the business growth of
enterprises have been confirmed.

3. A methodological scheme is proposed, which has been tested in practice through an expert
assessment of a methodology for ‘socialization of enterprises’ based on the construction and
implementation of a social business network corresponding to the technologies of Industry
4.5 / Industry 5.0. The approval confirms the need to move to the next stage in the evolution
of business enterprises, which includes the steps necessary for this purpose.

4. An academic entrepreneurship approach based on social approaches for the organization of
social enterprises from Industry 5.0 is proposed. The approach is tailored to the requirements
of the open shared economy, to make the transition from a real business enterprise to a digital

social enterprise.

Conclusion

The papers presented show a thorough knowledge of the candidate's field of work, specific
analytical skills applied, and an original mix of methodologies.
