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INTRODUCTION

Strategic context and acuteness of the research topic

The Eastern Mediterranean is essential for the security of the Middle East and Europe because
of its strategic location at the confluence of three continents and connections to important
waterways like the Suez Canal, the Strait of Gibraltar, and the Bosporus. The stability of the
region is directly threatened by recent events in the area. Although a full-scale military conflict
is now unlikely, sabre-rattling, minor military engagements and mishaps are undoubtedly

conceivable.

The East Mediterranean region has emerged as a significant theater in the broader tectonic
power game between major global powers due to its geopolitical, economic, and strategic

importance.

The discovery of substantial natural gas reserves in the Eastern Mediterranean has heightened
competition among regional and international actors for access to these resources. Countries
like Cyprus, Israel, and Egypt have made significant offshore gas discoveries, leading to
increased economic potential but also sparking territorial disputes and competition for control

over energy routes and infrastructure.

The East Mediterranean serves as a crucial crossroads connecting Europe, Asia, and Africa. Its
proximity to major shipping lanes and chokepoints, such as the Suez Canal and the Turkish
Straits, makes it a pivotal region for maritime trade and energy transportation. Control over
these waterways is of immense strategic value, influencing global trade flows and energy

security.

The East Mediterranean region is characterized by complex and long-standing conflicts,
including the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, the Syrian civil war, tensions between Turkey and
Greece over maritime boundaries and resource exploration, and the ongoing dispute over the
divided island of Cyprus. These conflicts exacerbate geopolitical rivalries and contribute to

instability, making the region a focal point for international intervention and power projection.

Major powers, including the United States, Russia, China, and various European countries,
maintain military interests and alliances in the East Mediterranean. The presence of military

bases, naval deployments, and security partnerships reflects the strategic significance of the
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region and the desire of external actors to safeguard their interests, influence regional dynamics,

and project power in the broader Middle East.

The East Mediterranean has become a theater for proxy competition and influence operations
by rival powers seeking to advance their geopolitical agendas. States such as Iran, Saudi Arabia,
and Qatar compete for influence by supporting opposing factions, sponsoring militant groups,
and leveraging economic and diplomatic ties. This competition further fuels regional tensions

and exacerbates existing conflicts.

Diplomatic efforts to manage tensions and resolve conflicts in the East Mediterranean involve
a complex web of bilateral and multilateral initiatives. However, divergent interests, historical
grievances, and geopolitical rivalries often impede progress, leading to diplomatic stalemates

and continued instability.

The East Mediterranean region is a focal point in the broader tectonic power game,
characterized by intense competition among global and regional actors vying for influence,
access to resources, and strategic advantage. The complex interplay of geopolitical rivalries,
regional conflicts, and economic interests underscores the acuteness of the strategic context in

this vital maritime domain.

Greece has vested interests in the Eastern Mediterranean and has been actively seeking a foreign
policy role that would maximize its opportunities in the region. Several factors contribute to

Greece's strategic focus on the Eastern Mediterranean.

Greece views the Eastern Mediterranean's natural gas reserves as an opportunity for economic
development and energy security. The country has invested in offshore exploration and seeks
to leverage its geographic position to become a key player in energy transit routes and

infrastructure development.

Given its proximity to conflict zones and historical rivalries with neighboring countries like
Turkey, Greece prioritizes regional security and stability. It seeks to strengthen partnerships
with like-minded states and international organizations to address common security challenges,

such as terrorism, illegal migration, and maritime disputes.

Greece is a member of NATO, the European Union, and various regional initiatives, positioning
itself as a strategic partner for Western countries seeking to uphold shared values and interests
in the Eastern Mediterranean. It also maintains close ties with countries in the region, such as

Cyprus, Israel, and Egypt, to promote cooperation on security, energy, and economic issues.
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Greece actively engages in diplomatic efforts to de-escalate tensions and resolve disputes in the
Eastern Mediterranean through dialogue, negotiation, and multilateral diplomacy. It advocates
for adherence to international law, including the United Nations Convention on the Law of the

Sea (UNCLOS), to safeguard its maritime rights and territorial integrity.

Greece seeks to capitalize on the Eastern Mediterranean's economic potential by fostering trade,
investment, and infrastructure projects that enhance connectivity and promote regional
prosperity. It promotes initiatives such as the East Mediterranean (EastMed) pipeline, which
aims to transport natural gas from the region to European markets via Greece, Cyprus, and

Israel.

Greece's rich cultural and historical heritage in the Eastern Mediterranean underpins its identity
and influence in the region. It seeks to leverage cultural diplomacy and soft power to strengthen

ties with neighboring countries and promote mutual understanding and cooperation.

Overall, Greece's persistent search for a foreign policy role in the Eastern Mediterranean reflects
its strategic interests, economic aspirations, and commitment to regional stability and
prosperity. By actively engaging with regional partners and international stakeholders, Greece
aims to maximize opportunities for itself while contributing to the development and security of

the broader Eastern Mediterranean region.

Greece’s geographical location is on the crossroads of cultures, religions and geopolitical
interests. It is stuck in a neighborhood with many pending international issues. Ukraine, Syria,
Libya, Iran, Irag, Egypt, Jordan, Israel and Palestine — all places of great interest to the US —

are within two to six hours from Greece.

The other big NATO ally in the region, Turkey, continues to extend its reach across the Eastern
Mediterranean and Syria, but not in harmony with the US. Turkey’s president, a hardcore
political Islamist, is gradually distancing himself from the secular identity that Kemal Ataturk
tried to impose on the country in the early 20" century. Recently, Turkey, acting entirely
illegally and provocatively, sent research ships to conduct drilling within Cypriot territorial
waters that lie over natural gas reserves, claiming ownership of them. As for the long-running
Greek-Turkish conflict in the Eastern Mediterranean, Greek diplomatic sources believe that
Turkey is attempting to replace the regime of sovereign power that was lost after the fall of the
Ottoman Empire. Turkish strategy is revisionist in regard to the provisions of the Treaties of

Lausanne (1923) and Paris (1947), which determined the borders between the two countries.
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Greek diplomatic sources also add that Turkey is attempting to become a regional player in the
wider region. Important Turkish military orders, such as aircraft, tanker ships, and additional
military equipment, and primarily the recent acquisition of the Russian S-400 air defense
system, have brought Ankara on a collision course with Washington. This has resulted in

American lawmakers recommending banning the sale of F-35 aircraft to Turkey (Mehta, 2019).

These developments have led the Americans to reevaluate Greece’s strategic position. The Wall
Street Journal wrote last September that the US is trying to establish more military bases in
Greece, as its relations with Turkey are in turmoil. Meanwhile, the Greek Diaspora in the US
successfully lobbied Congress to lift the arms embargo on Cyprus last summer, as Turkey was
sending research ships to drill inside Cypriot territorial waters for oil reserves over which it

claims ownership. (Heraclides and Cakmak, 2019).

There is no doubt that the newly elected Greek government (New Democracy) is expected to
maintain good relations with the US and Israel, in order to neutralize Turkey’s aggressive
ambitions in the Aegean and the Eastern Mediterranean. The Greek Ministry of Foreign Affairs
has already requested that Turkey abstain from any action that could provoke a serious incident
in the area (Karakatsanis et al., 2018).

However, other US Foreign Policy actions are not as clear; for example, the recent, problematic
Prespes Agreement between Greece and Northern Macedonia, concluded by the SYRIZA
government, which was strongly supported by the US (Dokos et al., 2018).

The strategic investments that the US needs to monitor on the political-diplomatic and
economic levels come from its main rival, China. Relations between Greece and China have
grown exponentially over the past decade, as Greece was one of the first EU member state to
join the “One Belt One Road” initiative, known also as the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI).
There are already strong complaints from the US side, which assumes that China is using
Greece as a beachhead to infiltrate Europe. It is said by some that Greece is acting beyond EU
guidance to establish its financial relationship with China, but other sources disagree. This
perspective views Greece as attempting, in the name of the EU, to promote its economic

development through China (Karakatsanis et al., 2018).

China is becoming increasingly more visible in Greece, primarily through specific large-scale
strategic moves in the country (Minghao, 2016). China’s expectation to enlarge its footprint in
Europe through Greece remains a challenge, because there persist long-standing misgivings on

the part of the European Union and the US —perhaps now more strongly on the American side
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— towards Chinese investments which, in recent years, have brought to Greece total funds
amounting to 6-7 billion euros. So far, Chinese investors have targeted transportation
infrastructure, energy and telecommunications; the ambitious Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) is

the common denominator of all these sectors (Kouskouvelis, 2019).

China’s most emblematic project in Greece is the investment implemented by COSCO in the
Port of Piraeus in two stages, in 2008 and in 2016 (Heraclides and Cakmak, 2019). It is
becoming commonly accepted worldwide that Piraeus is one of the fastest growing seaports in
Europe and the world. The second largest Chinese investment in Greece is the sale of 24% of
Greece’s Independent Power Transmission Operator (ADMIE) to China State Grid. A growing
number of Chinese companies are also engaged in the renewable energy and telecommunication
sectors (Chang & Pieke, 2018).

At the same time, tourism and real estate in Greece are becoming increasingly more attractive
to Chinese citizens (Tonchev & Davarinou, 2017). The Greek government aims to attract half
a million Chinese tourists by 2021; very important in this respect is the direct flight route
already linking Athens to Beijing, and the new direct flight route from Athens to Shanghai,
commencing in the summer of 2020. Chinese presence is also strong in the real estate market,
where hundreds of Chinese citizens have already made use of the Golden Visa program through
which, at the end of September 2019, they had already obtained 65% of all resident permits

issued against minimum property investments of 250,000 euros (Kouskouvelis, 2019).

Furthermore, the Greek government is exploring the option of becoming more actively involved
in the “17+1” collaboration platform between China and the countries of Central and Eastern
Europe, which is a supplementary action to the Belt and Road Initiative (Zhang & Pu, 2019).
In this way, Greece feels content, as the vision of peaceful and creative coexistence between

East and West is beginning to materialize (Christofis, 2019).

At the political level, China is attempting (through the BRI) to reduce its dependence on the
World Bank, replace the American dollar with the Chinese yuan (renminbi) in trade, and finally
to upgrade its geopolitical role in the global system. This attempt by China to enter Europe
through successive investments in European and other countries has been called a new “Chinese

Marshall Plan”, given the significant impact that it has on the recipient countries (Tiezzi, 2014).

In reality, this ambitious plan serves the purpose of upsetting the current balance of power and
elevating China to the status of dominant power in the global system (ECONOMY 2018), in
the terms of a Thucydides trap. Similar to the case of Athens and Sparta in the Peloponnesian
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War, as described in Thucydides’ history, so in the case of China and the US, the former is
strengthening its position while the latter is negatively impacted, with a strong element of fear
(Allison, 2017). Beijing, by promoting the profile of a “dissenter” in the global environment,
wishes to create a new style of international relations and, consequently, a new Chinese world
order (Zeng, 2017).

China has a comprehensive strategy regarding its growing economic presence on a global scale,
including in Greece; it is seeking to become a global leader, shifting the balance of power and
causing tectonic upsets and upheavals in the global capitalist system that has been dominated
by the West for the past two centuries (McCourt, 2020; Parker and Chefitz, 2018). In regard to
the means to achieve these aims, and under the umbrella of China’s “national branding”
(Bhoothalingam, 2016), there emerges the “debt trap”. The definition of a “debt trap” is the use
of economic instruments to satisfy geostrategic interests. Debt-trap diplomacy renders indebted
countries vulnerable to Chinese politico-economic influence. Indeed, transportation
infrastructure, such as stations and ports, has dual uses — both civilian and military (Parker and
Chefitz, 2018).

