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8. Information about the PhD student

The dissertation student was trained in the doctoral program "Political
Science" at the Department of "International Relations”, Faculty of
"International Economics and Politics” of the UNWE. The training was carried
out in the form of independent studies in the period 28.04.2020 - 28.04.2023,
according to order No. 1335/20.05.2020 of the Rector of the UNWE.

An autobiographical reference of the doctoral student shows that both of
his educational degrees - bachelor's (1996) and master's (2000) - are in
programs related to international relations - “international business" and
"international economic relations”. His professional career in various positions
as a senior business manager is also related to international business relations,
which implies good knowledge of the trends and challenges in international
relations defining the environment for the functioning of markets. It is a
prerequisite for the effective performance of activities specified as functional
professional responsibilities, for example "strategic mapping of international
markets" or "development of foreign markets".

All of the above explains the research interest, stated with the subject of
the current dissertation, to the problems of strategic stability in a specific
subregion, to the competition of geopolitical, geoeconomic and geoenergy
interests of global and regional actors. Naturally, the prism of the overall
analysis is the interests and security of the Republic of Greece, which is the
homeland of the doctoral candidate.

The above-mentioned biographical data are a factor for the results
achieved in the dissertation. It is obvious that what is presented in it is the result
of many years of accumulating knowledge and experience in the field of
international economic relations and the geopolitical environment of their

functioning.
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9. General characteristics of the dissertation thesis

The dissertation submitted for review is devoted to the Eastern
Mediterranean, a region whose significance increasingly transcends its
geographical boundaries, and whose processes have increasingly serious and
multifaceted effects on various dimensions of the security of neighboring
geographical and geopolitical regions, as well as on the competition for global
geopolitical supremacy. The accepted definition of the Eastern Mediterranean
as a "geopolitical node" in the specialized literature reflects the complex
interweaving of different interests and ambitions of regional and global actors,
with the lines of competition and conflict clearly dominating the spheres of
possible cooperation and shared interests. In addition to the fact that relations
between countries in the region are burdened with a lot of history that "weights"
effective peace diplomacy, in recent decades this history has "weighted" with
further exacerbations of confrontation and conflicts, with interventions of new
external players, with dynamic political changes in a number of countries.
There have also been strategic shocks, whose impact on political relations and
stability in the region has not yet fully crystallized.

In all this complex, ambiguous, multifactorial and dynamically changing
context of the regional security environment, Stilianos Kafestidis has stated his
serious research ambition to comprehend the vital national interests of Greece
and to assess the potential and effectiveness of a model of foreign policy
interactions with the main players on the ground which will build the country's
key role as a bridge between the current competitors for global dominance, and
thus Greece not only guarantees its interests, but also legitimizes itself as the
main factor of peace and stability in the Eastern Mediterranean.

In this sense, the topic of the dissertation research is undoubtedly of

increasing relevance and importance, which the doctoral student has
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convincingly substantiated. In addition, its development is a respectable
scientific challenge, which, 1 would like to point out right away Stylianos
Cafestidis has successfully coped with.

This dissertation has 187 pages. The chosen structure of three main
chapters, each of which has several sections, is appropriate and allows full
disclosure of the content of the topic. The work also contains the mandatory
introduction, conclusion, bibliography, as well as lists of included tables, maps,
graphs, and abbreviations used. There is also an Appendix with the survey card
containing the questions with which the structured interviews were conducted,
regarding the foreign policy perspectives of Greece.

The bibliography includes 124 titles of monographs, studies, articles and
official documents in English relevant to the research topic.

10.Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

Stilianos Cafestidis's dissertation is a self-conducted, creative exploration
of an understudied in the specialized literature, but highly relevant to
international security, issue. The work presents an argued and verified through a
survey model of the main determinants in Greece's foreign policy to guarantee
its national interests in the context of the complex geopolitical struggle for
supremacy in the Eastern Mediterranean.

The research is very well conceptualized, which is one of the
prerequisites for the achieved scientific results. The object and the subject of the
overall analysis in the dissertation work are correctly defined and are directly
related to the goal of the scientific research - "to examine the projections of the
interests of the USA and China in the Eastern Mediterranean and the role of
Greece, a member state of the EU, in the region, as a bridge between them".

Within the limits set, it has been convincingly achieved through the consistent
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and complete solution of the three main tasks that specify it, formulated by the
doctoral student as research questions.

The research is focused and organized around the study of three research
hypotheses defined by the doctoral student, which he verifies on two levels: (1)
in the field of strategic, geopolitical, economic, military-political analysis and
(2) by analyzing and evaluating the results of self-conducted sociological
survey among various expert communities.

