1. Information about the PhD candidate

The PhD candidate studied in the Scientific specialty 3.8 "Economics”, Doctoral program
"Economics and Management (Intellectual Property by Industry)", as a full-time doctoral student,
studying funded by the state in the department "Intellectual Property and Technology Transfer",
"Business Faculty", University of National and World Economy.

2. General description of the presented dissertation

The dissertation presented for review is developed in a volume of 186 standard pages.

Structurally, it consists of an introduction, 3 chapters, a conclusion, a list of references. The
list of information sources includes 93 sources in Bulgarin and English languages, scientific
literature and normative documents.

The relevance of the research is determined by the need these days to take into account the

opportunities provided by the development, establishment and application of methods for



integrating industrial property objects into the company's business strategy. The PhD candidate
points out that "these aspects of the problem have not been sufficiently studied, especially with
regard to practices and potential in Bulgarian conditions" (p. 12).

The object of the research is formulated clearly and precisely, and these are "the objects of
industrial property in the company's business strategy" (p. 13).

The subject of the research is specific and unequivocal, namely: "the management of objects
ofindustrial property through the methods of their integration into the company's business strategy"
(p. 13).

The main thesis is based on the author's understanding that "the management of the objects
of industrial property integrated in the company's business strategy is a prerequisite for the
realization of additional economic efficiency and effectiveness in achieving the set business goals”
(p. 15).

The aim of the research is "to examine and update the possibilities for management and
market realization of the objects of industrial property in the business strategy of the company
through the various business models, and more specifically through conceptual methods for
integrating the objects of industrial property in the business strategy of the company " (p. 14).

Among the main tasks are: 1) research, analysis and assessment of the current state of the
problem area, 2) conducting a survey of companies in Bulgaria through their representatives in
order to establish the role, place and importance of the objects of industrial property in the business
strategy of the company, 3) development of conceptual methods for integrating the objects of
industrial property into the business strategy of the company and to derive their characteristics,
features and limitations, 4) validation of the chosen method for integrating the objects of industrial
property into the business strategy of a company through its experimental application.

The definition of these specific tasks by the PhD candidate predetermines the scientific and
scientific-applied contributions of the research.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The dissertation submitted for review meets the regulatory requirements and testifies that
the author has a good knowledge of the system of intellectual property, the relevant scientific
literature in Bulgarian in the field, also possesses the ability to carry out independent scientific and
applied research and analyze them critically. The survey conducted by the PhD candidate fulfilled

the stated objective "to clarify the role, place and significance of the company's identified objects



of industrial property in the business strategy” (p. 40). The scientific results obtained by the
dissertation have a practical application value, for example, the study on "structural elements of
the business strategy that the company has" in Bulgaria (p. 43). Also the fact that 19% of the
companies in the study do not do business with the industrial property objects they own because
they "are not aware of how this is done" (p. 53). The methodology of the dissertation research
includes classical methods of analysis based on decomposition and assembly of the studied
interrelationships and processes; deriving generally valid principles as a result of synthesis of
relevant data and information. In this regard, the example of the so-called "combination method"
(p. 110) by the PhD candidate is positive, which offers a possible practical management approach
in three conditional sub-stages and has its place in both conceptual and practical aspects. The PhD
candidate substantially fulfilled the tasks of the study and satisfactorily fulfilled the aim of the
dissertation, therefore the assessment of the results achieved in the research is positive.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The claimed scientific and scientific-applied contributions correspond to the set tasks of the
research.

The analysis made, the recommendations proposed and the contributions claimed have
interdisciplinary characteristics. The PhD candidate succeeds both theoretically and purely
practically in linking the general economic, legal and partially managerial aspects in a way that has
a contributing character in the theory.

Making critical comments to the claimed contributions would only be in the part of
management and would be of a formal nature, because they concern increased precision of the

formulations, but in essence such comments do not reduce the importance of the results of the

scientific research.
S. Evaluation of dissertation publications
The presented scientific publications are in the scientific field of the dissertation. In terms

of thematic scope, academic form and research level, these publications are sufficient in view of

the scientific standards in our country.
6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract presents in a concrete, synthesized and an adequate way the content of the

dissertation. The significant elements, object and subject of the research are included, the results



of the research are clearly and precisely discussed in the separate sections of the dissertation, the
presentation preserves the logic of the summary and conclusions.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

I recommend the PhD candidate to expand the scope of his research in the future with a
focus on managerial aspects. I also recommend that the PhD candidate should focus his efforts on
publishing scientific articles in journals indexed in SCOPUS and Web of Science.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation submitted for review contains the elements of an academic research, the
results achieved contribute to science.

PhD candidate Nikolay Bratov has a Master's degree and meets the minimum national
requirements according to art. 26 (1) of LAW ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE ACADEMIC
STAFF IN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA. Nikolay Bratov presented a dissertation that
contains scientific and scientific-applied results. I believe that he has the knowledge and abilities
to carry out independent scientific research.

The above gives grounds to me to present a positive assessment of the dissertation and I
suggest to the esteemed scientific jury to award the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" to
Nikolay Bratov in Scientific specialty 3.8. "Economics" in the doctoral program “Economics and
Management (Intellectual Property by Industry)".
