1. Information about the PhD student

The PhD student studied in a doctoral program at the Department of
“Economics of Tourism”, Faculty of “Economics of Infrastructure” at UNWE
in the scientific specialty “Economics and Management (Tourism)”, according
to Order Ne 716/12.03.2021 of the Rector of UNWE. The study was conducted
in a regular form from 02.03.2021 to 02.03.2024.

e Brief biographical reference

Doctoral student Christian Rangelov was born on February 4, 1994, in
Sofia. He completed his secondary education in 2013 at the Professional
Telecommunications High School in Sofia. In 2017, he obtained a Bachelor's
degree in Tourism Economics from UNSS (University of National and World
Economy), and in 2019, he earned a Master's degree in International Project
Management. Since 2020, he has been studying as a full-time doctoral student
at the “Economics of Tourism” department under the scientific supervision of
Prof. D.Sc. Tanya Parusheva.

e Brief information on the implementation of the individual plan



PhD student Rangelov has completed the work provided for in the
individual study plan. Its activity is certified every quarter, according to the
normative requirements of the UNSS, and specific opinions and evaluations of
its scientific supervisor are presented. They testify to the responsible and
consistent implementation of all activities set out in the individual study plan.

Mandatory doctoral exams have been passed successfully. PhD student
Rangelov has realized a total of 60 credits from them. During the period of
study, he shows the necessary activity regarding the publications related to the
dissertation work. Christian Rangelov has actively participated in the
Department’s teaching and methodological and pedagogical activities, and has
led seminars in the disciplines “Hospitality and Restaurant Management”,
“Social Psychology and Tourist Behaviour” and “Cultural Tourism”. During his
studies, he was attested with a positive grade. The dissertation was submitted to
the Department of “Economics of Tourism” at the University of National and
World Economy on November 6, 2023. The procedural requirements are
observed.

2. General description of the presented dissertation

e Structure, volume

The dissertation presented for review is developed in a volume of 207
standard pages. Structurally, it consists of an introduction (7 pages), 3 chapters
(162 pages), a conclusion (5 pages), a list of references (12 pages), and 3
appendices (13 pages). The main text sequentially examines the theoretical
foundations of wine tourism and establishes the connection between the wine
industry and tourism. Attention is given to the integration of wine tourism with
other specialized forms of tourism. An analysis and evaluation of its
development in leading destinations worldwide have been conducted. The
potential of wine tourism for development in Bulgaria is determined based on
the results of empirical research reflecting the opinions of tourists and experts.

e Assessment for: topicality of the topic; the goal; the tasks; the object;
the subject; the main thesis of the dissertation.

The topic of the dissertation is well formulated. The introduction contains
the necessary details. The relevance of the study is justified. There are also
personal motives for developing the topic related to the professional
development of the candidate, which justify his choice.

The object and subject of the research are accurately defined. The aim of
the dissertation is "to explore new technologies and innovations in the world of
wine, and based on this, to propose a model for the development of wine
tourism in Bulgaria." Five research tasks have been formulated. The main aim
and tasks are appropriate and justified, clearly reflecting the research conducted



by the doctoral student and outlining the logic in the presentation of the
dissertation.

The research thesis is correctly formulated: "Wine tourism has the
potential for development and is capable of generating revenue for both
wineries and the local economy.” It is elaborated and supported by various
general scientific and practical-applied methods and approaches. Three working
hypotheses are properly defined. The methodological toolkit and main
limitations stand out with their merits. The combination of methods and
approaches used allows the doctoral student to conduct their research
qualitatively. The limitations direct the analyses towards specific topics and the
achievement of the main goal of the dissertation.

o Used scientific literature (assessment of the dissertation’s awareness
of the issues discussed in the dissertation).

The list of used literature consists of 246 titles, 35 of which are Cyrillic,
94 in English, and 117 sources from the Internet. The main text is illustrated by
8 tables, 17 figures, and 9 graphs. The exhibition and the used literature show
that the doctoral student Rangelov has gotten acquainted with a considerable
number of literary sources. They are correctly quoted. The individual parts are
proportional to absolute accuracy.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

e Emphasis is placed on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied
results achieved in the dissertation

In the first chapter, a theoretical analysis of wine tourism is presented,
including definitions from globally recognized authors in the researched
scientific field. A proposal for the author's definition of wine tourism is
formulated. The multifaceted nature of this type of tourism is analyzed, with
particular attention paid to its characteristics and its place within the
winemaking cycle. Specific advantages are identified, focusing on winemaking
as an independent industry. The connection between production and tourism is
explored, with examples of innovations in the wine industry and their impact on
wine tourism presented. The profile of the wine tourist is examined, along with
methods for segmenting tourists and analyzing their motivations for engaging in
wine tourism. The effects of wine festivals and holidays on the local economy
are assessed, as well as the economic benefits of developing wine tourism. The
possibility of combining wine tourism with other specialized forms of tourism
Is discussed, with an emphasis placed on wine museums as part of wine
tourism.

