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1. Information about the PhD student

The dissertation student was enrolled in a doctoral program at the
Department of “Economics of Tourism”, Faculty of “Economics of
Infrastructure” of the UNWE in the scientific specialty “Economics and
Management (Tourism) ”, according to the Order of the Rector of UNWE No.
716/12.03.2021. The education was carried out in a full-time regular form in
the period of 2021 — 2024.

PhD student Christian Rangelov was born on February 4, 1994 in Sofia.
He finished secondary education at the Professional High School of
Telecommunications, Sofia. In 2017, he received a bachelor's degree from
UNSS, majoring in "Economics of Tourism", and in 2019, respectively, a
master's degree in "Management of International Projects"”. From 2021, he is a
full-time doctoral student at the Department of "Tourism Economics"” with a
supervisor, Prof. D.Sc. Tanya Parusheva. The work biography of doctoral
student Rangelov is impressive, he goes through various positions in tourism,



internship programs, teaching activity as at the moment is a project
management manager at MAP Marketing Research, Sofia. Professional
experience and excellent command of the English language are factors for
fruitful research activity.

Doctoral student Rangelov has successfully completed all the activities
included in his individual study plan, a certificate for which 190 credits have
been received. Has passed the required doctoral minimums in professional
field 3.8. "Economics” from Block A and "Economics and Management
(Tourism)" from Block B with excellent grades. Rangelov completed his
doctorate within the three-year period of study, made the necessary
publications on the dissertation work, led seminars at the Department of
"Economics of Tourism™. Its activity is attested every quarter, according to the
normative requirements of the UNSS. The reported results, respectively,
credits according to the individual plan of doctoral student Rangelov testify to
the responsible implementation of the included activities.

The dissertation was submitted to the "Economics of Tourism" department at
UNSS on 06.11.2023 and was discussed at an extended meeting of the
academic staff. The doctoral student was dismissed with the right of defense
according to Order of the Rector of UNSS No. 173/26.01.2024. Therefore, the
Procedural Requirements have been met.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation work of Christian Rangelov has a total volume of 207
pages, which are distributed structurally as follows: introduction (7 pages),
three chapters (162 pages), conclusion (5 pages), list of literary sources (12
pp.) and 3 appendices (13 pp.). The structure is classic and suitable for the
chosen theme. The exposition is logically consistent, the volume of individual
parts of the development is balanced. The exhibition includes illustrative
material of 8 tables, 9 graphs and 18 figures, which helps to better systematize
the information.

The relevance and motivation for choosing the research problem are
presented in the introduction of the dissertation. The doctorate comments on a
topic with an applied aspect and with significant potential for Bulgarian
tourism, as it refers to a priority and rapidly developing type for which
appropriate conditions and resources are available. Wine tourism is
multifaceted, independent or combined with other forms and types, its research
can be from different angles. In this regard, | appreciate as well-chosen and
correctly formulated the subject and object of the dissertation work.



In accordance with the subject and the object, the main research goal was
constructed: "to study the new technologies and innovations in the world of
wine, and on this basis, to propose a model for the development of wine
tourism in the destination Bulgaria." For its implementation, five research
tasks were formulated following the logic of the content.

The research thesis, which concretizes the essence and directions of the
scientific research, connects wine tourism on the one hand with the generation
of income, and on the other - with increasing the quality of tourist services
through the application of innovations in the product and its promotion. To
prove the thesis, three working hypotheses were created, which are
commented on during the study.

The specified research toolkit is correctly selected according to the
purpose and tasks of the work. We accept the limitations and problems
highlighted by the author, accompanying the preparation of the doctorate.

The sources of information provision are diverse, including monographs
and scientific works of Bulgarian and foreign authors; specialized publications
of international organizations; statistical publications; internet information;
author studies.

The used scientific literature also corresponds to the analyzed issues
and includes 246 sources, of which 35 are in Cyrillic, 94 in English and 117
from the Internet. The author has made an effort to research some of the main
publications on the subject in the national specialized literature, as well as
relevant foreign publications in English. Logically, according to the problem
presented, the number of Internet sites is almost equivalent to the number of
other publications. The selected information sources are suitable for the subject
of the research, they are sufficient in number relative to the volume of the
doctorate and they are used and cited correctly.
The structure and content of the dissertation correspond fully with the
subject of the research and, accordingly, with the requirements for similar
scientific works.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The content of the dissertation demonstrates the depth of research
combined with applied aspects. The PhD is written in a scientific style, with
professional vocabulary and clear terminology.

The introduction frames the basic attributes of the study and argues the
need to formulate new opportunities for the development of wine tourism in
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our country.

