1. Information about the dissertant
The dissertant was trained in the PhD program at the Department of
"Economics of Tourism”, Faculty of "Economics of Infrastructure™ of UNWE in
the scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Tourism)", according to
the Order of the Rector of UNWE Ne 716/12.03.2021. The training is carried out
in full-time form.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The structure of the dissertation has a total length of 207 pages, of which:
introduction - 7 pages, exposition in three chapters - 162 pages, conclusion - 5
pages, list of references - 12 pages and annexes - 13 pages. The main text is
illustrated with 17 figures, 8 tables and 9 graphics.

The actuality of the topic of wine tourism is highlighted, presenting the
importance of technological innovations for the improvement of tourist services
and the development of this type of tourism in Bulgaria. Different aspects of the
impact of the digital technologies in the tourism sector are presented, including
reducing the costs of the tourist products, increasing the opening hours of the
facilities and optimizing the customer service. Of particular importance in terms



of the relevance of the topic is that the dissertation focuses on the potential of the
wine tourism in Bulgaria and the need to combine tradition and innovation in
order to attract tourists.

The objective is clearly set and achieved, which is to explore the new
technologies and innovations in the field of wine, and based on this, to develop a
model for the growth of wine tourism in Bulgaria.

Consistently in the exposition, the set objectives of the research are
fulfilled, which help to achieve the main objective

The object of the research in the dissertation is correctly defined - namely
wine tourism as a specialized type of tourism.

The subject of the study is clearly and precisely defined, which is the
presentation of the opportunities for the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria.

By suggesting three scientific hypotheses and proving them, the thesis also
proves the main thesis that the wine tourism has great opportunities for
development and can generate significant revenues for both the wineries and the
local economy. The incorporation of the new technologies in the production
processes and in the the promotion of this specialised type of tourism would
increase the quality of the products and services offered to tourists.

The academic literature used includes a diverse range of contemporary
scientific works of Bulgarian and foreign authors and tourism normative
documents. In this way the complexity and completeness of the presented and
analyzed theory is achieved.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and practical results

In relation to the significance and practical-applicability of the scientific
results in the dissertation are combined research in the field of wine tourism and
recent technological trends. A definition of wine tourism and a description of
wine tourists are given, as well as innovative solutions for the development of
tourism by wineries. The current conjuncture concerning this type of tourism in
the country is analyzed and on this basis the strengths and weaknesses of the wine
tourism are highlighted. It is on this basis that the author's model for the
implementation of new technologies in the country's wineries and tourism
development is based. Actions and strategic measures that can be used by other
stakeholders are presented, as well as guidelines, recommendations and
perspectives for the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria.

In order to achieve the stated objective of the research and to prove the
research thesis, different, by their nature, research methods and approaches are
used, which appropriately develop the exposition. A bilingual survey was also
taken which additionally supports the objectives of the thesis. The methodology
developed has been consistently applied in the scientific text, corresponds with



the objectives and fulfils the needs of the research.

The set objective has been successfully proven as a result of the
application of theoretical formulations and the derivation of practical
recommendations aimed at the study of new technologies and innovations
concerning wine tourism, and on this basis a model for the development of this
type of tourism in destination Bulgaria has been proposed.

The tasks are adequately and accurately formulated, in accordance with
the theoretical development of the examined topic in the text.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied achievements

The dissertation provides a set of significant and substantial scientific and
applied achievements in the field of wine tourism, which are of value to experts
in this field, in particular wine tourism sites in the country, as well as to
researchers in the field of wine tourism on the innovation of tourism products.
As the most significant achievements can be highlighted:

e The relationship and interaction between the wine industry and tourism is
explored, and on this basis formulations are derived defining the
characteristics and specific features of the concept of wine tourist,
expanding the classification of the types of tourists undertaking a trip with
wine tourism as the leading motive. The definition of wine tourism,
synchronizes and confirms the existing in the literature, as well as in the
regulatory framework in Bulgaria. The possibilities of combining it with
other specialized types of tourism prioritized for Bulgarian tourism are
highlighted.

e An author's model for the development of wine tourism in the country
through the implementation of innovations and new technologies is
developed, based on the research done for Bulgaria, as well as on the best
foreign practices in the field. Guidelines and recommendations are given,
as well as the prospects for development are outlined.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The publications of the PhD student correspond to the topic of the
dissertation and support the researcher in the course of his scientific work. Their
total number is 9, 3 of them are scientific reports. All of them are from
participation in scientific forums in Bulgaria. The articles in scientific journals
are 6, of which 2 in Bulgarian and 4 in English.

6. Evaluation of the abstract



The abstract is written in a academic style and offers a correct and
comprehensive summary of the thesis. It has a total length of 99 pages, written
according to the established standard.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

| have no critical remarks that were not reflected by the PhD student during
his training. My recommendation is related to the future participation of Christian
Rangelov in local research projects related to the development of wine tourism,
and in particular to the implementation of new technologies in wineries. It will
be interesting to see how their implementation has influenced the increase of
interest in wine tours in domestic and inbound international tourism, and
respectively the increase of Bulgaria's popularity as a preferred tourist
destination.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation on "Opportunities for the development of wine
tourism in bulgaria™ authored by Christian Daphnis Rangelov represents an
independent and in-depth scientific study in which knowledge of the subject
matter, methodological and scientifically sound text and systematic analytical
abilities of the author are observed.

The scientific and practical-applied achievements are innovative and
research-oriented.
