1. Information about the dissertation defender

The doctoral student was trained under a doctoral programme with the
Department Economics of Tourism, Faculty Economics of Infrastructure of the
UNWE in the scientific specialty Economics and Management (Tourism). He was
enrolled as a full-time doctoral student by order No 716/12.03.2021 of the Rector
of the UNWE and was disenrolled by order No 173/26.01.2024, as of 02.03.2024.

2. General characterization of the presented dissertation

The volume of the dissertation is 207 pages. It is characterized by a
balanced structure, which includes all the required elements of a research work:
an introduction of 7 pgs, exposition in three chapters totalling 162 pgs, conclusion
of 5 pgs, 3 appendices (13 pgs) and a list of literary sources (12 pgs).

The dissertation has a clearly defined object and subject of study. The
object of examination is "wine tourism as a specialized type of tourism". The
subject of study are "the opportunities for the development of wine tourism in
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Bulgaria". The author has set himself the goal to "examine the new technologies
and innovations in the world of wine, and on that basis to offer a model for the
development of wine tourism in destination Bulgaria™.

The study in this work is subject to the thesis that "wine tourism possesses
development potential and is capable of generating significant revenues, both for
the wineries, and for the local economy".

The author demonstrates thorough knowledge of the existing literature on
the theme and has used a wide range of information sources. The bibliography
lists a total of 246 titles, of which 35 are in Cyrillic, 94 in Latin and 117 are
Internet sources.

The interpretations and conclusions in the exposition are illustrated and
justified by 8 tables, 17 figures and 9 charts.

The style of expression is precise. The author has a good command of the
concepts and terms in the theory of tourism, as a result of which the text is written
using scholarly language.

The dissertation fulfils the requirements of Art. 27, Para. 2 of the
Implementing Regulation of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied research findings

The author uses suitable research methods and approaches in order to
achieve the research goal that has been set, such as: systematic approach,
induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, historical method, comparative
analysis, statistical methods, observation method, survey, method of in-depth
interview.

For the purposes of the dissertation an empirical study is carried out during
the period 1 April to 30 June 2023. An in-depth interview of experts working in
the area of wine tourism, as well as of influencers, is conducted. The opinions of
those interviewed concerning the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria are
gathered. A survey, containing closed questions in Bulgarian and English is
developed and conducted among tourists. The answers of 278 respondents (185
Bulgarian citizens and 93 foreigners) regarding their interests, attitudes,
awareness and behaviour with respect to wine tourism in Bulgaria are processed.

In Chapter One, through critical analysis of the literature, the theoretical
foundations of wine tourism have been extended. The consumer experience of
practising wine tourism is emphasized. The complex tourism product of wine
tourism is defined.

Chapter Two contains an analysis of the development of wine tourism in
leading foreign destinations and in Bulgaria. The wine tourism practices of
France, Italy and The USA are reviewed. The wine production, the state and the



opportunities for wine tourism in Bulgaria are subjected to critical analysis.
Logically, the chapter ends with the appropriate presentation of the developed
author's methodology and tools for the planned empirical research.

In Chapter Three the obtained results of the survey and the in-depth
interviews are analyzed. Significant conclusions regarding the profile of wine
tourists and the offering of wine tourism in Bulgaria are drawn (consumers
receive information about the offering mainly from relatives and friends (47%)
and from social media (23%), they participate in wine tourism once a year, are not
sufficiently informed about the available opportunities, and the quality and variety
of the supplied products for wine tourism in this country are raised). A model for
the implementation of innovations in wine production and in the offering of
tourist services in the area of wine tourism is synthesized. The model comprises
innovating in three main areas of wine tourism: wine production, the wine tourism
product and the promotion of wine tourism. The chapter ends with formulated
guidelines and recommendations for the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria.

The contents of the dissertation prove that the scientific goal and research
tasks set by the author have been achieved.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied research contributions

We accept the applied research contributions drawn by the author in the
summary, which, in our view, can be summarized as follows:

First, based on a critical analysis of the literature, the theoretical foundation
of wine tourism is extended through enriching the understanding of its nature,
varieties and relations with the wine industry. Significant for the practice is the
discovery of the capabilities of wine tourism for the economic development of
destinations, through combining it with other specialized types of tourism.

Second, on the basis of the collected empirical data and analyzed practices
of wine tourism around the world and in Bulgaria, an author's model for the
development of wine tourism through the implementation of innovations is
developed.

Third, pragmatic guidelines, recommendations as well as the prospects
before the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria are formulated.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation

Kristian Rangelov encloses 9 publications on the theme of the dissertation:
6 articles (5 written independently and one as a co-author) and three
independently written scientific papers. The presented publications reflect
substantial results of the dissertation and provide the latter with sufficient
publicity.

6. Evaluation of the summary



The submitted summary is prepared in Bulgarian and English. It reflects the
contents of the main structural parts of the dissertation and complies with the
normative requirements.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The dissertation would benefit, if the statistical significance of the obtained
results of the survey is determined, where applicable.

| would recommend that in his future research work doctoral student
Kristian Rangelov study the attitudes among stakeholders in wine tourism
regarding the need to improve the policy pursued in the sector.

For the purpose of a respectable defense | propose to the attention of the
doctoral student the following question: Do Bulgarian wineries use any of the
propounded innovations in the author's model for the development of wine
tourism?

8. Conclusion

The doctoral student overfulfils the minimum national requirements under
Art. 2b, Para. 2 and 3 from the LDASRB for acquiring the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor", reporting 135 points, the minimum required being 80.

The presented dissertation complies with the requirements of the Law on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and
its Implementing Regulation.

The merits of the dissertation give me reason to grant it a positive
evaluation and to vote in favour of awarding the educational and scientific degree
of "Doctor" in the scientific specialty Economics and Management (Tourism),
professional field 3.8 Economics, to Kristian Rangelov.
