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I.  Overall assessment of the candidate:

The candidate for the educational and scientific degree "doctor" Christian Dafnis Rangelov
was born in 1994 and completed her secondary education at the Professional High School of
Telecommunications, Sofia. Regarding his higher education, Christian Rangelov has acquired the
following educational and qualification degrees: (i) Bachelor of Economics, majoring in "Economics
of Tourism" at the University of National and World Economy, Sofia; (ii) Master's degree in
International Project Management at the University of National and World Economy, Sofia.

In the period from March 2021 to the present, Christian Dafnis Rangelov is a doctoral student

in the doctoral program / scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Tourism)" at the University



of National and World Economy, Sofia with a dissertation on the topic "Possibilities for the
development of wine tourism in Bulgaria”.

For his participation in the public defense procedure, Christian Daphnis Rangelov has
presented: 1.) A developed dissertation in the volume of 207 pages of computer typed text; 2.) Nine
publications, of which - six scientific articles in non-refereed journals with scientific review and three
in the report of scientific conferences, eight of the publications are independent and one is co-authored,;
3.) Abstract of the dissertation work. In the presented scientific publications and author's abstract, in
fact, reflective problems are considered in the dissertation work, with an emphasis on separate, specific
scientific searches.

The dissertation work, presented by Christian Dafnis Rangelov, examines an issue relevant to
Bulgarian wine tourism . Regarding its structure and content, it should be noted that it is structured
in an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of the literature used, and two references . The
bibliographic reference is respectively 12 pages long and includes 246 sources, of which 144 are in
Bulgarian and 51 in a foreign language (Latin). There are 141 Internet information sources. The volume
of applications, 2 in total, is 52 pages and includes a questionnaire published in Bulgarian and English.

The structure of the dissertation chosen by the doctoral student shows an effort to meet the
requirements for compositional integrity and proportionality of its individual parts. As a logical
framework, the adopted structure ensures the necessary connection between the components of the
dissertation work and contributes to the achievement of completeness and completeness of the
conducted research. The large total number of bibliographic sources indicates a desire to study a

maximum volume of the leading international publications related to the topic of the dissertation.

Il.  Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the dissertation
work:

The following scientific and scientifically applied contributions can be highlighted in the
dissertation work presented by the candidate Christian Dafnis Rangelov on the topic " Possibilities for
the development of wine tourism in Bulgaria™:

6.) Based on a detailed literature review, the theoretical basis is explored, the
characteristics and specifics of wine tourism are determined, as well as the relationship between the

wine industry and tourism. An attempt was also made for an author's definition of wine tourism.



7)) Wine tourism is considered as an opportunity for economic development and the
ability to combine it with other specialized types of tourism is highlighted.

8.) in a comparative analysis , and the potential of Bulgaria as a destination for wine
tourism is highlighted.

9) An author's model for the development of wine tourism through the implementation
of innovations has been developed.

10.) Guidelines and recommendations are formulated, and the prospects for the
development of wine tourism in Bulgaria are outlined.

The candidate’s scientific contributions formulated in this way are the work of independent and
purposeful scientific research and further develop in a theoretical and practical aspect the existing
scientific knowledge in the field of management science in relation to its specific application in the
tourism industry. Here, a particularly positive impression is made by the fact that Christian Danfnis
Rangelov purposefully tried to touch on an interdisciplinary area in relation to Bulgarian wine tourism,

such as the use of information and communication technologies, robotics and innovations in general.

I11.  Evaluation of dissertation publications

As already stated in point | , in the procedure for public defense of his dissertation work,
Christian Rangelov submitted 9 publications on the subject of the dissertation - 6 articles ( 5
independent and one co-authored) and three independent scientific reports. The presented publications
reflect essential results of the dissertation work and provide it with sufficient publicity.

IV. Evaluation of the autoref
The presented abstract is prepared in Bulgarian and English. It reflects the content of the main

structural parts of the dissertation and meets the regulatory requirements.

V.  Critical notes and recommendations
Regarding the dissertation work, some critical remarks and recommendations can be made,
which in no case do not reduce its quality as a scientific paper, as follows:
1. The dissertation would benefit from examining small and family owned wineries that offer

wine tourism.



2. 1 would recommend that, in his future research work, PhD student Christian Rangelov
investigates the downsides of using artificial intelligence in winemaking and wine tourism.

3. It is recommended that in the future the doctoral student also uses APA citation style,
especially if he decides to publish the dissertation as a monograph, which will make it more easily
recognizable for international citations.

2. Can we argue that wine tourism helps build an ecologically sustainable destination?
