1. Information about the PhD Student.

The dissertation student was enrolled in a doctoral program at the
Department of “Economics of Tourism”, Faculty of “Economics of
Infrastructure” of the UNWE in the scientific specialty “Economics and
Management (Tourism)”, according to the Order of the Rector of UNWE No.
713/12.03.2021. The education was carried out in a full-time regular form in the
period of 02.03.2021 — 02.03.2024.

2. Summary of the presented dissertation work

Lyubomira Georgieva's doctorate is dedicated to an interesting
subject, insufficiently developed on a national level, and has the classic
structure of three chapters - theoretical, analytical and constructive.

The volume of the work is 206 pages with the following structural
units: introduction (7 pages); exposition in three chapters (162 pages);
conclusion (5 pages). Included are 3 appendices (14 pages) and a bibliography
(11 pages). Structurally, the dissertation includes all the necessary elements, as
well as 4 tables, 11 figures, 9 graphs, related to the subject of the study.



The used scientific literature also corresponds to the analyzed issues
and includes 171 sources. Of these, 41 are in Cyrillic, 81 in English and 49
from the Internet. The author has made an effort to study some of the main
publications on the subject, not only of gambling tourism, but also of the related
categories and what is understood in the national specialized literature. It also
included relevant publications in English, as well as normative and statistical
publications. The structure of the bibliographic apparatus is a logical result of
the peculiarities of the research subject, as well as the lack of sufficient national
specialized literature on the issue.

The proposed research is of scientific interest due to the growing
role and importance of gambling tourism, related to the modern complex
conjuncture and the rise of technological innovations.

At the same time, gambling tourism is a strong economic multiplier,
even in force majeure situations, such as the current one. In this regard, I
consider the subject and object of the research to be well chosen and
appropriately formulated.

The main goal of the research is logically based on the subject and the
object (the process is presented graphically by the author). I consider it well
formulated and appropriate for the chosen topic. In relation to the scientific
work the author presents 5 detailed, logically derived research tasks. The
research’s main thesis and its three hypotheses are coherent and well structured.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The subject, object, goal, tasks and thesis are used as basis for selecting a
research methodology. The doctoral student applies traditional and
corresponding to the research analytical tools. The selection and combination of
scientific approaches and methods are appropriate for the chosen topic. The
empirical study includes online survey conducted among 330 Bulgarian and
foreign tourists, an in-depth interview with managers from the tourism and
gambling industries. The analyze and processing of results are also traditional
and correspond well to the context of the research and aid the achievement of
the set thesis goal. Using a set of scientific approaches and methods, the author
consistently solves research tasks, which lead to the completion of the research
objective.

The main scientific results achieved by the doctoral student are reduced
to enriching the theory regarding the essence and features of gambling tourism,
its product, as well as its interrelationships with tourist destinations. Modern
innovations, including the digitization of the gambling industry, are



systematized.

The scientific and applied results mainly refer to analyzing and
evaluating the world's leading gambling destinations, respectively the
destination Bulgaria. The possibilities for the development of the researched
type of tourism based on a logically constructed author's model and policy of
responsible gambling have also been revealed.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions

The achievements mentioned in paragraph 3 are the basis for deriving the
scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the dissertation work. | accept
the contributions indicated by the author in the Abstract. They are of
theoretical, analytical, methodological and methodological nature. | highly
appreciate the author's model for the development of gambling tourism through
a policy of responsible gambling, as well as the guidelines formulated by the
doctoral student based on the application of the specified model.

5. Assessment of the dissertation publications

The presented publications related to the dissertation are 9. They include
6 articles (of which 4 in English and 2 - in Bulgarian) and 3 scientific reports.
This exceeds the minimal requirements. The scientific papers correspond to the
topic of the dissertation. The articles are published in scientific journals,
referenced and indexed in Google Books. The reports are issued in collective
volumes and are presented at different scientific forums. The PhD student
documents 85 points achieved.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract, with a volume of 50 pages in Bulgarian and 47 in
English, correctly reflects the characteristics, structure and content of the
dissertation work.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions
| have no major criticisms, but | believe that the thesis would benefit

from more examples of the positive effect of offering gambling tourism in
destinations worldwide.



In connection with the current situation, | would recommend that, in her
future research work, PhD student Lyubomira Georgieva investigates the
negative aspects of the impact of the war between Israel and Palestine on
gambling tourism in Bulgaria.

Questions:

For the purpose of a worthy defense, | offer the attention of the doctoral
student the following question:

1. What are the main barriers on the Bulgarian market that can prevent
the implementation of your proposed model for the development of gambling
tourism in Bulgaria?
