REVIEW OF THE DISSERTATION WORK

1. Information about the dissertation author

The dissertation author presented her dissertation for discussion at the Department of
"Intellectual Property and Technological Transfer" of the Faculty of Business of the UNWE in
accordance with Art. 39 of the the Regulations on the Implementation of the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA). The disclosure of the procedure
for the defense of the dissertation work was carried out on the basis of a decision of the DC
from 12.02.2024 and a decision of the Faculty Council of the Business Faculty from
21.02.2024.

- Brief biographical reference

Maria Ananieva Markova was born in 1966. She holds a master's degree in Economics from
UNWE 1989, and a master's degree in law from South-West University ,,Neofit Rilski®,
Blagoevgrad, 2008. She received the PhD degree of "doctor in economics™ in 1998 with a
dissertation on the topic "Design as intellectual property and as a company strategy"” in the
scientific specialty "Organization and management outside the sphere of material production
(by branches and sub-branches). She works at UNWE in the "Intellectual Property" department
and in the "Institute for Creative Industries and Business".

Prof. Markova completed a long-term specialization in "Marketing and market policy of the
company" as well as numerous short-term specializations in the Patent Office of the Republic
of Bulgaria, the World Intellectual Property Organization and other organizations in our country
and in Austria, Italy, Spain and Greece.

Held academic and other positions until now



M. Markova successively held the academic positions at UNWE as assistant (1977), associate
professor (2006) and professor (2018). She held various academic positions at UNWE:
scientific secretary of the "Intellectual Property" department, deputy Dean, head of the
"Intellectual Property" department, member of the Faculty Councils of the EF and the Business
Faculty, member of the Control Council of the UNWE, etc. She has participated in projects
under the National Scientific research fund, UNWE, Ministry of Education and Culture and
European programs. Prof. Markova has extensive experience as a patent representative at the
Patent Office and as an expert in the field of intellectual property.

2. Brief description of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is 304 pages long and is structured in an introduction, three chapters, references
and appendices. The topicality of the topic is determined by the following facts and
circumstances:

- Incompletely researched theoretical aspects of intellectual property (IP) as a complex
system of objects and relations in the economy at the national and company level;

- Low degree of exploitation of the potential of IP for the development of the economy
and companies due to lack of appropriate approaches, mechanisms and strategies;

- Need for empirical studies to confirm important theses in the field of intellectual
property. The author has clearly formulated the main goal of the study, which integrates
three sub-goals: first, a more complete understanding of the complex characteristics of
IP, second, systematization and development of approaches, mechanisms and strategies
for exploiting the potential of IP, third, verification of the formulated hypotheses
through office and empirical studies.

The hypotheses and tasks written in the introduction are well connected to the main goal and
main thesis of the study. The object and subject of the research are clearly defined in their full
scope and relation to the objectives of the dissertation work.

The topic and objectives of the study presuppose the knowledge and use of a large number of
sources. From the attached reference for the literature used and the content of the dissertation
work, it can be clearly concluded that the author has an excellent knowledge of the specialized
literature in the field of intellectual property. Prof. Markova's numerous publications indirectly
speak of this. The author is also familiar with sources concerning the strategic issues of national
competitiveness, the development of regions and the economy as a whole, the financing of
innovations, etc.

3. Evaluation of the received scientific and scientific-applied results

The results achieved in the first chapter are of a scientific nature and refer to clarifying the
author's position on the essence of the main concepts on the subject, revealing the system of IP
objects, their mutual relationship and especially their relations with other processes and larger
systems: scientific research, cyclicality in the economy, innovation, business. A number of
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specific results can be pointed out, which contribute to a more complete clarification of the
complex nature of the phenomenon of intellectual property and its importance for science and
business.

From a systemic standpoint, the author has clarified the relationship between scientific research,
scientific results, scientific research product, intellectual property and innovations.
Undoubtedly, a positive assessment can be given to the multifaceted characteristics of the
research product: as an object of IP resp. industrial property, as a business resource and as an
object of protection through the instruments of legal and de facto monopoly. The emphasis on
the protection of IP objects facilitates the study in chapter three.

We should especially note the study of IP as a business resource in two directions: IP as a
complex utility and as a communication and associative value. Theoretical conclusions are
supported by relevant examples from business practice. Among the positive results in the
second chapter, the first stand out are the very well-argued assessments of Bulgaria's place on
the world map of innovation, intellectual property and competitiveness.

The analysis carried out is characterized by the completeness of the information sources (Global
Innovation Index, Competitiveness Index, etc.), logical consistency of the analytical
procedures, bindingness of the conclusions for Bulgaria in the individual areas, verification of
the conclusions through practical studies in the higher education sector and BAS /Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences/etc. Special mention should be made of the ideas and proposals of Prof.
Markova resulting from the analysis regarding the necessary changes in the policies and
strategies for innovation, intellectual property and competitiveness of the Bulgarian economy.

In the second place, the more fully clarified questions about the essence, the necessary
prerequisites and the mutual relations between the general strategy for the development of the
economy (to the extent that there is one) and the private strategies at the national level, incl. IP
strategy. Most of the author's opinions and arguments are acceptable and can support future
research and management decisions in the field of Scientific Research, innovation and IP.

