The dissertation student has presented his dissertation work for discussion in the
department/faculty of UNSS according to Art. 39 of PPZRASRB. The disclosure of the
procedure for the defense of the dissertation work was carried out on the basis of: decisions
of the SC / FS from Protocol No. 10/12.02. 24 and Protocol No. 6/21.02.24

Prof. Dr. Maria Markova has a rich academic biography, which will be presented here
briefly. In 1989, she graduated from Karl Marx Higher Institute of Economics, Sofia (now
UNSS), majoring in "Economics and Industrial Management”, then in 1998 she defended her
doctorate in economics on the topic "Design as intellectual property and as a company
strategy ”, in 2006 she qualified as an associate professor with a dissertation on the topic
"Organization and management outside the sphere of material production (by branches and
sub-branches)”. In 2008, Prof. Dr. M. Markova successfully completed a master's degree in
law at the Neofit Rilski State University, Blagoevgrad.

1. Information about the dissertation student

Twelve years after the first habilitation, the dissertation student became a professor in the
scientific specialty "Organization and management outside the sphere of material production™
/intellectual property/ at UNSS, certificate N 48/ 2018.

The fact that Prof. Maria Markova has completed numerous short-term academic
specializations and exchange of experience in various universities in the last 20 years - apart
from Bulgaria, but also in Austria, Italy and Spain, as well as in the World Organization
Academy - makes a positive impression. for intellectual property, 2002, Greece, The
academic career of the dissertation student goes through various academic positions at the



University of National and World Economy, department "Intellectual Property"”, where she
was also Scientific Secretary for several years, Dean of Research and Development of the
Business Faculty of UNSS, 2016 - 2018, Director of the Institute of Intellectual Property and
Technology Transfer of UNSS /IISTT/, 2011 - 2022, as well as Deputy. director of research
and development at IISTT from 2022 until now. In 2023, she was also the chairman of the
Intellectual Property Commission of the UNSS.

Prof. Dr. Maria Markova has led many disciplines in the bachelor's and master's degrees,
namely: Intellectual Property, Corporate Design and Visual Culture, Marketing of
Intellectual Products, Architectural, Interior and Exterior Design, Business in the Performing
Arts, etc. "Digital competitiveness and intellectual property”, "Digitalization of cultural
heritage”, "Current issues of intellectual property”, "Business identifiers”, "Intellectual
property in the advertising business”, "Advertising as intellectual property”. 6. participant in
projects under NIS, UNSS, MES and European programs, the most important of which are:
students in master's programs, the dissertation leader led the disciplines: "Digital
competitiveness and intellectual property”, "Digitalization of cultural heritage”, "Current
problems of intellectual property' etc. Prof. Maria Markova has a high research activity as
well, having also participated in various research projects at UNSS, Ministry of Education
and in line with various European programs.

2. Brief description of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for review has a total volume of 305 pages, of which 284 pages
are text on the subject, 9 pages are a bibliography and 3 detailed appendices. The structure of
the scientific work is classic and very well developed - introduction, three chapters,
conclusion, used sources and applications. In the dissertation, 140 sources in Bulgarian and
English languages are cited, 45 figures and 6 tables are presented, visualizing the results of
research and theoretical statements on the topic. | would like to point out that the style is
clear and scientifically sound, which helps to read and understand the scientific thesis and
results.

The chosen topic for the dissertation work is undeniably current and dissertationable, because
intellectual products and creative industries are the focus of scientific and technological
progress. Their forms and types of existence are diverse, and at the same time, new branches
of science and business sectors with incorporated intellectual property are emerging. The
scope of the term “intellectual property” includes products of human intellectual labor and
the list of objects of intellectual property and intellectual property rights is expanding,
therefore it is necessary to conduct in-depth studies of the economic dimensions of
intellectual property. The present work is an excellent example of such research.

