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1. Information about the dissertation student

The dissertation student presented her dissertation for discussion in the
Department of Intellectual Property and Technological Transfer of the Business
Faculty at UNWE in accordance with art. 39 of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (RIADASRB). The start of the procedure related to the
defence of the dissertation was based on the decision of a meeting of the
departmental council of the Department of Intellectual Property and
Technological Transfer and was based on Order 09/ 09.01.2024 of the Vice-
Rector for Research of UNWE.

Prof. Markova’s entire research and creative path are closely connected
with the use of intellectual property in business organisation activity. The
beginning was marked by Prof. Markova’s choice of specialisation while she



was doing her master’s degree. She has a master’s degree in the Economics and
Management of Industry with a specailisation in Company Marketing and
Market Policy. Within this context, the use of intellectual property is a key
component of marketing policy. During the preparation of her doctoral thesis,
the dissertation student’s research was already focused on the issues related to
intellectual property. In 1998, Maria Markova successfully defended her
doctoral thesis entitled “Design as intellectual property and as a company
strategy” (scientific specialty “Organisation and management outside the sphere
of material production”). From then onward, she has not changed the direction
of her research interests. Her skill for implementing an interdisciplinary
approach to the subject matter was manifested in the successful completion of a
master’s degree in law in 2008. The dissertation student has done a number of
specialisation courses and has participated in a number of experience exchanges
in the Patent Office of the Republic of Bulgaria, National Centre for Industrial
Design, World Intellectual Property Organisation, World Intellectual Property
Academy, EIPTN (European intellectual property teaching network), European
Patent Academy, etc.

Prof. Markova has successfully led and participated in a number of
university, national and international projects on intellectual property. She has
published ten monographs, over 80 conference papers and over 60 articles on
the subject in the country and abroad.

Along with all this, the dissertation student has built a successful
scientific and teaching career, growing from an assistant professor to a
professor, as well as giving lectures and seminars on intellectual property issues
at the University of National and World Economy. Until 2023, she chaired the
Committee on Intellectual Property at UNWE.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation presented by the dissertation student contains a main
body of 294 pages and ten pages of appendices. Its structure is classic: an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, bibliography and the specified
appendices. This simple traditional approach allows the author to present a
complex and multifaceted economic problem in an understandable way.

For modern economic thinking, the simple conclusion that the researched
issue is topical is not enough to convey the importance of the examined issue
for modern economic thinking. The system for intellectual property protection
emerged and develops in the context of innovations. It is innovation that is the
building material of any economic system. This is accepted as a basic postulate
both in widely accepted and well-established economic theories, as well as for
deviations from the so-called mainstream. In this sense, the dissertation deals
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with a problem that is considered of key importance in the modern digitalised
and highly technological world. The clarification of this problem requires a
specific and creatively developed research plan. It is noteworthy that the author
has tackled this challenge successfully.

First of all, the methodological requirements for the determination of the
research object, subject, objective and tasks were observed precisely. The object
of research is a complex aggregate of mutually interweaving components,
namely intellectual property as a system of objects and relationships. This
system is too complex for direct study, which requires that a researcher is
carried away based on the method of scientific abstraction, i.e. abstracts from
some of the components. In this particular case, when determining the research
subject, the author abstracted both from some of the components of the complex
system and from its structure. In accordance with the general systems theory,
the structure reflects the interaction of the components and defines the new
system properties. The subject of research is formulated with the objects of
intellectual property considered as both a business result and a resource for
competitiveness. In this context, the research field is narrow enough to achieve
the ambitious objective of the dissertation.

Second, the author has successfully selected the general research toolkit.
In this particular case, it is not about the specific research tools, but about the
overall approach in which they are used. In formulating the research objective,
intellectual property was seen as a complex legal and economic phenomenon.
This allows the fruitful implementation of an interdisciplinary research
approach. The internal logic of the interaction between economic and legal
mechanisms is itself a prerequisite for a successful interdisciplinary study.
Following the interests of the individuals and organisations that build them,
economic systems expand and conquer new economic spaces. But this process
stops if the interests and rights of some members of society are violated. In
these cases, legal regulation of economic processes is required. Thus, economic
interest acts as a social engine, and the legal system is a regulator. Combining
economic and legal research tools sets a perspective scheme for inter-
disciplinary research on the issue.

Third, the dissertation is based on a very appropriate form of presentation
of the research findings and the obtained results. The author has creatively
combined the approach of strategic planning with the logic of scientific
research. Thus, all research tools find their natural place within the
interdisciplinary framework used. Methods such as hypothesis testing,
comparative analysis, historical method, induction and deduction, scenario
planning, unity of analysis and synthesis are used at a high level of abstraction.
Respectively, at a higher level of specificity, methods such as costs-benefits
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analysis, product life cycle, technology life cycle, case study, analysis of
economic efficiency and its determining factors, etc. are applied. The originality
of the author’s approach for analysis of company competitiveness with a focus
on intellectual property rights is noteworthy in particular.

The end result is a well-considered research plan in which the strategic
and necessary levels of theoretical abstraction are balanced to achieve the
research theses.

In general, the study is unique and with no analogue in Bulgarian
literature. Globally, a lot of studies have been conducted, but none of them
reflects the manifestations of general regularities in the specific Bulgarian
context. In this aspect, the results are of interest to the international scientific
community as well, which is further confirmed by the interest in the author’s
publications on the issue. Her in-depth knowledge of the researched subject
matter is impressive.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied
results

The skillful implementation of a good research plan inevitably leads to the
achievement of qualitative scientific and scientific-applied results that can be
summarised as follows:

As a starting point and basis for further results, the first chapter presents an
author's interpretation of the content of the scientific research process. Here are the
features of the research product (RP) and the directions for its protection as artistic
property (copyright) and as industrial property. The author reviewed the
possibilities for RP protection by using the instruments for legal monopoly in these
two directions.

