1. Information about the PhD student

The PhD student was trained in a PhD program at the Department of
National and Regional Security, faculty of the Economics of Infrastructure in
the UNWE in the scientific speciality "economics and management" (defence
and security), according to the order of the rector of the UNWE No.
710/12.03.2121. The training was carried out in a regular form during the
period 2021 - 2024. The PhD student has obtained a bachelor's degree in
"economics of defence and security” at UNWE and a master's degree at
UNWE.



2. General characteristics of the presented PhD work

The dissertation has a volume of 190 standard pages, of which 159 are
the main text. The text contains seven tables and 36 figures. The literature list
contains 23 books, monographs, and textbooks, five of which are in Bulgarian
and the rest in English; 27 scientific articles and reports, three of which are in
Bulgarian and the rest in English; 25 normative documents and administrative
acts, as well as 79 other sources of information.

The paper is structured as follows: list of abbreviations, list of tables,
list of figures, introduction, three chapters, conclusion, and list of references.
It contains four appendixes.

The dissertation is dedicated to an issue that is of increasing relevance
in the conditions of a combination of crises, which the society in the country
and the world community have in recent years. The formulated goal of the
study is to identify, present and analyse the main challenges and gaps in the
studied socio-economic aspects of the policy for asylum seekers of the
Republic of Bulgaria and, as a result, to formulate specific recommendations
to overcome them. | believe that the goal is clearly set and well formulated.
To achieve the goal, six research tasks have been defined and, in my opinion,
fulfilled.

The chosen object of the study is the policy of the Republic of Bulgaria
towards citizens of third countries seeking asylum in the country and more
specifically certain of its socio-economic aspects. The subject of research is
the improvement of the policy for asylum seekers of the Republic of Bulgaria
by means of conducting analysis and formulating specific recommendations
to overcome the identified issues of the studied socio-economic aspects. |
believe that both the object and the subject of the research are well chosen and
are in logical accordance with the other characteristics of the research. The
raised thesis can be presented as follows: the available weaknesses concerning

the studied socio-economic aspects of the policy for asylum seekers in the



Republic of Bulgaria are different, including managerial, economic, cultural,
and psychological, and their influence is complex. Dealing with them requires
the application of specific methods of analysis, such as the study of foreign
experience, the identification of good practices, and a critical review of the
existing legal framework and management approaches, methods, measures,
means and actions. | believe that the thesis, although rather verbose, is clearly
formulated and proved during the research.

In the introduction of the work, other elements important to the research
are clearly and precisely formulated, such as research questions,
systematization of the methods used and sources of information, limitations

of the research, and expected users of the results.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The research is built on the following logic. Initially, the author presents
a general description of the socio-economic aspects of the policy towards
people seeking asylum in the Republic of Bulgaria and points out the main
iIssues, which are further analyzed in detail. The institutional system
responsible for dealing with asylum seekers in the country is also examined.
In the second chapter, several research methods that can be used in this type
of research are analyzed and the most appropriate ones, according to the
author, are selected for application in the dissertation work.

In the third chapter, a systematization of good practices of international
organizations and selected countries in the researched area is presented and a
series of recommendations are formulated for improving the country's policy
concerning the selected socio-economic aspects in the following directions:
concerning the provision of educational services, in terms of accommodation,
in terms of improving the attitudes of the local population, financial provision
and management of available funds. The formulated recommendations were

tested in terms of importance and applicability through an opinion survey of



25 experts — practitioners and researchers in the selected scientific field.
| believe that the set tasks of the research have been fulfilled, and the

goal has been achieved.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The author formulated three scientific and two scientific-applied
contributions. | accept them, but | consider them to be scientific-applied in
nature and, a little more abbreviated, they can be formulated as follows:

1. The main characteristics of the policy for asylum seekers in the
Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the institutional system for working with these
people and the existing legal framework, have been established.

2. The nature, features, and main issues of the studied socio-economic
aspects of the policy for asylum seekers of the Republic of Bulgaria have been
identified.

3. Deficiencies compared to applied good practices from other countries
are identified, and the application of their positives is argued to eliminate the
gaps in the studied socio-economic aspects of the policy for asylum seekers in
the Republic of Bulgaria.

4. Specific recommendations are proposed to improve the studied socio-
economic aspects, addressed to specific experts.

5. An own classification of migrant species is presented.

6. A terminological dictionary has been developed that systematizes the
conceptual apparatus related to the researched issues and can be used by

researchers working on the topic.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications
The author has presented two publications in English and five
publications in Bulgarian. One of the publications was published in a journal

indexed in Scopus. | believe that the publications made are in authoritative



journals and reflect important moments of the dissertation work. The ideas of

the thesis have gained enough popularity.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract
The abstract has a volume of 52 pages. | believe that the abstract gives
an objective and accurate idea of the scope and content of the dissertation

work.

7. Criticisms, recommendations, and questions

The dissertation was discussed many times in DNRS at all stages of its
development. The author has accurately reflected my notes and comments
during the discussions. Therefore, regarding the finished work, | have a few
minor notes:

The thesis of the study is clear, but it is presented in too many words
and the reader must read it several times to realize it.

Too much attention is devoted to clarifying the concept of "policy” —
pp. 17 - 21. Of course, the concept is fundamental to the work, but nearly four
pages is too much.

Point 2.2. is named Selection and application of scientific methods for
clarifying the problems before.... In essence, the emphasis in this point is on
the use of scientific methods, but there is not enough information about the
logic of their selection.

My notes are not essential to the quality of the dissertation.

8. Conclusion

Vasil Pavlov's dissertation contains scientific-applied results that
represent an original contribution to science. | believe that the author has in-
depth theoretical knowledge and the ability to conduct independent scientific

research, systematize their results and interpret them correctly. The work
