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1. Information about the dissertation student

The dissertation student was trained in a doctoral program at the Department of
National and Regional Security/Faculty of Economics of the Infrastructure of UNSS
in a scientific specialty, according to the Order of the Rector for Research and
Development of UNSS No. 1212/16.05.2017. The education was carried out in a
regular form during the period 28.03.2017 to 28.03.2020. After switching to part-
time education, subsidized by the state and extending the period of preparation, the
dissertation student was dismissed with the right to defend the dissertation until
28.03..2026 by order of the Rector of UNSS No. 855/26.03.2024.

The dissertation student was born in 1987. He received a bachelor's degree in
"International Relations" in 2011 and a master's degree in "International Security" in
2013 from SU "St. Kliment Ohridski". From 2017 to 2013, he was a doctoral student
at the "National and Regional Security" department of the UNSS, specializing in the
competition.



He has five years of work experience. In the period 2019-2020, he is an "Activity
Efficiency" Analyst. From 2020 to 2021 he is an Analyst "Normalization of working
hours", and from 2021 to now he is a Supervisor "Analysis and Business
Development at Telus International Europe.

During the period of doctoral preparation, he participated in University research
project No. NID NI-15/2018 on the topic "Economic aspects of models for assessing
cyber security in smart cities" (2018-2020) and Project No. BGO5M20I1001-2.009-
0012 "Increasing the research potential of UNSS and improving the conditions for
conducting scientific research - an investment with many dimensions".

He speaks English and Spanish.
He has fulfilled the individual plan for doctoral preparation.
2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The 185-page dissertation submitted for review contains: lists of used abbreviations,
figures and tables; introduction; three chapters, conclusions and recommendations;
list of scientific and scientific-applied contributions; list of publications; sources and
applications used. The three chapters include: Issues related to the study of political
radicalization; Approaches and Methods for Researching Political Radicalization and
Modeling Dependencies Related to Radicalization. Model verification and
validation.

The topicality and importance of the topic is convincingly argued with the negative
effects of past terrorist attacks and the need to counteract future risks. In fact, the
prevention and control of the risks of radicalization are permanent tasks, both of
international and national institutions, and a subject of scientific interest.

The object of research is political radicalization in society. The subject of the study
1s the socio-economic factors that lead to political radicalization.

The accepted limitations of the study are mainly related to the selected socio-
economic factors, the available data for the EU, NUTS2 and the time (until 2020),
not looking for solutions to radicalization, but only its measurement and assessment.

As a major scientific research problem, the author accepts the lack of a standardized
approach to identify and quantify the change in levels of political radicalization.
Related to them are the research questions - what are the emerging socio-economic
problems and how to overcome them.



The aim of the study is to identify and test a research model that reflects and measures
the relationships between influencing socio-economic factors and levels of political
radicalization in EU countries.

Intended users are professionals in the field of national and international security,
state administration, security and defense trainees, law, political science and
international relations, as well as all interested parties on the subject.

The paper references 76 sources, of which 72 are in English and 4 in Bulgarian. This
disparity reflects a deficit of publications on the issue in the national publication. The
used literary sources (monographs, articles and reports) guarantee the necessary
awareness of the doctoral student on the issues of the dissertation work.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results
The main scientific and applied scientific results and findings of the study are:

» The problems of radicalization are influenced by the agenda of political
institutions and law enforcement bodies and are complicated by their specificity at
the macro, meso and micro levels.

* Main reasons for radicalization at the macro level are predominantly socio-
economic and socio-political in nature, and the literary sources do not sufficiently
reflect the relationship between the two groups of factors.

* There is no standardized approach to identifying and quantifying the levels
and change of political radicalization, replaced by hypothetical statements about it.

* The author's examination of the results of the cited publications
demonstrates the use of qualitative case study and quantitative research methods. He
notes that the former do not provide an opportunity to generalize the conclusions. In
the less frequently used quantitative methods, there is no possibility to compare,
track and identify trends of changes. The influence of latent factors, such as socio-
economic difficulties, changes in values, etc., is not taken into account. which
influence radicalization.

* Based on an analysis of applicable methodological alternatives, the choice
of the Structural Equation Modeling method is justified, allowing work with latent
variables and quantitative measurement of the change in radicalization levels.
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* The necessary data have been collected, verified, processed, and the volume
and type of their distribution for the application of the chosen method has been
determined.

» A mediation model with latent variables reflecting: economic perspectives
was selected, implemented, tested with a statistical power check, and validated.
change of social values; non-violent (soft) and violent radicalization.

« Ten hypotheses for relationships of the selected observed and latent
variables were identified and tested.

