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Reason for presenting the review: participation in the composition of the
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Dissertation topic: The National Strategy for Crises and Disaster During
Coronavirus Crises, and Its Impact of Jordan National Security.

1. Information about the dissertation student

The dissertation student is enrolled for studies in the doctoral program Economics
and Management (Defense and Security) at the Department of National and
Regional Security, Faculty of Infrastructure Economics of the UNSS, professional
direction 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty Economics and management (defense
and security), with a study period of 3 years, according to Order of the Rector of
UNSS No. 1062/19.04.2022. The study was carried out on an independent form of
study against individual payment during the period 08.03.2022 until 08.03.2025
with scientific supervisor Prof. Dr. Dimitar Panayotov Dimitrov. By order 1193 of
25.04. 2024 of the Rector of the UNSS, the doctoral student was dismissed with the
right to defense, starting from 09.04.2024, due to a completed study plan and
readiness to defend before a scientific jury.
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In 1998, the PhD student received a BA in History from the University of Jordan.
He defended his master's degree in Management and Strategic Studies at the
University of Mutah in 2020. He participated in many diverse scientific events.
After courses in 2001, 2004 and 2007 in English, ICDL and Arabic, participated in
professional and educational public conferences. These are: Applications for the
transformation of strategic goals into effective action plans (2011); National Quality
Measurement and Performance Assessment Day (2012); Governmental Summit
Conference in Dubai, UAE (2013 and 2015); Curriculum and Methods for
Developing Institutional Characteristics (2013); Future Culture Competitive
Advantages (2013); Leadership for Personal Development (2018); Master's Course
in Strategic Management and Security at the Royal Police Academy of the
University of Mutah (2019); Smart Meeting Management (2021), Change
Management (2021) and EFQM Certified Quality Assessment Course (2021).

The PhD student has an impressive professional career. Started as Marketing and
Sales Representative (1997-1988) and Passenger Services (1998-2002). He worked
in the Ministry of Education (2002-2006) and transferred as an Administrator to the
Embassy of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan in Israel. In the period 2010-2013
he was a Researcher in the Council of Ministers of Jordan (2010), Director of the
Office of His Majesty the Minister of State for Information Activities (2010-2011),
Researcher in Media and Communication Management (2011-2012); again
Director of the Office of His Majesty's Secretary of State for Information (2012-
2013). In the period 2013-2018, he was the Secretary General of the office (2013-
2015). Continued as Director of the Office of the Secretary General (2015-2017),
Secretary of the Ministerial Committee for the Appointment of Leadership
Positions (2017-present), and Director of the General Secretariat of the Council of
Ministers of Jordan (2018-present). After 2021 and until now, he is a member of the
Board of Directors of Jordan's main silo and supply company.

The doctoral student has completed the tasks from the individual study plan.
2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for review, with a volume of 140 pages, contains: table
of contents, lists of tables and formats; summary, six chapters; conclusion; reference
literature with general recommendations and special recommendations for the
Corona crisis in Jordan. The six chapters include: 1/General framework of the
study; 2/Preliminary studies; 3/Theoretical framework; 4/Methods and procedures
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of research methodology; 5/Data analysis and hypothesis testing and 6/Results and
recommendations.

The relevance and importance of the topic is well argued with the risk of heavy
losses for the country and organizations from the Corona crisis, the crisis situation
in the country and the view that good crisis management can allow the country and
the organization to go on a better path and improve its reputation and position.

The subject of research is Jordan's national governance system and the effects of
the global pandemic crisis at the national level. The subject of research are the
alternatives for optimization of the coordination process at the executive level in
Jordan, taking into account the adequate competence of the state institutions.

The purpose of the study is to evaluate the government's measures against the
Coronavirus in terms of the extent to which these measures have been successful in
practical containment of the virus and in reducing the health, economic and security
effects of these measures, in particular related to the restriction of the freedom of
the citizens.

As the main problem, the author logically points out the way of assigning crisis
management to the National Center for Security and Crisis Management and
finding modern, innovative ways and tools for crisis management and expanding
success in coordinating the national efforts of ministries to deal with crises in
conditions of greater use of technology.

The author emphasizes special, temporal, human and object boundaries of the study.
Defines two research limitations arising from difficulties in communicating with
some leaders working at the National Security and Crisis Center due to busyness
and inaccuracy of their assessments when answering questionnaires.

The users addressed by the author are both the executive bodies of the government
and a wider circle related to the solution of the analyzed problems, institutions. The
results of the research can be useful for other countries, such as Bulgaria, with a
similar crisis context.

The paper references 107 sources, in English, of which 38 are special sources on
the coronavirus in Jordan. The used literary sources guarantee the necessary
awareness of the doctoral student on the issues of the dissertation work.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The obtained scientific and scientific-applied results of the research include:
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* Findings from studies of the experience of a number of governments in
recreating crisis management in the context of the Covid-19 pandemic, incl. on
aspects of strategic and organizational planning and forecasting, impact on
secondary and higher education, on health care, in libraries, changing approaches
to risk, resilience and crisis management, leadership, media response in the
Republic of Yemen, cultural differences in countries and the achieved complexity
of the protection.

* Conclusions on the differences between current and previous research on
crisis management in terms of modernity, social studies, variables, dimensions,
boundaries, specificity and sectoral focus.

* Proposed structure of the relationship between dependent (crisis
management, national security) and independent variables (information technology,
government organizational structures).

* Tested relationship between the independent variables of crisis management
and national security and the dependent variables in Jordanian conditions.

