1. Information about the PhD student

The PhD student was trained under the doctoral program at the

Department of National and Regional Security, faculty of the Economics of

Infrastructure in the UNWE in the scientific speciality "economics and

management™ (defence and security), according to the order of the Rector of
the UNWE No. 1062/19.04.2122. The training was carried out in an
independent preparation doctorate in the period 2022 — 2024.



2. General characteristics of the presented PhD work

The dissertation has a volume of 155 standard pages, of which 148 are
main texts. The list of literature contains 69 literary sources and 38 specialised
sources relating to the crown crisis in Jordan.

The thesis is structured in: a summary, a list of keywords, six chapters
with different paragraphs in each chapter, a list of literary sources, a list of
specialised sources relating to the crown crisis in Jordan and an Appendix.

The dissertation is dedicated to an issue that is not only relevant to the
state of Jordan but also worldwide. The crisis management in a complicated
international and health situation and existing combination of several crises
has not been researched in sufficient depth issue. Of course, management in
such cases will also depend on national and regional characteristics.

The selected object of the study is the national system of Jordan on
management, on a national level, of the effects of global crises such as
pandemics.

The subject of research are the options for optimization of the
coordination processes within the executive power of Jordan considering the
relevant competencies of the state institutions. In my opinion, the object and
the subject are very well selected and correspond to the content and logic of
the study.

The stated objective of the study is to assess the government measures
against the coronavirus, the extent to which these measures have been
successful in practically encircling the virus and reducing its health, economic,
and security effects on Jordanian society, and identifying the negative effects
of these measures, especially those related to restricting the freedoms of
citizens.

A series of tasks have been formulated and completed to achieve the
goal.

To prove the correctness of his ideas, the author used an approach that



Is not common in the development of doctoral dissertations. He raises the
thesis that “There is no impact of Crisis and Risk Management (Prevention
and Mitigation, Detection of early warning signals, Preparedness, Response,
recovery of activity and Learning) on National Security (health measures,
security measures, political measures, economic measures, and Media
measures) at level (o < 0.05)”. After the statistical analysis of expert opinions,
the author actually rejects this thesis and thus proves the antithesis that there
Is a statistically significant connection.

In the introduction of the thesis, other important elements of the study

are clearly and accurately formulated.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The study was built based on the following logic. Initially, the general
study framework was presented, after which a thorough analysis of previous
studies on the issue under consideration was made. This is followed by the
theoretical framework of the study concerning the content of crisis and disaster
management, cooperation and coordination of national, regional, and
international levels, and government measures in the area.

The specific methods and procedures used in the study are explored,
and the process of collecting and processing the data, analysis and discussion
of results is presented.

The last, sixth chapter formulates a series of practically oriented
recommendations, which are divided at international, national, and regional
levels.

| believe that the tasks of the study are fulfilled, and the objective is
achieved.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The author did not submit a list of scientific and scientific-applied

contributions. In my opinion, the most important contributions of the



dissertation can be summarized as follows.

A methodological framework has been developed to summarize the
opinions of experts on establishing the importance of government measures
taken to maintain Jordan’s national security in the period of a combination of
a set of crises.

A system of statistical methods has been developed for justification or
rejection of hypotheses on the importance of the impact of crisis management
phases with its dimensions (prevention and mitigation, detection of early
warning signals, responding, recovery, training) on Jordan’s national security
with its dimensions (health measures, information measures, security
measures, political measures, and economic measures).

Based on a realized survey among experts from the Jordan National
Center for Cris and Disasters, the developed methodological framework, and
a system of statistical methods for justification or rejection of hypotheses were
applied. As aresult, statistically significant links have been identified between
selected dependent and independent variables.

A series of conclusions and a system of recommendations have been
formulated, which are grouped at several levels and will be useful for the

practice of the national security authorities of both Jordan and other countries.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The author has presented a total of four publications in English, which
are published in the National Security Journal. | believe that the articles are
published in an authoritative source and manifest significant elements of the
dissertation. Therefore, my opinion is that the ideas of the study have gained

sufficient popularity among the Bulgarian scientific community.

6. Evaluation of the Abstract

The Abstract has a volume of 46 pages. | believe that the Abstract gives



an objective awareness of the ideas, scope, and structure of the dissertation.

7. Criticisms, recommendations, and questions

The title of the dissertation is very long and contains several parts. A
reader needs to read it several times in order to understand it.

In some places the style of expression is heavy, and there are long
sentences that are difficult to understand.

Additional clarification is needed on the meaning of the “Relative
Weight indicator” of Table 4-2.

| have some critical notes of a technical nature. There is a discrepancy
between the Table of contents and the actual text. A repetition of the same text
in two places exists (p. 1-2 and 34-35). There are differences in the graphic
layout of different parts of the work.

My notes are not essential for the qualities of the dissertation work.

8. Conclusion

The dissertation work of Faisal Tayel Alabdallat contains scientific-
applied results, which are an original contribution to science. The work meets
all the requirements of the Law on Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the specific
requirements of the UNWE and DNRS.
