Obviously, this is a person with experience and positions in the state
administration of the Kingdom of Jordan, and also with practice in the field of
crisis management, and precisely such people should be stimulated to seek
scientific development and pass on their positive experience.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation work of FAISAL ALABDALLAT is undeniably relevant in the
context of the crises experienced by humanity as a result of Covid-19 and its
reflection in all spheres of public life.

| accept the relevance and significance of this scientific work as proven, given
the impact of the problem on countries and societies, incl. on national security,
as well as due to the natural fear of another pandemic.

In terms of volume and structure, the work meets the criteria for a dissertation.
In total, the volume is 155 pages, the work is structured in six chapters/parts,
which include the introduction and the conclusion. A good impression is made
by the various lists of abbreviations, tables and figures, which assist readers in
understanding the material.

The object and subject are sufficiently clear and concise. Purpose and tasks -
well presented, detailed. The presentation of the hypothesis is impressive - the
assumptions are in a negative aspect, i.e. "no security impact” from the said
crisis. We don't think this is a weakness, but we don't know of any other such
approach.

The scope of the research is limited in an original way, except for time (2020-
2024), by object - the National Center for Security and Crisis Management, and
by the variables studied, namely - by crisis management, national security and
the influence of information technologies, which is an indicator of a good
relationship between the doctoral student and the supervisor, as well as the
necessary awareness of the limits of the researched problem.

The scientific literature is diverse, both from recent years and from 60-70 years
ago and shows the good preliminary preparation of the doctoral student on the
subject. Along with foreign authors, the doctoral student also knows the
production of Bulgarian authors.

The general characteristics of the dissertation show that the necessary work has
been done to achieve the required level of scientific preparation.

Jordan's experience is actually needed as an example of a strict and
comprehensive state policy, it is very likely that, as shown by the PhD student
(e.g. pp. 34-37) such cannot be implemented in our country (suspension of civil
laws, restriction of freedoms, etc.), however, this does not in any way reduce
the importance of the study - on the contrary, it gives an opportunity to reflect
on our system - is a permanent body such as the Center for Security and Crisis



Management applicable in our country? We already had the idea of an
Academy for Security, Defense and Public Order 10 years ago, but the
Secretary of the Security Council at the MC never took a decisive action!?

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

Due to the volume of the opinion, | will refrain from a comprehensive review of
the content. | accept that the stated aim and objectives can be found in the
exposition of the text and are generally fulfilled.

The PhD student follows the tried and tested approach "from theoretical to
applied”, following a clear and easily discernible distribution of chapters:
introduction (it should not be the first chapter), theoretical second and third
chapters, followed by a combined fourth, the analytical fifth chapter and finally
the applied sixth chapter with final result of the research - the verbal
conclusions and proposals.

The author's managerial experience, his vision for the overall activity of the
National Center, his awareness of the decisions taken during the pandemic at
the highest level - the king and the government - are obvious.

The characteristics and stages of the crisis are revealed, which is a correct
approach.

The factor affecting national security and the governmental dimension is
described with the possible measures: health, media, political and security-
related (suspension of civil law and application of militarized rules), economic.
Government decisions in the case of the COVID-19 crisis are also described.
Attention is paid to technological measures - information technologies and their
advantages in crisis management.

The National Center for Security and Crisis Management in Jordan is presented
with its vision, mission and tasks. A special place is devoted to his concept of
operation.

Based on an extensive and complex survey among employees of the National
Center of Jordan, serious scientific results have been reached, such as: It is
noted that the relative importance of the independent variable (stages of crisis
management) is high, and this is an indicator of the ability of the independent
variable ( stages of crisis management) to influence the research problem of the
dependent variable (national security).

It is proven that the relative importance of the dependent variable - Jordan's
national security is high and this is an indication that the variable (Jordan's
national security) needs the ability of the independent variable (stages of crisis
management), especially applicable health measures ;

It is also noted that the relative importance of the modified variable
(information technology) with an arithmetic mean value is influential and this is
an indicator of the ability of the modified variable (information technology) to



enhance the impact of the independent variable (stages of crisis management) in
influencing the problem to study the dependent variable (national security) and
find a solution.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

| believe that the stated contributions correspond to the results achieved in the
author's dissertation work. And that they are his work.

However, | have claims that there
are more, since the original study and the multiple relationships between its
factors suggest more contributions.

It can be seen that the same covers 4 consecutive issues of the magazine
National Security. l.e. the author has published consistently in the process of
creating his work. I made an attempt to look them up and the publications are
easily found on the journal site.

6. Evaluation of the autoref

| believe that the author's reference is among the merits of the author. The
analytical approach to his text makes an excellent impression - the chapters and
paragraphs are presented succinctly, clearly, only the most essential texts. The
abstract fully reflects the content of the dissertation. | also accept its shape and
volume.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

Some critical remarks can be made about this development, but they do not
affect my overall positive assessment. | am listing some of them just to avoid
them in other posts by the author:

- A definition of crisis was used, which was also compared with other
definitions in the literature (crisis management), but there could have been a
more in-depth comparison with Bulgaria and NATO, including with 1SO
standards (p. 37);

- | cannot give an accurate assessment of the data obtained in the analysis of the
research of expert opinion, it is quite complicated and raised questions about
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whether such a methodology for research and evaluation should have been
used. However, this is a solvable issue during the dissertation defense;

- In view of the complexity of the research, it should be explained in even more
detail, become more accessible to a wider audience - students, institutions, non-
specialists;
