1. Information for the dissertation student

The doctoral student is enrolled for studies in the doctoral program Economics
and Management (Defense and Security) at the Department of "National and
Regional Security", Faculty of "Infrastructure Economics" at UNWE, in
professional field "3.8. Economics", scientific specialty "Economics and
Management (Defense and Security)", with a study period of three years.
According to the Order of the Rector of UNWE No. 1062/19.04.2022, the
education was carried out in an independent form during the period 08.03.2022



to 08.03.2025 with academic supervisor Prof. Dr. Dimitar Panayotov Dimitrov.
The doctoral student was dismissed with the right of defend his dissertation by

order 1193 of 25.04. 2024 of the Rector of UNWE, starting from 04/09/2024.

In 1998, the PhD candidate graduated from a Bachelor degree of Higher
Education in History from the University of Jordan. He defended his master's
degree in Management and Strategic Studies at the University of Mutah in 2020.
He participated in many different scientific conferences and other forms.

The PhD candidate began his professional career as a Marketing and Sales
Representative (1997-1988), worked in the Ministry of Education (2002-2006)
and subsequently held many important, responsible and diplomatic positions in
his country and abroad, including research positions in the Jordanian Council of
Ministers (2010), Secretary of the Ministerial Committee for the Appointment
of Leadership Positions (2017-present) and Director of the General Secretariat
of the Council of Ministers of Jordan (2018-present). After 2021, until now, he
is a member of the Board of Directors of Jordan's main silo and supply
company.

The doctoral student has completed all tasks from the individual study plan.

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for review has the characteristics of a complete and
comprehensive scientific study on the announced topic. The content of the
dissertation has a volume of 140 pages and is structured in contents, lists of
tables, summary, six chapters; conclusion; reference literature with general and
special recommendations related to the Covid-19 crisis in Jordan.

The six chapters include: 1/General framework of the study; 2/Preliminary
studies; 3/Theoretical framework; 4/Methods and procedures of research
methodology; 5/Data analysis and hypothesis testing and 6/Results and
recommendations. They ensure a methodologically and logically correct
conduct of the research on the subject.

The relevance of the topic of social management in the state, especially in
conditions of crises related to pandemics, is undeniable, which also determines
the importance of research in this area, which the doctoral student skillfully and
successfully argued and proved.

The subject of research is Jordan's national governance system and the effects
of the global pandemic crisis at the national level. The subject of research is the
alternatives for improving the management processes of executive state
institutions in Jordan within their competences.



The doctoral student has aptly defined the main objective of the research as an
assessment of the government's measures against overcoming the pandemic
caused by "Covid-19", as well as the impact of the crisis on the security of the
Jordanian society, with an emphasis on limiting the freedoms of citizens. To get
into the specific fields of research, the author correctly decomposed the main
objective into four objectives, which allowed him to go deeply into the research
problems.

The defined main research tasks are relevant and ensure the achievement of the
set research goals. Limitations of the study have been successfully placed,
which has allowed focusing on the essence of the problems on the subject.

The author has used 107 sources of knowledge, in English, of which 38 special
sources about corona virus in Jordan and 69 literary sources. The used literary
sources provide the necessary information and knowledge to the doctoral
student on the issues of the dissertation work.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The indicated scientific and applied contributions by the doctoral student

correspond to and derive from the results achieved in the dissertation research.

They can be summarized as follows:

1. Relevant knowledge on crisis management is synthesized, with a focus on
the pandemic caused by Covid-19, with an emphasis on the Kingdom of
Jordan.

2. The merit of the study is the adopted methodology and, in accordance with
it, the conducted study of the relationship between dependent (crisis
management, national security) and independent variables (information
technology, government organizational structures).

3. The influence of the independent and dependent variables on national
security and the national security strategy of the Kingdom of Jordan has
been proven through statistical methods and methodology of research.

4. On the basis of the research, a large number of relevant and justified
recommendations addressed to specific administrative-organizational levels
in the Kingdom of Jordan have been proposed.

5. Some of the working hypotheses have been proven, and instead of those
that have been refuted, the texts confirmed by the statistical results have
been proposed.



6. Reasoned conceptual views of the author are proposed for improving
coordination in crisis management at the international, regional and national
level.

7. Many concretely substantiated recommendations have been generated to
improve crisis management in various sectors of the state.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The obtained results of the doctoral student's research are a contribution to the
knowledge of management in crises of a pandemic nature. They contribute to
improving the management of human forces and means in all stages of crisis
management in the state, as important factors affecting the effectiveness of

state-level management in the Kingdom of Jordan are analyzed and deduced.
Furthermore, the results can be used to improve crisis management in other
countries, regional and global governance structures.

The results obtained in the study can be useful for the state leadership of the
Kingdom of Jordan, for the scientific community, for politicians, researchers,
students and for everyone who is interested in the topic.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The submitted for review publications are related to the topic of the dissertation
and provide an opportunity for the scientific community to become familiar
with the author's achievements.

6. Assessment of the abstract
The abstract accurately reflects the author's achievements in the dissertation
work and fulfills its purpose.

7. Critical notes, recommendations and questions

1. Some stylistic and editorial recommendations can be made to proposed
dissertation for opinion, which in no way affect the author's achievements and
do not prevent their application in practice, which is why they are not presented
here.

2. I recommend that the author publish a monographic work based on the
dissertation.

3. When describing the achievements in the dissertation work, it is better to use
a imperative style, avoiding long explanations.
