1. Information about the dissertant

The dissertant is enrolled in the doctoral program Economics and Management
(Defense and Security) at the Department of National and Regional Security, Faculty of
Infrastructure Economics, UNWE, professional field "3.8. Economics"”, scientific
specialty "Economics and Management (Defence and Security)™, with a study period of
three years.

According to the Order of the Rector of the UNWE No. 1062/19.04.2022 the
training was carried out in the independent form of training during the period 08.03.2022
to 08.03.2025. Scientific supervisor is Prof. Dimitar Panayotov Dimitrov. Discharged
with the right of defense by order 1193/25.04.2024 of the Rector of the UNWE, as of
09.04.2024.

The PhD student has completed the tasks of the individual study plan.



2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation

The volume of the submitted dissertation is 155 pages, the text is in English.

The dissertation is structured in a non-standard way. The study is in six chapters,
and the proposed structure is original in its own way: it gives a clear idea of both the
research problem and the dissertant's capabilities in conducting independent scientific
research, also of the authorial character of the study and its results. The chapters have
the following research focus:

1) Chapter One "General Framework of the Study"

2) Chapter Two "Prior research on the topic"

3) Chapter Three "Theoretical Foundations"

4) Chapter Four "Methodology and Procedures™

5) Chapter Five "Data Research and Thesis Testing"

6) Chapter Six "Results and Recommendations”

The list of referenced sources includes 69 titles, as well as 38 special sources on
coronavirus in Jordan, where contemporary research clearly stands out, as well as
publications with a high degree of academic recognition.

The relevance of the study is determined by the fact that crises are always "a
turning point in the governance of a state” (p. 2) and "good crisis management allows
change for the better, including in terms of the reputation of the state” (p. 3) and
"strengthening the status of the state in many aspects - economy, health, security,
education” (p. 3).

The object of the study is Jordan's national system for managing at the national
level the effects of a global crisis such as the COVID 19 pandemic.

The subject of the study is the possibilities of optimizing the management of the
executive power in Jordan on the basis of effective coordination, taking into account the
multidimensionality of the actions of the competent state institutions.

The purpose of the study stems from "determining the government's measures
against the coronavirus, and the extent to which these measures have been successful in
a practical context... and the impact on Jordanian society, as well as identifying the

negative effects of these measures, especially those related to restricting citizens'



freedoms” (p. 3).
The tasks are in the following areas:
1) Study on the impact of measures taken by Jordanian government ministries
during the pandemic and the impact on national security
2) Opportunities to ensure effective international cooperation
3) Analysis of strategic management and in particular strategic planning in crises
at national level
4) Investigate whether information technology is used in Jordan to manage
crises and reduce their negative effects.
The definition of the third and fourth tasks by the PhD student
predetermines the scientific and applied contributions of the research.
The automated plagiarism screening performed did not show significant amounts
of similarities in the dissertation text to previously published research, namely less than
18% overall similarities, which is a perfectly acceptable result in terms of practice when

using specialized plagiarism screening software.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

The dissertation submitted for review offers distinct and independent findings
and conclusions - 46 in total, presented at the international, regional and national levels
(pp. 111-115).

The PhD student formulated 10 recommendations, including:

1) The need to develop scenarios and plans that anticipate the occurrence of
crises and to test in practice responses to them to the extent that the relevant
units are competent and ready to meet future crises (p. 116).

2) Provide technical and organizational capabilities that include emergency
planning, crisis information assessment, and the design of dedicated crisis
management facilities in each of the ministries (p.116).

The contributions proposed by the author have scientific and applied

characteristics because they complement existing knowledge and practices in

emergency management in Jordan.
