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1. Information about the dissertation student

The dissertation has been trained in the Doctoral Programme at the
Regional Development Department, Faculty of Management and
Administration of the UNWE in the scientific specialty Administration and
Management (Regional Development) according to Order of the Rector of
UNWE No 950/27.04.2020. The training was carried out in part-time form of
education, subsidized by the state, during the period from 07.04.2020. until
07.04.2024. with scientific supervisor Associate Professor Georgi Bisserov
Nikolov, PhD. After the successful implementation of the individual training
plan, by Order No. 1458/28.05.2024 of the Rector of UNWE, PhD student
Stephanie Georgieva Andreeva has been expelled with the right to public
defense as of 07.04.2024.

PhD student Stephanie Andreeva was born in 1995 in the city of Sofia.
Plovdiv. She successfully completed a Bachelor's degree in Regional



Development in 2018 and a Master's degree in Regional Business and
Management at the UNWE in 2020. He is fluent in English and has a good level
of Russian and Spanish. In 2018. starts working as an intern at First Investment
Bank, and from 2023. until now he is an event manager at the production
company VADA PRODUCTIONS LTD.

PhD student Stephanie Andreeva has successfully passed all exams and
has fulfilled the commitments planned in her individual study plan. She has
participated with reports at several international scientific conferences. He has 3
(three) publications in scientific journals. It is evident from the submitted
reference for the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements under Art.
2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, PhD student Stephanie Andreeva has the required points
for acquiring the educational and scientific degree of "Doctor".

1. General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The dissertation submitted for review has a classical structure, consisting
of an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The content also includes a
list of abbreviations, a list of tables and figures, as well as a bibliography of 185
sources, including scientific papers, analytical reports, statistical databases,
electronic resources, etc. The total volume of the dissertation is 158 (one
hundred and fifty-eight) standard pages, of which 149 (one hundred and forty-
nine) pages are the main text, 9 (nine) pages are bibliographic reference. The
structure of the dissertation is well balanced in the three chapters. The volume
of development fully meets the accepted standards.

The dissertation draws attention to a topical topic for our time, related to
the need to improve the regional and spatial development of Bulgarian
municipalities. The scientific study analyzes in depth the relationship between
public policies and strategic documents for regional development and the
aspiration of a given territory to increase the values of the socio-economic
indicators that characterize it. The model of public policies in the country and
the adopted strategic documents for regional development are examined.

The author very systematically and comprehensively justifies his choice
of topic. The PhD student skillfully argues his scientific interest in the processes
of regional spatial change of the Municipality of Plovdiv in the context of the
transformation of the national space and the emerging problems in the regional
development of municipalities. The objective fundamental interest is
substantiated by explaining the real abilities, skills and competencies that allow
the study of the problem. An additional consideration is the possibility of
receiving expert support, guidance and cooperation for conducting an author's
research on the outlined scientific issue.
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PhD student Andreeva correctly outlines the object and subject of her
research related to "the processes of regional spatial change of the Municipality
of Plovdiv and the level of renewal of spatial and regional economic
development". The complex process of development at regional level requires
both time factor, evaluation and follow-up of the implementation of specific
measures, as well as a number of regional projects and initiatives, and
leadership that has trust, decision-making, exercise of power and access to
sources of funding.

In a reasoned logical sequence, the goal and the research tasks that
support its implementation are placed. The dissertation research presents
theoretical and methodological issues and problems related to the development
of municipalities, analyzes the current regulatory framework, assesses the
socio-economic development of the Municipality of Plovdiv, conducts an
empirical study to study the ongoing processes and defines the needs of the
business in the municipality for improving the regional policy in the
municipality of Plovdiv. As a result of the analysis, guidelines are derived for
Improving the infrastructural, economic, cultural and tourist development of the
Municipality of Plovdiv and a functional matrix for territorial diagnostics is
structured.

The PhD student appropriately formulates his main hypothesis, namely
that "the geographical study of regional development and the integral zoning of
the national space should be analyzed and evaluated in two phases — cognitive
(analytical) and applied (planning and management)".

