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l. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION
1. Relevance and Significance of the Research Topic

The study
examines socio-economic processes in regional development and the impact on Bulgarian
regions resulting from policies aimed at enhancing competitiveness during the period of EU
membership. Additionally, some initiatives arising from other policies are included in the
regional dimension, emphasizing science and technology, enterprise policy, and the importance
of regions (e.g., concepts of regional innovation systems).

The SUBJECT of the research is competitiveness, innovations, and digital solutions for
enterprises as a modern form of economic and territorial development. The study addresses the
complex issues related to the creation, development, role, and place of small and medium-sized
businesses in Bulgaria. Creating a viable competitive environment in Bulgaria is an economic
and political priority, and assessing its current implementation and future development options
is crucial for overcoming regional disparities.

3. Goals and Tasks of the Dissertation
GOAL OF THE RESEARCH

The primary goal of the dissertation is to demonstrate the significance, role, and impact
of small and medium-sized businesses as a modern form of regional development and
overcoming negative imbalances in Bulgaria. In achieving this goal, an analysis of SMEs is
conducted to determine the extent of their economic activity and their ability to effectively
impact regional development.

To achieve the stated goal, the following research tasks are set:

v To conduct a theoretical review and derive methodological principles regarding
competitiveness in a spatial aspect.



v" To analyze and evaluate the regulatory framework governing the development
of small and medium-sized businesses in the context of regional development.

v" To summarize and analyze the accumulated theoretical and practical experience
related to the functioning and competitiveness of SMEs.

v" To conduct an empirical study using a survey to test the ability of SMEs to
integrate into the regional economy.

v" To outline the directions and opportunities for developing a competitive
environment in Bulgaria and overcoming regional disparities.

4. Main Research Hypothesis
RESEARCH THESIS

The author of the dissertation defends the thesis that regional imbalances can be
overcome through the implementation of innovations, digitalization of business processes, and
the creation of a competitive environment for enterprises in Bulgaria. This, in turn, will create
favorable conditions for the socio-economic development of regions at the NUTS 2 planning
level.

5. Research Methodology

The complex nature of the subject and the aim of the research require an integrated use
of a combination of approaches and methods. The theoretical and methodological part of the
dissertation is based on an in-depth content analysis of European and national legislation and
established practices in the field of creation, development, and overall support of small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs).

Methodologically, the research is based on methods such as analysis and synthesis,
abstraction and generalization, induction and deduction. Historical, formal-logical, and
comparative approaches are employed, along with statistics, surveys, and SWOT analysis. Key
tools for addressing research tasks and proving the main thesis include reviewing and
summarizing literary sources, expert assessments, and field studies of SME operations in
Bulgaria.

The scientific research presents definitions of terms and concepts related to the
characterization of business organization competitiveness. Increasing global and regional
competition, along with the dynamics of the changing competitive situation, necessitate the
search for managerial solutions that generate more successful market performance for the firm
compared to its direct competitors. This brings the managerial concept-the theory of
competition-to the forefront.

The informational support for the analysis in the dissertation is based on the study of
monographs, studies, reports by Bulgarian and foreign authors in the fields of economic theory,
management, regional economy, and competitiveness. Numerous methodological and
methodological documents from the European Union, normative acts of European and
Bulgarian legislation, working reports and opinions of European managing institutions, results
from specialized studies, thematic reference publications, and dictionaries, as well as
information from official internet sources of European and Bulgarian administrative bodies, are
utilized.

Introduction

In the introduction, the author justifies the choice of the topic in the context of its
relevance and significance. The main objectives and tasks of the research, as well as the working
hypothesis, are defined. The characteristics of the research object and subject, as well as the

methods and approaches used to conduct the research, are outlined. Additionally, the primary
information sources and the scope of the study are presented.
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CHAPTER I: THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS OF
REGIONAL COMPETITIVENESS

Competitiveness can be considered a complex and multi-layered concept that includes
the ability of a firm, region, or country to perform successfully in the international market.
According to the author, it is not limited to the price of products or services but also includes
aspects such as quality, innovation, marketing, production process efficiency, and human
resource management, among others.

Within a firm, competitiveness can be understood as its ability to offer products and/or
services that meet customer needs and preferences while achieving a competitive advantage
over rivals. The author argues that for a country or region, competitiveness means its ability to
attract investments, develop its economy, and create prosperity for its citizens.

1.1. Essence, Importance, and Main Functions of Competitiveness

Competitiveness is crucial for economic growth and societal well-being. Maintaining
high competitiveness is associated with positive effects such as increased productivity, job
creation, attraction of new investments, retention of local investments, and improvement of
living standards. Conversely, low competitiveness can lead to loss of market positions, reduced
economic growth, and increased unemployment, the author adds.

Defining regional development through state subsidization of businesses, public sector
activities, and infrastructure is giving way to innovative and contemporary approaches. Michael
Porter, one of the leading researchers and theorists in the study of competitiveness, points out
that national governments should improve the business environment, create conditions, and
provide incentives for change and progress rather than providing "aid" that actually hinders
competitiveness, stifles innovation, and delays productivity improvements. According to him,
the success of companies should be based on strategies for improvement and innovation, a
willingness to compete, and a realistic understanding of the national environment and ways to
enhance it.

