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1. Information about the dissertant

Dissertant Kiril Boykov Zdravkov was born on 02.12.1992. Graduated from the
Bachelor's degree in 2018 at the NBU, specialty "Business Management and
Entrepreneurship”, then graduated from the Master's degree at the UNWE specialty
"Regional Business and Management™ in 2019 from 5 April 2020 to 5 April 2024.
During the training doctoral student Kiril Zdravkov has successfully completed the
individual study plan and has prepared a dissertation project according to the
requirements set by his supervisor. It can be noted that during the period of his studies,
the dissertant has passed all doctoral examinations and has prepared the relevant
publications required of him. This is evident from the public documentation provided
by the PhD student.

2. General characteristics of the submitted dissertation
The topic of the dissertation of Mr. Kiril Zdravkov responds to a significant extent to
the need to analyze and assess the territorial focus of development and to overcome the
imbalances with the role of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMESs) in the regional
economy. The dissertation is 156 pages long, of which 146 pages are main text. It
consists of an introduction, three main chapters, a conclusion, a list of the main
scientific achievements of a contributory nature and a bibliography. The focus of the
study is the assessment and analysis of the attempts and possibilities to overcome
regional imbalances by increasing competitiveness in the regions. This approach of
territorial relevance of SMEs has a role in promoting regional policy, which the author
assumes is essential to overcome regional disparities. The author assumes that in the
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search for relevant means to improve social and economic indicators in the regions,
new, modern approaches and forms of regional policy are constantly being tried out.
Doctoral student Zdravkov adds that clusters, scientific research laboratories and other
forms of cooperation and collaboration with broad participation and mutual interest can
be counted among these modern forms for the development of regions and their
economies.

The author Kiril Zdravkov sets as the object of research the development of regions
in the context of the functioning of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) and
their impact on them. According to the author, the subject of the research is
competitiveness, innovation and digital solutions for enterprises as a modern form of
economic and territorial development. He argues that the complex issues related to the
creation, development, role and place of small and medium-sized businesses in Bulgaria
are explored. Doctoral student Kiril Zdravkov assumes that the creation of a vibrant
competitive environment in our country is an economic and political priority, and the
assessment of its performance to date and future development options are essential for
overcoming regional inequalities. Thus, the main objective of the dissertation is to show
the importance, role and impact of small and medium-sized businesses as a
contemporary form of regional development and overcoming negative imbalances in
Bulgaria. In pursuance of the objective thus formulated, an analysis of SMEs is made
to ascertain the extent of their economic activity and their ability to effectively influence
regional development. Five tasks are proposed, a research thesis is defined, in which
the author of the thesis defends the thesis that the imbalances in the regions can be
overcome by introducing innovations, digitalization of business processes and creating
a competitive environment for enterprises in Bulgaria, which in turn will create
favorable conditions for socio-economic development of the NUTS 2 planning regions.
In summary, the introductory part is the author's attempt to justify the relevance, goals,
objectives and research thesis, as well as the methodology of the research. Here, the
author has not set out the limiting conditions , which constrain the research. On the
other hand, the author notes that competitiveness is essential for economic growth and
the well-being of society. Thus, the doctoral student argues that for a country or region,
competitiveness means its ability to attract investment, develop its economy and create
prosperity for its citizens. The methodology used in the introductory part of the
dissertation is based on traditional theoretical frameworks and scientific requirements
for research approaches, therefore | accept that it is scientifically sound. Tasks and
proposed quantitative methods and methodology for assessing the competitiveness of
small and medium-sized enterprises are formulated. After the introduction, the study is
structured in three chapters, conclusion.

The first chapter includes mainly theoretical and methodological propositions of
regional competitiveness with three paragraphs, which in a simple form with attempts
to recreate in the first place theoretical and methodological propositions of regional
competitiveness, in this part is also presented Porter's model, which is not superfluous,
but it is better to use a planning-forecasting model for the needs of the study. The second
paragraph is devoted to the characterisation of the progress-decline relation of the
regions, here | would argue with the author, because the notion of "decline” is subject
to proof, | recommend him in other studies to use "depressed economic state” of the
regions. The third paragraph is devoted to the author's proposed models for building
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regional specialisation for small and medium-sized enterprises (SMES). Regarding the
first chapter we can summarize that according to the required minimum requirements
for a theoretical chapter we have a positive performance by PhD student Zdravkov.
Along with this, the author shows a good knowledge of the research in the considered
scientific field in the country and the achievements of leading researchers in this
scientific field. After his attempt to construct a methodological framework, clarify the
basic concepts and summarize the existing more important and significant for the author
theoretical and practical approaches to competitiveness and its regional dimension, we
can consider the first chapter complete.