Given the huge needs of the Greek economy, Chinese investments are necessary and welcome,
but ideally they should be attracted, assessed, and implemented after a series of questions have
received satisfactory answers. Chinese-Greek relations shall surely grow in the coming years
and we hope that this will happen in a way that will allow Athens to strike a delicate balance
between Beijing’s priorities and Greece’s basic interests, in the spirit of true “profitable

cooperation” (Yoder, 2019).
Gaps in Existing Literature

It appears that, in regard to Greece-US relations and the two countries’ foreign policy, there is
a significant gap in the literature, which shows up especially in literature research focused on
the post-Cold War era. Intersecting interests of the United States and China in the Eastern
Mediterranean as well as the specific role of Greece in this equation is also an area that has not
yet been deeply explored.
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Research Subject

The research subject covers the geopolitical rivalries in the Eastern Mediterranean, the role of

different actors involved and the implications for Greece.
Research Topic

The particular research topic focuses on the interplay and competition between the US and
China in the Eastern Mediterranean and the foreign policy role of Greece in this strategic

power game.
Research Goals

This thesis attempts to examine the projections of US and Chinese interests in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the regional role of Greece, an EU member state, as a bridge between them.

Projections of the interests of other actors are also examined.
Assumptions/ Hypotheses

1. Greece has strategic, economic, diplomatic and military relations with the United States
that are of paramount importance.

2. Greece has developed economic relations with the People’s Republic of China, which

might be beneficial, but might also bring Greece at odds with the US.

3. Greece “imagines” itself that it can function as a bridge and communication channel
between the US and China in the region of the Eastern Mediterranean and Eastern

Europe in general.
Research Method

Research methods include critical geopolitical analysis, comparative foreign policy analysis,
profiling of external and regional actors, designing a research model to deconstruct major
stakeholders’ interests and objectives in the Eastern Mediterranean. Empirical evidence is
brought from a critical literature review, comparative discourse analysis and structured
interviews with a questionnaire with selected representatives of the policy-makers’ and business

community as well as NGOs and academic sector.
Research Questions and Objectives

This thesis aims to answer the following questions:
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1) To what extent can the American factor assist Greece (militarily, economically,
politically) as an EU member state, and what is its relations to China in regard to

Greece’s geopolitical future?

2) How is the growing Chinese economic presence in Greece viewed by the EU
institutions, the member states, and the United States?

3) To what extent do Chinese investments affect the relations between the US and China,

as well as the options of Greek foreign policy?
Limitations

The dissertation covers the period after the Cold War until 2020s with limited reminiscence of
the historical context of the 20" century in order to position and explain certain foreign policy

choices and decisions.
Structure of the dissertation

The first chapter provides an overview of the general context of the East Mediterranean politics
with a special emphasis on perceptions and geopolitical relevance of the region. Major players
and stakeholders are considered, as well as the intersections of their interests and interplays.
The second chapter critically reviews the competing interests of the US and China in the Eastern
Mediterranean and the implications this competition has for Greece. Different policy options
for Greece are assessed. The third chapter includes the empirical study based on structured
interviews with policy-makers, business people, NGOs and academia. Replies from
respondents give an in-depth view of how Greek foreign policy orientation and course is
perceived with regard to strategic objectives of the US and China, primarily. Conducting and

analyzing this survey is one of the core contributions of the dissertation work.

Chapter 1

THE CONTEXT OF EAST MEDITERRANEAN POLITICS:
PERCEPTIONS AND GEOPOLITICAL RELEVANCE OF THE EASTERN
MEDITERRANEAN

Throughout the last decade there have been substantial geopolitical shifts in the Middle East
and Eastern Mediterranean as a whole. The Middle East and the Eastern Mediterranean's
respective developments have become increasingly significant. Their influence has spread well
beyond their boundaries, particularly to Europe. The security environment in the Eastern
Mediterranean is currently shaped by at least four interconnected dynamics: 1) energy
discoveries, 2) geopolitical rivalries and new (im)balances of power, 3) new (human) security

imperatives, and 4) growing interest from outside powers in the region (Tziarras, 2019).

The Mediterranean basin is a regional system where conflicts over the reorganization of power
structures within that system are under way. A new "Great Game" - an intense and complex
competition over the nexus of trans-Mediterranean trade routes, energy transit routes, and
industrial manufacturing value chains that connect Europe and the Middle East and North
Africa (MENA) region - is now intertwined with the Eastern Mediterranean conflicts and the
reordering of Mediterranean power dynamics (Tanchum, 2022).

The Eastern Mediterranean is a heterogeneous and complex geopolitical space. Located at the
intersection of North-South and East-West geopolitical axes, it is a strategic region with
significant natural gas deposits and serves as a seaport for the Middle East. The Suez Canal
facilitates trade between Europe and Asia, while the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan Pipeline transports
energy from the Caspian basin, including oil from Central Asia and the South Caucasus, and its

offshore energy reserves.

International and regional powers are paying increasing attention to this region and are pushing
to impose their geographical and political agendas. Recent discoveries of hydrocarbon deposits
have added new dimensions to the geopolitical equation of the region and reignited maritime
disputes. At first glance, these disputes appear to have to do with overlapping or unbounded
Exclusive Economic Zones (EEZs) where offshore energy resources and transport routes exist
or are currently being explored. However, it is misleading to simply attribute the disputes in the

Eastern Mediterranean to objective reasons identifiable variables (such as EEZs, gas quantities,
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and commercial values) in isolation from the contingencies of the local, regional, and

international geopolitical landscape (Badarin and Schumacher, 2022)

The balance of power in the Eastern Mediterranean has always been a particularly interesting
topic because of the different interests there. The Cyprus question and rivalry between Greece
and Turkey for supremacy in the Aegean Sea and the Eastern Mediterranean are two major

issues determining the geopolitical dynamics in the region.

1.1. THE CYPRUS ISSUE AND THE CLASHING INTERESTS OF GREECE AND
TURKEY

The Turkish-Greek dispute in the Aegean Sea is based on five decades of difficult relations.
The main cause of the current hostility between the two parties is the situation in Cyprus. In
1974, Turkey invaded and maintained a military presence in the northern part of the island,
forming the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus. Tensions increased in the 1980s due to
Athens' resentment of Ankara's endorsement of Turkish Cypriot independence and Turkey's

view of Greece hindering its EU membership (International Crisis Group, 2021).

The Greek-Turkish maritime dispute is another complex web of related issues, involving
disputes over Turkey's maritime borders with Greek islands off its Aegean and southern shores.
These disputes were further escalated as a result of the gas discoveries in the Mediterranean
seabed by lIsrael, Cyprus, and Egypt. Greece and Turkey have different interests, motivations,

rationale that underlies their policy (Ibid.).
1.1.1. The Turkish Perspective

Erdogan's political development has been influenced by the state of Cyprus, which has a
significant impact on Turkey's attitude towards the Eastern Mediterranean. After the 1974
invasion, Turkey recognized the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus' independence.
However, between 2003 and 2014, Erdogan backed a solution proposal by UN Secretary-
General Kofi Annan to reunite the island at UN-led talks. In 2003, the EU offered Nicosia a
road to membership, with some in the institution speculating that this might convince Turkish
Cypriots to agree to reunification. In a referendum, Turkish Cypriots chose to support the Annan
Plan. However, the settlement strategy fell short, with Greek Cypriots rejecting the Annan Plan

in their own referendum.

At the same time, Turkey and Greece are grappling with maritime issues in the Eastern

Mediterranean, with the conflict over Cyprus fueling the tensions. Turkey refuses to recognize
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Cyprus and to discuss delimitation agreements or resource exploitation without sharing profits
with the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus. Turkish officials first expressed concerns about
Turkish Cypriot rights when Cyprus signed its first maritime delimitation agreement with Egypt
in 2003. After joining the EU, the Republic of Cyprus signed new delimitation agreements with

Lebanon in 2007 and Israel in 2010. All of this became a source of contention with Ankara.

Turkey's President Erdogan criticized the EU's approach to Turkey, claiming that Brussels
favors the positions of Nicosia and Athens, and that maritime delimitation is not an EU

competence.

Recent gas discoveries in the Eastern Mediterranean have further exacerbated tensions in the
relations between Greece and Turkey. Ankara is increasingly concerned about a hostile axis
attempting to limit Turkish influence in the Middle East and North Africa, including the UAE,
Egypt, and Saudi Arabia. Ankara is monitoring the convergence of the interests of these actors
with Greece, the Republic of Cyprus, and Israel. Plans by these countries to build a 1,900-
kilometer pipeline from the Eastern Mediterranean to Europe, bypassing Turkey, as well as the
establishment of the East Mediterranean Gas Forum (including Cyprus, Egypt, Israel, and
Greece) confirmed these concerns (ICG, 2021).

In November 2019, Ankara and Tripoli signed a security cooperation agreement and maritime

agreement, extending Turkey's Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) beyond Greek islands like
Crete and Rhodes. The Memorandum of Understanding aims to postpone the construction of
the Eastern Mediterranean natural gas pipeline. Some Turkish officials presented the maritime
agreement with Libya as part of a new concept of national defense in which the Turkish
"homeland™ (vatan) includes not only land but also sea, or the "blue homeland” (mavi vatan).
The concept, developed within the Turkish Navy, seems to guide Turkey’s policy in the
Mediterranean (Ibid.).

Recently, Erdogan demonstrates a will to "turn a new page” in Turkey’s relations with the
countries from the region. Turkey and Israel reportedly aim at normalizing relations, despite
significant differences. Turkey believes that Israel's hydrocarbon resources can be most
efficiently traded through Turkey, and Israel's energy minister expressed interest in Turkey's
participation in the East Mediterranean Gas Forum. Ankara enhances its relations with Saudi
Arabia and the European Union, focusing on retaining European direct investment, attracting

European tourists, and upgrading its customs union with the EU. The main opposition parties

blame the AK Party for Turkey's strained relations with the US, EU, Egypt, and Israel, but urge
the government to stand firm in talks with Greece.

1.1.2. The Greek Perspective

Against the background of the rising tensions in the Eastern Mediterranean, Greece has
increased its defense spending by 43% in 2020 and has also increased its diplomatic outreach.
Athens has forged new ties with Egypt, Israel, Saudi Arabia, and the United Arab Emirates,
which allowed Greece to "come back™ in the Mediterranean. In 2020, Greece signed a maritime
zone delimitation agreement with Egypt and Italy, causing further tensions in the Aegean Sea

and eastern Mediterranean (Gorvett, 2021; Voskopoulos, 2017).

The EU and the United States were concerned about further confrontation and potential
destabilization of the Eastern Mediterranean that could spill over the West, in general.
Washington was particularly concerned about the implications of this dispute for NATO
alliance and regional stability. In this context, the US has gradually shifted its strategic focus
from Ankara to Athens due to tensions over Turkey's purchase of Russian S-400 missiles.
Despite Turkey being an important NATO ally and host to US bases, Washington signed a
defense treaty with Athens in 2019. Moreover, Washington views Greece as a key player in
promoting regional energy cooperation, particularly through the East Mediterranean Gas

Forum.