The first chapter features a multifactorial analysis of the Eastern
Mediterranean region as a context of the visions and policies of the main actors.
The reasons and consequences of its transformation into a special subregion are
determined, the assessment of its strategic importance is defended, and some of
these arguments are also presented in the introduction to the work. The in-depth
knowledge and critical understanding of the defining characteristics and the
factors that defined the new security paradigm in the region are impressive. In
this part of the study, | specifically point out:

e The definition of the region as a heterogeneous and complex
geopolitical space dominated by conflicts related to the competition to redefine
leadership and the balance of power.

e The identification of the energy component as leading in the new
paradigm of security in the region.

e The unbiased presentation of the Turkish and Greek perspective on
the conflicting topics of bilateral relations through the prism of regional
security.

e The identification of the interests of external geopolitical actors
(China, Russia, NATO, the EU and each of the countries Germany, France,
Italy, Spain) and the assessment of their policies in the competition for

supremacy in the region. The effects of these policies on the Greek-Turkish
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rivalry are specifically defined.

The second chapter is key to revealing the content of the research
problem as in it the doctoral student has structured and made a comparative
analysis of the competing interests of the USA and China in the Eastern
Mediterranean, taking into account the position of Russia. The research
highlights in this part of the work are:

o The classification and evaluation of the parameters of power of
China and the USA in the region.

e The analysis of the effects of the application of the various
instruments of hard and soft power of the two global actors on the interests of
Greece, its security and role in the region.

e The definition of the main vectors of the strategic positioning of
Greece in relation to the USA and China.

e Pointing out the main positives (supporting energy interests in
exploration and routing, assisting economic development, promoting regional
balance) and challenges (achieving political dependence through economic
instruments, insufficient commitment to regional security) as effects of US and
China policies on Greece's national security.

The third chapter continues to deal with the solution of the main research
tasks, which in the second chapter is at the level of strategic, geopolitical
analysis. The conclusions and assessments in this part of the work are compared
with the positions of representatives of various Greek expert communities in the
field of foreign policy and national security obtained through structured
interviews.

| especially highlight as very effective the wording of the survey
questions about Greece's foreign policy, which are related to socially sensitive

characteristics (e.g. dependent/independent; cooperation - with regional or
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external players; reliability of partnerships) or to effects of foreign policy
Impacts/interactions (e.g. investments, energy projects, technology transfer.

As a result of the overall analysis, two of the investigated hypotheses (1)
Greece has strategic, economic, diplomatic and military relations with the
United States which are of primary importance to it, and (2) Greece has
developed economic relations with China, which may bring it economic benefit,
but can also lead to contradictions with the US - have been categorically
confirmed both analytically and sociologically. The results of the study of the
third hypothesis - (3) Greece can act as a bridge between the USA and China in
the Eastern Mediterranean - are not unambiguous. As a result of the critical
analysis, the conclusion is argued that there are objective prerequisites that are a
chance for Greece, through an adequate and effective foreign policy, to assume
for itself in the region the role of a "bridge" between the two global powers.
However, in order to realize this possibility, a lot more economic efforts and a
skillful policy balancing between the interests of the two global and the main
regional actors will be needed. So, the realization of the third hypothesis is
conditional, and this is the conclusion of both levels of its research.

The final part presents the general conclusions and the results achieved in
the study. Here are the detailed conclusions from the analysis of the three main
research questions (tasks) under the separate main headings (economy,
geopolitics, military cooperation and future prospects of their development) of
the US-Greece, China-Greece relations, as well as the reactions of the EU and
the US on China's proactive policy in Greece.

The application of appropriate general scientific and specialized research
methods and approaches undoubtedly contributed to the achievement of the

listed results in the work.
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The text is supported by 5 tables, 9 maps and 4 graphs which contribute
to a more convincing perception of the main theses on the topic.

11. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

Stilianos Cafestidis defines his achievements in his dissertation work as
four contributions. | accept the doctoral student's self-assessment of the nature
and significance of the achieved results and assume they are entirely his
personal work and the result of independent scientific research.

As the most essential of them, mainly because of their practical
application potential, | highlight the following:

e The definition of a new security paradigm in the Eastern
Mediterranean and, in this context, a new paradigm of Greece's foreign policy
in the region.

e Providing knowledge about the place and foreign policy opportunities
of Greece in the competition for supremacy in the Eastern Mediterranean.

e The comparative analysis of the interests and policies of China and
the US in the region, which deepens the understanding of the multifaceted
dynamics of relations between the two powers.

e The conduct of independent qualitative research, through structured
interviews with a questionnaire to evaluate the options of the Greek foreign
policy.

12. Assessment of the publications

The doctoral student has presented 3 publications in renowned scientific
journals in our country related to international relations and international
security, which ensure sufficient publicity of the research results.

13. Assessment of the abstract

The abstract to the dissertation accurately reflects its content.

14. Critical notes, recommendations and questions
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My more substantive notes/recommendations relate to:

3) The text in the Conclusion under the subtitle *Summary of the results
of the dissertation" which in some places exceeds the parameters of what is
necessary for this part of the work. Topics that should be present in the main
part of the exposition are included. For example, new problem areas of Greek
foreign policy were analyzed (the "realism - liberalism" debate), a number of
specific political recommendations were formulated and argued, concerning
both relations with regional and external actors, and the nature of foreign policy
(proactive/passive).

4) Drawing conclusions as results of the analysis in individual chapters
would contribute to a more distinct and convincing perception of the scientific
results undoubtedly achieved in them.