In the second chapter, an analysis and evaluation of leading wine
destinations are conducted, focusing on wine tourism in France, Italy, and the
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United States. The most significant developments in their evolution as wine
destinations are presented. The emergence of this specialized form of tourism in
Bulgaria is examined, along with an assessment of the state of the Bulgarian
wine industry. A study of wine tourism in the country is conducted, assessing
Bulgaria's potential for transforming into a modern wine destination. The
methodology and tools of the empirical research conducted for the purposes of
the dissertation are presented. The characteristics of creating the questionnaire
survey and in-depth interviews are discussed, including their indicators and
limitations.

In the third chapter, the processed data from the questionnaire survey are
presented. A demographic profile of the respondents participating in the study
Is created. The results focus on the attitudes and familiarity of tourists towards
wine tourism in Bulgaria. Their preferences and interests regarding this type of
tourism are analyzed. The opinions of experts in the in-depth interviews are
presented. The obtained results highlight directions and recommendations for
the development of this specialized form of tourism in the destination. Of
particular interest is the developed model for the application of innovations in
wine tourism. Actions and strategic measures are formulated, covering key
areas encompassing the proposed model. Specific advantages and benefits for
the sector from the use of innovations in wine tourism in Bulgaria are identified
for its successful integration. Challenges and prospects for the development of
this type of tourism in the country are outlined.

The appendices further confirm the significant work the doctoral student
has done in developing the dissertation. It is written in very good language and
style, it is precise in terms of terminology. Technically, the dissertation is
carefully designed and according to the requirements. The bibliography is
comprehensive.

e Attention is paid to the methodology used

PhD student Rangelov uses a methodology that is based on a set of
research approaches and methods. They are induction and deduction, analysis
and synthesis, historical method, comparative analysis, statistical and
descriptive methods, observation method, survey, and in-depth interview
method.

e An assessment is given of the implementation of the set tasks and the
achievement of the goal of the dissertation.

The outstanding scientific and scientific-applied results give grounds for
the conclusion that the goal of the dissertation has been achieved and the
research tasks have been successfully completed. The main thesis and working
hypotheses are proven.
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4. Evaluation of obtained scientific and scientific-applied
contributions

e Evaluation of the contributions indicated by the dissertation student

The dissertation is dedicated to an important and relevant issue that is still
insufficiently researched in the Bulgarian literature on wine tourism. This
provides an opportunity for numerous innovative insights and well-founded
conclusions that will significantly enhance tourist activity.

e Emphasis is placed on the main scientific and/or scientific-applied
contributions in the dissertation.

I believe that the
self-assessment of doctoral student Christian Rangelov is accurate. In my
opinion, the following contribution moments of theoretical and scientific
applied nature can be distinguished in the dissertation:

e The essence and specificity of wine tourism have been defined. An
author's definition of wine tourism has been formulated.

e Explored is its ability to combine with other specialized forms of
tourism.

e Based on conducted analysis and evaluation, the development of wine
tourism in France, Italy, and the United States is presented. The potential of
Bulgaria as a wine tourism destination has been revealed.

e An author's model for the development of wine tourism through the
utilization of innovations has been developed.

The
rest are reports presented at international and scientific-practical conferences,
published in edited collective volumes.

e An assessment is given of the degree of dissemination of the obtained
results in the scientific literature.

The
publications on the topic of the dissertation work exceed the minimum national
requirements for acquiring an educational and scientific degree “doctor”,
according to Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of Law for the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

It consists
of six parts, which include a general characteristic of the dissertation work,
structure and content, synthesized exposure, report of the contributions, list of
publications, and declaration.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions

We recommend that PhD student Rangelov continue his scientific
research in the field of wine tourism and explore events and festivals as a means
of extending tourists' stays in the destination.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation sets clear goals and objectives, which doctoral student
Kristian Rangelov undeniably achieved and fulfilled. The research is in-depth,
well-argued, and conscientious. Both existing literature and current documents
in the field were thoroughly examined. The analyses are sound, the
recommendations are justified, and they stem from the research results. The
self-assessment of scientific contributions is accurate and corresponds to the
actual contributions. Kristian Rangelov has extensive scholarly publications on
the topic of the dissertation, presented at national and international forums, and
published in reputable journals and recognized publishers. The reviewed
dissertation represents a creative achievement, which, in terms of its theme,
theoretical generalizations, conclusions, and recommendations, has undeniable
significance for the theory and practice of wine tourism.