Chapter one traditionally presents some theoretical aspects of wine
tourism as a modern type. It is logical to start from the definition and
historical development, offering an author's definition. The theoretical aspects
are enriched with a study of the interrelationship of wine tourism with the
viticultural cycle and the wine industry. The profile of the wine tourist is
reasonably presented with the relevant parameters and motivation, the role of
special events in practicing this type of tourism is followed. Emphasis is also
placed on the multiplier effect of wine tourism, as well as on the common
products combined with other types. The role of wine museums as an
Important part of the sites for visits has been highlighted separately. The
theoretical aspects are illustrated with various examples from practice.

This trend continues in the second chapter, which begins with an analysis
and evaluation of wine tourism in two leading destinations from the Old
World - the leaders France and Italy and one from the New - the USA with the
aim of presenting prestigious practices. In a logical order, on the basis of rich
statistical information, there follows an analysis and evaluation first of the
wine industry in Bulgaria, secondly of wine tourism and thirdly of the
achievements in this field. Traditionally, the chapter ends with a detailed
presentation of the methodology of the author's empirical research, with the
selected survey methods and in-depth interviews.

In the third chapter, which is of a constructive nature, the results of the
empirical study are presented, processed with the relevant methods - first from
the questionnaire and then from the interviews with experts in the researched
field. The author systematizes modern technological innovations in wine
production and wine tourism and, on this basis, prepares a model for the
development of wine tourism in Bulgaria through the implementation of
innovations. According to the model and the results of the empirical study,
guidelines and recommendations are offered for the development of wine
tourism in our country with an emphasis on financial instruments, European
programs and innovations. Some challenges to the development of wine
tourism related to the modern conjuncture are also framed.

The conclusion not only summarizes, but also highlights the contributing
moments of the dissertation work.

Doctoral student Rangelov uses a diverse methodological toolkit as a set
of approaches and methods traditional for this kind of research, which we
evaluate as correctly selected according to the topic, purpose and tasks of the
research.

The systematized scientific and scientific-applied results argue for the
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conclusion that the main goal of the dissertation work has been realized
through the successful implementation of the set scientific research tasks. The
thesis formulated by the author is confirmed on the basis of the proven
hypotheses.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The dissertation analyzes and evaluates various aspects of wine tourism
and the possibilities for its development in Bulgaria, and on this basis includes
innovative elements of both theoretical and applied nature.

| accept the contributions formulated by doctoral student Rangelov. In my
opinion, the following scientific and scientific-applied contributions clearly
stand out in the dissertation work:

* Enrichment of the theoretical statements by deriving an author's

definition of wine tourism;

» Study of the multifaceted essence of wine tourism by presenting its

interrelationships with wine production and the wine industry, other

tourist products, special events;

 Systematization of modern technological innovations related to wine

tourism and, on this basis, development of an author's model;

* Investigation of the potential for the development of wine tourism in

our country through competent analysis, respectively empirical research;

» Formulation of guidelines and recommendations for the development

of wine tourism in Bulgaria based on the author's model.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

Doctoral student Kristian Rangelov presents 9 publications related to
the subject of his scientific work. Of the included publications, 6 are articles
(2 in Bulgarian and 4 in English; 5 independent and 1 in co-authorship).
Acrticles are published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals and indexed in
Google Books. The three reports are presented during national scientific
forums with international participation.

| believe that the publications of the doctoral student on the topic of the
scientific work are completely sufficient and representative for popularizing
the results of his research among the interested audience.

The mentioned publications, in terms of number and structure, exceed
the minimum national requirements for receiving the ONS "Doctor" in
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accordance with Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of ZRASRB. The PhD student
documents 85 points achieved.

6.Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract of the present work has a volume of 99 pages, respectively
presented in Bulgarian (50 p.) and in English (49 p.) languages. Its structure
Is standard, consists of six parts and meets the requirements. The content of
the abstract corresponds to the exposition of the dissertation work and
systematizes the main theoretical and empirical studies.

7. Notes, recommendations and questions

| have no significant notes on the work submitted for review, but |
believe that the PhD would win if:

1. The research was enriched with a detailed analysis of already
introduced innovations by Bulgarian wine producers and wineries;

2. It would be appropriate to compare the tourist services offered by
leading wineries in the country.

| also recommend PhD candidate Rangelov in his future research work
to study the prospects for developing wine routes in Bulgaria.

For the purpose of a worthy defense, | bring to the attention of the
doctoral student the following questions:

1. In what other way can unmanned aerial vehicles (drones) be used
in wine tourism, except for an interactive experience for tourists?

2. What are the challenges facing destination Bulgaria in the
implementation of your proposed model for the development of wine
tourism?

9. Conclusion
The conclusions in this review give me the reason to positively evaluate

Kristiyan Rangelov's dissertation work "Development of wine tourism in
Bulgaria" and to confirm that it fully complies with the requirements of ZRAS
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in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and the
Regulations for educational activities of UNSS - part three "Doctor". All
procedural, structural and scientific parameters are met.

Kristian Rangelov's dissertation is an independent study and a
successful attempt to reveal and develop the potential of wine tourism in our
country.