The main positive results of a methodological and scientific-applied nature are contained in the
third chapter.

First, 1 will note the proposed two sets of indicators for assessing competitiveness, which
include the aspect of intellectual property rights (IPRs) and related costs, revenues, efficiency,
capital, image, etc.

Second, the content of the analysis of the company's intellectual property portfolio and the
stages of portfolio management are very well clarified by using well-known methods: SWOT
analysis, technology life cycle, GE matrix, Hofer matrix, etc. The author's ideas are supported
by relevant examples from real companies.

Third, there are results proving the importance of IP for the development of companies.
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In particular, Prof. Markova has clarified very well the objectives and content of patent studies
for protected product and technological innovations and studies for protected business
identifiers. It has been proven that the mentioned studies are the basis for evaluating the IP
portfolio, the effectiveness of the protected objects used, the costs and revenues from the owned
objects, the effect on the financial situation, etc.

Fourth, Prof. Markova proposed a system of scientific, methodical and scientific-applied
solutions for developing a complex strategy for the company's IP.

Fifth, a model for managing the company's IP has been proposed and tested in specific
companies. The research methodology is fully consistent with the goals and objects of the study.
The author thoroughly follows the logic of first investigating the theoretical questions, after
which she moves on to the methodological and applied questions on the subject. Another point
is the study of the interrelationship and interaction of IP at the national and company level.

A third feature is the search for a balance between the economic and legal aspects of IP. All
this determines the wide scope of the tools used: generally accepted scientific methods, specific
methods for IP research, synthesis methods. The complexity of the topic from viewpoint of
objects and goals naturally implies some limitations of the investigated aspects: digitalization,
globalization, know-how, etc. The general assessment is that Prof. Markova has fulfilled the
tasks specified in the introduction and has achieved the main goal of the research.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications
Prof. Markova has indicated 16 publications on the topic of the dissertation after 2018, of
which: 4 articles in referenced international databases SCOPUS and WoSC, 4 articles in

national databases, 5 reports in national and international conferences and 3 reports in
international conferences abroad. Ten of the publications are in English.
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From the topics of the publications, it is clear that the author has made the main elements of her
research available to a large scientific audience. The publications on the dissertation were made
in a short recent period: 2019 — 2023. Nevertheless, there is information about a sufficient
number of citations. Only for the publications available in the SCOPUS and WoSC databases
(4 items), the citations are 12 items.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The volume (54 p.), the structure and the synthesized exposition give a sufficiently complete
picture of the objectives, methodology, methodical procedures and the achieved scientific and
scientific-applied results in the dissertation work incl. those of a contributory nature.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

Prof. Markova's dissertation is a complex study with indisputable scientific and scientific-
applied qualities and achieved results. Like any research, this provokes some questions,
opinions and recommendations, which the author could think about and possibly use in her
future research, and also in the dissertation work as a possible monograph for some
improvements and additions.

Despite the author's undisputed contribution to the topic of a stand-alone national IP strategy,
there are still debatable issues. First, can the National Development Program of Bulgaria be
considered as a basis for developing private strategies? Second, the author has revealed the
complex interactions and dependencies between R&D, innovation and IP at the national level,
which raises the question of how justified it is to speak of a stand-alone IP strategy. Perhaps
future research should focus on developing integral strategies Innovations - IP resp. IP-
Innovations; SR- IP - Innovations; Technology transfer - Business. Third, the proposed content
of the innovation strategy at the national level is largely covered by the definition of the
company's innovation strategy (see Blagoev, Georgiev, Tsvetkov, Management of company
innovations and investments, 2013, p.184). This approach is controversial. Some solutions are
an exclusive area for companies and it is unacceptable to be elements of the innovation strategy
at the national level: recommended products, markets, technological specialization, sources of
technology. Fourth, what is the author's opinion about the following approach: The first step is
to develop a written national IP strategy as a strategic management document, i.e. a strategy
that answers the question of what should be done in the field of IP. A second step, evaluating
the strategy against feasibility and feasibility criteria, which answers the question of what can
be done to implement the strategy. Step three, evaluation and choice between options: adjusted
stand-alone strategy that is both feasible and acceptable; adjusted (*“sharpened™) stand-alone
strategy, including only elements and goals that can be achieved; a strategy whose elements
and objectives (or part of them) are implanted in other independent strategies, policies and
programs (in this case there is no independent strategy from an implementation point of view).
An important positive result of a general nature are the prospective directions of future research
on the subject arising from Prof. Markova's research. One of these directions is the question of
the flexibility of a firm's IP strategy as a condition for its applicability to different combinations
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of characteristics of the firm and the industry in which it operates. For example, at what point
in the life cycle of a radical innovation does the industry that builds on it transform from a
radical to an evolutionary industry and possibly then back to radical again? And how does this
transition affect the content of the IP strategies of firms in the respective industries?

8. CONCLUSION

Prof. Markova's dissertation is dedicated to a significant, clearly formulated scientific and
scientifically applied problem. The formulated goals, tasks and methodology fully correspond
to the complex nature of the topic and the object of research: IP at the national and company
level. The research results are presented clearly in the necessary logical sequence. The author's
contributions are correctly defined and systematized.