The dissertation work of Prof. Dr. M. Markova has a clearly defined object, subject and
purpose, and the main thesis of the research raised for proof is that the knowledge and use of
intellectual property as a complex economic and legal phenomenon leads to lasting positive
economic results and increased competitiveness of companies and the national economy as a
whole. For verification in support of the main thesis, 8 working hypotheses and several
additional tasks have been raised to support the confirmation or rejection of the research
thesis. Based on the requirement that research hypotheses should be testable, | believe that
most hypotheses are clearly formulated for testing, but 2 hypotheses could have been
formulated in a different way that would allow more reliable testing. The development used
83 literary sources in Bulgarian and English, which shows an excellent knowledge of the



theory and research results on the subject, and | would note that it is good that there is a
relatively large share of publications that are from the last 5 years.

Nearly 80% of the dissertation was checked for plagiarism through the software Grammarly
and there was no plagiarism stated.

3. Evaluation of the received scientific and scientific-applied results
To achieve the goals of the dissertation research, a large portfolio of methods was used,
namely content analysis, comparative analysis, historical method, the method of abstraction,
induction-deduction, and hypothesis testing. Some specific methods suitable for the study of
intellectual property as an economic phenomenon were also used: cost-benefit method,
product life cycle, and technology life cycle method, case analysis method, evaluation
methods of intellectual property rights /IPR/ of the company and methods of synthesis -
writing scenarios, forming policies and strategies.
1. An author's research was conducted through an online survey on the degree of knowledge
and use of IPR in business by companies for a 4-year period, which leads to useful
conclusions for business practice, one of which is that about 80% of companies, do not own
objects of "intellectual property directly related to innovation and do not know "intellectual
property"” as a legal and economic phenomenon, respectively do not use intellectual property
rights with economic potential in their business and goal setting for sustainable market
success (c. 247-253).
2. | consider one of the important results of Prof. Markova's research, useful for the business,
to be the developed methodological scheme for forming a strategy for the company's
intellectual property (266-267). Another important aspect of the scientific results of the
development is the adaptation of this methodology (which, in principle, is mainly for the
production industries) to the specifics of the sphere of creative industries (pp. 269-270).
3. Intellectual property for innovative solutions was researched as the state and trends in
Bulgaria, while identifying leading directions, economic sectors, and leading companies.
The doctoral candidate Prof. Dr. Markova clearly and correctly defined the limitations of the
study: The author does not investigate the specifics and impact of digitization of the business
environment, the digitization of science and research, which pose new problems and
challenges to the intellectual property system to reveal the classical parameters, forms and
patterns in the management of the triad "scientific research - intellectual property - business".

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions
After reading the dissertation work, the results presented in it, and the opinion of the
dissertation student about his contributions, | concluded that the following scientific and
scientific-applied contributions are indisputable:

I. Scientific contributions
1. The relationship "WE - intellectual property - business" has been proven as a triad, the
elements of which interact along all lines with an alternating role of “source - resource -
result”. Intellectual property as a complex of objects and relationships is at the beginning and
end of every business cycle.
2. ldentification of intellectual property as a source of current and proven scientific research
results, the implementation of which would realize their inherent economic potential.
The product and technological innovations protected by IPR are a good business resource for
implementing a company's competitiveness strategy.
3. 3 author classifications were created and substantiated:



3.1. of innovations, differentiated into radical and modifications,
3.2. of industries differentiated into radical /based on radical technological innovations/ and
evolutionary industries /based on improvements and modifications in products/;
3.3. of the objects of intellectual property as objects - the result of creative activity and an
element of the innovation system and objects of intellectual property identifying the business
as a subject and result.
4. Proposed and implemented in the study is the following toolkit for assessing the economic
significance of intellectual property, which contains the following methods:
1. Cost-benefit method.
2. "Technology/product life cycle” methods.
3. Application of conventional and new economic methods and models to prove the factor
conditioning of competitiveness at the national and company level, which
achieved through a sound innovation strategy and intellectual property strategy.
| accept with some doubts the indication of three factor impact checks of the research as
methods, namely: 1. Influence on production, financial and human capital of the company; 2.
Utility for the user - basic and additional; 3. Diffusion in the complex economic system.