An approach has been developed for the assessment of the economic
benefits from the intellectual property owned for the business. This approach is
based on the methods of costs-benefits analysis, complex utility and product/
technology life cycle. In order to achieve the further research objectives, a specific
classification (for the purpose of differentiation) of intellectual property objects
into two large groups has been developed. These groups are: objects of intellectual
property, the result of creative activity and an element of the innovation system;
objects of intellectual property identifying the business as subject and result.
creative activity and an element of the innovation system; objects of intellectual
property identifying the business as subject and result. In essence, these are
innovations and business identifiers (trademarks, logos, geographical indications,
etc.).

In the second chapter, the results are united around the idea of the place of
intellectual property in the national economy. Contemporary technological trends,
digital economy, new industrial sectors, etc. are explored. The author focuses on
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the economic sense of innovation protection through objects of intellectual
property. Substantiation is provided of the author’s thesis for a functional
dependence intellectual property — competitiveness. As a result of the author's
research, conclusions are formulated about the innovative solutions produced in
the system of higher education institutions and the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences
(BAS). The main points of a strategy in the scientific research - intellectual
property — innovation field at a national level have been formulated on the basis of
public reports of world organisations and presented author's research.

The results in chapter three are focused on the place of intellectual property
in the company. An author's methodology for assessment of company
competitiveness based on quantifiable and non-quantifiable indicators is presented.
An author's model for management of the company intellectual property has been
formulated. A strategy for intellectual property in innovative and traditional
industries is presented. The components of a company strategy for intellectual
property are substantiated — a substrategy for innovation, a substrategy for business
identifiers and a substrategy for other objects of intellectual property. Special
attention is paid to the integrated programme for the implementation of the
strategy. Based on all these intermediate results, an author's model for
management of company competitiveness with a focus on intellectual property
rights is presented.

By summarising all enumerated results of the research in the conclusion of
the dissertation, the research plan has been successfully implemented and its goal
has been achieved.

4. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied
contributions

Some of the achieved scientific and scientific-applied results contribute to
scientific advance. The dissertation student enumerated the following
contributions:

I. Scientific

1. Evidence of the relationship scientific research — intellectual property —
business.

2. ldentification of intellectual property as a source of topical and proven
research results.

3. Development of author’s classifications.

4. Development of a toolkit for the assessment of the economic significance
of intellectual property.
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5. The factor conditioning of competitiveness at national and company level
based on an innovation strategy and an intellectual property strategy has been
proven.

I1. Scientific-applied

1. Substantiation of the need to study intellectual property in order to
develop strategies for scientific research and innovation at a national and company
level.

2. Substantiation of the key role of a national strategy for intellectual
property with regard to research strategies, knowledge-based economy and
national competitiveness.

3. Justification of the relations of coordination and subordination of the
company strategy for intellectual property with regard to the strategies for business
development and innovation.

4. Presenting rationale for the long-term strategic management process for
the development of all these strategies.

5. Development of models of management of company intellectual
proper-
ty and of competitiveness at a national and company level.

| accept the contributions indicated by the author. I believe there are others
as well. My personal opinion is that combining legal and economic approaches for
interdisciplinary research in the field of business is also a contribution of a
scientific-applied nature. As argued above, the phenomena in this area have an
economic and legal character due to the logic of their origin and development.
Therefore, the joint use of legal and economic approaches in business-oriented
research is a good prerequisite for the substantiation of useful results.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

The dissertation student presented 16 publications on the topic of the
dissertation: articles in scientific journals and conference papers. | will not go into
details as the content of the publications unequivocally follows the issues of the
dissertation. I must note that both scientific journals and scientific forums are
closely specialised in the researched area. Therefore, all publications have reached
their target audience. Four of the publications are in international refereed
databases. The publications have already been cited over 18 times, of which four
were made in international refereed databases. This is convincing proof of the
positive response from the experts in the given area of research.
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6. Evaluation of the abstract of the dissertation
The abstract reflects correctly and in good faith the content of the
dissertation.

7. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions

The eternal human pursuit of perfection involves a critical approach even to
the most successful studies. In this case, | would like to make recommendations.
This is due to the fact that the inconsistencies | found could be considered
imperfections. They do not change the overall positive impression of the obtained
results.

The most serious remark is too conceptual and the author has substantiated
the position she has chosen. It is about the application of the systemic approach in
the study. Due to the adopted limitations, only some of the objects of intellectual
property (part of the subject adopted for research) are considered in the paper, but
not the relations of the creation and economic realization of these objects (part of
the object of research). If this limitation were absent, the study would lose its
centre. In this context, 1 make the following recommendation to the doctoral
student. Based on the results obtained already, she can now study a given class of
intellectual property objects together with the relations of their creation and
economic realization. In this way, it will be possible to use all the possibilities of
the systemic approach. Respectively, the researcher will be able to present the key
characteristic of each system, namely, its goal function. From there, it will be
possible to identify the stakeholders and apply the appropriate economic (or other)
theory.

I would once again like to note that my remark is not a criticism, but is
rather a recommendation for future research.

8. Conclusion

My firm belief is that Prof. Dr. Maria Ananieva Markova has proven her
high professionalism in carrying out her research work and has achieved results
that clearly represent scientific achievements. The dissertation presents theoretical
conclusions and practical solutions to essential scientific and scientific-applied
problems. The obtained results correspond to modern achievements and represent
a valuable and original contribution to science. The presented dissertation meets
the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and of the Regulations for its implementation.