» A methodology for the study of the mentioned variables was proposed and
applied.

* The obtained results are analyzed and a spatial representation of the levels
of soft and violent radicalization, socio-economic perspectives and changes in social
values is proposed.

* A definition of political radicalization is proposed.

* Recommendations have been made for operational data collection and
building a system for monitoring radicalization in the country, accessible to the
executive power, academic and non-governmental organizations.

The dissertation uses modern quantitative methodology to study a social process of
strategic importance for national and collective security.

The assigned tasks have been completed. Answers to the research questions are
provided. The goal of the dissertation has been achieved.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The author's synthetically presented scientific contributions from the work include:

* Proposed and used definition of political radicalization and identified main
groups of factors leading to it.

» An appropriate research approach was chosen, including Modeling with
latent variables and hypotheses launched for the influence of the identified socio-
economic factors.

Scientific and applied contributions are:
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* A structural equation-based mediation model is developed for the study of
political radicalization.

 The model was applied to analyze the studied socio-economic factors at the
macro level (156 NUTS2 regions).

» An application for spatial representation of political radicalization was
developed and proposed.

I accept the author's proposed contributions with the note that the proposed model is
a scientific contribution. As the main contributing result, I accept the proposed and
applied quantitative approach, method and model for the study of political
radicalization and the opportunity created by this to evaluate and political-economic
impact for its limitation.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

Five independent publications were made on the subject of the dissertation work,
incl. four papers and one article. The article on the topic "System for countering the
financing of terrorism in Bulgaria, Status and challenges" was printed in the
Magazine "Infrastructure & Communications, no. 14/2020. Three of the reports have
been published in the proceedings of international scientific conferences. The first
on the topic of "Cybersecurity and Countering the Financing of Terrorism" in the
First International Scientific and Practical Conference on the topic of "Digital Fraud
and Cybersecurity" in Sofia in 2017. The second "Diversification of the Sources of
Terrorist Financing" in 1919. is printed by the New Bulgarian University Publishing
House. The third report from this group on the topic "System for countering the
financing of terrorism in the EU. "Strategy and Contemporary Challenges"" was
presented and published in the works of MNC "Infrastructure: Business and
Communications" in 2020 by UNSS. The last fifth report of the dissertation student
on the topic "Concept of radicalization in the strategic documents of the EU" was
published in 2020 in the Proceedings of the Scientific Conference "100 Years of the
UNSS - 100 Years of Law in the UNSS".

Dissertation publications provide the necessary publicity for the author's research,
except for the applied but unpublished methodology for measuring and evaluating
socio-economic factors on political radicalization.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract
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The abstract with a volume of 91 pages correctly, but with a larger volume than
traditionally recommended, reflects the content, results and contributions of the
dissertation work.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

1) The publications on the work are from earlier periods of the research and
do not include a presentation of the used methodology (approach, used model and
methodology) for measuring and evaluating political radicalization and the results
obtained with it. It is necessary that they become more publicly presented.

2) The author defines the study of radicalization at the NUTS2 level as a
macro study. From the point of view of general European and national research, this
1s research at the meso level, the results of which can be integrated at the macro level
for the community or an individual country.

3) 1 recommend continuing the research with an assessment and
measurement of political radicalization in the country in order to identify the state
and dynamics of the key factors for its development. Publication of the results of
such a study with a follow-up monograph, including with the addition of impact
measures, will undoubtedly generate great interest and will likely be followed by
other researchers.

4) In his future work, the author should mainly analyze the influence of
political aspects on radicalization, which integrate not only socio-economic, but also
cultural, environmental, legal, administrative, etc. factors for their development.

8. Conclusion

The considered work is dedicated to a significant and current problem of the
influence of socio-economic factors on political radicalization. This research has a
pioneering character for the country and will be met with great interest, both by other
researchers in the country and abroad, as well as political analysts. I highly appreciate
the accomplishment of the research. The work achieves the declared goals and the
pursued results. It has the makings of a sufficiently thorough and useful study of
political radicalization and the factors analyzed. The author uses a clear style of
exposition. It applies modern methodological tools with the necessary potential to
argue the thesis of the research. It reveals the real state of radicalization in Europe
and discovers new opportunities for political influence on the related processes.
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The comments and recommendations made do not change the positive assessment of
the work. The theoretical summaries made and the scientific and applied results and
contributions obtained correspond to the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff and the Regulations for its Application, which
gives me the reason to propose to the Honorable Scientific Jury of the UNSS to award
the educational and scientific degree "doctor" to Alexander Rumenov Yolov,
majoring in "Economics and Management (Defense and Security)"