* A proposed theoretical framework for the study of crisis management for
global cooperation and coordination at the national, regional and international
levels, in the conditions of the viral pandemic in Jordan, consistent with the
proposed UN global cooperation for a science-based response to Covid-19.

* A proposed concept of crisis management, based on modern scientific
research and presenting the main characteristics and degrees of crises.

* Proposed governmental dimensions of national security as the dependent
variable, as well as health, media, security, political, and economic
countermeasures.

* Proposed specific and contextually relevant Kingdom of Jordan political,
economic measures, conceptual framework and contextual government decisions
from an applied multiplier model for the Jordanian economy in the Covid-19 crisis
period.

* Presented vision of role of information technology for crisis management,
incl. definition, benefits, application in the organization, structure and relations with
other organizations of the National Center for Security and Crisis Management of
Jordan.
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* Proposed main characteristics of the crisis management research
methodology, incl. research design and type, research society, previous module,
data set sources, research instruments, testing the validity and robustness of
research instruments, adequacy of the research model to the statistical method used
and statistical treatments.

* Results of testing research hypotheses and sub-hypotheses in various
regression models on dependent and independent variables - national security and
information technology.

* Proposed findings at the international, regional and national level, incl. for
the media sector, based on the results established by the research, conclusions and
recommendations for crisis management, use of information technologies from a
purpose-built information hub.

The research methodology applied in the study includes the use of modern means
of statistical analysis and testing of hypotheses launched by the author. The chosen
toolkit is consistent with the aims, objectives and thesis of the study. The
conclusions and summaries of this chapter synthesize the results of the research
work carried out.

The purpose of the research is decomposed into four tasks: Study of the effect of
the applied measures; Alternatives for ensuring effective international cooperation;
Analysis of strategic crisis management and strategic planning at the national level
and Investigating whether information technology has been used in Jordan to deal
with the crisis and limit or not its negative effects. The implementation of the set
tasks logically and directly achieves the goal of the dissertation work. In doing so,
the author defines and answers five important research questions: What is the
impact of the national strategy on crisis and disaster management and national
security?; Does the Jordanian government have a strategic crisis and disaster plan?;
Does he have the ability to implement it?; Is there coordination and integration
between formal, informal and civil organizations in its implementation and Are the
indicators (for early detection of signs, preparedness, prevention, damage
containment, restoration of normal operations, coordination with other countries
and disaster control) known for determining the role of government crisis
management measures?

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions proposed by the author
complement the existing knowledge of crisis and disaster management in pandemic
conditions and the national security policy of the Kingdom of Jordan and countries
with a similar risk context. They include:

* Importance of international cooperation in disasters and crises. .

* Importance of establishing a Center for International and Regional Crisis
Management for Humanitarian Cooperation..

* Importance of attention to health, agriculture and food supply sectors.
 Cooperation between countries in crises saves lives, money and time.

I accept the proposed formulations as corresponding to actually achieved, but very
generalized results of the research. Key findings and recommendations for
improving national crisis management practice can also be cited as significant
contributions. Specific scientific and scientific-applied contributions, in my
opinion, are:

* An assessment of the government's measures to combat the coronavirus and
their effect on Jordan's health and economic status, as well as their impact on the
country's crisis, disaster and security management capabilities.

* The assumptions made and the results obtained from the main hypotheses
launched to establish a relationship between the Management of crises and risks as
a dependent variable and the independent variables of the phases of the
management process (prevention, detection, preparation, response and training), as
well as the relationship between the independent variables of applied information
technology (hardware, equipment, software and networks) and dependent Crisis
Management and national security.

* The assessments and conclusions made to improve the activities of the
National Center for Security and Crisis Management of Jordan, including the
application of modern, innovative ways and tools for crisis management and
improving the coordination of the national efforts of the ministries to deal with
crises using modern technological decisions.

* The recommendations made to improve the crisis management system and,
in particular, the assignment of protection, as well as the use of information
technologies and the applied organization for their implementation.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract of the work, with an increased volume of 46 pages in English, correctly
and clearly reflects the content, results and contributions of the dissertation work.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

1/ The author's assessment of the contribution results of the work is too
generalized.

2/ The importance of the investigated issues deserves an extended international
publication of the main results of the work.

3/I recommend the author to prepare a monographic edition of the dissertation
work and the proposed measures to improve Crisis and Disaster Management, as
well as their results, based on the experience of the Kingdom of Jordan.
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4/To account for and develop other independent variables besides Crisis and
Disaster Management in National Security research as a dependent variable.

8. Conclusion

The peer-reviewed paper is devoted to a significant and topical problem of crisis
and disaster management for the national conditions of Covid-19 in Jordan and
countries with similar contexts. I appreciate the research's achievements positively.
The work achieves the declared goals and the pursued results. It has the qualities of
a thorough and useful study of the issues under consideration, the related
administrative policies and their aspects (with an emphasis on information
technology for crisis management). The author uses a clear style of exposition. It
applies a statistical toolkit for testing hypotheses under different combination of
dependent and independent variables that has the necessary potential to argue the
research thesis. Reveals real problems of crisis management in national and
international settings.

The comments and recommendations made do not change my positive assessment
of the work. The theoretical summaries made and the scientific and applied
contributions received correspond to the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff and the Regulations for its Application, which
gives me the reason to propose to the Honorable Scientific Jury of the UNSS to
award the educational and scientific degree "doctor" to Faisal Tayel Abdel-Razzaq
Abdallat in the scientific specialty "Economics and Management (Defense and