The dissertation takes into account and examines the scientific works of
many authors related to the topic. The high awareness of PhD student Andreeva
on the issues raised, as well as her analytical skills for assessing the diversity of
theoretical formulations and methodological approaches to research on the topic
under consideration, deserves a positive assessment. The sources used are
diverse, sufficient and focused on the problem under study.

2. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The introduction of the dissertation presents in a very detailed and
reasoned way all the required content elements that outline the research logic of
the dissertation. The dissertation in-depth explores the relationship between
public policies and strategic documents for regional development in an effort to
increase the values of socio-economic indicators in a given territory. The study
Is carried out through an analysis of the model of public policies in the country
and the adopted strategic documents for regional development

The first chapter examines the theoretical and methodological
approaches to spatial development and municipal management. The focus of the
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author's attention is the need for systematic research and supplementation of the
methodology of regional development and regional policy in the country. The
author points out that it is imperative to link the theory of socio-economic
zoning with the modern methodology of regional development.

In the second chapter, an analysis and assessment of the spatial and
socio-economic development of the Municipality of Plovdiv are carried out.
The theoretical analysis models the relationship between the regional and
spatial development of the target territory on the basis of up-to-date statistical
data and rich empirical information from a variety of verified sources. The
analysis is complemented by an assessment of the technical infrastructure and
transport and communication system of the Municipality of Plovdiv, and for the
purposes of this dissertation, a definition of the agglomeration area of Plovdiv
with its functional zones is deduced. The author of the dissertation adopts a set
of reasons presented by municipal authorities of a complex nature, which
determine the identified problems in terms of transport and mobility. A key
focus in the second chapter is also the empirical analysis of the results of the
author's survey of attitudes among business and the public sector in relation to
the local policies for regional development and management.

Chapter Three synthesizes generalizations from the critical analysis
carried out. Based on the results of the empirical study, guidelines for
Improving the regional and spatial development of the Municipality of Plovdiv
are derived. Applicable European practices for spatial development of the
territory have been studied, as opportunities for the implementation of the
integrated territorial approach to the development of the municipality.

The main results of the implementation of the research program of the
PhD student can be summarized as follows:

1. A theoretical and methodological review of the literature is carried
out, empirically examining the need for systematic research and
supplementation of the methodology of regional development and regional
policy in the country.

2. The regulatory framework and the current strategic framework in the
field of regional and spatial development of the territory have been studied in
detail.

3. The principal formulations of the European policies for sustainable
urban development and integrated territorial investments are critically assessed.

4. A problem-oriented socio-economic analysis of the municipality of
Plovdiv and its agglomeration area has been carried out, with a complementary
spatial structural element of the technical infrastructure, transport and
communication system and mobility.
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5. An author's survey has been conducted and an empirical analysis of
the attitudes among the business and the public sector regarding the local
policies for regional development and management has been made.

6. On the basis of the critical analysis and the results of the empirical
study, guidelines for improving the regional and spatial development of the
Municipality of Plovdiv are derived.

7. A matrix for analysis of spatial development is structured, which
includes an assessment of various aspects of the development of the
municipality. The matrix allows for upgrading with additional indicators that
can present a deeper territorial and spatial analysis and allow it to be updated in
the context of the integrated approach.

A clear and consistent methodology and a well-chosen toolbox contribute
to achieving these key results. PhD student Andreeva shows the ability to apply
the analytical, comparative, deductive and inductive methods in relation to the
literature review and the statistical processing of empirical information in the
field under study.

The results of the scientific research of PhD student Andreeva are
theoretical, methodological and applied in nature and correspond entirely to the
tasks set, which is an argument to report the successful implementation of the
main goal of the dissertation. The achieved results reveal the skills of the PhD
student to synthesize, analyze, systematize, summarize and, based on this,
reasonably propose specific directions for improving the studied processes and
territorial communities.

3. Evaluation of scientific and applied scientific contributions