Concepts for territorial development related to innovation systems, business networks,
and regional clusters are being introduced. These concepts are based on ideas of
interconnectedness and partnership, where the creation of competitive advantages depends on
the ability and capacity of regions to discover and apply new forms of organization. Through
these, production, dissemination, use of knowledge, access to information, and innovation
transfer should be stimulated. Porter also argues that besides these indicators, competitiveness
should be viewed as the ability of a country to be as productive as possible, which determines
its ability to continually improve the standard of living of its population.

For countries and regions, competitiveness is an important factor for attracting foreign
investments and achieving sustainable development. The author also mentions that the presence
of competitive firms and industries in a region can create a favorable business environment that
attracts new investments and stimulates innovation and growth.

The successful competition with rivals is often associated with the concept of
competitiveness. Its significance is linked to its prioritization by EU countries during the Lisbon
meeting in 2000 for increasing the competitiveness of firms.

Competitiveness is viewed as superiority in some rivalry or possessing properties,
qualities, and skills that give the firm advantages, i.e., a firm is competitive in the market only
if it can secure and maintain a distinctive advantage over its competitors.

There are two types of researchers on the concept, divided into two groups based on
their approach:



As a phenomenon - Competitiveness is not an inherent quality of the firm but a
subjective evaluation by the consumer of how valuable its product is.

As a characteristic - Competitiveness is the ability of a firm to outperform its rivals, i.e.,
the ability of sellers to quickly and effectively respond and adapt to external market
requirements and meet the buyer's needs before, during, and after the purchase.

The author concludes that competitiveness is the property of a market relations subject
to enter the market alongside competing entities. Thus, competitiveness should be understood
as a characteristic of an industrial firm, expressing the level of sustainable and defensible
advantage it has acquired compared to other participants for the chosen target product market.

One of the fundamental concepts embedded in the understanding of competitiveness is
the competitor. Here, two main approaches are distinguished in understanding it: market and
industry competition.

1.2. Characterizing the Relationship between Regional Progress and Decline

Territory is a humanized space or a historical synthesis of the established
interconnections between humans and nature. It presents the natural elements and human
presence, characterized by specific activities, needs, culture, and aspirations. The concept of
territory includes the development of relationships between humans and nature, expressed in
the formation of a space through physical and socio-economic processes, considering the
processes of population, land conquest, production, administrative governance, politics,
infrastructure, and the creation of a network of interconnections.

Regional systems are a specific type of territorial constructs that possess their own
internal strength and are characterized as communities of unified factors with predominantly
socio-economic nature. To the unified factors, historical, socio-demographic, and political
elements can also be added. Regional systems are communities of natural-physical and socio-
economic elements, manifesting through physical and anthropogenic components, interacting
and working towards unity and convergence to achieve common shared goals.

Each regional system is characterized by a specific set of activities and sectors;
practically, it is difficult to find regional systems with entirely identical structures. In all cases,
regional systems function within a specific national system, which in turn can be represented
as a complex of interconnected regional systems of various types and ranks. The functioning of
regional systems must align with the overall goals of the national system. Each regional system
is closely linked to the national economic system through a common currency, national market,
transport, energy, and information networks. The territory of regional systems is also influenced
by the regional development policy.

Within the European Community, according to national and regional specificities, there
is an exceptional diversity of regional types. The main factors significantly influencing their
formation can be grouped as follows:

Natural factors, with the most important being: terrain, mineral resources, hydro-
climatic conditions, soil diversity, fauna, and flora.

Social (socio-economic) factors, with the most significant being: historical development
of the region, human resources, standard of living, settlement network, production, transport,
social, and market infrastructure, and the region's participation in the national and international
division of labor.

Geographic location and ecological state - important factors that are categorized
separately as they uniquely link the natural-resource potential and the diverse social processes
on the territory.



All regional-forming factors act interdependently in a unified system and define the
overall character of each region. The process of dividing the country's territory, viewed from a
historical perspective, is characterized by the adoption of various management decisions during
different periods (including before 1989), some of which have survived for a very short time.
In practice, the emergence of disparities in different regions of a country is a complex process
that necessitates targeted state policy. It is driven by one or more key indicators or results from
ongoing political, administrative, economic, and cultural processes in the country. Most
scientific publications on this topic are related to the analysis of individual factors influencing
the dynamics of problems over time. Regions represent complex systems, economic and
administrative structures within each country. The measures taken for their development and
growth result from the successful or unsuccessful policies that national governance has
implemented and continues to implement.