The second chapter is devoted to the study of the development and current
situation of small and medium-sized enterprises in Bulgaria. With the following
paragraphs. Firstly an examination of government policies for the structuring and
development of SMEs in Bulgaria, secondly an examination of the main difficulties in
the functioning of SMEs in Bulgaria. The third paragraph is devoted to the evaluation
and analysis of the empirical study. In this part of the study one can look for more
opportunities to focus the work on the general framework of the study of imbalances,
through the deteriorated demographic and social environment. The general finding of
the author is that in our current socio-economic reality we can hardly talk about
attracting a serious amount of educated and skilled immigrants. Here is the important
rebus of this dissertation is how to improve the regional economic conditions and be
able to keep in the country the young people we have today. Measures should be
directed in two directions - education and quality employment. It is no secret that
Bulgarian education, both secondary and higher education, is in a deep crisis. It is
linked to the reliance on quality rather than quantity, and to the completely broken link
between the education system and the real needs of the labour market. Here the author
concludes that 'Small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) play an important role in
employment, competitiveness and economic development and also help to overcome
market fragmentation'. In this part, the author is indebted to labour, because the text
must be supplemented with the latest EU programmes and approaches to employment
and the formation of new funding mechanisms for regional development and support
and young people in rural areas. There is also a need to supplement some of the policies
and views in the paragraph on the main difficulties in the operation of SMEs in
Bulgaria. There is a need to substantiate by adding texts on the importance of SMEs for
smaller municipalities and especially rural areas, where they can play a fundamental
role in overcoming imbalances in the country's regional development. The study has its
value and, despite some inaccuracies, for me it is an important contribution of the
author, it has its role and relevance for the whole scientific work. There are some
inaccuracies and stylistic errors throughout the text, 1 would appeal for these to be
corrected, for example on page 105 it says MPS instead of SME (similar in the
conclusion), these are factual errors and they are easily corrected.

The third chapter is devoted to guidelines and recommendations for improving
regional competitiveness in the context of the digital transformation of the economy
and society. With the following paragraphs devoted to the implementation of
digitalization in the activities of SMEs, the next paragraph is to increase the
effectiveness of the implementation of government policies and strategies, and the third
Is related to the derivation of guidelines for overcoming regional imbalances through
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the implementation of digital solutions for business. Here, views on innovative
approaches and new practice in the implementation of SME development models are
presented in order to select positive features and highlight possible mistakes and gaps
in their implementation in Bulgarian management practice. Doctoral student Zdravkov
could have been bolder in his views, but also tried to formulate more precisely the
methodological underpinnings, especially in the guidelines and new views. The review
of this part leaves the impression that the scope and the innovative processes and new
things should have been argued more strongly in the research as far as only the
implementation in enterprises is concerned. In this part, PhD student Zdravkov sets
himself the task of defining guidelines on the implementation of good practices to
support and therefore achieve the objectives of regional policy. In this regard, the
possibilities of diversifying access to programs and funding for economic actors are
considered, also building and testing a model that the author can present in practice.
Here new possibilities can be defined based on the author's views on the development
of investment promotion processes.

The conclusion is short for this type of development, but I accept it nonetheless.
| propose to increase its length by presenting in more detail the 5 contributions proposed
by the author. Also outlining some more important points of possible approbation of
such research in the regional business environment.

The style of the work is of a satisfactory decent level, though it may be pointed
out that the author has room for improvement in style. On the other hand there is an
attempt at extensive use of scientific literature.

In conclusion, we can assume that the author's research of doctoral student
Zdravkov rests on basic accumulated knowledge and understanding of the hierarchy of
organizational management and regional development, in search of the stages of
development of the theoretical field of territorial connectivity, regional development
and the importance of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) as a factor of finding
effective solutions for regional policy.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and applied results obtained

The introduction also contains the design of the joint research carried out during
the research, aimed at overcoming regional imbalances by increasing regional
competitiveness. Undoubtedly, the development of competitiveness of enterprises is
associated with the application of theoretical approaches and accepted methods of
analyzing the state of these enterprises. The main problems of regional development
policies in the context of political-managerial science, with its adjacent components,
are considered.