Greek politicians have long viewed their dispute with Turkey as linked to Greek Cypriot issues.
However, since Cyprus's EU accession in 2004, this stance has weakened, and a more pragmatic
approach has been adopted, partly due to a younger electorate concerned about other issues,
and a shift in Greek politics. Mitsotakis' government demonstrates a will to decouple its
problems with Ankara as much as possible from those with Nicosia, fearing that the latter will

act as a spoiler in de-escalation efforts (ICG, 2021).

The meeting between Mitsotakis and Erdogan held in 2022 is a positive development in the
bilateral relations but it has not changed the situation (Drosopulos, 2023). Besides the
conflicting interests in the Eastern Mediterranean, both countries share different positions on
some of the most sensitive issues in the international agenda: the Russia-Ukraine war, refugee

crisis, energy-related disputes in the Eastern Mediterranean, among others.
1.2.THE ENERGY CONUNDRUM IN THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN
1.2.1. Energy and Geopolitics in the Eastern Mediterranean
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New discoveries of natural gas added another conflicting element to the region's already-
existing tensions and internal geopolitical rivalries. Energy issues play an important role in the
contrasting geopolitical ambitions of Greece and Turkey. They view energy as a strategic
advantage that boosts their ability to influence politics. Both countries are keen to improve their
status as international energy hubs and see energy as a source to strengthen their geopolitical
influence in the region and vis-a-vis the EU. As a result, energy, which is typically thought of
as a low-politics issue, became involved in high politics.

In 2021, regional actors began to realign their foreign and security policies and it is increasingly
unclear, also in light of Russia's war against Ukraine, what future alliances and partnerships in
the region might look like.

1.2.2. Eastern Mediterranean Gas Discoveries

In the Eastern Mediterranean, gas discoveries and projects have transformed the region into a
crucial strategic hub where broader geopolitical fault lines, involving the EU and the MENA
region, meet. They have fueled disputes over maritime boundaries, and the countries concerned
have then resorted to bilateral agreements to protect their rights in the Mediterranean. These
agreements led to overlapping maritime borders and EEZs, which further exacerbated
diplomatic and military tensions. Both the EastMed project and the EMGF have geopolitical
implications and their political rationale invokes the same exclusionary patterns that underlie
the geopolitical landscape in the region. Most of these involve the exclusion of Eastern
Mediterranean states such as Lebanon, Syria and Turkey and the inclusion of states outside the
Eastern Mediterranean such as France, Italy and even the United Arab Emirates until the

application was blocked by the Palestinian Authority in March 2021.
1.3. EXTERNAL PLAYERS IN THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN POWER GAME

The geopolitical landscape in the Eastern Mediterrenean is complex due to the numerous actors
and interests involved. The decentralized international order, characterized by a diminished US
presence, Russia's resurgence, and China's rise, has changed rivalry in international politics.
The US, Russia, and China have shifted their focus from the Middle East to East Asia and post-
Soviet states, as seen in Russia's attack on Ukraine in February 2022. The Middle East, a region
crucial to the Western world's global dominance, has seen China and Russia expand their
regional engagement, often using crises as opportunities to oppose or create friction with the
US (Litsas, 2019: 180).
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1.3.1. China: the new actor in the Eastern Mediterranean

As part of its ambitious Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), China has recently demonstrated a
considerable interest in the Eastern Mediterranean and a rising influence over politics, the

economics, and the military in the region.

PRC's demonstrates an enhanced economic involvement with the countries in the region. On
the one hand, China's influence over the global logistics system is increased by the acquisition
of port facilities in the Mediterranean and its surroundings, providing Beijing a competitive
advantage over its rivals. On the other hand, Chinese activity is increasingly viewed as a means
of establishing a network of abroad stations that the PLA Navy may employ in times of
necessity. The control of trade infrastructure in the Mediterranean can also help China project
its might (Talbot, 2021).

Russian and Chinese naval troops carried out their first coordinated drills in the Mediterranean

in May 2015, as part of a long-term program encompassing many operating zones.
1.3.2. Russia’s Interests in the Eastern Mediterranean

Moscow's position in the Eastern Mediterranean have shifted dramatically since the start of the
Russian military action in Syria in 2015. Russia has established a strong military presence in
Syria, including the Hmeimim air base and the Tartus navy station, which allows Moscow to
project considerable quantities of hard force throughout the Eastern Mediterranean area
(Alekseenkova, 2020).

Moscow's role has also progressively increased in Libya since 2017, peaking in September 2019
when Russian PMC personnel were dispatched to support Haftar's forces during operations

along the Tripoli front.

Moscow is now finding it increasingly difficult to maintain its usually good ties with all regional
players while avoiding active involvement in their conflicts. The maritime boundary agreement
between Turkey and Libya, along with Ankara's military operation in Libya, has created a new
geopolitical reality in the Eastern Mediterranean, sparking a new escalation between Turkey
and Greece. This new reality presents Russia with significant challenges. If Moscow publicly
supports Turkey's policy, it would soon exacerbate Russia's already poor relations with Greece,
as well as relations with the rest of the EU. In this situation, Russia is aiming to position itself

"equidistant™ from both sides by defending international law, maritime law (i.e., the 1982 UN
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Convention on the Law of the Sea), and UN resolutions. The same goes for Moscow's stance

on Greece's decision to expand its exclusive economic zone (Alekseenkova, 2020).

In addition to Cyprus' historical economic importance to Russia, current American aspirations
to enhance military presence in Greece and Cyprus concern Russian decision-makers. So,
Moscow continues to invest on its diplomatic relations with Greece and Cyprus.

Turkey's rise as an energy center, especially for the transfer of Russian gas, strengthened its

dependency on Moscow, intensified by the purchase of Russian military weaponry.

The escalation in the Eastern Mediterranean has worsened Russia's geopolitical and economic
condition. Geopolitically, Moscow is best served by remaining neutral in debates over maritime
limits in the Eastern Mediterranean, but this is becoming more difficult. Moscow's capacity to
strengthen its position in the Eastern Mediterranean in the near future is likely to be hampered
by a number of overlapping regional cleavages, as well as the engagement of non-regional

groups which consider Russia as an enemy (lbid.).
1.3.3. NATO Perspective to the Eastern Mediterranean Geopolitics

One of NATOQO's primary concerns is the rising military coordination between the West's
strategic adversary, Russia, and its systemic foe, China, as a result of the simultaneous
expansion of Russian and Chinese influence across the world. Despite the lack of a formal
military alliance, a de facto coalition against the West has already been formed based on

common interests.

NATO's mission in southern and eastern Europe, notably in the Greater Middle East and North
Africa area, has grown more focused on crisis management through integrated civil-military
missions. This is true even while NATO's goal is to be prepared to deter, avert, and, if necessary,
fight and win a regional war with a near peer state actor that retains its nuclear superpower

status.

Since the Cold War's end, Turkey has served as an essential hub and bridge in NATO's attempts
to stabilize Europe's southern frontiers. In terms of deterrence and collective defense in the case
of a future regional crisis or confrontation with Russia, Turkey remains one of the most
important contributors to NATO deployments from the Baltic to the Mediterranean and the
Black Sea (Isik, 2022.). Turkey under Erdogan, however, is viewed as both a solution and a
source of the problem. It is unclear how Turkey continues to adhere to the Western values and
ideas that NATO and the EU embrace (Zum Felde, 2020; Al Jazeera, 2020).
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Within the extent of its obligations, NATO can provide de-escalation mechanisms for maritime
border issues between Turkey and Greece. Naturally, NATO has an interest in the success of
these projects. The worst-case scenario for the Alliance would be two allies engaging in military
conflict rather than negotiating a reasonable conclusion that would satisfy all sides. A military

clash between NATO members would only benefit the Alliance’s geopolitical opponents.
1.3.4. The EU Perspective to the Eastern Mediterranean Politics

The Eastern Mediterranean stands out as an important testing ground for EU capacities to act
as a global actor. The vacuum created by the United States' relative withdrawal has been filled
by more proactive actions on the part of other parties, including European nations, Turkey,
Israel, Egypt, Russia, and even Arab Gulf states like the United Arab Emirates and Qatar. This
has transformed the Eastern Mediterranean, and potentially the entire Mediterranean, into a
major geopolitical hotspot with rival claims to regional and global domination.
Internationalization poses a direct danger to Europe. Old and new battle lines are being used to
resurrect nationalism in the Mediterranean, which was formerly regarded to be an isolated zone

with transatlantic partners providing relative stability.

To preserve peace and deterrence in the Eastern Mediterranean, which serves as a critical link
between Europe's eastern and southern neighbors, Europe has to adequately address three
interconnected conflicts involved in the security complex in the Eastern Mediterranean. The
long-running Turkish-Greek dispute over maritime demarcation lines is at the center of it,
followed by the dispute over the partitioned island of Cyprus and, lastly, the war in Libya
(Dessi, 2021).

The prospect of offshore natural gas production added a new layer to the regional security
system. It exacerbated the latent Greek-Turkish rivalry over maritime limits and sovereign
rights over offshore resources. As far as exploration activities and discoveries extended beyond
Greek, Cypriot, and Israeli waters to include Egyptian, Lebanese, Syrian, and Palestinian
maritime zones, natural gas discoveries provided a link between a number of Middle Eastern

conflicts and the security situation in the Eastern Mediterranean.

At the same time, it reinvigorated European interest in the region while providing a chance for
the EU to lessen its dependency on Russian gas imports. Hence, the project for East Med
pipeline, as well as the recently created Eastern Mediterranean Gas Forum (EMGF), have had
considerable EU support, particularly in the form of financial assistance from EU institutions

and political support from Italy and subsequently France.
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Lack of cohesion within the European Union, however, affects the EU policy towards the
Eastern Mediterranean. When it comes to dealing with the growing instability in the Eastern
Mediterranean, the European Commission and Germany has been working on a softer,
intermediate strategy based on discussion and de-confliction across conflict lines in the Eastern
Mediterranean. This approach aims to address the three main conflicts separately while building
on the momentum of advancements in one domain. However, this approach is becoming
increasingly difficult as Turkey participates in militarized provocations without dialogue,
making it increasingly difficult for Europe to maintain this softer stance (Leigh, 2020; Dessi,
2021).

France has positioned itself as Turkey's antagonist in all Eastern Mediterranean battles, in
contrast to Berlin's soft diplomacy and generally neutral approach. France has helped eastern
Libyan troops battling the GNA in Tripoli, which is supported by Turkey, the UAE, Egypt, and
Russia. France has also frequently supported Greece and Cyprus in the Eastern Mediterranean,
deploying significant military forces to Nicosia and Athens and participating in subsequent
naval maneuvers with these countries, all while condemning Turkish operations as illegal and
in violation of international law. Italy and Spain, at the same time, are more likely to take a
nuanced view of Turkey's activities in the region (Dessi, 2021; Kabis-Kechrid, 2021).

The European Union (EU) is grappling with the complex security situation in the Eastern
Mediterranean, a region that has been neglected for years. The EU must reassess its role and
ambition in managing these conflicts while defending its interests, values, and internal
cohesion. The effectiveness of this strategy will determine the EU's international role and
ambition, putting the European Commission's desire to make the EU a "geopolitical actor” on
the global stage to test (Dessi, 2021).