1. Applied contributions
After familiarizing myself with the dissertation work and the opinion of the dissertation
student, | accept without a doubt the following contributions of a scientific and applied
nature:
1. The need for intellectual property studies has been proven for the purpose of justification
and feasibility of a strategy for R&D and innovation at the national and company level in
view of the indicators: trends in R&D, patentability and patent purity.
2. The relations of coordination and subordination of the national strategy for intellectual
property with strategies for scientific research and economy based on knowledge, the goal of
which is national competitiveness, have been proven.
3. Through the research have been proven the relations of coordination and subordination of
the company's strategy for intellectual property with the strategies for business development
and for innovation, the purpose of which is company competitiveness - part of the thesis.
4. The strategic orientation of the management process in forming and implementing
strategies for business development and innovation has been confirmed, the results of which
must be subject to constant monitoring with a view to analysis and evaluation of the results
and application of various strategic options.
5. Models have been developed for managing the company's intellectual property and
competitiveness at the national and company level with an emphasis on applied economic
research , which have been tested in scientific publications and in the consultancy Activities
of the author.

5. Evaluation of dissertant’s publications

According to the information presented, after 2010 Prof. Dr. Maria Markova has 5
independent monographic publications related to the topic of the dissertation and one
electronic textbook "Intellectual property and creative industries”, MSO, 2022, ISBN: 978-
619-188-968-6, co-authored,.share 40% . For the same period of 13 years, the dissertation
student also has 16 articles and studies in indexed and referenced publications in various
databases, 27 articles in specialized scientific publications with editorial boards, 25 reports
from conferences in Bulgaria, as well as 17 reports published in collections abroad.

Almost all publications are related to the topic of the dissertation work, and this high
publication activity provides an opportunity for researchers both in Bulgaria and abroad to
familiarize themselves with the author's views on the meaning of the phenomenon of
"intellectual property" and its relationship with the final results of business

6. Evaluation of the extended abstract

In my opinion, the dissertation author's abstract is well structured both in terms of content
and volume. It has a classical structure- 102 pages with an introduction, three chapters, and a
conclusion. The development presents very well the theoretical foundations of the
relationship "Scientific research- intellectual property-business”, and the results of the
dissertation research, illustrated with tables and figures. The abstract contains the views of
the main authors on the problem of "intellectual property as an economic phenomenon”, but
at the same time it also presents the author's opinion of Prof. Dr. Markova based on the
conducted research with real companies on the Bulgarian market.

The author's style is scientific, covering terminology from both law and marketing and
economic analysis, but without unnecessary scientific terms and phraseology.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

| do not have any critical notes except one about the formulation of 2 hypotheses which was
earlier mentioned.

As the authors defines the limitations of the dissertation research and one of them is that she
did not explore the specifics and influence of the business environment and science
digitization, 1 would recommend that prof. Maria Markova conducts in the next couple of
years a new research on this topic and especially the impact of Artificial intellect (Al) on
intellectual property protection.

CONCLUSION

The presented dissertation work of Prof. Dr. M. Markova meets the established requirements
for such a scientific development according to Art. 12, paragraph 1, 3, 4, 5, 6 and Art. 4,
paragraphs 1, 2, 3 and 4 of the Rules of the UNSS for the implementation of the law. The
dissertation contains its own research, which is based on a good knowledge of the theoretical
foundations of the researched problem and its own professionally proven methodology is
applied, and these are important requirements for awarding the educational and scientific
degree "Doctor of Sciences".

In addition, | consider that the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the
dissertation work are correctly defined and give it a very high scientific value, which gives
me reason to recommend with conviction to the respected scientific jury to award Prof. Dr.