1.3.Models for Building Regional Specialization for Small and Medium Enterprises
(SMEs)

The functional approach to SMEs requires characterizing their regulatory framework,
identifying the objects and subjects within the complex system of relationships, and
understanding how the legal relations among participants in complex business networks are
regulated. One of the primary legal sources significantly affecting SMEs is the Law on
Protection of Competition (LPC). Its goal is to ensure protection and conditions for expanding
competition and free initiative in economic activities. This, in turn, will directly lead to an
increase in the number of SME participants, as it provides protection against agreements,
decisions, and concerted practices, abuse of monopolistic and dominant market positions, and
any other acts and actions that may prevent, restrict, or distort competition in the country and/or
affect trade between EU member states, as well as against unfair competition or abuse of a
stronger bargaining position. The law also regulates the control over concentrations between
enterprises. Its subjects include:

Enterprises and associations operating within the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria
or beyond;

State authorities, including executive and local self-government bodies;

Enterprises entrusted by the state or municipality to provide services of public interest;

Individuals who commit or assist in committing violations under this law.

The need for clear rules within the EU territory governing the awarding of concession
contracts arises to prevent legal uncertainty and barriers to the free provision of services, which
in turn disrupts the functioning of the internal market. Consequently, some economic entities
are deprived of their rights in the internal market and miss economic opportunities, while public
authorities do not always manage to make the best use of public funds to provide Union citizens
with quality services at the best prices. An adequate, flexible, and well-adjusted legal
framework for awarding concessions would positively impact all economic entities in the EU
member states and ensure legal certainty that favors public investments in infrastructure. Such
a legal framework would also lead to further opening of international markets for public
procurement and promote global trade. The legal norms applicable to awarding concessions
should be clear and simple. Concession contracts are essential tools for the long-term structural
development of infrastructure and strategic services, contributing to increased competition in
the internal market, leveraging private sector expertise, and promoting efficiency and
innovation.



SMEs, as a fundamental condition for creating competitive advantages in individual
countries, represent the "most effective scale at which regional competitive advantage is
created.” The experience of successful global economies shows that SMES can be competitive,
small firms that cooperate and compete at the regional level. The primary reason for the
development of SMEs is the emergence of flexible specialization, which provides firms and
organizations with the ability to combine the advantages of smaller size and more flexible
production with the global economies of scale associated with inter-firm linkages.

The characteristics (individually and as a system) outline the context in which national firms are
born and compete in the availability of resources and skills necessary to gain a particular advantage in
a given industry; the information determining which opportunities will be taken and the directions in
which resources and skills will be taken; the goals of owners, managers and employees involved in and
effecting competition, and most importantly, the pressure on firms to invest and innovate.

CONCLUSIONS FROM CHAPTER |

After introducing and clarifying the main concepts and summarizing the existing theoretical and
practical approaches to competitiveness and its regional dimension, we can outline a certain range of
guestions, the solution of which should take into account the processes of globalization and
regionalization, the dependence of the national economy on the degree of integration . In the independent
functioning of the territorial systems, trends in the implementation of supranational concepts and
strategies for development and growth should be taken into account. In the field of competitiveness, the
following conclusions can be formulated:

First, the summarized results of the study of the theory and practice of competitiveness give us
grounds to claim that the conditions (normative, institutional, administrative, systemic, etc.) have been
created to achieve a positive effect of the economic and territorial development of motor vehicles.

Second, the national scope of the analyzed questions and the prevailing formal approaches to
the study of competitiveness determine the directions of the analysis of the theory of competition to its
contribution to the development of the regions in Bulgaria, which are backward in economic terms.

Third, after clarifying the main approaches and established definitions of the concept of
"regional competitiveness”, based on scientific research and reports and European institutions, the
author of the dissertation will adopt in his work the definition of regional competitiveness, defining it
as "the ability of the regional economy to optimize its local assets to compete and prosper in national
and global markets and to adapt to changes in those markets'.
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CHAPTER I
STUDY OF THE DEVELOPMENT AND CURRENT STATE OF SMALL AND
MEDIUM ENTERPRISES IN BULGARIA

In this chapter, the author emphasizes the significance of competitiveness from the
perspective of regional economic development. Many economies develop industries that are
economically dependent and, consequently, organized around a specific natural resource,
market needs, or local skills. Modern industries are formed through the dissemination and
transfer of knowledge, skills, experience, etc. Downstream industrial productions develop to
take advantage of supplies, contributions, and so on. This does not mean that the phenomenon
of clustering in the region is present in all or even most industries (in fact, the geographical
profile of different industries varies widely), but it is an important part of the economic
landscape. This view is supported by the dissertation author, who believes that regions in
Bulgaria that have created and developed certain policies for higher economic growth rates are
crucial.

In practice, regional cooperation is a preliminary preparation for taking on greater
responsibilities of EU membership, and Bulgaria can provide invaluable assistance in this
regard. It is the foundation of the functioning of the EU and for the existence of such relations.
This issue makes the need for analysis even more relevant, given that structural funds are a
major source of funding for projects of local, regional, and international significance. The
application of econometric analyses provides reliable empirical verification of economic theory
by using mathematical models, transforming them into a form that allows quantitative
assessment of their parameters based on data for the indicators to which this theory relates.
Special methods for survey research and econometric analysis, as well as tests for checking the
requirements of mathematical statistics, have been developed to address such problems.