We can agree, regional policy is built on the human resources and innovation
potential of enterprises as a key factor for the competitiveness of these firms. Surveys
and analyses of the SME sector have been systematically carried out.

In general, the thesis is structured properly, in three consecutive chapters,
making the transition from the theoretical characterization of the object under study, to
the methodology of spatial-cognitive activity and the empirical study of the actual
manifestation of the underlying research work. The conclusion of the dissertation
contains the dissertator's generalizations, representing an exposition of the results.

According to the bibliographic reference to the dissertation, the scientific
literature used includes more than enough sources. Among the literature used there are
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enough sources from the last three years, which shows a good enough awareness of the
dissertation on the issues addressed in the dissertation, and the criticism that the
Bulgarian scientific school could have presented itself by integrating more authors in
the citations is relevant.

The methods used in the theoretical and applied research are presented and
argued in the introductory part of the thesis. Additionally, a review element is presented
and justified within chapter two, chapter three takes the form of a practical-applied
approach.

In some places, doctoral student Kiril Zdravkov is too laconic and in his desire
to stick to the clear scientific style of expression has not clarified some important details
and terms. Some of the subchapters are too short and some passages and texts could
have been considered for merging and streamlining.

On the basis of the content of the dissertation it can be concluded that the
doctoral candidate Kiril Zdravkov confirms his doctoral thesis on the basis of the
fulfillment of the set main goal and the fulfillment of the set scientific research tasks
according to the minimum national requirements for the PhD.

4. Evaluation of scientific and applied contributions

| accept with some reservations the description of the contributions of the
dissertation as credible and corresponding to the application, but also to the
achievements of the PhD student Kiril Zdravkov. To fulfill the objectives set in the
scientific work, a general and relatively appropriate toolkit has been applied, which sets
the expected results. The search for effective practical solutions is an attempt of
scientific search, which in the light of the posed problem could contribute to the
promotion of a number of processes in regional development.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation publications

Three (3) publications on the thesis are duly presented in the abstract. The level
of publications abstracts the required representativeness. The minimum national
requirements are covered.

6. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract basically meets the formal requirements and reflects the content of
the dissertation as well as its main points. | accept the contributions of the dissertation
described by the author with some clarifications. The results achieved are recorded. It
is written in Bulgarian and English. It reflects the content of the main structural parts
of the dissertation and meets the regulatory requirements for this kind of work. Positive
evaluation.

7. Critical comments, recommendations and questions

| believe that doctoral student Kiril Zdravkov has gone a long enough way of
development and I will not dwell on critical remarks, because during the discussions
and personal meetings | have criticized him enough and | have made the necessary
recommendations, comments and guidance. It is important to note that there has been a
gradation of development and knowledge has been accumulated, which is also the fruit
of his work with the supervisor and the team of the Department of Regional
Development. However, | have some clarifications of a technical and voluminous
nature. Here | would like to point out that it is a good idea to look at the texts again to
remove editorial and technical errors. It would be good to add some recommendations
for the second and third parts of the work, and to complete the conclusion. | accept that

it is the author's right to either comply with or ignore these views, for every work bears
the handwriting and ambition of the one who prepared and produced it. | would
recommend that in his future scientific and practical work PhD student Kiril Zdravkov
should focus his attention on analyzing the possible risks of attracting foreign investors
to the regions of the country. On the other hand, | personally congratulate him for the
view that regional policy should be highlighted as a national priority. | also have a
question: 'How does the author think that 4 or 5 SMEs with 200-300 workers in
municipalities with a population of 15-30 000 would affect local economic
development?

8. Conclusion

The submitted dissertation meets the requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria (ASDA) and its implementing
regulations. The doctoral candidate fulfils the minimum national requirements under
Article 2b, Paragraphs 2 and 3 of the PhD Act for obtaining the degree of Doctor of
Education and Science by Kiril Boykov Zdravkov. The work is part of the scientific
drive, vision and practice to achieve better development of our regions. The merits and
the submitted dissertation give me the reason to give a positive assessment and to vote
for the award of the degree of Doctor of Education and Science in Administration and
Management (Regional Development) to doctoral student Kiril Boykov Zdravkov.