1.3.5. Impact of Russia’s Invasion in Ukraine

The relations between Mediterranean countries and external powers have changed as a result of
Russia's invasion of Ukraine. Fundamentally, ties with Russia have been tested. Greece and
Cyprus have joined the Western-imposed sanctions. Most of the countries are considering

methods to reduce their dependency on Russian energy sources.

The EU's energy strategy is undergoing a significant shift following the Russian invasion of
Ukraine, as well. The need for energy has increased, and the EU is considering the transfer of
LNG from the Mediterranean as a viable alternative. The EU is increasing port infrastructure

and transport capabilities to increase access to these energy sources. However, as events unfold,
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earlier calculations may be rendered useless, giving Mediterranean gas a fresh lease of life and

making access more competitive (Axt, 2022).

Turkey's self-assurance is increasing. It picked Russian missile technology over US technology
and reduced its reliance on the US. It also has aspired to function as a mediator between Russia
and Ukraine (Malsin, 2022). .

The Bosphorus and Dardanelles Straits were blocked to naval ships as a first line of defense
against Russia. However, this was primarily a symbolic measure considering that Russian
vessels were already stationed there. To preserve its own interests, Ankara opted not to engage

in the Western economic sanctions against Russia.
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Chapter 2
US-CHINA COMPETING INTERESTS IN THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN

2.1. GREECE AS A CORNERSTONE IN CHINA’S EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN
POLICY

2.1.1. China’s Power and Regional Actorness. A Political Economy Perspective

International relations focus on power, competition, control, and the rise and fall of great
powers. Regional powers are economic forces in a given area that exercise influence and
possess the capacity for regional and global action. Regional powers emerge when a great
hegemonic power loses significant economic and military influence in a specific region for an
extended period. These powers may have specific goals and strategies, depending on the state's
determination to use funds. Each regional power may have specific means of pursuing these
goals, highlighting the importance of maintaining military influence in a specific region
(Shifrinson, 2020).

China, along with India, Brazil, South Africa, and Russia, is a significant regional power and a
challenge to the global system. Its rapid economic growth and development allowed it to gain
a strong presence as one of the two largest economies in the world. This has led to an active
foreign policy and growing military capacity to establish itself as a regional hegemon in the
East Asia-Pacific subsystem (Chen, 2020).

China has not attempted to overthrow the existing international regime or confront the US, but
rather strengthens its participation and contribution to international and regional organizations,
implementing the strategy of the "great powers of the second level” through diplomatic
coalitions and coordination processes to limit the USA's influence. China maintains traditional
cooperation and multilateralism institutions but introduces complementary ones like the Belt
and Road Initiative (BRI) and the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AlIB). The BRI has
cross-regional implications, suggesting China seeks global influence and uses regional

initiatives to consolidate and project its power.
2.1.2. China's Strategic Vision

China's grand strategy consists of four successive strategies from 1949 to the present. These

four successive strategies are: "revolution,” "recovery,” "building national power," and
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"rejuvenation.” The first two strategies focused on national goals in China's immediate
periphery, while the next two set cross-regional and international goals (Nathan and Scobell,
2015).

China's grand strategy aims to provide a modern economy and create a "moderately prosperous
society" for its 1.4 billion citizens, while maintaining the Chinese Communist Party's power
(Hasanetal, 2017). This approach aims to achieve these goals while maintaining national
sovereignty and territorial integrity. China's Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) has a central place
in China’s grand strategy. The Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) aims to connect China with over
75% of Asia and almost half of the world's countries. China invested around $770 billion in
138 countries between 2013-2020, focusing on energy security and infrastructure development.

The "Made in China 2025" initiative, launched in 2015, aims to boost Chinese industries'
competitiveness, promote Chinese brands, and reduce dependence on foreign technologies. The
plan aims to turn China into a global manufacturing power by 2049, with a goal of achieving
40% domestic core components and basic materials by 2020 and 70% by 2025. China also aims
to become the world's leading producer of telecommunications, railway, and electrical
equipment by 2025, and in robotics, high-end automation, and new energy vehicles.

2.1.3. China’s Outreach in Europe and the Eastern Mediterranean

China aims to increase its influence in Southeast Europe and the Eastern Mediterranean by
developing strategic relations with Greece without challenging other regional powers. Greece
is an excellent case study for measuring China's economic and political influence in the Eastern
Mediterranean through the BRI and analyzing the impact of China's emergence as a major
player in the region on the EU's and US positions.

China-Greece ties have seen a remarkable improvement in the mid-2000s, driven by structural
and agential variables. The relationship has been primarily economic, with Greek shipowners
and China's largest state-owned maritime corporation, COSCO, playing a significant role.
China put an emphasize on expanding and modernizing the Greek port of Piraeus in the Eastern
Mediterranean, a crucial element of the 21st Century Maritime Silk Road (BRI). This project is
part of China's long-term strategy to augment its geoeconomic power and influence by

acquiring strategic assets abroad.

The portrayal of Greece as China's 'Trojan Horse' to the European Union (EU), however, is a

cliche, highlighting Beijing's ability to convert its economic might into political influence on
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weak EU states. Reality is more complex than this assumption implies, as it deprives tiny states
of all agency and ignores the multitude of players and processes that shape China-Greece ties
in particular (Stroikos, 2023).

2.1.4. A Developing Partnership: 2006-2016
The Road to the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership

China and Greece have historically had limited diplomatic ties since 1972. However, since the
early 2000s, Sino-Greek relations have significantly improved. The relationship can be divided

into three chronological periods, reflecting China's growing influence in Europe and globally.

The first phase began in 2006 when the two countries established a Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership. The Greek government pledged support for lifting the EU arms embargo on China,
recognizing the Asian country as a full market economy and adhering to the 'One China’ policy.
The Chinese government emphasized support for the Cyprus issue within the UN framework.
Cooperation in tourism, culture, education, and person-to-person interactions was also
emphasized (Stroikos, 2023).

The 2008 Olympics in Beijing, following the 2004 Athens Olympics, provided a unique
opportunity to strengthen cultural ties and advance cooperation in technical assistance and
know-how. The Joint Committee on Cooperation for the Olympic Games was formed in 2005,
along with additional agreements, to further strengthen the relationship between China and

Greece.

The Greek government's decision to seek closer ties with China is influenced by business
interests in the shipping industry. Greece remains one of the top five ship-owning economies
globally and one of the top five countries in terms of fleet commercial value. COSCO, a leading
Chinese shipping company, pushed for the Piraeus port deal due to its strategic location and
commercial value as an ideal transshipment hub in the Mediterranean. COSCQ's plans aligned
with China's 'Going Out' strategy, encouraging state-owned enterprises (SOES) to invest
overseas. At that time, Greece's goal was to enhance its role as China's gateway to Central and
South-eastern Europe, potentially assembling Chinese products in Greek-owned plants before
channeling them into Europe (Stroikos, 2023).

The economic crisis and investment opportunities in Greece

The 2008 global financial crisis led to long-term political and economic distortions in the

peripheral countries of the Eurozone, including Greece. Greece faced structural issues, capitalist
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development model problems, and immaturity of political institutions, which led to a
suffocating environment with high public deficits, excessive public spending, increasing
external debt, lack of exports, and problematic labor market functioning. The Greek economy
collapse affected investments, leading to a significant decrease of 13.9 percentage points of

GDP and a €270 billion investment gap.

The Greek Crisis led to China's unexpected importance to the Greek economy, as Greece
needed fresh money that Europe could not invest in. The International Monetary Fund (IMF)
and EU lenders pushed Athens for privatisation, including strategic assets, attracting Beijing as
an important investor. This qualitative shift in the Chinese-Greece relationship occurred in the
mid-2000s.

In October 2010, China announced a five-billion-dollar shipping development fund to support
Greek shipowners in acquiring Chinese-made vessels during a two-day visit to Athens. China's
increased willingness to expand shipping and trade ties with Greece and holding Greek bonds

aimed to support euro zone countries and Greece in overcoming the crisis (Stroikos, 2023).

Greece's Syriza government has increased economic and political collaboration with China, as
evidenced by COSCO's purchase of 51% of OLP for 280.5 million euros with the Hellenic
Republic Asset Development Fund (HRADF). This move reflects Greece's growing interest in
China as a partner option to the EU, highlighting the country's developing economic and
political connections with China.

China, on the other hand, aimed to increase economic activity and make Piraeus port the largest
container transshipment port in the Mediterranean Sea. President Xi Jinping reaffirmed China's
commitment to the port, highlighting its role as a bridgehead for land-ocean transit and a pivot

for cooperation under the "Belt and Road" plan.
Chinese investments in Greece

Greece and China have strengthened their bilateral and regional relations in recent years, with
Greece being the second largest recipient of Chinese funds in the Balkans. China's largest
investment projects include infrastructure, energy, real estate, and telecommunications, with
loans to Greek shipping as the only diversification. The majority of these investments are
carried out through foreign direct investment (66%), followed by acquisitions (27%), and joint
ventures (6.86%), demonstrating China's commitment to economic, political, and cultural

cooperation. In 2009, COSCO Pacific received a concession from the Greek government for
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the operation of part of the Piraeus container terminal, involving Piers 1l and I1l. The deal was
valued at €4.3 billion, but due to a discount for investment obligations, the net present value
was lower. In 2016, COSCO entered into an agreement with TAIPED to acquire the majority
stake in the Piraeus Port Authority (67%), with a total consideration of EUR 1.5 billion. In
2018, COSCO SPL published a major investment plan of €550 million, aiming to establish
Piraeus Port as a global transport hub and one of the five largest ports in Europe.

China's strategy in Greece includes investments in the energy sector, renewable energy sources,
in particular. China's acquisition of 24% of the Independent Electricity Transmission Operator
(ITO) was the second most significant strategic-level Chinese investment in Greece. The State
Grid Corporation of China invested USD 350 million to acquire a minority stake in the
company, allowing ADMIE to participate in important future projects like the Asia
Interconnector and the "ARIADNI" program. This acquisition demonstrates China's
commitment to renewable energy sources and its potential to become a significant energy factor
in Greece and the wider region. Chinese companies contributed 880 of the total price of 1.220
million USD, covering wind, hydroelectric, and solar energy projects, as well as waste

management.

2.1.5. The Evolving Nature of China—Greece Relations: 2016-2019

The second phase, from 2016 to 2019, saw increased economic collaboration between the two
countries, with the assumption that China's economic might was translating into political

influence.

Greece, under the rule of the anti-Western SYRIZA and nationalist Independent Greeks, valued
Chinese economic and political support between 2015 and 2019. Generally, China was seen in
Athens as a viable alternative to the West (Tonchev & Petkova, 2022). This led to Greece
supporting China in disputes over the South China Sea and blocking an EU statement on human
rights in China and joining the Belt and Road Initiative. Greek Prime Minister Tsipras attended
the first BRI Forum in May 2017 and the Greek government expressed its willingness to join
the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB). In April 2019, Greece joined the 16+1
cooperation framework between China and Central and Eastern European Countries (CECC),

despite some members showing signs of disengagement due to strategic and economic reasons.

Greece and China have established a strong cultural and social relationship, with China

establishing the Athens Business Confucius Institute in 2009, the Confucius Institute at
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Aristotle University of Thessaloniki in 2018, and another institute at the University of Thessaly
in 2019. The China Cultural Center in Athens was inaugurated in 2016, and China Radio
International operates a Greek website (Stroikos, 2023) .