2.1. Government Policies for Structuring and Development of SMEs in Bulgaria

The examination of state policy in the field of small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) focuses on the specialized framework for the development of SMEs, such as strategies,
programs, and laws. Another important aspect is the evaluation of the administrative and
regulatory environment for the development of SMEs, emphasizing regulatory regimes,
competition protection, and SMEs' access to public procurement. Attention should also be paid
to the European Cohesion Policy, which aims to reduce disparities in the welfare of regions
across Europe. It focuses on investments in regions, cities, and the real economy to stimulate
growth and create jobs. Within its framework, measures are taken to combat climate change,
reduce dependence on energy imports, and decrease poverty and social exclusion. Supporting
SMEs is a main priority of the Cohesion Policy. Each EU country is responsible for managing
cohesion funds in its territory.

In the context of economic integration and globalization, it is increasingly evident that
very few business organizations, including large-scale enterprises, can develop solely on their
own. The knowledge and innovations that cluster networks provide to their members must
preserve and strengthen their competitiveness in regional markets. This is particularly true for
SMEs. "Interaction through learning,” "lifelong learning,” and the processes of social and
cultural interaction within the "network" become a driving force as a mechanism that supports
the implementation of innovative policies and strategies by firms. In this sense, supporting
SMEs as self-organizing and dynamic structures can ensure a greater degree of free information
and data flow for creating competitive advantages for the regional economy and sustainable
development.

The role of territorial administrations in supporting new processes of
"intellectualization” of firms is gaining importance. It is driven by arguments related to "non-
commercial relationships™ in the context of public-private interests and provides the basis for
active information exchange and joint activities based on mutual trust. In this regard,
"interaction through network learning™ as a new mechanism is becoming increasingly evident
both within and around firms and regions. In these new unification processes, various other
organizations and institutions play an important role in defining corporate innovation
strategies—technical and technological centers, consultants, scientific organizations and
universities, the local community, employer organizations, and more. Recently, the term
"learning region” or "knowledge region™ has emerged, where an independent innovation policy
exists. A specific characteristic of these regions is the synergy of cooperation and partnership,
which provides additional opportunities for the production sector and where the public
atmosphere favors this interaction.

A brief overview of most currently applied policies (whether at local, national, or
European levels) shows that awareness of the role of innovation as a key factor for economic
development is growing alongside the understanding of innovation as a phenomenon resulting
from the active use of research and development results. This evolution is visible in the
paradigm shift found in numerous analyses. Technologies and innovations are understood as
essential endogenous factors for local economic development. The concept of innovation as an
interactive process is at the core of this evolution and its integration into the implementation of
regional policies for growth and employment, contributing to a better social and cultural
environment for local residents.

Innovations are initiated and realized at the regional level, and it is precisely there that
the main challenge lies in creating the appropriate business environment to support them. In
this sense, removing administrative barriers, providing suitable incentives, supporting firms'
experimental activities, and creating acceptable platforms for communication between industry
and science are some of the main components of regional innovation policy.

Interactive consideration of innovations and technologies is related to improving the
capacity of economic entities to develop connections within and outside the firm for better
access. Innovations are also used in business planning and corporate policy implementation.
This way, they can build their strategic behavior concerning innovations and technologies.

2.2. Main Difficulties in the Functioning of SMEs in Bulgaria

One of the main scientific tasks set by the author of this study is to identify the main
groups of problems that hinder small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) in Bulgaria. The
author examines the problem in the context of the transition period and aims to form specific
policy views for overcoming these issues based on a comparison of different opinions. The
identification of problems faced by SMEs can primarily be done in two directions: based on
special statistical and theoretical studies and data from various surveys. However, specific
studies can be conducted in different planes depending on the goals and objectives of a
particular research. The following directions can be identified for problem identification:

First Category. Based on the level at which they manifest:

Related to the activities of the individual enterprise

Avrising at the sectoral (industry) level

Arising at the macroeconomic level

The activities of an individual enterprise depend on objective factors specific to it,
determining the specific industry situation and relating to the general conditions of the
environment in which it operates. For example, a limited domestic and foreign market is
perceived as a key factor affecting both the overall functioning of the small or medium

enterprise and some very specific and more particular issues (e.g., higher requirements by banks
regarding the security of loans, which must compensate for their low liquidity).

Second Category. Based on the nature of the identified problems:

Economic

Political

Legal

Management-organizational

Social

Ethical

The intertwining of different aspects of problematic situations faced by SMEs makes
one-sided solutions ineffective. Good legislation, for example, cannot work by itself if the
economic motivation of economic entities is distorted, if the legitimacy of the ruling elite is
questioned, or if the state administration is cumbersome and bureaucratic.

Third Category. Based on the scope and source of the problematic situations:

Local

Regional

National

Supranational (global)

Adequate localization of the scope of problematic situations outlines the alternative
ways of influence, the institutions that can impact their resolution, as well as the possibilities
and limitations of the proposed solutions.

Fourth Category. Based on the substantive and functional characteristics of the
identified problems, they are grouped mainly into several thematic areas:

Financing and crediting of SMEs

Relationships of SMEs with the state

Tax and social security system and state policy in this area

Trade and customs policy, etc.