2.1.6. Current Issues and Challenges

The third phase of Sino-Greek relationship began in 2019, with the Tsipras government being
replaced by a centre-right government, which marked the end of unprecedented economic and
political Sino-Greek cooperation. The political situation in Greece has significantly shifted
since 2019, with the United States playing a significant role in shaping its relations with China

on both a regional and global level (Stroikos, 2023).

The conservative government, led by Mitsotakis, recognized the need for reliable partners in
dealing with regional conflicts and tensions. China, a security consumer, has no role in this
geopolitical quandary, as it is preoccupied with pursuing its economic objectives in the
Mediterranean region. The Greek government, pro-Western and pro-European, adheres to the
EU's position that China is a cooperation partner, negotiation partner, economic competitor,
and systemic rival. Athens tries to strike a balance between Western allies and China, but the
question of how long Greece can maintain an equilibrium between its Euro-Atlantic partners

and China is being raised.

China's policy towards Greece, unlike other European countries, is characterized by continuity
and the cultivation of good bilateral relations. The Chinese media continues to portray Sino-

Greek relations positively, without mentioning the troubled aspects of the relationship.

2.1.7. China’s Soft Power in Greece: Economy, Education, and Culture Employed for

Foreign Policy Goals

China's approach to Greece has been characterized by an amicable attitude, unlike the harsh
coercive diplomacy seen in other European countries. This is seen as a way to boost China's
economic and political influence. China aims to portray two main narratives in Greek society:
China's role as a superpower supporting peaceful international relations and rapid
socioeconomic growth, and its image as a loyal friend generously assisting Greece (Tonchev,
2021).

Greece is leveraging China's soft power through bilateral agreements, investments, cultural and
educational exchanges, and Confucius Institutes. China's economic strength and investment-

related successes are critical components of its soft power, providing opportunities for growth
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and a secondary impact in the Sino-Greek relationship. China's soft power activities are
customized to specific countries' national settings, fostering cultural affinity and promoting
Greece as a fellow "old civilization." (Tonchev, 2021; Greek Reporter, 2021).

While Beijing's growing economic weight has given it greater possibilities to wield political
power, its impact has been largely limited. With a relatively tiny media and social media
presence, Chinese actors have avoided openly aggressive diplomacy in favor of treading lightly.
Chinese pressure is generally seen only when Beijing responds to specific concerns that it

perceives as detrimental to China's national image and interests.
2.1.8. Greeks' Attitudes Toward China

Greeks generally have no unfavorable feelings towards China, but they are not enchanted by it.
Their views of China are shaped by four narratives: the belief that China remains a developing
country with low living standards, an authoritarian regime that doesn't respect citizens' rights,
a transactional attitude hoping China will support Greece against nexus, and a hazy idea of a
civilization as glorious as Greek, despite the average Greek citizen's limited knowledge of
Chinese history (Tonchev & Petkova, 2022).

Unlike other European countries, Greeks have a generally good attitude toward China, while
opinions vary among political leaders and the general public. According to recent polls,
however, Greek society has grown increasingly skeptical of Chinese interests in the country,
and public opinion has become ambiguous. The current Greek government's approach and
rhetoric toward China is pragmatically positive (though not as kind as Alexis Tsipras and his
government were), but the broader societal attitude is not as friendly as it has been in recent
years. The COVID-19 has accelerated this trend, despite Chinese medical aid through its "mask
diplomacy." As a result, China's key comparative advantage as a huge prospective source of
investment is gradually eroding, and while it remains an important economic partner, it is no

longer regarded as the sole one (Dams, Riihlig, & Tonchev, 2021)..

To summarize, unmet expectations, the COVID-19 outbreak, and geopolitical events in the
Mediterranean region all had a negative influence on Beijing's ability to successfully project

soft power and improve its image in Greece (Tonchev & Bentis, 2021).

2.1.9. Greece, China and the European Union. Economic and political ramifications and

dependencies
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China and the EU have been closely intertwined in recent years, with the EU being the leading
destination for Chinese exports and the second largest supplier of goods to China. China is
taking advantage of the EU's liberal framework to grow its influence, while at the same time
the member states themselves are competing to attract Chinese capital, thus undermining both

the Union's attitude towards China and the adoption of a regulation on Chinese investment.

The past decade has shown that the EU and China remain divided on core political values,
geopolitical interests, priorities and their perceptions of the world order, but they are

undoubtedly seeking to deepen and expand their already vast trade relationship (Maher, 2016).

Greece, as an active member of NATO and the Eurozone, with historical national interests and
ties with the countries of the Western world, is undoubtedly an integral part of the solid
European core and is committed to the common principles and values of the Union. Recently,
investments by Chinese state-owned and private enterprises tend to be seen as a potential risk
to national security and sovereignty. On the other hand, Beijing considers Greece's fortunate
location as a crucial hub for its Mediterranean agenda and China will probably continue to play

an ambitious game with Greece as part of its grand strategy.

Greece already faces the challenge of balancing economic and strategic imperatives in Greece's
relationship with China. The EU-China tensions and US-China competition are affecting
regional security, development, and global order. Athens' ability to navigate these challenges
depends on China and the EU's ability to navigate the broader ramifications of the US-China

great power competition.

2.2. THE US APPROACH TO THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN AND ITS
INTERFERING WITH CHINA’S STRATEGY

2.2.1. U.S. stakes in the Mediterranean and the role of Greece

US objectives in the Eastern Mediterranean remain uncertain despite vivid Washington's
interest in involvement. In the late 2000s, US engagement with the region declined due to
President Barack Obama's focus on Asia. The US withdrawal from the Middle East, accelerated
under Trump's presidency, has created a power vacuum in the Eastern Mediterranean. This

pattern largely continues under current president Joe Biden.

The US maintains a military presence in the Eastern Mediterranean, with 60,000 to 70,000
troops stationed under US Central Command (CENTCOM). The US maintains alliances with

regional heavyweights like Egypt, Greece, Turkey, and Israel, and opposes the involvement of
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other major nations. The US has sanctioned Turkey, threatened Egypt for arms purchases, and

warned Greece and Israel about port partnerships with China (Yegin, 2022).

The United States has traditionally been a mediator between Turkey and Greece, but this does
not mean a return to the old Cold War dynamic. During the Cold War, NATO prevented war
between the two allies but failed to address disputes. Turkey was given strategic priority due to
its value in containing the Soviet Union. However, Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan's
authoritarian backsliding, challenge to international treaties, and revisionist foreign policy

provoked a new approach in the US policy (Pagoulatos, Sokou, 2021).

The US has reduced collaboration with Turkey since 2013, boosting Greece's importance as a
US regional ally. Greece has a geostrategic importance for the United States, especially in the
context of an axis of instability stretching from Ukraine to Libya. Athens could help regional
peace by restraining Turkey and Russia, and serving as a buffer against Europe's immigration
issue. The US sought long-term regional collaboration with Greece to counter China and
Russia's influence in the Mediterranean and Western Balkans. Moreover, the United States has
viewed Greece as a strategic asset, aiming to contribute to Balkan and Eastern Mediterranean
stability and safeguard Israel's safety.

Athens could no longer see Russia as a counterbalance to Turkey, and Moscow saw Turkey as
a far larger prize than Greece in terms of undermining NATO from within. As a result, Athens
accelerated its efforts to strengthen military relations with Washington.

The renewal of the Mutual Defense Cooperation Agreement (MDCA) between the United
States and Greece under the Biden administration allows American forces to utilize the Souda
Naval Base, Larissa Air Base, Stefanovikio Army Aviation Base, the Port of Alexandroupolis,
and other agreed-upon locations. Furthermore, Alexandropoulos has functioned as an important
transit center for US military supplies destined for Ukraine and other Eastern European nations

in order to strengthen their troops against Russia (Tzogopoulos, 2020).
2.2.2. US Promotion of Regional Balance: Enhancing Peace and Security Cooperation

Washington aims to maintain US influence in the Eastern Mediterranean without incurring
significant security burdens and delegating local matters to regional authorities. This approach
includes strengthening security ties with Greece, investing in ports and military bases, and
encouraging Athens to bear more regional security responsibility. Washington prioritizes

Israel's security, aiming to increase interdependence among allies with energy resources.
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However, D. Trump and Joe Biden have divergent approaches, particularly towards Turkey,

which exacerbated tensions in the Eastern Mediterranean.

Trump focused on reducing US military presence in the Eastern Mediterranean. His approval
of Turkey's risky foreign policy moves, such as strategic partnerships with Russia and military
intervention in Syria, emboldened the Turkish president. At the same time, the US
administration, contrary to Trump's words, urged Greece and Israel to act as counterweights to
Turkey. This counterbalancing policy was supported by the U.S. Congress, which shares
constitutional authority with the president. This led to a contradictory US strategy in the
Mediterranean (Yegin, 2022).

The Joe Biden administration engages allies to compete with rising China and revitalize
transatlantic cooperation to counter Russia's destabilizing efforts in Europe and its near abroad.
Upon taking office, Biden eliminated the previous administration's contradictory policies
towards the Eastern Mediterranean. The new US president rebuilt relations with the EU and
increased coordination to foster Turkish democracy and regional stability. Turkey has initiated
a short-term detente with Egypt and Greece, aiming to reduce tensions in the region. This has
increased communication with Washington, as Turkey seeks a more balanced policy on Ukraine
and mediates between Russia and Ukraine. However, the longevity and resilience of these

improved regional dynamics remain uncertain (Pagoulatos, Sokou, 2021).

Greece, recovering from its debt crisis, has become a key US ally due to its strong democratic
credentials, commitment to NATO, and constructive engagement within the EU, multilateral
organizations, and regional alliances. Greece has promoted Euro-Atlantic institutions in the
Western Balkans and strengthened regional cooperation in the Eastern Mediterranean, making
it irreplaceable for progress on transatlantic cooperation.

2.2.3. The role of the United States in the energy game in the Eastern Mediterranean

The US sees the new gas discoveries in the Eastern Mediterranean as an opportunity to unite
allies and enhance lIsraeli security (Elbassoussy, 2018). The US appeals for the protection of
the Republic of Cyprus's freedom to explore energy resources while providing a fair share of
benefits for the entire island (CRS Insight 2018).

The US administration has been supporting the Greece-Israel-Cyprus coalition against Turkey,
backed the tripartite agreement between Greece, Cyprus, and Israel in 2018, and called Turkey's

drilling attempts unlawful in 2019. In 2019, Washington withdrew its 33-year arms embargo
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on Cyprus, aimed at reconciliation between Greek and Turkish Cypriots, following Trump's

shift in East Mediterranean policies (Reuters, 15 September 2020).
2.2.4. Geopolitical rivalries

The United States' dominance in the Eastern Mediterranean is no longer unrivaled, as Russia

and China have increased their involvement in the region.

Russia aims to reestablish its global power status in the Eastern Mediterranean by increasing its
involvement in the region. Russia has been involved in Syria since 2015, and has built links

with Eastern Mediterranean states through weapons supply and energy sector partnerships.

However, the Russian invasion of Ukraine has significantly impacted Russia's ability to extend
military, economic, and diplomatic influence in the Mediterranean. The Western response to
Russia's invasion and subsequent sanctions has damaged its position in the Mediterranean,

exacerbating Moscow's political and economic isolation (Springborg and Williams, 2021).

China's strategic initiatives in the Eastern Mediterranean have raised concerns about the United
States' long-term goals. China is courting six Middle Eastern states, including Israel, Egypt, and
Algeria, as strategic fulcrums for Chinese influence in military, economy, international politics,
and ideology (Marks 2020).