Regarding the identification of problems, studies have been conducted by the
Foundation for Entrepreneurship Development in 1996, 1997, and 1998. These studies are
characterized by the approach and conclusions of representatives of different economic entities
(SME owners, representatives of industry associations, financial institutions, ministries, and
state agencies) often differing when discussing the same issues. Other studies conducted in
recent years have focused on specific aspects of the problems faced by small and medium-sized
businesses.

2.3. Empirical Analysis of the Survey Results

In this section, the author discusses the philosophy of the dissertation research, the
paradigm of comprehensive analysis, and the selection of an appropriate research technique.
One of the systematic tasks is to determine the most suitable methodology to meet the pre-
established goals and objectives of the study, thoroughly examining both its quantitative and
qualitative aspects. Essentially, this research aims to resolve specific, practical issues related to
the formation of business groups (SMEs and business networks) and their connection to
regional development in Bulgaria. It represents a combination of distinct descriptive,
correlational, and explanatory parts.

Descriptive Part: The descriptive part aims to systematically present a situation,
problem, phenomenon, or perception of a particular case.

Correlational Analysis: This part attempts to discover the relationship or mutual
dependence between two or more aspects of the observed situation.
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Explanatory Part: The explanatory part clarifies why and how there is a connection
between these two or more aspects.

Efforts have been made to rationalize data collection techniques and analysis methods.
For collecting primary data, questionnaires distributed electronically were used. In practice, this
is an interview process as a qualitative method, providing a high degree of validity and
reliability. Undoubtedly, pragmatism is a suitable basis for the study because it will provide the
opportunity to give the best answers to the posed questions. Pragmatism in science is often
referred to as "active research,” which produces practical knowledge for everyday human life.

The focus of this research aims to propose appropriate recommendations to government
leaders, regional and local administrators, entrepreneurs and managers, investors, and groups
with various interests in one of the most dynamic areas of our contemporary development-
targeted regional policy to support the mitigation of regional imbalances.

Understanding that scientific research is essentially "a logical and systematic search for
new and useful information on a specific topic,” the adopted research methodology should
determine the most appropriate method for achieving the effectiveness of the scientific project.
The author questions how to appropriately approach applied research, which aims to solve
specific practical issues in the field of SMEs, the policy to promote their competitiveness, and
their connection to solving numerous regional development problems.

Survey Results Analysis

33.3% rate it as "Excellent"

Analysis of the Relationship Between Digitalization Strategy and Innovation Impact
Assessment

There is an observed trend that the stronger a company's digitalization strategy, the
higher its assessment of the impact of innovations on its business. Whether there is indeed such
a relationship will be shown by the Chi-square analysis.

Step-by-Step Chi-square Analysis:

Step 1: Formulating Hypotheses

Null Hypothesis (HO): There is no significant relationship between having a
digitalization strategy and the assessment of the impact of innovations.
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Alternative Hypothesis (H1): There is a significant relationship between having a
digitalization strategy and the assessment of the impact of innovations.

Step 2: Setting the Significance Level

The relationship will be tested at a 5% significance level (o = 0.05).

Step 3: Calculating the Empirical Chi-square Value

The empirical Chi-square value is 13.723.

Step 4: Defining the Critical Region

The critical region is one-tailed.

Step 5: Comparing with the Theoretical Chi-square Value

The theoretical Chi-square value for degrees of freedom
k=(3—1)(4—1)=6k=(3—1)(4—1)=6 and a significance level of a = 5% is 12.592.

The level of significance (Asymptotic Significance (2-sided)) is less than the accepted
risk of error of 5% (0.033 < a = 0.05). Therefore, we reject the null hypothesis in favor of the
alternative hypothesis, which states that there is a significant relationship between having a
digitalization strategy and the assessment of the impact of innovations. This conclusion can be
confirmed with a 95% confidence level.

Since the relationship is proven, the strength of this relationship can be determined using
Cramer's V coefficient.

The Cramer's V coefficient is statistically significant and can be interpreted. It has a
value of 0.272, indicating that the strength of the relationship between having a digitalization
strategy and the assessment of innovation impact is weak.

CONCLUSIONS FROM CHAPTER I

Based on the synthesized results from the conducted survey, additional expert
assessments of the state and issues in regional competitiveness, as well as personal observations
by the author of the dissertation study, the following key findings and conclusions have been
formulated:

The key issues affecting small and medium-sized businesses
are structured in two directions: based on conducted statistical and theoretical studies and on
data from various survey studies.

Empirical Study: The empirical study includes the collection, analysis, and
interpretation of specific data resulting from empirical observations, experiments, or surveys.
The author employs various methods and techniques, including qualitative interviews, on-site
observations, and statistical analyses using SPSS. The results obtained from the empirical study
demonstrate the connection between the issues from the survey and substantiate the doctoral
candidate's hypothesis that creating favorable conditions for the development of the regional
business environment supports and influences the competitiveness of SMEs.