The US approach in the Eastern Mediterranean is to preserve the status quo while using as little
military force as possible. To that purpose, the United States has decreased its military presence
and duties in the area but has not completely departed. Washington has focused its limited
attention and resources in the region on issues critical to the regional power balance or with
global implications. Washington seeks to prevent strategic alliances between countries in the
region, on the one hand and Russia or China, on the other hand. The US uses carrot and stick
tactics to restrict or reverse Russian military sales to its allies, such as missile systems to Turkey
and planes to Egypt. The US also aims to prevent its allies from becoming economically
dependent on Beijing, paying special attention to Chinese high-tech and commercial port

development plans (Yegin, 2022).

The United States' partial departure from the region has drawn attention to the capabilities and
interests of other major powers. The European Union, a global power with a Mediterranean
coastline, has proven unable to preserve peace or restrain regional actors in the absence of US

leadership and coordination (Yegin, 2022).
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In this context, Greek foreign policy has undergone significant recalibration in recent years,
particularly in its relationship with Beijing and Washington. The shifting dynamics reflect

Greece's strategic positioning in the complex web of global geopolitics.

Greece's foreign policy is expected to be dominated by geopolitics in the coming years, with
the West playing a more prominent role in the country's vicinity. Mitsotakis government is
pursuing deepening defense cooperation with the US and mending fences with the EU, while

Greece aims to capitalize on its position in the Eastern Mediterranean and Southeast Europe.

The Greek government views China as a significant economic partner. While Chinese
investments have provided much-needed capital for infrastructure development and economic
growth, there are concerns regarding the implications of growing Chinese influence. Greece
must navigate these complexities to ensure that economic cooperation with China does not
compromise its long-term strategic interests or undermine its relationships with traditional
Western allies, especially with the United States. Moreover, Greece, as a NATO member,
maintains close security ties with the alliance and relies on its partnerships with Western nations

to address regional security challenges.

In essence, Greece is on course to reaffirm its allegiance to the West and return to its deep and
well-established ties with the US. Washington's growing influence in Greece has become
increasingly apparent, with initiatives such as the Eastern Mediterranean Security and Energy
Partnership Act (EastMed Act) signaling a closer strategic partnership between the two nations

and emphasizing Greece's role as a key partner in advancing US interests in the region.
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Chapter 3

STRATEGIC CHOICES AND FOREIGN POLICY ROLE OF GREECE IN THE
EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN POWER GAME

3.1. Expert interviews

The third chapter of the dissertation presents the findings from an empirical survey conducted
through a questionnaire for structured interviews with experts from the policy-making

community, business circles, academia, NGO and community service.

For the purposes of comparative political research, the interviews outlined major discourses of
policy stakeholders and their projections for the assessment of recent Greek foreign policy vis-
a-vis the Eastern Mediterranean. The empirical study aims to consider how Greek foreign policy
decision-makers' belief systems, based on geopolitical assumptions and geoeconomic needs,
can result in new foreign policy goals, viable alternatives, and a resilient discourse on Greece's

role in the Eastern Mediterranean (Tsardanidis, 2019).

Asked to assess Greece’s regional role in the Eastern Mediterranean on a scale “Independent —
Dependent”, the majority of the interviewees showed preference for the middle range, with very
little numbers for only “dependent role”. Yet, 8 out of 20 interviewees selected almost or mostly
the “dependent role”, which means that the self-reflection about Greek foreign policy

orientation among policy-makers and business circles is nearly split.

Greece's geopolitical significance is primarily based on its strategic value, situated in the heart
of the Eastern Mediterranean, Black Sea, and Adriatic seas. Its geophysical morphology serves
as a key reference point for Mediterranean security. Greece has been a strategic trading post
since World War 11, and the US considered it part of the Southeast Mediterranean defense
perimeter against Soviet expansionism. The country's numerous islands and limited waterways
make navigation difficult but easier to monitor, making it a key player in Mediterranean
security. At the same time, Mediterranean security is crucial for Greece's economic prosperity
and security due to its historical legacy and the significant shipping routes across the Eastern
Mediterranean and the Aegean Sea.

Bearing in mind these contextual features, it is none of a surprise that 80% of the respondents
in the interviews for the dissertation pointed the USA as the country on which Greece depends
most in terms of security, second comes France with 15% and third — Israel, with 5%. 60% of
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respondents assess Greece is increasingly dependent on its security partnership with the US

and only 15% sharing the opposite view. 25% remain hesitant.

Comparing responses about assessment of Greece’s regional role in the Eastern Mediterranean
and the countries on which Greece depends most in terms of security, interviewed
representatives of the government sector and the respondents from the private business sector
both show strongest preference for the US. Few respondents from all sectors mention France

and Israel.

Respondents give clear preference for a combination of external and regional partners, rather
than playing alone (5%) in the geopolitics of the Eastern Mediterranean, or relying only on

external partners like the EU (25%) and the US (10%), or only on regional partners (5%).

Assessing new joint Greek-US military facilities in Greece, 50% of interviewees consider it
important for increasing national security of Greece, 40% do not expect any change and 10%

say they are needless as the country has sufficient security guarantees as NATO member.

In terms of investment capital inflow and technology transfers and innovations, the
respondents gave clear preference (both representatives of the government and private

sector) for the EU with 75% and 50%, respectively. USA, China and Israel followed next.

Besides the recent disenchantment with Russia and the pro-western foreign policy shift, Greece
continues to favor Chinese investment interests, with 70% of the interviewees assessing them
as “Promising” and 10% as “Advantageous”. Only 20% are concerned about Chinese
investment influence. In general, Chinese activities in the Eastern Mediterranean are assessed
as more important than not. However, respondents remain divided about the benefits Greece
may have from increased Chinese activities in the Eastern Mediterranean. Half of them show
medium optimism, 30% are more positive about expected benefits, while 20% are not so
certain. The breakdown of responses show that private business sector holds more positive view

about Chinese investment interests in Greece.

The divergent opinions of China are also visible in the answers to the question about Greece’s
role in China’s Belt and Road Initiative. Half of the responses were positive but cautious about
possible dubious effects, accompanied by 25% who are conditionally positive and 10%
definitely positive, while only 15% express clear skepticism. A similar preference is seen in the

answers to the question about whether it is in the interest of Greece to fit in the Chinese Belt
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and Road Initiative. Most respondents say that Greece should be cautious about some dubious

effects or should be warned about some conditions related to Belt and Road Initiative.

The same split of opinions reflects how China’s interest in the Eastern Mediterranean may affect
regional balances. 40% expect such an effect, 30% perceive it as “’More likely than not” and
30% doubt this probability. Nearly the same ratio of responses is kept to the question how
China’s investment interests in Greece could impact the relations of Greece with partners like
the US and the EU. 45% foresee such an impact, 35% consider that probability conditioned on

other factors as well, and only 20% do not expect any impact.

Respondents perceive the necessity for Greece to be open and cooperative and attract more
partners to maintain positions. 85% are on the positive scale and 15% keep negative view. In
general, respondents in the dissertation interviews assess positively the potential of
partnership in regional formats that Greece initiates. Negative or skeptical answers are few.
Respondents also assess positively the potential of partnership between Greece and lIsrael,

which correlates with the current development of the relations between the two countries.

Regarding the tensions between Greece and Turkey, respondents have very mixed perceptions
and expectations. There is a slight predominance of those who believe that negotiations are still
possible, despite tense bilateral relations. Yet, there is one-third of respondents who tend to

expect an aggravated conflict.

Respondents in dissertation interviews perceive both the US and the EU as the most reliable
partners of Greece in case the conflict with Turkey would escalate (45%). 20% see the US as
the most reliable, and other 20% expect the trilateral US-EU-Israel format as the most
trustworthy. Greek respondents are skeptical in their assessments about the possibility for a
resolution of the Cyprus issue in the long run. About 90% are close to perceive this as

impossible.

A majority of the interviewees consider Russian military presence in the Eastern Mediterranean

as a game-changer of the geopolitical balance in the region.
3.2. Four Strategic Circles of Greek Foreign Policy

Greece's strategic location at the crossroads of three continents, along with escalating threats
from Turkey and significant new energy finds in the Eastern Mediterranean, is driving its
leaders to think more strategically. Greece has grown to see itself as a crucial geopolitical actor

at the intersection of four circles: the Balkans, the Black Sea, the Middle East, and North Africa.
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Each of these poses its own set of challenges for both Greece and the United States, while also

opening up new opportunities.

Greece has extensive historical and cultural ties to the Balkans, including serving as Athens'
physical bridge to the rest of the European Union (EU) and NATO, although the area has lately

experienced an increase in great power competition and conflict.

The importance of the Black Sea area to Greece originates mostly from the expanding role of
energy diplomacy in Greek foreign policy. The Trans-Adriatic Pipeline (TAP), connects Greece
to the Trans-Anatolian Pipeline (TANAP) at the Turkish border, bringing natural gas from the
Caspian basin over Greece and the Adriatic Sea to Italy. Other pipelines like the interconnector
between Greece to Bulgaria and Romania, reduce Moscow's energy clout in the latter two
nations. But Greece's interest in the Black Sea region is also driven by area the war in Ukraine

and rising tensions in this.

The Middle East and North Africa are sometimes lumped together, yet from Greece's
perspective, they form two distinct rings. The Middle East brings both danger and opportunity.
For years, the Syrian crisis has been the most pressing regional issue, with hundreds of
thousands of migrants attempting to arrive on Greek islands, and therefore EU territory, after
passing via Turkey. In North Africa, Greece and Italy try to manage the flow of irregular
migration from Libya and sub-Saharan Africa. Greece also looks with concern on Turkey's
growing efforts to become a diplomatic, economic, and military player in the ongoing Libya

conflict.

Greece sees itself as a stability island between the instability arcs, a role traditionally reserved
for Turkey. Greece's location makes it a natural bridge between the Middle East and Europe, as
a significant portion of its energy resources are imported through the Mediterranean basin via
oil tankers from Persian Gulf countries. Greeks also consider transforming the country into a
hub for Eastern Mediterranean gas (JINSA, 2020; Tsardanidis, 2019).

Greece has a special reflection of its role in the region and the starting hypothesis of the
dissertation was that it acts as a bridge between the US and China due to its geographical
location, historical ties, and strategic importance. This role suggests various aspects to be
considered:

1. Geopolitical Location:
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Greece's position at the crossroads of Europe, Asia, and Africa gives it strategic importance in
the Eastern Mediterranean region. It serves as a gateway between the West and the East, making
it a natural conduit for diplomatic, economic, and cultural exchanges between the United States
and China.

2. Historical Relations:

Historically, Greece has maintained strong ties with Western countries, particularly the United
States, through NATO and bilateral agreements. However, Greece also has a long history of
cultural and economic interaction with China, dating back to ancient times along the Silk Road.
These historical connections provide a foundation for Greece to act as a mediator or facilitator

in diplomatic relations between the US and China.
3. Economic Interests:

Greece's economic interests align with both the US and China. On one hand, it seeks
investment, trade, and technological cooperation from China, particularly in infrastructure
projects such as the Piraeus Port, which has been partially acquired by Chinese companies. On
the other hand, Greece values its economic ties with the US, which includes investments in

sectors like energy, tourism, and defense.
4. Strategic Partnerships:

Greece's participation in initiatives such as the Three Seas Initiative, which aims to strengthen
cooperation among countries bordering the Adriatic, Baltic, and Black Seas, can facilitate
dialogue and cooperation between the US and China in the Eastern Mediterranean.
Additionally, Greece's membership in the European Union provides opportunities for

collaboration and coordination on regional issues involving both the US and China.
5. Balancing Act:

Greece faces the challenge of balancing its relationships with the US and China, especially amid
growing geopolitical tensions between the two superpowers. While Greece values its strategic
partnership with the US and its commitment to NATO, it also seeks to benefit from China's
Belt and Road Initiative and the economic opportunities it presents. Navigating this delicate

balance requires careful diplomacy and strategic decision-making.