CHAPTER Il1
GUIDELINES AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR IMPROVING REGIONAL
COMPETITIVENESS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION
OF THE ECONOMY AND SOCIETY

3.1. Implementation of Digitalization in SME Activities

The development of managerial capacity and growth of existing small and medium-
sized enterprises (SMEs) are supported by providing specialized information and
communication technologies (ICT).

Digitalization, in a direct sense, refers to digitization, the transformation of information
into digital code. Digitalization is used as a broader concept to define a comprehensive approach
to collecting, summarizing, and coordinating information within enterprises and their
customers, aiming to reduce costs, improve product quality, service, and customer satisfaction.

Digital transformation involves the reengineering of processes within the enterprise.
Process reengineering aims to improve, rearrange, and eliminate inefficient operations that do
not add sufficient value. Digital transformation addresses how to change processes and
operations from the perspective of the new opportunities that information technologies provide
to enterprises, so that they can contribute new and preferably exceptional added value to
customers, partners, and the firm as a whole.

Digital transformation assumes changes in processes, redistribution of competencies,
and generation of alternative development models for enterprises. Digital change includes both
generating, processing, and structuring the flow of information and the decision-making
processes within enterprises.

When considering the sources, the author focuses only on some key characteristics
(factors) as they are very comprehensive and important components for the activity of the firm,
requiring a thorough study and understanding of the topic of each direction.

Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMESs) are the driving force of many national
economies. They often face more diverse challenges and barriers than large enterprises and
multinational companies. A study conducted in 2017 among manufacturing SMEs in West
Virginia, USA, confirms the desire and trend of these SMEs to implement SM.

A comprehensive review and analysis of the literature on the subject show that very few
studies are specifically focused on support for SMEs in their transition to "Industry 4.0". Some
authors even call successful SMEs in this direction "SMEs 4.0". According to the European
Commission, SMEs can be defined as enterprises that employ fewer than 250 employees and
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have an annual turnover not exceeding 50 million euros and/or an annual balance sheet total
not exceeding 43 million euros. This publication discusses the various opportunities and
challenges that SMEs face in implementing Industry 4.0. They analyze 117 small
manufacturing firms in the UK and group them based on their readiness for the IT sector.

3.2. Enhancing the Effectiveness of Implementing Government Policies and
Strategies

Investment management is a fundamental factor in enhancing the competitiveness of
business organizations. Numerous studies have been conducted in scientific practice, and there
are many theoretical frameworks for investment and innovation management, including what
they involve and their components. Given their crucial role as one of the possibilities for
enhancing competitiveness, an analysis will be conducted in a general plan of what they
involve. However, for firms to have a real effect, they must employ specialists in the field,
conduct numerous analyses, procure necessary information, and have the ability to meet the
highly competitive environment in this area.

First, attention is paid to investments, followed by innovations, but the two processes
are interrelated. In order to implement a strategically oriented process, it is imperative for
managers to be familiar with the basic principles upon which management is built:

1) Renewal and investment in the interest of shareholders;

2) Complexity of innovations and investments - managing the investment and

innovation process as a whole;

3) Consistency (binding) of decisions;

4) Optimality - seeking maximum returns at a given level of risk or minimum risk at a

given level of return;

5) Economicalness - related to optimality, but here the goal is to achieve objectives

with minimal investment;

6) Return on investment;

7) Considering risk when renewing investments;

8) Innovation and investment management as a continuous process - organizing

separate departments, links within the company;

9) Management by standards - compliance with regulatory standards

(recommendations, benchmarks, or exact values).

Investments are an important means of improving the competitive position of the firm.
The investment strategy entails the possibility and necessity to support the creation of
competitive advantages. Understanding the investment strategy is built on several elements of
the strategy: goals; main directions of investment; main means of investment; main means of
achieving goals; time dimension of the strategy; level of certainty of the strategy.

The factors influencing the definition and selection of the investment strategy are: the
overall strategy of the company; private strategies (innovation, production, human resources,
etc.); the competitive position of the company in the existing areas of activity; characteristics
of the company determining its opportunities for diversification; favorable opportunities for
investment in other industries; business rules in the respective industries; assumptions drawn
from studies and forecasts.

In the most general terms, to carry out the investment process, there must be some basic
anchor points within the firm. Firstly, the presence of a link for investment activities, seeking
investment ideas, motivating staff to provide these ideas, which are then sifted through and
systematized by the link. Secondly, creating an investment plan, requiring in-depth market
research for the preparation of an investment project. Thirdly, defining the project's goals and
aligning them with the firm's overall strategy. Fourthly, determining the method of calculating
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cash flows, determining the duration of the economic life, determining the return on the project.
Fifthly, selecting methods for evaluating projects, as well as methods for assessing risk in
investments.

Financing of investment projects can be through internal and external sources. Control
of the investment process, which means tracking the execution of projects through specific
methods, rather than post-project completion. The investment activity of the firm may be
limited by two factors - lack of capital and narrow markets.