6. Security Considerations:
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Given its proximity to conflict zones in the Eastern Mediterranean, such as Syria and Libya,
Greece's role as a bridge between the US and China also extends to security cooperation. Greece
participates in multinational security initiatives and hosts military bases that are of strategic
importance to both the US and its NATO allies, as well as potential cooperation with China on

security matters, albeit to a lesser extent.

Greece's unique position offers opportunities for dialogue, cooperation, and economic
development that emulates the political imagination to act as a "bridge™ between the US and
China in the Eastern Mediterranean. However, this unique position also presents challenges
related to maintaining a delicate balance between competing interests and navigating
geopolitical tensions between the two superpowers. Effective diplomacy, strategic engagement,
and a nuanced approach to international relations are essential for Greece to fulfill its role

effectively.

This nuanced approach shaped by historical, geopolitical, and economic factors takes into
account Greek foreign policy orientation towards the European Union, the United States,

China, Israel and Turkey.

1. European Union: Greece is a member of the EU and generally aligns its foreign policy with
EU objectives and priorities. Greece has benefited from EU membership, particularly in terms
of economic assistance and infrastructure development. However, Greece has also faced
challenges, such as the Eurozone debt crisis, which has strained its relations with some EU
member states and institutions. Nevertheless, Greece remains committed to the principles of
European integration and cooperation, actively participating in EU decision-making processes

and initiatives.

2. United States: Greece maintains a historically strong relationship with the United States,
rooted in shared democratic values, strategic interests, and cultural ties. The U.S. has been a
key ally and supporter of Greece, particularly during times of geopolitical instability in the
Eastern Mediterranean. Both countries cooperate closely on various issues, including defense,
security, and counterterrorism. However, Greece's foreign policy towards the U.S. is also
influenced by regional dynamics, and there have been occasional differences on specific policy

issues, such as energy and migration.

3. China: Greece has increasingly sought to strengthen its economic and trade relations with
China, particularly through initiatives such as the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). Chinese

investment in Greece, particularly in infrastructure projects such as the Piraeus Port, has grown
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significantly in recent years. However, Greece has also faced scrutiny and criticism from some
EU partners and the United States over its growing ties with China, amid concerns about debt
sustainability, transparency, and geopolitical implications.

4. lIsrael: Greece-Israel relations have strengthened significantly in recent years, driven by
shared interests in energy cooperation, security collaboration, and economic development. Both
countries have sought to deepen their strategic partnership, particularly in response to common
security threats and regional instability. Greece has supported Israel's right to exist and has
advocated for a peaceful resolution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. However, Greece's stance
towards Israel is also influenced by its broader foreign policy objectives in the Eastern
Mediterranean and Middle East, as well as its relations with other regional actors, such as
Turkey and Cyprus.

5. Turkey: Greece's relationship with Turkey has been historically characterized by tensions
and periodic conflicts, particularly over territorial disputes in the Aegean Sea and Cyprus.
Despite efforts to improve relations, such as confidence-building measures and diplomatic
dialogue, the two countries continue to have differences on various issues, including maritime
boundaries, refugee flows, and geopolitical influence in the Eastern Mediterranean. Greece has
also expressed concerns about Turkey's actions in the region, such as its exploration for
hydrocarbons in disputed waters and its military interventions in neighboring countries like
Syria and Libya. However, both countries have also recognized the importance of maintaining
communication channels and avoiding escalation, particularly in light of their NATO
membership and shared interest in regional stability.

In summary, Greek foreign policy towards the EU, the USA, China, Israel and Turkey is
characterized by a balance between cooperation, strategic alignment, and national interests.
Greece seeks to leverage its relationships with these actors to promote stability, security, and
prosperity in the wider region, while also safeguarding its own sovereignty and pursuing its

strategic objectives.
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CONCLUSION
Summary of Dissertation Findings

The East Mediterranean region is dependent on global powers, but it is bound by two
characteristics that should be interpreted with caution. First, the competing interests of the
global powers prevent any one of them from having a dominant impact. Second, the region is
important to global powers, but not to the point where they would risk conflict with competing

world powers.

China is growing its authority by making recommendations that are practically difficult to
reject. Russia is acting as a vigilant observer, with the primary goal of limiting the West's
influence. Although the US opposes China and Russia's growing influence, it sees no need or
opportunity to do so in the Eastern Mediterranean. When it comes to China, the US focuses on
the Pacific, but it sees many other possible hotspots for confrontation with Russia, such as the
Middle East, the Black Sea area, Southeastern Europe, and the Baltics, where Russia is
developing claims. As a result, Washington's priority list for limiting Russia's ambitions does
not include the Eastern Mediterranean. The United States is aiming to prevent Russia and China
from prioritizing their interests by altering the regional balance in the Mediterranean in their

favor.

The EU is insufficiently forceful in its approach to conflict resolution, despite admitting the
need to move beyond "soft power" due to the complexities of individual member states' interests
in Mediterranean countries. It is definitely more difficult for the EU to act as an unbiased
mediator when nations such as Turkey perceive the EU as biased since Greece and Cyprus are
EU members and so automatically get EU assistance. But this is inadequate to explain the EU's
seeming inactivity. What matters most is the range of interests among member nations. It is
possible that this prompted Russia to reorganize at least some of Europe's political infrastructure
while the US focused more and more on China, creating a new scenario in Europe. In this
context, the EU's security and defense strategy will be critical in determining how effectively

member states can reject Russia's aims.

The EU will need to put its pronouncements of intent to be a global actor into action. This will
also address the thorny subject of what role France's and Britain's nuclear arsenals should play
if the United States withdraws its nuclear umbrella. The EU will need to address these concerns

in the new security strategy, which will replace the one from 2016. The announcement that "the
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EU and Russia are interdependent” in 2016 implies that the geopolitical paradigm of that year

is no longer viable. (Shared Vision, Common Action: A Stronger Europe 2016, 33).

The EU will need to handle the security of its near neighbors within the context of the global
political power constellation, which includes the US, Russia, China, and the EU. Only if the
foundations for this are consistently established among member states will the EU be able to
achieve its ambition for closer security cooperation, which was highlighted by Russia's war
against Ukraine. Due to their opposing goals, the Russians will no longer regard the EU as a
key role. What applies to Europe applies to the Eastern Mediterranean? However, Russia's
invasion of Ukraine has altered the game, boosting Western unity and closing ranks in the

process.

Overall, Greek foreign policy reflects a delicate balancing act between its economic interests
and strategic alliances. While China's growing clout presents opportunities for economic
cooperation, Greece remains committed to its partnerships with Western powers, particularly
the United States and NATO, in addressing broader security concerns in the Eastern
Mediterranean and beyond. As such, Greece's foreign policy approach seeks to maximize
economic benefits while safeguarding its strategic autonomy and maintaining a delicate

equilibrium between competing geopolitical interests.

Greece has made significant choices in its grand strategy over the past decade, focusing on
Europe as an organizing principle for its foreign and security policy. This choice is not just
about closer integration but also about the lens through which transatlantic relations and key
regional relationships, including Greece’s relationship with Turkey, are viewed. The question
now is not whether the European option is appropriate but which policies should be pursued
within this European frame and the implications of varying European futures. There is a tension
in the Greek foreign debate between a liberal, internationalist approach and a narrower "realist"

approach that takes a sharper view of Greek national interests (Leeser et al., 2001).

The visions of Greece's foreign policy are more in style than substance, with a multilateral
European approach being more effective in bolstering its position on national concerns,
including sensitive issues in the Balkans and Aegean, as it has been outlined by Lessers et al.
(2001). Greece's success in southeastern Europe is closely tied to the effectiveness of EU,
OSCE, and NATO policies and initiatives. The prospects for Greece's new strategy of
engagement with Ankara depend on the overall health of EU-Turkey relations. Athens can play

a leading role in the evolution of both policies but cannot control the outcome. Therefore, there
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is a need to consider ways to hedge against the possibility of failure in key multilateral

approaches.

Renationalizing Greek policy would lead to more contentious relationships with neighbors,
Brussels, European allies, and the US. However, Greece has gained weight in addressing
political, economic, and security challenges through adopting a more modern concept of
national sovereignty. This has resulted in a less nationalistic, more internationalist strategic
culture, with Athens having a stronger stake in the effectiveness of European and transatlantic
institutions. Greece's involvement with Europe and the United States has contributed to this
shift.

Greece aims to strengthen its European integration and make the European option more
effective. Turmoil between Athens and Brussels could undermine Greece's advantages and
complicate regional challenges. To achieve this, Greece should support the EU and NATO
membership aspirations of Balkan neighbors and develop a more capable European defense

capability relevant to Greek security concerns.

The reconstruction and stabilization of southeastern Europe is crucial for Greece's prosperity
and security over the next decade. Athens should advocate for continued EU and US
engagement in the region, considering the risk of a declining US role in the Balkans. Greece
should recognize that key infrastructure projects will be driven by private-sector initiatives and
commercial requirements, rather than national geopolitical visions. Working closely with EU
members like Austria and Italy, Greece can help forge a more coherent European policy towards

the region.

The Greek-Turkish détente presents a crucial opportunity to strengthen Greece's security and
regional position. However, the relationship is fragile and heavily relies on Turkish-EU
relations. Greece should encourage the EU to prioritize Turkey's convergence with Europe and
support early EU accession talks, following the "Copenhagen criteria." Turkey's economic
struggles threaten these objectives, and Athens should support European and international
efforts to support Turkish recovery. The new relationship is highly dependent on Turkish-EU

relations and the core issues of Cyprus and the Aegean.

To prevent a return to dangerous brinkmanship and maintain stability between Ankara and
Brussels, Athens should implement confidence-building measures quickly. Cooperation
between Greek and Turkish private sectors and nongovernmental institutions can solidify

national constituencies for improved relations. Greece should also consider enhancing its
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capacity for studying and analyzing Turkish affairs to strengthen national bases for

rapprochement.

Greece should actively engage in the eastern Mediterranean and Middle East, as its role in these
areas has been underdeveloped. Athens can play a crucial role in EU approaches to the Middle
East peace process and should explore new regional security cooperation with regional partners
like Turkey and Israel, either within EU and NATO Mediterranean initiatives or outside these

frameworks.

Greece and the United States should restructure their bilateral relationship to address regional
and transregional issues. Joint planning and policy initiatives should focus on Balkan stability,
Aegean risk reduction, security cooperation in the eastern Mediterranean, and NATO's
adaptation to meet risks across European, Middle Eastern, and Mediterranean security (Lesser
etal., 2001). The true health of the relationship will be measured by policies beyond traditional
areas, such as Cyprus diplomacy and arms transfers. Greece, with its growing political and
economic ties, can be a key partner for the United States in stabilizing and modernizing societies

in transition in the Balkans, Black Sea, and Middle East.