The process of implementing innovations presupposes the prior development of an
innovation strategy, which derives from and is supported by the overall business strategy.
Innovations in technologies and products affect each of the industry's competitive forces. The
innovation strategy "defines the products, technologies, and markets, as well as the means for
their development (renewal), through which the competitive advantages pursued by the firm's
overall strategy are provided or enhanced."

In developing the strategy, to achieve the best effect, it would be advisable to use the
scheme in Figure 8. The components will not be examined in detail as they constitute a general
system requiring thorough examination, but it is the basis for building the strategy and laying
the groundwork for acquiring competitive advantage.

After completing the comprehensive procedure outlined above, through which the needs
for both innovation and investment are identified, variants of the innovation strategy are
developed, followed by evaluation. This allows for the most appropriate choice of strategy to
be made.

3.3. Guidelines for Overcoming Regional Disparities through the Implementation
of Digital Business Solutions

Digital transformation holds tremendous potential for economic growth. Bulgaria can
build upon its strengths in advanced digital technologies and its strong presence in traditional
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sectors to capitalize on opportunities presented by technologies such as 5G networks, the
Internet of Things, big data, robotics, artificial intelligence, blockchain, 3D printing, and others.
This will enable Bulgaria to gain a share of emerging markets for future products and services.
Currently, businesses in Bulgaria are not fully leveraging new digital technologies and
innovative business models.

The state of digitization in the industry varies across sectors, especially between high-
tech and traditional sectors. To accelerate the digitization of the economy, every enterprise
should be enabled to introduce solutions that support the development, testing, and
experimentation of new products and services based on digital technologies, including artificial
intelligence (Al). Special attention should be paid to improving funding and access to
consultancy services for high-risk innovative startups both in their early stages and for their
scaling/growth.

The future of Bulgarian industry lies in digital transformation, which is at the core of
the current industrial revolution. Digital technologies are increasingly penetrating all sectors of
the global economy and society, and traditional relationships in the physical world are largely
characterized by a digital dimension. Rapid development and innovation in the digital realm
create economic opportunities for innovation, growth, and jobs and facilitate people’s lives.

Industry and its interaction with the services sector account for a large share and play
an important role in the development of Bulgaria's economy. This interaction should be
supported by facilitating investment in new technologies and by embracing changes resulting
from increasing digitization and the transition to a low-carbon and circular economy. The
concept of digital transformation of the Bulgarian industry (Industry 4.0), as well as other
documents such as the National Strategy for Small and Medium-sized Enterprises (SMES) in
Bulgaria for the period 2021-2027, envisage goals and measures to support the industry and
SMEs in implementing products, technologies, business models, and processes from Industry
4.0.

The firms participating in the survey, however, indicate that they derive some benefits
from participating in SMEs. The main benefit they point out is that they gain access to
information from industry organizations. This is consistent with the literature, according to
which frequent exchange of information is most important for generating economic effects from
territorial proximity and is considered an important prerequisite for economic development.
Information can provide new opportunities for building networks with potential partners,
generating public support, or engaging the attention of catalytic organizations.

Business associations report that they have better access to business partners and
business-supporting organizations as a result of their participation in SME activities. Here,
however, the dissonance is evident: they do not think they have better access to raw materials
and skilled labor—some of the most important benefits that SMEs produce according to the
literature and experience from industrialized countries. In the case of Bulgaria, the benefits
generated by SMEs in the country are not driven by agglomeration effects, as is the case in
countries where SMEs are more of a geographical phenomenon. It can be concluded that in our
case, they only enjoy marginal positive effects in the form of improved access to information,
business partners, and supporting institutions.

The survey reveals yet another organizational deficiency related to the relationships
between SMEs in Bulgaria. They are not significantly better off compared to other members of
the economic system. They demonstrate significantly higher perceptions of shared resources
available to businesses and have better productivity. Thus, we can conclude that SME
participants are in transition and do not contribute to strengthening collaboration between
members of industry organizations.

According to the survey findings, the only viable successful approach to economic
development of SMEs in our country should be based on the specific characteristics of territorial
units. It is imperative to take into account both the positive and negative experiences from
different regions of the country, where specific conditions of interaction need to be established.
This essentially supports the conclusion that local policies should be built on the basis of the
specific conditions present in the region or the country.

Regional business, following the logic of interaction with other sectors, can lead to
benefits for the local economy. This, according to the author, is the "cause" and the
"consequence” of cooperative action. Since they are aware of the benefits that industry
organizations provide to their members, information influences companies' decisions to join
associations. On the other hand, when the company becomes a member, it will have access to
more information about organized and institutionalized policies and support programs.

It should be noted next that the respondent firms in the survey are very little satisfied
with international donor organizations, regardless of their financial and/or non-financial
support. This shows that international development organizations in our country are not as
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effective and do not meet the expectations of businesses. As the main designers of projects to
support SMEs, international organizations choose industrial sectors to develop initiatives and
determine measures to attract potential members.

Unfortunately, in many cases, the chosen sectors do not complement national strategies
for economic development, and there is a lack of coordination between government programs
and programs of international organizations. This is actually in line with the author's findings,
which do not assume rejection of foreign aid programs but assume that some of the reasons for
host country governments to be concerned about the long-term sustainability of SMEs.