Greek foreign policy in the Eastern Mediterranean is influenced by the beliefs of decision-
makers and have three main dimensions. The first relates to a widespread belief that, given its
location in a critical geopolitical region, Greece's foreign policy should be active rather than
passive. It should take as much initiative as possible to avoid stagnation. Rather of ignoring
issues, it should try to fix them. Since 2015, Greece has taken a number of efforts in the Eastern
Mediterranean based on this concept. Athens has not only strengthened existing trilateral
alliances with Cyprus, Israel, and Egypt, but has also launched new regional alliances with the
Palestine Authority, Lebanon, and Jordan, and is also discussing a new one with Bahrain.
Furthermore, it has established a number of multilateral forums, such as the Rhodes Conference
on Security and Stability in the Southeastern Mediterranean Regions, and has organized a
number of international conferences on Cultural Pluralism and Peaceful Coexistence in the
Middle East with the participation of many countries from the larger Eastern Mediterranean
region (Tziarras, 2019). However, it is unclear to what extent these grandiose projects, whose

sustainability is doubtful, enhance Greek foreign policy.

The second dimension is geoeconomic in nature, and it is founded on energy security. Greek
policymakers believe their nation has the potential to become a regional energy powerhouse.

By hosting pipelines delivering gas and oil from Iran, Azerbaijan, the Eastern Mediterranean,
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Irag, Kurdish-controlled territories, Russia, and the United States will allow Greece to
strengthen its geopolitical and geoeconomic potential. The concept that Greece may become an
energy center in the Eastern Mediterranean is predicated on the EastMed pipeline project
coming to fruition. As a result, Greece could not only earn gas transit fees and improve its

position as an energy center, but also use the pipeline to satisfy its own requirements.

On the one hand, this viewpoint emphasizes the critical need for collaboration, and
hydrocarbons are likely the finest inducement to that aim. However, if the countries involved
pursue policies that are insensitive to regional realities, and if the prevailing geopolitical and
economic circumstances locally, regionally, and globally are unfavorable for such a scenario,
it can easily spark conflict.

The third dimension is one of geopolitics. Greece lies in the center of an unstable triangle, with
Ukraine to the north, Turkey and its neighbors - Iraq, Syria, and Lebanon - to the east, and failed
nations like Libya to the south. Because of the volatile climate, Greece has increased regional
security. Greece has always functioned as a type of bridge between Europe and the Middle East,
mediating the different social, political, and economic changes that have occurred in the region
(Kossaify, 2023). Thus, the geopolitical vision of Greece as the center of an unstable triangle,
with Libya and Syria at the bottom and Ukraine at the top, contrasts starkly with the country's

views in the early 1990s.

At the time, Athens was concerned that Greece's 'strategic relevance' was dwindling owing to
the demise of communism in the Balkans. Despite bad geopolitical events in the area, Greek
authorities appear to be strongly convinced - and possibly overconfident - that Greece is in a
position to 'export’ stability and play a new key geopolitical role. They appear to be neglecting
the reality that the country's economic issue has not yet been overcome.

In the context of the new geopolitical dynamics on regional and global level, Greece has an
opportunity to play an important role in the Eastern Mediterranean power game. Its unique
position, political traditions, historically strong relationship with the United States and
strengthened relations with China offer a chance to Greece to imagine itself as a "bridge"

between the two global powers (US and China) in the Eastern Mediterranean.
Dissertation Accomplishments

The dissertation research subject was related to the geopolitical rivalries in the Eastern

Mediterranean, the role of different actors involved and the implications for Greece. The
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particular research topic focused on and examined the interplay and competition between the
US and China in the Eastern Mediterranean and analyzed the foreign policy role of Greece in
this strategic power game. The thesis accomplished its goals to examine the projections of US
and Chinese interests in the Eastern Mediterranean and the regional role of Greece, an EU

member state, as a bridge between them.
The thesis provided answers to the formulated research questions:

l. About the extent of the involvement and assistance of the American factor for

Greece’s geopolitical future and how China is affected.

The American factor can play a significant role in assisting Greece across multiple
domains - militarily, economically, and politically - despite Greece being an EU
member state. Additionally, Greece's relations with China also hold implications for its

geopolitical future.
1. US Assistance to Greece:

a. Military Support: Greece benefits from its strong military ties with the United
States through NATO. As a NATO member, Greece participates in joint military
exercises, receives training and equipment assistance, and collaborates on regional
security issues. The U.S. military presence in the Eastern Mediterranean contributes to
Greece's security and defense posture, particularly amid tensions with neighboring

countries like Turkey.

b. Economic Cooperation: The United States is an important economic partner for
Greece, contributing to trade, investment, and economic development. American
companies invest in various sectors of the Greek economy, including energy,
technology, and tourism. Moreover, U.S. assistance programs and initiatives support
Greece's efforts to promote economic growth, infrastructure development, and job

creation.

c. Political Support: Greece enjoys political support from the United States on various
diplomatic and strategic fronts. As an EU member state, Greece aligns its foreign policy
objectives with EU positions, but it also maintains bilateral relations with the United
States, particularly on issues of mutual interest such as regional stability,
counterterrorism, and energy security. U.S. diplomatic engagement and advocacy can

amplify Greece's voice on the international stage and advance its strategic interests.
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2. Relations with China:

a. Economic Engagement: Greece's relations with China have expanded significantly
in recent years, driven by economic cooperation and investment. China has invested in
critical infrastructure projects in Greece, including the Piraeus Port, which serves as a
gateway to Europe for Chinese goods through the Belt and Road Initiative. While these
investments offer economic opportunities for Greece, they also raise concerns about

strategic dependencies and geopolitical implications.

b. Geopolitical Considerations: Greece's engagement with China is influenced by
broader geopolitical dynamics, including competition between the United States and
China for influence and access to strategic assets in the Eastern Mediterranean. Greece
seeks to balance its economic interests with China against its strategic partnerships with
Western countries, particularly the United States and EU members, to safeguard its

sovereignty, national security, and adherence to EU norms and values.

c. Future Prospects: Greece's relations with China are likely to continue evolving,
shaped by economic interests, geopolitical considerations, and domestic priorities. As
Greece navigates its geopolitical future, it will need to carefully manage its relations
with both the United States and China to maximize opportunities for economic growth
and strategic cooperation while safeguarding its national interests and sovereignty
within the framework of EU membership.

In summary, the American factor can assist Greece in various ways, including military,
economic, and political support, despite its EU membership. Greece's relations with
China offer economic opportunities but also pose challenges and considerations for its
geopolitical future, particularly in the context of broader power dynamics in the Eastern
Mediterranean and beyond. Balancing these relationships will be crucial for Greece to

advance its interests and navigate its geopolitical landscape effectively.

About US and EU perceptions of the growing Chinese economic presence in

Greece

The growing Chinese economic presence in Greece is viewed through different lenses

by the European Union (EU) institutions, member states, and the United States,
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reflecting varying perspectives on the implications of Chinese investment and economic

activities.
1. European Union Institutions:

a. Caution and Vigilance: EU institutions, including the European Commission and
the European External Action Service (EEAS), generally approach China's growing
economic presence in Greece with caution and vigilance. They recognize the potential
benefits of Chinese investment for Greece's economic development but also express
concerns about issues such as market access reciprocity, fair competition, and

compliance with EU rules and standards.

b. Calls for Transparency and Accountability: EU institutions emphasize the
importance of transparency and accountability in Chinese investments and
infrastructure projects in Greece. They advocate for thorough scrutiny of investment
agreements, adherence to EU procurement rules, and respect for environmental and
social standards to ensure that Chinese investments contribute to sustainable
development and benefit the broader European economy.

c. Coordination and Cooperation: EU institutions seek to coordinate member states'
responses to Chinese economic activities in Greece through mechanisms such as the
EU-China Connectivity Platform and the EU-China Investment Agreement. They

China, as well as the options of Greek foreign policy

Chinese investments in Greece can have implications for both the relations between the United

States and China and the options of Greek foreign policy.

1. Impact on US-China Relations:

a. Economic Competition: Chinese investments in Greece, particularly in critical

infrastructure such as the Piraeus Port, can exacerbate economic competition between the

United States and China. The United States may view Chinese investments as part of China's
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broader strategic efforts to expand its economic influence globally, potentially challenging

American economic interests and market access.

b. Geopolitical Rivalry: Chinese investments in Greece may contribute to geopolitical rivalry
between the United States and China, particularly in the context of competition for influence
and strategic assets in Europe and the Eastern Mediterranean. The United States may perceive
Chinese investments as a means to advance China's geopolitical objectives, potentially

undermining American strategic interests and alliances in the region.

c. Diplomatic Friction: Chinese investments in Greece could lead to diplomatic friction
between the United States and China, as each country seeks to protect its interests and influence
in Greece and the broader European Union. Differences over issues such as trade, investment,
and strategic partnerships may strain bilateral relations and contribute to geopolitical tensions

between the two superpowers.
2. Influence on Greek Foreign Policy Options:

a. Economic Opportunities: Chinese investments offer economic opportunities for Greece,
contributing to infrastructure development, job creation, and economic growth. Greek
policymakers may view Chinese investments as a means to stimulate the economy, attract

foreign investment, and diversify Greece's economic partners beyond traditional Western allies.

b. Strategic Considerations: Greek foreign policy options are influenced by strategic
considerations related to balancing relations between the United States, China, and other
international actors. While Greece values its strategic partnership with the United States and its
NATO membership, it also seeks to capitalize on economic opportunities presented by Chinese

investments and enhance its role as a bridge between East and West.

c. Diplomatic Maneuvering: Greek policymakers engage in diplomatic maneuvering to
navigate relations between the United States and China while advancing Greece's national
interests and strategic objectives. Greece seeks to maintain a delicate balance between its
economic ties with China and its security partnerships with the United States and other Western
allies, leveraging its position as an EU member state and a regional player in the Eastern

Mediterranean.

In summary, Chinese investments in Greece have implications for both the relations between
the United States and China and the options of Greek foreign policy. While contributing to

economic opportunities for Greece, Chinese investments also reflect broader geopolitical
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dynamics and strategic competition between the United States and China, shaping Greece's

foreign policy choices and diplomatic engagements in the region.

By testing the research hypotheses through critical geopolitical and foreign policy analysis, as
well as by acquiring empirical data through structured interviews with a questionnaire, the first
hypothesis that “Greece has strategic, economic, diplomatic and military relations with the
United States that are of paramount importance” was entirely confirmed by the dissertation
work. The second hypothesis that “Greece has developed economic relations with the People’s
Republic of China, which might be beneficial, but might also bring Greece at odds with the US”
was also confirmed by the analytical and qualitative study. The third hypothesis that “Greece
can act as a bridge between the US and China in the Eastern Mediterranean” was challenged
by and large by both the critical review and the empirical survey. Partially, the hypothesis was
confirmed that Greece imagines itself as a bridge between the US and China, searching for a
more independent role. However, the opinions expressed in the qualitative survey (interviews
and data presented in Chapter 3) show ambiguity about Greece’s independent role and the
necessity to keep balances between both the US and China, as well as balances through regional
cooperation formats and coalitions. This raises the concern how independent Greece’s
independent role might be. In fact, as the study revealed, Greece is in intricate dependencies
web and can navigate through it only by astuteness and subtlety of high politics both within the

region and beyond.