CONCLUSIONS FROM CHAPTER 11

To maximize the benefits of competitiveness as a tool for accelerating regional
economic growth in the country, public finances directly or indirectly influencing their
development must be spent efficiently. Efforts of researchers and practitioners should be
directed towards developing effective tools and mechanisms to support the functioning of SMEs
in the regions.

Firstly, the author justifies the need for digital transformation, which implies a change
in processes, redistribution of competencies, and generating alternative development models
for SMEs. Digital transformation includes both generating, processing, and structuring the flow
of information, as well as the decision-making processes within enterprises.

Secondly, the factors influencing the definition and selection of the investment strategy
are analyzed, including: overall corporate strategy; private strategies (innovative, production,
personnel, etc.); the company's competitive position in existing areas of activity; characteristics
of the company determining its diversification opportunities; favorable opportunities for
investment in other industries; business rules in the respective industries; assumptions drawn
from surveys and forecasts.

Thirdly, in the context of the current dissertation research, the author analyzes the
services sector, which occupies a large share and plays an important role in the development of
Bulgaria's economy. Supporting this interaction facilitates investment in new technologies,
resulting in changes regarding digitization and transition to a circular economy. Concentrated
measures and incentives for SME activity and their digitalization would undoubtedly accelerate
regional competitiveness.

Conclusion

The present research is a theoretical and practical attempt to evaluate the applicability
of the considered approaches and practices and their effectiveness, as well as to thoroughly
examine the legal framework facilitating the emergence and development of SMEs and their
influence on the development of Bulgarian regions. This circumstance presupposes the
structural orientation of the development, emphasizing the systematization of the accumulated
theoretical and practical experience in the field of SMEs. Based on the presented definitions of
SMEs as a form of economic stimulation, an adapted definition combining theoretical
experience is proposed. The advantages for companies should be clear: easy procurement of
inputs from many places, reduction of transport costs, improvement of organizational skills,
integration and modification of foreign technologies, etc.

The author places emphasis in his research on the role of small and medium-sized
enterprises for the development of the regional economy and settlements in Bulgaria. Small and
medium-sized enterprises can catalyze sustainable development with proper functioning and
support for their activity, which can have a significant socio-economic significance for regional
development. It is necessary to strengthen the synergy between the participants in the
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construction of the regional business environment and to create additional opportunities for
public-private partnership between business, the public sector and non-governmental
organizations (NGOSs). This will create conditions for the successful implementation of regional
development priorities and will increase the importance of small and medium-sized enterprises
in the process of increasing regional competitiveness.

Regardless of the effort to capture the complexity and complexity of the issue in its
entirety, many open topics remain for discussion. Besides widening the geographical scope by
applying some change in methodology, the research can be further developed in the direction
of ever deeper knowledge about the benefits of certain types of clusters of specific strategic
importance.

The research has proven the impact of SMEs on competitiveness in the planning regions,
based on the results achieved by them in the economic and social sphere. A clear distinction is
made between the advantages of SMEs at different levels in the short term and in the long term.
Therefore, measuring the effectiveness of SMEs and the different levels of the impact chain are
important for further research on the topic.

Based on the conducted survey and analysis, it is necessary to conclude that due to the
specific economic, social and historical factors, the role of SMEs in the country deserves special
attention in terms of their influence on the competitiveness of the regions.

Administrative and economic capacity has been built in Bulgaria, which creates
conditions for the development of SMEs. However, there is no coordinated and targeted
investment policy to ensure sustainability of SMEs and for them to play a positive role in the
development of the regions. The research in the current dissertation and the achieved results
prove the working hypothesis that SMEs play an essential role in the regional development of
Bulgaria. Of course, a number of problems arising for SMEs in the country, which stop their
normal functioning and development, are also presented. In this regard, the possibilities and
guidelines for action by the state to improve the relationship of conditions in the regional
development of the country are outlined. As such measures to improve the environment, the
improvement of the regulatory framework, the effectiveness of the investment policy of the
Bulgarian state and the improvement of the organization and coordination within SMEs can be
mentioned.

IV. REFERENCE TO THE MAIN SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS
IN THE DISSERTATION PAPER

1. A focused theoretical analysis of the conceptual apparatus related to competitiveness
and its practical application, in the context of the development of level 2 planning regions and
the genesis of regional imbalances, was made.

2. An analysis and evaluation of the current normative and regulatory framework for the
creation and development of SMEs in Bulgaria, as well as the administrative measures
supporting their activity, have been carried out.

3. The accumulated practical experience in the functioning of small and medium-sized
enterprises in Bulgaria is systematized, through a quantitative and qualitative analysis of their
achievements.

4. A survey was conducted and an empirical analysis of the results was made, with an
emphasis on the activity of SMEs and the impact of the digital transformation of the economy
on their business, in the presence of their own digitalization strategy.

5. Recommendations are made for overcoming regional imbalances by improving the
work of the responsible institutions, speeding up the digitalization process and improving the
implemented state policy to support SMEs.
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
